S. F. 2712 (Laufenburger) 
H.F. 2829 (McCauley) - Goodview Firemen's Relief Assn. 
Rep. McCauley explained the bill. 
This bill would permit the Goodview firemen's relief association to pay service 
pensions (lump sum, $50 per year of service) to firemen who have fewer than 
10 years of membership in the relief association but who otherwise meet the 
requirements of M. S. Section 69. 06. 

Rep. Johnson moved that H.F. 2829 (S.F. 2712) be recommended to pass. 
Motion carried. 

S. F. 2926 (Ashbach) 
H.F. 2851 (R. Andersen) - New Brighton Fire (Volunteer) 
Sen. Ashbach explained the bill. This bill would raise the ceiling for service 
pensions from $80 per month with 20 years of service (maximum pension of 
$120 per month with 30 years of service) to $120 with 20 years of service 
(maximum of $ 180 per month with 3 0 years of service) . 

Rep. Moe requested that Dr. Smith make some comparisons between the 
lump sum and the annuity. 

Bill was laid over for two weeks.

H. F. 2 417 (Fudro) - Columbia Heights Police & Fire

Bill requires that all police officers hired after 6/15/72 and firemen first 
employed after 9/1/73 be members of the PERA Police and Fire Fund.
