Answers to a commission letter sent to the Minnesota Delegation in Congress 

which expressed the feelings of the commission that public funds be excluded 

from the current bill in congress re private pensions were received from 

Senator Mondale, Congressmen Quie, Fraser, Blatnik and Karth. 

Mrs. Inga Cragg, Legislat� Chairman of the Retired Teachers Association of 

Minnesota,read a communication to the commission which expressed the thanks 
of the retired teachers for the 1973 25% increase in benefits. Further con­

sideration for an adjustment in the cost of living expenses was requested. 

A communication dated 6/3/74 was received from the Social Security Director, 

Harry Groschel, re "Analysis of March 31, 1974, quarterly Social Security 
Taxes paid". The total Social Security Tax remitted to Federal Government 
for March 31, 1974, quarter - $39,118,985.00.

Page 6, lines 17 to 23, Sen. Mel Hansen moved to restore the stricken 
language and to remove the new language. Motion carried.

Mr. Groschen also advised the commission that he will need $190,000 for 
the Supreme Court and District Court judges' survivor account for this 
fiscal year; needs to increase the contribution rate by at least 15% to 
19%; and that if making retroactive payment, will need to increase it an 
additional 40%.
