the past several weeks, a number of different revenue ideas have been proposed that 
could pay for the proposals above. The Senate remains interested in closing corporate tax 
loopholes, increasing revenues on the top income tier, and a statewide business property 
tax as solutions. It remains unclear to us whether your cigarette tax proposal has the 
votes to pass the House of Representatives, and we continue to await your response to our 
requests for bill language and data so we can evaluate your proposal. 

We believe the good-faith, global proposal described above provides a proper framework 
for a quick conclusion to the special session. particular, the Berglin Health Reform 
proposal is significant movement on the part of the Senate to close the gap in the area in 
which our positions are most far apart. 

We await your return to St. Paul, and your response to our proposal.
