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AT-LARGE CANDIDATES 

By rule, Steve Hunter, Scott W. Johnson, and Margaret Leppik were nominated. There were no 
nominations from the floor. 

The candidates addressed the committee. 

By a vote of33 for Hunter; 28 for Leppik; and 5 for Johnson; no one achieved a majority, and a 
second vote was required. 

By rule, Johnson dropped out. 

By a vote of35 for Hunter and 32 for Leppik, The Joint Committees on Education 
recommended Steve Hunter to be elected an At-Large Regent of The University of 
Minnesota. 

Representative Buesgens assumed the gavel. 

EIGHTH CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT 

By rule, Anthony Baraga and Edward Borowiec were nominated. There were no nominations 
from the floor. 

The candidates addressed the committee. 

By a vote of 62 for Baraga and 1 for Borowiec, The Joint Committees on Education 
recommended Anthony Baraga to be elected Regent of The University of Minnesota from 
the Eighth Congressional District. 

Senator Kelley assumed the gavel. 

THIRD CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT 

By rule, David Larson and Kate Rubin were nominated. There were no nominations from the 
floor. 

The candidates addressed the committee. 

By a vote of 51 for Larson and 10 for Rubin, The Joint Committees on Education 
recommended David Larson to be elected Regent of The University of Minnesota from the 
Third Congressional District. 

Representative Buesgens assumed the gavel. 

SECOND CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT 

By Rule, Dallas Bohnsack and Bruce Endler were nominated. There were no nominations from 
the floor. 

The candidates addressed the committee. 

By a vote of 51 for Bohnsack and 6 for Endler, The Joint Committees on Education 
recommended Dallas Bohnsack to elected Regent of the University of Minnesota from the 
Second Congressional District.

Rules Governing Selection of Regent Candidates 

1. A majority of the members from each House of the joint committee shall 
constitute a quorum. 

2. In voting, a simple majority of votes cast shall be sufficientfor the passage of an 
item. 

3. Each person recommended by the Regent Candidate Advisory Council is 
considered to be nominated. 

4. Other persons may be nominated by ':1- member of the committee. 

5. Every nominated candidate shall be allowed to make a five-minute presentation 
before the committee. 

6. The roll shall be called viva voce on the recommendation of the regent. 

7. Proxy voting is not allowed. 

8. · All candidates will be included in the first ballot. In the event no candidate 
receives a majority of votes cast on the first ballot, the candidate receiving the 
lowest number of votes, or all candidates receiving less than ten percent (10%) of 
the votes cast, shall be eliminated from further consideration. ·I~ the case of ties, 
those.candidates tying for the lowest vote total will be eliminated from further 
consideration. 

In all subsequent ballots, the candidate receiving the lowest number of votes will 
be eliminated until only two candidates are remaining: A vote shall be.held on 
these two candidates and the candidate with a majority vote of the joint 
committee shall be designated the Regent candidate.
