WHEREAS: The health of its citizens is a fundamental responsibility of every unit of government; 

and 

WHEREAS: The State of Minnesota has recognized this resoonsibllit:y in the Community Health 
Services Act of 1916, which provides for a Partnership in Publfc Health between state 
and local agencies; and 

WHEREAS: This commitment to shared responsi!J!lity for the public health has been accepted and is 
being acted upon in 87 Minnesota Counties in partnership with the Minnesota Department 
of Health; and 

WHEREAS: State and local officials and public health professionals wil! join in their Seventh 
Annual Boards of Health Meeting, September 19-21, 1984, to exchange ideas and improve 
their abU!ties to prevent and control disease and injuries, to promote a healthy 
environment and healthy ways of living, to assure appropriate and community-based 
oltematlves to institutional care, to educate individuals and families in the 
fundamental skills of parenthood and child development, and in general, to improve the 
ability of individuals and their communities to become free from avoidable disease, 
injury, death and disability and to live safe, healthy, and satisfying lives; 

NOW, THEREFORE, f, Rudy Perpich, Govemor of the State of Minnesota, do hereby proclaim the week 
of September 16 through September 22, 1984, to be
