WHEREAS: Since the UN was founded 39 years ago, the world has changed dramatically, With the 
addition of mor11 than l 00 nations to its membership. In this global community, tt is 
clear that the power to solve the world's problems no longer lies solely In the hands of 
a few nations. Instead, all nations must work together to relieve the suffering of the 
ml!Uons, to halt nuclear proliferation, and to promote economic development; and 

WHEREAS: Americans have made a great contribution to the creation and continuing work of the 
United Nations. And as a part of our foreign policy, the UN is a channel through which 
the U.S. can take productive action for world peace and prosperity, Continued support 
for the United Nations can advance constructive goal8 that will benefit both the United 
States and the world; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Rudy Perplch, Governor of the State of Minnesota, do hereby proclaim Wednesday, 
October 24, 1984, to be
