WHEREAS:  After such Declaration of Independence and recognition, Ukraine was occupied by Russian
military . forces and since that time the former citizens of the Ukrainian National
Republic have been living under the oppressive rule of Communist Russia, being denied
the basic freedoms which linger in their hearts; and

WHEREAS:  Their continuing struggle for freedom and independence is typical of the struggle of
all freed living peoples everywhere and strongly emphasizes for us ~- free Americans -~
that the price of freedom i3 eternal vigilance against continuous -encroachments, both
at home and abroad, and especiaily against Communist aggression which seriously
threatens the peace and security of the peoples of the world; and :
