WI/EREAS: These young school patrol workers have wlunteered for positions of high responsibility 

and have contributed generously of their time to teach school ch!ldren to respect 

important traffic safety rules; and 

WI/ ERE AS: The citizens of Minnesota annually express their gratitude to these young persons and 

honor them for \\lluable unselfish service; 

NOW, TI/EREFORE, I, Rudy Perpich, Governor of the State of Minnesota, do hereby proclaim the week 

of February 12 through February 18, 1989, to be 

SCHOOL SAFETY PATROL WEEK 

in Minnesota. 

FURTHER, I urge that communities organize special programs to recognize the young people who so 

faithfully serve in the school safety patrol.
