The State Board of Registration for Architects, Engineers and Land Surveyors of· Minnesota, respect­
fully submits this, its ninth a11nual report, as required by law. . . 

. This Board is organized under the provisions of Chapter 523, session laws of 1921, and is in response 
to the growing public interest to properly recognize the professions named above, and to safeguard the lives, 
the .health, and the property of the citizens of Minne3ota. 

Registration in Minnesota is in support of a nation-wide movement. Twenty-six states of the United 
States now have registration laws for engineering and land surveying, and thirty states have passed. laws 
covering registration for architects. 

It hi evident the Legislature, in the exercise of the police power of the state, may prescribe :regulations 
for securing the admission of qualified persons to ~.11 callings .demanding special knowledge, experience, and 
skill, Evidence in support of this statement is found in the opinion of the Supreme Court of the United States, 
No, 320" October Term, I 926., "The power of the State to provide for the general welfare of its people 
authorizes it to prescribe all such regulations as, in its judgment, will secure or tend to secure them against 
the consequences of ignorance and incapacity as well as of deception and fraud. As one means to this 
end it has been the. practice of different States, from time immemorial, to exact in many pursuits a certain 
.degree of skill and learning upon which the community may confidently rely, their possession being gen~ 
erally ascertained upon an examination of parties by competent persons, x: x: x:. The nature and extent 
of the qualifications required must depend primarily upon the judgment of the State as to their necessity." 

The rapid· development of the state, and the increasing magnitude of public works of an engineering 
and architectural character, and the expenditure of public moneys in construction, makes necessary the pro­
tection of the registration law, not only for the public, but for the legitimate professional engineer, and 
architect, and land surveyor. · 

The active co-operation of the state, county, and municipal authorities, as. well as the professional 
architect, engi.nee;r, and land surveyor is urged that the law may reflect credit to the state and to the re-
spective· professions. . . - · -

The ,administration of the law is carried on without legislative appropriation, and it is therefore dis~ 
tinctly to the credit of the architectural, engineering, and land surveying professions, that legitimate practi­
tioners are not only willing to register, but willing to pay to :register. It is evidence not only of the good 
will, but of the will of professional men to support the law. 

· It is with deep regret that the Board reports the death of two of the original members of the Board, 
Mr. Harry T. Downs of Minneapolis, and Mr, A. F. Gauger of St. Paul. Due appredation of the services 
of these members has been officially recorded in the minutes of the Board meetings. 

The vacancies creci.ted by death hci.ve been filled by the appointment of Mr. William W. Tyrie of Min­
neapolis, and Mr. Beaver Wade bay of St. Paul.

APPLICATIONS CONSIDERED AND REGISTRATIONS GRANTED 

During· the year the Board has received 40 applications for 1·egist:ration, and 2 remained from last 

year. It has granted 16 architectural, 14 engineering, and 2 land surveying registrations. Two applications 

were withdrawn, 3 were denied, 3 are held for further investigation, and 4 have not had the attention of 

the examiners. 

ADMINISTRATION OF THE REGISTRATION ACT 

The Board of Registration has now been functioning for nearly nine years, and therefore is in a position 

to draw from its experience some conclusions- as to the effectiveness of the Act under which it operates, 

and of those provisions affecting .the practical administration of the Act. 

The expressed purpose of the Act under which we operate is to ''safeguard life, health, and property" 

by guarding against. the practice of the professions of architecture, engineering, and land surveying by 

p~ISQ!lS .not qµalified to practice.· In order that this may be done, there is established. a standard of com­

petence on the· part of those attempting so to practice, and th~ work of this Board is to estab1ish and 

maintain this standard. 

The intent of the Act; as stated in Section 1, was that pers~ns practicing as architects, engineers, or 

land .surveyors should be required to show to this Board evidence of their qualifications, and to become 

1·egistered if proved competent. Without registration by this Board no .person could use the word 

"registe:i;ed" in connection With his name in· his professional practice, 

Members of the three professions and the public in Minnesota have given this Board very gratifying 

support and encouragement, and we feel that much good has been accomplished through this support. That 

the value of the law is becoming recognized is shown by the increasing respect and consideration that is shown 

registered professional men by municipal authorities, the courts, and the public generally. Several in• 

stances have come to our attention in which the fact of registration has turned the scale for or against an 

applicant for public work, 01· where the fact of registration has been accepted by the courts as a test of 

competency of witnesses. A continued support. from registrants and the public generally will raise pro, 

fessional standards of practice and the quality of work produced. It is evident that the greater the nu.mber 

of qualified practitioners who comply with · the law as it now stands, the greater the prestige that all those 

registered will have. 

Improper practice of his profession by a registered architect, professional engineer, or land surveyor, 

may come before the Board on written complaint and may, under certain conditions, result in revocation 

of his certificate of registration.

Reciprocal Registration for Architects 
The Minnesota Board is a member of the National Council of Architectural Registration Boards. The 

Council constitutes a clearing house for the convenience of the registration authorities of the various states 
having laws regulating the practice of architecture, The control of the Council is in the hands of the atchi~ 
tectural registration authorities of the various states that are members of the Council. 

The Minnesota Board of Registration recommends that architects (not residents of the State of Minne, 
sota) desiring registration in Minnesota or reciprocal transfer of reg~stration from their state to Minnesota 
make application for said registration or transfer through the medium of the National Council of Ar­
chitectural Registration Boards. For in most cases where this method is followed, the applicant will be 
saved the necessity of a personal appearance and examination before any examining committee other than 
that of his home state. While the Council does not guarantee the acceptance of all applicants who apply for 
transfer of registration through the Council, it is in a position to and does furnish state examining committees 
with the results of an unprejudiced and disinterested investigation of the applicant's credentials, moral, ed­
ucational, and legal. With. this data in hand the examining authorities in the state to which the applicant 
desires transfer are furnished evidence which is usually considered sufficient upon which to predicate judg~ 
ment as to the applicant's availability for registration in accordance with the laws of that state,

The Minnesota Board is also a member of the Council of State Boards of Engineering Examiners. In 
order to set up standard :methods of determining engineering qualifications for registration purposes the 
Council .of Engineering Examiners has adopted the following articles of agreement: 

ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT 
ON 

RECIPROCAL REGISTRATION OF ENGINEERS 

A~TICLE J. Reciprocal registration as provided for in these Articles of Agreement shall be granted. only 
to an applicant who is already registered in some state which is a member of this Council. A detailed profes­
sional record, properly attested, and ac;companied by references as to character and qualification from 
three registered practicing engineers, shall be £led with the applicant's board of examiners. Qualification 
for reciprocal registration shall be determined upon the basis of such professional record, thorough considera­
tion of which shall constitute examination. 

ARTICLE 2. Engineering experience gained by the applicant prior to his reaching the age of eighteen years 
sha11 not be. counted as a part of his professional experience. 

ARTICLE 3. Professiona.l experience shall be considered as beginning when the candidate has entered upon 
a position in professional engineering work which requires original thought and responsibility. For example: 

(a} In the field, experience shall begin to ~ount.when the applicant reaches a position of responsibility 
equivalent to that of actual transitman. 

(b) In the shop or laboratory, experieru;e shall begin to count only after apprenticeship, foremanship, 
inspectorship, or other subordinate positions, unless the work done specifically shows that the 
applfoant possesses originality of design and has had responsibility in his subordinate positions. 

(c) In the office or drafting room, experience shall begin to count when the applicant ceases to do . 
merely tracing, lettering, or purely mechanical work requiring for its performance merely man­
ual dexterity, and enters a position of responsibility where he begins actual design. 

( d) Experience in the teaching of engineering shall begin to count when the applicant is a fuU-time 
instructor in engineering in an engineering school of recognized standing, and each year of 
teaching shall be considered equivalent to one year of practice. 

ARTICLE 4. The applicant shall have had ten years of experience in professional engineering and in ad~ 
dition shall show that he is qualified to design as well as to direct engineering opera!ions, as evidence of 
qualification for reciprocal registration, and his experience record shall show progressive advancement in 
the character of the work performed. 

Each case shall be considered on its merits, and the experience record must be given in such complete 
detail that the Board of Examiners can determine the character of work performed by the applicant. 

ARTICLE 5. Graduation from an engineering school of recognized standing shall be accepted as the equiv­
alent of four years of such practice. 

An engineering school of recognized standing shall be one which :requires the equivalent of a high 
uchool or preparatory school diploma as an entrance requirement and demands the equivalent of a four 
years' course in engineering for graduation. 



ARTICLE 6. Making reciprocal registration operative between the states shall be done by means of certif. 
ication from one state to another of the applicant's qualifications. This certification shall be by means of a 
card or form bearing the date, serial number., and signatures of the officers and the seal of the board of the 
state issuing same. This card is to be printed and distributed by the Council of State Boards of Engineering 
Examiners. 

ARTICLE 7. Whenever an applicant applies to his own state board for reciprocal registration, if his quali­
fications fully comply with the standard herein provided, he shall be granted the same. 

ARTICLE 8. The aforesaid reciprocal registration certilicate shall be prima facie evidence of qualification 
for registration in any state that is a member of this Council and that has subscribed to these Articles of 
Agreement. When such reciprocal registration certificate is presented, together with the legal fee required 
and such information ( other than evidence of qualification) as may be requested for the records of the 
Board to which the application is made, such Board shall issue a registration certificate to the applicant. 

ARTICLE 9, Any reciprocai"certificate may be revoked by the state issuing same upon presentation to its 
Board of Examiners of good and sufficient evidence of incompetency, or proof that the applicant's character 
wan-ants such revocation. 

ARTICLE l 0. Shoulcl any questions or disagreements in the interpretation of these Articles arise, such 
questions shall be referred to the Council for action at its next regular meeting, or if more expeditious action 
shaU be necess~ry, they may be acted upon by the Council by letter ballot. · 

If action is taken by letter ballot, such action shall be conducted through the office of the Secretary of 
the Council in the customary manner; and the votes shall be counted not later than sixty days after forward­
ing from his office, by registered mail, of questions at issue. The Secretary of the Council shall thereupon 
immediately certify to the various member boards the roll call and results of the vote, · and the determination 
of the questions at issue; and consequent actions shall be in accordance with the majority of the votes re­
corded.
