For mer assistancecollections: Thisisthetotal amount of collections made on casesthat received MFIP AFDC
or IV-E Foster Care at some point in the past.

FTEs: (Full TimeEquivalent) Thisiseach state’s/county’ scount of total staff dedicated to providing child support
Services.

FTE - child support wor ker s6/30/2007: Thisisthe count of the number of Full Time Equivalent staff dedicated to
working directly on and supporting child support cases.

FTE - cooper ativeagreement wor ker s6/30/2007: Thisisthe count of the number of Full Time Equivalent staff on
contract to support the effort associated with child support cases.

Servicesprovided by state and county child support agenciesfor the purpose of processing child
support and spousal maintenance. Full servicesincludelocating parents, establishing paternity, establishing court orders,
reviewing and modifying support orders, enforcing support orders, working with other statesto enforce support orders,
and collecting and processing paymentsfor support orders. Also called“ Full Child Support Services'.

IV-D: 1V-D refersto Title IV-D of the Social Security Act, which federally mandated creation of state operated
child support programs throughout the country. State operated child support programs maintain 1V -D cases.

IV-D Case: ThelV-D caseiswhere aparty has assigned to the state rights to child support because of the
receipt of public assistance or has applied for child support services. A 12-digit case number isassigned to the
IV-D case.

MFIP: Minnesota Family Investment Program is Minnesota s income maintenance program under TANF, the
federal income maintenance program.

Never assistance case: Income withholding is the deduction of the current basic support, child care support,
medical support, or spousal support obligation and arrears from an obligor’ swages or other sources of income.

Never assistance collections: Thisis the total amount of collections made on cases that have never received
MFIP, AFDC or |V-E Foster Care.

Open caseload tototal FTE staff ratio 6/30/2007: Thisisthetotal number of open casesas of 6/30/2007 divided
by thetotal number of FTE staff, including cooperative agreement staff.

Applicantsfor TANF are
automatically referred tothe state 1V-D agency to establish paternity and child support for their children, if not aready
established. TANF replacedAid to Familieswith Dependent Children (AFDC) in 1996.

Total caseload (state counts): Thisisthecount of each state’' sopen cases, asof the end of thefederal fiscal year.

Total collections(state counts): Thisiscount of thetotal dollarscollected by each state during Federa Fiscal Year
2006.

Total expenditures (state counts): Thisis the total money spent by each state to provide child support
services during the federal fiscal year.

Total federal and state incentives. Thisis each county’s sum of all federal and Minnesota funded
incentives received during the state fiscal year.

Total FTE staff 6/30/2007: This s the total number of Full Time Equivalent staff dedicated to overseeing
and working on child support issues, although sometimes not directly with child support cases. Thistotal includes
cooperative agreement staff.

Total stateincentive: Thisiseach county’ssum of all the Minnesotafunded incentivesreceived during the statefiscal
yedr.

Unemployment compensation offset: Theseare collections made through intercepting aportion of aparent’s
unemployment compensation check to pay toward their child support obligation.

Unresolved Undistributed Collections: This is the portion of net undistributed collections that either have
not been fully identified or allocated and do not have a definite disbursement date due to insufficient information
(see Table | below for calculation methodology). These undistributed collections include but are not limited to:
