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The League sponsors one of the most com~)rel1ensllve

programs of interscholastic high school activities in the
United States - activities that involved 525 member
schools and about 94,000 students during the 2008~2009

school year. It is a voluntary, nonprofit, self-supporting
organization made up of Minnesota senior high schools. It
is administered by a small staff and a boardbf dl\'ectors of
20 persons. The League plays a key role in nearly every
non~academic interschool contest or activity in the state.
Its scope includes all boys' and girls' athletics, plus debate,
music, one act play, speech, and visual arts. It covers not
just the activities themselves, but instructional clinics and
other related programs dealing with non~academic

interscholastic activities.
The purpose of the League is to provide, at a

statewide level, programs of varied, healthful, character­
building activities within a framework of regulations and
supervision that fosters good sportsmanship and fair play
for every participant, regardless of the size of the school or
the student's race, color, or creed. To achieve this aim, the
schools democratically elect representatives who legislate
standards and regulations for eligibility, participation, and
supervision. Through such regulations, it encourages
scholarship and leadership, safeguards the physical health
and safety of participants, keeps achievement awards or1 a
sensible basis and seeks to prevent exploitation of students
by special interest groups. In short, its whole purpose atld
work are for the betterment and protection of youth.

The school patrons in the state of Minnesota can take
justifiable pride in the League. While all of the states and
many Canadian provinces have similar organizations, the
Minnesota organization is generally recognized as one of
the best and has actually served as a model and is often
called upon to help other states with'their programs.

In summary, the Minnesota State High School League
represents excellence in purpose
and performance.

The Hawks of Dakota United improved on
last year’s runner-up showing and won
their second title in the CI Division.

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Osseo claims third consecutive CI title, eighth overall;
Robbinsdale/Hopkins/Mound-Westonka wins fifth PI crown

Osseo claimed top honors in the CI 
Division for a third consecutive year at

the 2009 State Adapted Softball Tourna-
ment. The Orioles defeated Dakota United 12-1
in five innings in the championship game. 

In the PI Division, Robbinsdale/Hopkins/
Mound-Westonka claimed its third title of the
year. In addition to adapted softball, the Robins
also claimed top honors in adapted soccer and
adapted floor hockey. This year, they defeated
Dakota United 17-3 in five innings to claim the
championship. The victory also marked the fifth
adapted softball title overall for the Robins. 

CI Division
Osseo (16-2) added to its dynasty status in

the CI Division by winning its third consecutive
and eighth overall title. The Orioles convinc-
ingly overthrew the undefeated Dakota United
squad 12-1 in five innings in the championship
match. Prior to the current three-year winning
streak, Osseo also won consecutive titles from
2000-2005, and has now won half of the titles in
the 16 years of the tournament. Dakota United,
which was the top seed in the South Division,
finished with a season record of 17-1. The run-
ner-up showing was also an improvement for the
Hawks, who placed fourth in 2008.

The Orioles, who were the No. 1 seed in the
North Division, posted two runs in the first
inning. Senior Roman Hunter hit a home run in
the second inning and senior Antoine Driver,
junior Billy Williams, sophomore Zach
Stanhope, and senior Alicia Taylor all scored
runs while going up 7-0. The second inning also
saw sophomore Stephen Kubinski score the only
run for Dakota United. 

In the third inning, the Hawks sharpened
their defense, and the Orioles could only get one
runner home. In their fourth and final time up
to bat, four more Oriole players added to the
score: ninth-grader Sam VeoPradith, senior
Danny Boesen, Driver and Hunter.

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Granada-Huntley-East Chain, Pelican Rapids, 
Hopkins win titles with unblemished records;
Minneapolis Washburn fourth champion

Three teams won titles with perfect records
at the 2009 State Boys’ Basketball Tour-
nament: Granada-Huntley-East Chain

(29-0) won its first title in Class A; Pelican
Rapids (33-0) claimed its second title in Class
AA; and Hopkins (31-0) won its sixth crown in
Class AAAA. 

The Minneapolis Washburn Millers won top
honors in Class AAA; it was their third title. 

Class A
The Granada-Huntley-East Chain Mustangs

completed a perfect season (29-0) and claimed
the school’s first championship trophy in any
activity after defeating the two-time defending
champions from Ellsworth 62-54 in overtime.
This was the second consecutive and overall
tournament appearance for Granada-Huntley-
East Chain; the Mustangs fell in the quarterfi-
nals of the 2008 tournament. Ellsworth (29-4)
was making its fourth consecutive appearance
and its fifth overall. 

Granada-Huntley-East Chain, which trailed
28-18 at halftime, started trapping early in the
second half and scored 15 points off 11 Ellsworth
turnovers. The Mustangs took their first lead
with 6:18 remaining in the game when senior
Tim Garry drained a three-pointer. The lead
veered back and forth over the next six minutes
with Ellsworth junior Trevor Gruis pulling the
Panthers even at 51-51 with 1:26 left to force
overtime. 

The extra stanza, however, belonged to the
Mustangs. They reeled off seven unanswered
points over the first three minutes and senior
Marcus Teachout iced the win with two free
throws and a lay-up in the final 46 seconds. 

Granada-Huntley-East Chain’s Tim Garry
scored 20 of his game-high 25 points in the sec-
ond half and he also grabbed six rebounds.
Senior Taylor Nawrocki added 18 points for the
Mustangs and had a team-high seven rebounds.
Senior Tom Nolte and Trevor Gruis both had
double-doubles for Ellsworth. Nolte scored 16
points and corralled 10 rebounds, while Gruis
added 10 points and 14 rebounds. 

The Mustangs started their title run with a
64-61 victory over Minnesota Transitions
Charter School of Minneapolis. After a furious
second half, the Mustangs went ahead for good
when sophomore Tanner Nawrocki hit from
behind the arc with 31 seconds remaining in
regulation. Senior Marcus Teachout accounted
for the final margin when he hit two free throws
with 13 seconds left in the game. Tim Garry led
Granada-Huntley-East Chain with 20 points

and Teachout and senior Tyler Hardy added 12
points apiece.

In the semifinals, Granada-Huntley-East
Chain cruised past Chisholm 60-46. The
Mustangs hit 17-of-23 field goal attempts in the
second half and they shot 54 percent from the
field overall. Tim Garry and Taylor Nawrocki
both had double-doubles for the Mustangs.
Nawrocki had 21 points and a game-high 14
rebounds, and Garry added 21 points and 11
rebounds. 

Ellsworth defeated the first-time qualifiers
from Sebeka 59-46 in the quarterfinals. Ninth-
grader Casey Schilling hit two free throws to put
the Panthers up 49-42 with 2:08 left in regula-
tion and he and his teammates combined for 10
more free throws over the final two minutes.
Tom Nolte led Ellsworth with 17 points and
three steals and Trevor Gruis had a game-high
12 rebounds. 

The Panthers advanced and notched a 62-53
semifinal victory over Ada-Borup. Ellsworth

scored 18 points from behind the arc and also
made 16-of-23 free throw attempts. Senior
Adam Van Der Stoep shot 5-of-9 from three-
point range and led the Panthers with 22 points.
Trevor Gruis added a double-double for
Ellsworth with 19 points and 15 rebounds. 

In a very close third-place game, Ada-Borup
defeated Chisholm 60-58. The score was tied
seven times, including 58-58 with 51 seconds
left in regulation. With six seconds remaining,
Ada-Borup junior Yuri Johnson was fouled by
junior Erik Paine. Johnson, who was the high
scorer for the Cougars with 18 points, calmly
stepped to the free throw line and sunk both
shots giving the Cougars the victory.

St. Paul 80-68. This was the second title for the
Vikings, who won their first in 1984. The 
St. Bernard’s Bulldogs were making their third
consecutive and overall appearance.

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in the quarterfinals. The Scarlets, who trailed

Seniors Mike Talley and Dion
Suggs Young led St. Paul Johnson with 17 and
15 points, respectively. Senior Shaun Jensen of
Spring Lake Park tied a state tournament record
for most free throws made in a single game with
19. He was 19-of-20 at the line and had a game-
high 34 points for the Panthers.

Class AAAA
In the final championship game of the day,

Hopkins (31-0) became the first Class AAAA
school to win a title with a perfect record. The
Royals, who were making their 16th appearance,
defeated Osseo 69-59. In addition to this year,
Hopkins also won titles in 1952, 1953, 2002,
2005, and 2006. The Osseo Orioles (29-3) were
making their fifth tournament appearance this
year.  

Osseo gave Hopkins a competitive game, but
the 19 points that the Royals scored off of 21

Osseo turnovers may have been a deciding fac-
tor. Hopkins turned the ball over nine times and
Osseo was only able to convert those opportuni-
ties into nine points. 

The Orioles matched the Royals point-for-
point for the majority of the first half, although
Hopkins led 33-29 at the break. Hopkins, how-
ever, opened the second half with a seven-point
spurt and never looked back. 

Senior forward Royce White scored a game-
high 20 points for the Royals. Mike
Broghammer, another senior, finished the game
with a double-double for Hopkins; he scored 11
points and grabbed 13 rebounds. Junior John
Rowland led Osseo with 17 points and senior
Sam Dower had a double-double with 15 points
and 16 rebounds. 

In the quarterfinals, Hopkins defeated Blaine
68-26. The clock went to running time midway
through the second half and eleven different
players scored for Hopkins. Mike Broghammer
scored 12 points for the Royals, while Royce
White and senior Raymond Cowels added 11
points apiece. 

The St. Cloud Tech Tigers gave Hopkins
pause – literally – in the semifinals. The Tigers
slowed the pace and only trailed the Royals by
one point at halftime. A breakaway dunk by sen-
ior Nate Wolters brought the Tigers within 20-
19 at 16:23 of the second half, but Hopkins then
outscored Tech 15-1 in a run that featured pres-
sure defense and stellar blocks. Mike
Broghammer and Royce White each scored 14
points and cornered six rebounds in the victory.

Osseo opened the tournament with a 54-46
victory over Apple Valley. The Orioles built a
22-7 lead in the first half, but the Eagles battled
back within 45-42 with 3:41 left in regulation.
Osseo countered with back-to-back field goals

from seniors Jayvin Reynolds and Nick Djerf to
put the game out of reach. Sam Dower had a
double-double for Osseo with 13 points and 10
rebounds and Djerf added another 13 points. 

In the semifinals, the Orioles defeated
Bloomington Jefferson 59-51. The lead changed
six times over the course of the game, and the
Jaguars were within three points (52-49) with
1:54 left in the game. From there, Osseo hit five
throws to ice the victory. Sam Dower again led
the Orioles with 20 points and 10 rebounds. 

In a game that featured 11 lead changes and
six ties, the Tigers of St. Cloud Tech prevailed
over the Jaguars of Bloomington Jefferson 59-55
in the third-place game. The Tigers took the
lead for good when senior Nate Wolters scored
with 2:13 left in regulation. With 39 seconds
remaining, Wolters hit two free throws putting
the Tigers up 56-52 and making it a two-posses-
sion game. And, with eight seconds left, Wolters
put the exclamation point on the victory by
completing a dunk. 

Wolters had a double-double for St. Cloud
Tech with 27 points and 10 rebounds. He also
had a game-high four steals for the Tigers. Senior
Moses Alipate led Bloomington Jefferson with
13 points and senior Ellis Libby had seven
rebounds.

Ada-Borup (Class A) was the only school

Class A

In the individual portion of the race, senior
Moses Heppner of Warroad extended his lead
throughout the race to cross the finish line with
a 6-second lead over his nearest competitor.
Heppner led at the 1600-mile mark, the 2400-
mark, the 4200-mark, and completed the course
in 16:08.2. This was Heppner’s first title. He
placed 27th in 2007.

The challenge for runner-up status was
tighter, with Pequot Lakes senior Clayton Foster
claiming second in 16:14.5 and The Blake
School junior Paul Koullick running in third in
16:15.5. In 2007, Foster was fifth and Koullick
was 49th. Junior Connor Gjevre of Annandale
and senior Ben Jones of The Blake School
placed fourth and fifth, respectively. 

Class AA
In Class AA, Wayzata won its second con-

secutive team championship and its fifth overall.
The Trojans claimed the title with 55 points,
which bettered last year’s score of 62 points. In
addition to the past two years, the Trojans also
won championships in 1992, 1993, and 2000. 

All five scoring runners placed in the top 15
in team scoring. Leading the way was senior
Jeremy Drenckhahn, who placed fifth in team
scoring and 10th overall.

their 2008 titles at the 2009 State Dance
Team Tournament. The Crusaderettes of

St. Cloud Cathedral won their second consecu­
tive championship in High Kick, while Marshall
School of Duluth and Benilde-St. Margaret's of
St. Louis Park both repeated in the Jazz Division.
It was the third consecutive crown for the Divas
of Marshall School and the second for the
Knightettes of Benilde-St. Margaret's.

With costumes glittering and each step in
sync, teams from 51 schools took to the floor at
the 2009 tournament. Twelve teams competed
in each of the two dance disciplines and in each
of the three classes at the tournament.

High K.ick Division
St. Cloud Cathedral was the only 2008

champion to successfully defend its title in the
High Kick Division. The Crusaderettes won
their third Class AA championship. Their first
came in 2005.

Faribault finished second, moving up one
position from the team's 2008 finish. Totino­
Grace of Fridley was third, followed by Benilde­
St. Margaret's in fourth. Academy of Holy
Angels of Richfield placed fifth, and Spring
Lake Park was sixth.

Defending champion Yellow Medicine East
of Granite Falls yielded to Cannon Falls in the
Class A competition. The Cannon Falls Bomber
Dance Team earned its fourth state title overall.
In addition to this year, they also won in 2005,
2006, and 2007.

Aitkin earned the Class A runner-up trophy
while the Silhouettes of Yellow Medicine East
settled for third. Lac qui Parle Valley of Madison
finished fourth, followed by Lake City in fifth,
and Gibbon-Fairfax-Winthrop was sixth.

Eastview of Apple Valley won its fourth Class
AAA championship in six years. Faribault, now
in Class AA, won in 2005 and Burnsville won in
2008. Otherwise it has been the Lightning
Dance Team of Eastview every year since 2004.

Maple Grove finished second in Class AAA
and Eden Prairie was third.

The League's
Representative Assembly voted to add girls'
dance team as a sponsored activity on March 20,
1996. Although considered an athletic activity,
girls' dance team does not meet the federally
regulated Title IX guidelines to be considered
a sport.

I
n the mid-1970's, interested dance team advisors in the Minneapolis/
St. Paul metro area met to organize the first State Danceline
Competition which was held at Anoka High School. In the early

years of the danceline cOlnpetition, the winner of the state tournament
was in charge of and hosted the next year's event. This concept created
an incredible amount of work and an awesOlne responsibility for both the
school and the dance team. Advisors served as judges, but there were no
regulations to guide the number and type of competitions. During the late
1970's dance teams began to hire judges for the State tournament, but
there was no formal training for judges other than their experience as for­
mer danceline members. In 1980, the state tournament was moved to St.
Olaf College, and the state champion from the prior year was still respon­
sible for the organization and adn,inistration of the tournament.

On August 23, 1980, a group of eleven advisors from throughout the
state met at Minnetonka High School to discuss dance team issues and to
find better ways to organize regular season and the state tournament com­
petition. This meeting led to the formation of the Minnesota Association
of Dancelines (MAD), the name chosen for the organization. A nine­
member Board of Directors was elected, and the group began planning
"State '81". During the initial year of competition there were 55 schools.

A second Board of Directors was elected at a general membership meet­
ing in October of 1981, and they accepted the responsibility for
"State'82". The MAD members worked together to develop the
Constitution, and in 1982 the Board of Directors filed the necessary
papers for incorporation.

The first Judges' and Coaches' Clinic was held in the fall of 1983, and
the State tournament was moved to St. Cloud State University. In 1984,
the State tournament moved to the Minneapolis Auditorium and func­
tioned comfortably there until the move to the St. Paul Civic Center in
1989. In 1995, the University of Minnesota became the state tournament
site. This change coincided with a change in the name of the coaches
organization, the Minnesota Association of Dance Teams (MADT).

In the fall and winter of 1995, member schools of the Minnesota State
High School League began a discussion with MADT and, on March 20,
1996, the League's Representative Assembly voted to include girls dance
team as a League-sponsored athletic activity.

The 2009 tournament at the Xcel Energy Center, marked the 35th
year of dance team competition, but the 13th one under the auspices of
the League.

I ncreasing alternative energy incentives and
subniitting to the jurisdiction of an inter­
national court in regard to crimes against

humanity were the topics argued at the 2009
State Debate Tournament - the 108th edition
and the longest-running event of the
Minnesota State High School League.

Michelle Keohane of Apple Valley
defeated David McNeil of Edina 5-2 to win
the Lincoln-Douglas competition. Keohane's
argument against submitting to an inter­
national court in regard to prosecuting
crimes against humanity followed nine
rounds of debate conducted over two days.

The results of eight rounds of debate
proved that Robert Ciborowski and Daniel
Bernick of Henry Sibley of Mendota
Heights were the very best policy debaters.
Ciborowski and Bernick drew the affirma­
tive argument, arguing for increased alter­
native energy incentives, and won the
debate by a 5-0 margin over Laura Johnson
and Steven Quam of St. Paul Central.

Keohane, Ciborowski, and Bernick
emerged as champions after two days of
debate that began with 64 competitors
from 24 teams. The qualifiers were the first­
through sixth-place finishers in Lincoln­
Douglas debate and the first- through fifth­
place finishers in Policy debate from four ,
section tournaments.

The policy debate portion of the tournament
has been conducted since 1902 and the Lincoln­
Douglas portion of the tournament, which was
an invitational event from 1986 through 1989,
was added to the state tournament in 1990. This

year's tournament was held at the
~ University of Minnesota.

Apple Valley's Michelle Keohane drew
the negative argument in the title round
and defeated Edina's David McNeil 5-2.
Keohane advanced to the championship
after defeating Francesca Parente of
Wayzata 2-1 in the quarterfinals. In the
semifinals, she defeated teammate Chris
Theis 3-2.

McNeil defeated Kathryn Haglin of
Forest Lake 3-0 in the quarterfinals, and
Erik Legried of The Blake School of
Minneapolis 5-0 in the semifinals.

The Minnesota State High School League
State One Act Play Festival does not involve
direct competition. Judges rate the plays
according to specific criteria, including pace,
blocking, costuming, and projection of the play's
lneaning.

The judges consult after each production and
then openly critique each in front of the cast,
crew, and audience.

Two
hundred and ninety-three teams participated in
One Act Play this season - 206 in Class A and
87 in Class AA.

T he Panthers of Glencoe-Silver Lake were
one of two teams to successfully defend
their 2007 titles at Prep Bowl XXVII.

They defeated DeLasaile of Minneapolis for a
second consecutive year in the Class AAA
championship game, while Caledonia beat
Luverne for a second consecutive year in the
Class AA championship tilt.

Two teams became first-time champions this
year: Houston claimed its first 9-Man crown
after defeating Clinton-Graceville-Beardsley
and Kerkhoven-Murdock-Sunburg defeated
Royalton to win the Class A title.

The first half saw Houston taking most of the
play into Clinton-Graceville-Beardsley territory.
The Hurricanes marched downfield on three
separate occasions, two of which ended with the
Wolverines making goal line stands on fourth­
and-goal from inside the one-yard line.

Houston jumped on the board with a well­
designed 24-yard screen pass from senior quar­
terback Andy Sires to senior Trent Kerrigan.

Class AAA
The Class AAA chmnpionship was also a

rematch of the 2007 game, with Glencoe-Silver

On the 65th anniversary of the State Boys'
Hockey Tournament, Breck School of Golden
Valley and Eden Prairie skated away with the
respective titles.

Breck School, which was making its sixth
appearance at the tournament, claimed its third
Class A title in 10 years after defeating Warroad
7-3. In Class AA, Eden Prairie claimed its first
championship in five appearances after beating
Moorhead 3-0.

Class A
Breck School of Golden Valley (27-3.1),

which was the No. 4 seed in the tournament,
clinched its third title after defeating Warroad 7­
3. The Mustangs, who were making their sixth
tournament appearance, won previous titles in
2000 and 2004. These two teams also met in the
2000 championship game with Breck School
winning 3-2.

Warroad was the No.3 seed this year and was
making its 20th appearance at the tournament.
The Warriors finished their season with a record
of 28-3.

The impression in the first period was that
the game was going to be a close one. Warroad
rallied from an early 2-0 deficit with goals com­
ing from seniors Michael Pieper and Chris
Sylvester a mere 14 seconds apart, but the
momentum shifted after that. Breck scored two
goals in the second period and ninth-grader
Wesley Iverson gave the Mustangs a 5-2 advan­
tage when he scored at 13:01 of the third.

Rehkamp provided the offense with one goal
and three assists, while Russell anchored the
defense with his 33-save performance. Senior
Dane Shaugabay paced Warroad with one goal
and one assist.

Breck School started its tournament march
with a 3-0 victory over Rochester Lourdes.
Rehkamp opened the scoring 21 seconds into the
second period and junior Mike Morin added a
goal at 6: 10. Morin also scored an empty-netter
at 16:08 of the third period. Rochester Lourdes,
which includes students from Stewartville and
Chatfield, had five power plays in the game, but
couldn't convert on any of them.

In the semifinals, Breck School upset top­
seeded Little Falls 6-1. Junior Chase Nystedt put
the Mustangs on the board in the first period
and junior Tyson Fulton scored on a power play
in the second to put Breck up 2-0. The Mustangs
scored three consecutive goals in the third
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period, including a second from Nystedt, before
senior Wesley Waytashek score the Flyers' lone
goal. John Russell had 24 saves in the victory
and Joe Rehkamp added one goal and two assists
for Breck School.

On the other side of the bracket, Warroad
started the tournament with a 7-1 victory over
Hutchinson. The Warriors scored two goals nine
seconds apart in the second period to take a
commanding 4-1 lead. Junior Brock Nelson
started the scoring in the first period with a
short-handed goal and later capped a hat trick
with a power play goal.

The Warriors moved on and defeated

with the game-winner. Dane Shaugabay added
an empty-net goal for the Warriors at 16:28 for
the final margin.

A lthough the first state hockey tourna­

ment was not conducted until 1945,
high school hockey was played in

approximately 25 schools in the 1930s. Most of
the schools were in the northern part of the state
and in the Twin Cities area. Inter-school games
were very limited in number, and coaching was
done in most schools by lTlale faculty mell,bers
who had hockey experience or by individuals in
the community who had a special interest and
training in the sport.

The state hockey tournament was conceived
by the late Gene Aldrich, St. Paul athletic direc­
tor who thought it was time for an event of its
kind because St. Paul was drawing many fans for
its games. With the enthusiastic approval of the
Minnesota State High School League Board of
Directors and backing for expenses from the late
Elmer Englebert, Aldrich went ahead with plan­
ning the details for the first tournament. The
event produced sufficient revenue to pay
expenses and leave a modest balance,

In 1945 the Minnesota State High School
League, in cooperation with interested citizens
in St. Paul, offered the schools an opportunity to
participate in the first State High School
Hockey Tournament. It marked the very first
state-sponsored high school hockey tournament
in the United States. There were 26 high
schools registered for the sport at the time and
Eveleth's Golden Bears went home with the first
of its five state championships, The first field ­
including Thief River Falls, White Bear Lake,
St. Cloud, Staples, Rochester, St. Paul
Washington, and Granite Falls - played before
a total of 8,434 spectators.

The first-round games during the initial tour­
nament produced many lopsided scores, but the
championship affair between Eveleth and Thief
River Falls (Eveleth won 4-3) was a fine exhibi­
tion of skills and abilities which today are
expected of Minnesota high school hockey
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players, The first tournament proved the merits
of this activity for high school competition, and
the next year the Minnesota State High School
League took full control of the tournament series
and assumed complete responsibility for its
finances.

By 1947, attendance had more than doubled.
It reached the 30,000 plateau in 1956, topped
40,000 in 1961, and leveled off at the three-day
auditorium capacity of 46,000 its last three years
in the St. Paul Auditorium, For 23 years the
tournament was conducted in the Auditorium
before leaving in 1969 for the more spacious Met
Center in Bloomington. At the bigger Met
Center, attendance nearly doubled.

In 1976 the Minnesota State High School
Hockey Tournament returned to the city where
it had been groomed 31 years earlier. The tour­
nament site became the St. Paul Civic Center
Arena, a sports venue with a 15,706 seating
capacity for hockey and which was adjacent to
the Auditorium where the tournament was
nursed through its infancy. The event returned
to St. Paul as the biggest high school hockey
tournament in the nation. In 1985 an all-time
attendance mark of 103,096 was established at
the St. Paul Civic Center Arena.

From this meager beginning, high school
hockey has grown in programs throughout the
state by leaps and bounds. There were 146 high
school teams which participated during 1993­
94. The rapid development of indoor facilities,
improved coaching in schools, and development
of youth programs have all been contributing
factors.

In 1992 the first two-tier Minnesota State
High School Tournament was conducted.
Following the recommendations of the state's
high school hockey coaches association, the
Minnesota State High School League Board of
Directors established a two-year experiment of
conducting the hockey tournament in two tiers.
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Instead of dividing the participating schools
based on enrollment, as is the case with all other
activities, the coaches suggested the division be
based on performance and ability. Thus, follow­
ing the regular season, coaches in each section
ranked all the teams based on their season per­
formance. The top-eight teams were placed in
Tier I to playoff to send a representative to the
state tournament. The remaining teams then
played off to determine the Tier II representative
to the tournament.

The expansion of the tournament required
an additional day of playing time, so the Tier II
teams played their quarterfinal games at the St.
Paul Civic Center on Wednesday. The Tier I
teams played their quarterfinals on Thursday.
On Friday and Saturday, the Tier II tournament
concluded its schedule at Target Center in
Minneapolis. It was the first time hockey had
been played at the arena which is home to the
NBA's Minnesota Timberwolves. The Tier I
tournament was concluded at the Civic Center.

In 1994, the tournament was reformatted
once again. The League's Board of Directors
chose to classify participating schools by enroll­
ment, as it is for every other activity, instead of
by performance. The change was reviewed and
extended after a two-year experiment. More
than 23,000 fans paid to watch the Class A
schools, while nearly 83,000 fans paid to watch
the Class AA schools.

In 1999 and 2000 the championship round
games for both classes were played at Target
Center.

In 2001 the tournament returned to St. Paul
and the new Xcel Energy Center, which is the
home of the Minnesota Wild NHL hockey team.
The new arena has a seating capacity of 18,539.
In 2008, a new attendance record was set when
129,643 fans attended the four-day tournament.

wo new champions e[nerged at the 15th
Annual State Girls' Hockey Tournament.
The top-seeded Blake Bears took home

Class A honors after defeating Warroad 4-3, and
the top-seeded Stillwater Area Ponies won the
Class AA crown after securing a 5-3 victory over
Hopkins.

In the first game of the 2009 tournament,
Warroad skated into the record book for most
shots in a regulation game at 54. Overall, eight
records were set or tied at this year's event.

Class A
In the first year of tournament seeding, No. 1­

seeded The Blake School of Minneapolis defeat­
ed No.2-seeded Warroad 4-3 to earn the title. It
was the third title for the Bears in their fifth
appearance. They won previously in 2003 and
2007. The Blake School finished with a season
record of 29-2, and Warroad finished at 27-3.

The Bears built a 3-1 lead through two peri­
ods of the championship game, while holding
Warroad to five shots. Sophomore Alyssa Veil
opened the scoring for The Blake School less
than two [ninutes into the first period. After
Warroad sophomore Karley Sylvester tied the
score 1-1, Blake sophomore Abbie Lund coun­
tered with another Bears' goal 10 seconds later.
Late in the first period, ninth-grader Ali Austin
scored to give The Blake School a two-goal
advantage.

The score stayed the same through the sec­
ond period, but things changed quickly in
the opening minutes of the third. That was
when Warroad sophomore Megan
Brettingen and her eighth-grade teammate,
Kayla Gardner, scored 28 seconds apart to
tie the score at 3-3.

The tie didn't last for long, however.
Three minutes later, Blake sophomore
Hillary Crowe slipped the puck over the
goal line and the Bears were up 4-3. The
Warriors pulled their goalie with 20 seconds
left, but a final push in the last 10 seconds
ended with the Bears' goalie, sophomore
Chloe Billadeau, smothering the puck as
time expired.

She didn't make
any in the third period of the Bears' quarterfinal
game, and she now shares that record with five
other players. Billadeau also became the first
goalie in tournament history to have two
shutouts. Before this year, 25 players had shared
the record with one tournament shutout apiece.

On the other side of the bracket, Warroad
thrashed Hutchinson 12-0 in the quarterfinals.

The Skippers of Minnetonka (18-0)
made the best of their first state tournament
appearance by winning the title with a 12-10
defeat of the Eastview Lightning. Although it
was Eastview's third consecutive and overall
appearance, it was their first berth in the title
contest.

Eastview (13-5) kept chipping away at the
Minnetonka lead which the Skippers estab­
lished early in the first quarter. The game was
tied at eight as late as 5:47 left in the third quar­
ter, but then Minnetonka scored four straight to
create the winning total.

Senior attackers Peter Carbonneau and Sean
Folley each tallied hat tricks for the Skippers
and senior midfielder Charles Earl-Hansen
added three points on two goals and an assist.

Eastview senior attacker Andy Freeman had
a game-high four goals and senior midfielder
Blake Kleven added three goals and an assist.

The Cougars of Centennial rebounded from
their semifinal loss to outdistance the Bears of
The Blake School 9-7 for third place.
Centennial (16-1) came into the tournament
seeded No.4 and allowed Blake (10-7) to go up
2-0 early before scoring four unanswered goals.
Centennial led 7-4 at the half. Neither team
scored in the fourth quarter.

Three Cougars finished with three points,
two of whom, senior Joshua Osen and junior
Thomas Thielman, each had hat tricks. Senior
lTlidfielder Paden Reed added two goals and an
assist. Sophomore goalie Jacob Cruz had 13
saves in the game.

Blake, the No.2 seed, had three players with
a pair of goals and senior George Ordway had a
game-high four assists.

The top-seeded Skippers of Minnetonka
maintained their spotless record (17-0) by
inflicting the first of the loss of the season, 20­
13, upon the No.4-seeded Cougars of
Centennial (15-1) in the first semifinal game of
the tournament. The game was close in most
stats, with both teams demonstrating obvious
offensive prowess. In the first half Minnetonka
held a slight advantage in both total shots and
shots on goal. That stat was reversed in the sec­
ond half in favor of Centennial.

One player from each team scored a game­
high five goals - senior Peter Carbonneau for
the victorious Skippers and senior Joshua Osen
for Centennial. Carbonneau also had a game­
high eight points. Osen led the Cougars with
seven points.

In the second semifinal game, three may
have been the lucky nllluber for the Lightning of
Eastview, coming out of Section 3 and making
their third tournament appearance and earning
the No. 3 seed. Eastview, located in Apple
Valley, hung on to defeat the defending champi-
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ons from The Blake School 8-7 to advance to
the championship tilt against top-seeded
Minnetonka. To say the game was tight might be
an understatement. The teams played to a 4-4
tie in the first quarter, but Eastview held a 6-4
lead at the intermission. Eastview was limited to
one goal during each of the last two stanzas, but
Blake could muster only three.

Eastview goalkeeper Ryan O'Shea had 15
saves, perhaps the most crucial game statistic.
The Lightning also used balanced scoring
among six players to earn the win, but were led
by senior Blake Kleven (2 goals, 1 assist) and
junior Justin Vossen (1 goal, 2 assists).

Blake sophomore attacker George Ordway
had five points in the game on two goals and
three assists, and senior midfielder Willie
Steenland had four points on three goals and an
assist.

Three team records and four individual
records were established in the third year of state
tournament sponsorship by the Minnesota State
High School League.

Minnetonka now owns three of the four
team records - Most Goals-One Game with 20;
Most Goals-Tournament with 32; and Most
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Goals-Two Teams One Game at 33, shared with
Centennial by virtue of their 20-13 semifinal
contest.

Two Blake players now own two individual
records each. George Ordway broke his own
records for Most Assists-One Game with four
and Most Assists-Tournament with seven.
Junior goaltender Lowell Fluke established
marks for Fewest Saves-One Game with eight
and Fewest Saves-Tournament with 17.

Eastview junior goaltender Ryan O'Shea
shares the Fewest Saves-One Game record with
Fluke.

The tournament scheduled was altered to
accommodate commencement ceremonies for
some of the participants. Both the boys' and
girls' third-place games were played on June 4 at
Mounds View High School, and both champi­
onship games were played at the same venue the
following day. Normally, the boys' third-place
and championship games are played the same
day, as are the girls' games. The boys' semifinal
games were contested at Hopkins High School
on June 3.

Paid attendance for the semifinals was 1,579.
Due to the change in schedule, separate atten­
dance totals for each gender are unavailable for
the third-place and championship games. Paid
attendance for the two third-place games was
317. Paid attendance for two championship
games was 1,966.

A fter a change in the race format, which
allowed the team and individual compe­
titions to run as a single event, Lakeville

South and Edina tied for championship honors at
the 2009 State Alpine Ski Meet.

The final defending champion-Greg
Berman of Eastview of Apple Valley-was not as
successful. Berman, who won in Humorous
Interpretation last year, placed fifth in Creative
Expression this year. This was also his second
medal.

Apple Valley led the field with five gold
medals, while Lakeville North picked up three.
Besides Berkopec, Hofmeister, and Soderbeck,
the other 2009 champions were: Kirstin Yanisch
of Mounds View in Discussion; Ashley Mardell
and David Finseth of Lakeville North in Duo
Interpretation; Kate Brown of Apple Valley in
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Extemporaneous Reading; Karen Zhou of
Lakeville North in Extemporaneous Speaking;
Sarah Brickner of Apple Valley in Great
Speeches; Lindsey White of Eastview in
Humorous Interpretation; Courtney Koletar of
Lakeville North in Informative Speaking;
Lindsay Swiggum of Apple Valley in Original
Oratory; Tatiana Burton of Apple Valley in
Serious Interpretation of Poetry; and Corron
Baskin of St. Cloud Tech in Serious
Interpretation of Prose.

Three competitors claimed coveted fourth
medals this year. They were Adam Bouchareb
and Greta Besser of Lakeville North and Zach
Leonard of Hermantown.

Three competitors also won their third
medals at this year's tournament: Ashley
Mardell of Lakeville North, James Blashko of
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Mankato East, and Szuyin Leow of Apple Valley.
Lakeville North led the list of medal-winners

with 14, while Apple Valley earned 12. Eagan
and Eastview each finished with 10 medals
apiece. With medals awarded to as many as eight
top finishers, 29 schools were represented by
students awarded medals for their 2009 state
tournament performances.

Apple Valley, with its five winners, now can
claim 72 state champions between 1969 and
2009, which is first place on the list of Most
State Champions-All Classes. Eagan now has 49
state champions, good for second place on that
list. With its 12 medals this year, Apple Valley
still tops the list of top medal-winning Class A
schools with 311. Eagan, having won 10 medals
this year, now ranks a distant second with 223.

2009. The year 1969 marked the first year in
which a preliminary round and final round result­
ed in awarding medals to the top three place

winners in each division. The first two-class com­
petition was held in 1976. In 1979 the number of
medals awarded in each of the 11 categories of
competition increased from three to six. In 1989
the number of categories increased to 12. In 1990
medals were awarded to each of the finalists
through eighth place. In 1993, the Dramatic Duo

category was added making the number of cate­
gories 13. In 2002 the format changed to qualify
three entries from each section in each category,
and having three preliminary rounds at the State
Tournament before the finals. Since 1969 students
from 388 member schools have won medals at the
State Speech Tournament.

dina won its second consecutive title and
its third in six years at the Class AA meet.
In Class A, the co-op of Breck/Blake

claimed its first title and upset the four-time
defending champions from St. Thomas
Academy.

One new Class A record and three new Class

I t was a record-setting year at the 2008 State
Girls' Swimming and Diving Meet. The Class
AA competitors set nine all-time records and

the Class A competitors set nine of their own.
Sophomore Hannah Bowen of Stillwater Area
set two all-time individual records and was also
part of two record-setting relay teams.

In the team competition, Visitation of
Mendota Heights became only the third school
to claim four teatH championships after winning
the Class A meet with 268 points. The Ponies of
Stillwater Area reclaimed the Class AA title
with 290 after placing fourth in 2007. It was
their third title overall.

Class A
The Blazers of Visitation became only the

second team of the modern era to win four con­
secutive championships when they scored 268
points to claim the title at the 2008 State Class
A Girls' Swimming and Diving Meet. Eden
Prairie was the last dynasty to master the feat;
the Eagles won three consecutive titles in 1996,
1997, and 1998, and in 1999 they tied with
Edina.

The first team to win four titles in a row was
Virginia, a team that dominated the early years
of girls' swimming and diving. Virginia won 12
straight titles from 1930 to 1941.

Monticello finished second with 197 points
and Sartell-St. Stephen was third with 162
points. The Hutchinson Tigers were fourth with
156, and Fergus Falls was fifth with 145.

Visitation won six events on the final day of
the meet and set Class A records in four of them.
Senior Meghan Weiss set the tone with her third
consecutive victory in the 200 freestyle. Her
titTle of 1:52.05 was slower than her record-set­
ting time of 1:51.88 in the preliminaries, but it
was still enough to win. Weiss added to her gold
medal count when she won her third title in the
100 freestyle with a record time of 51.17.

In addition to her individual wins, Weiss also
helped the Blazers win their second consecutive
title in the 400 freestyle relay. Ninth-grader Meg
Foster, sophomore Molly George, and senior
Julie Steege rounded out that team and together
they set a new Class A record with their time of
3:34.97 .

Senior Sophie Pilhofer and ninth-grader
Olivia McNeely clairned the other individual
titles for Visitation. Pilhofer won the 50 freestyle
with a time of 23.83 while McNeely won her
third straight in the 100 breaststroke with a
record-setting titHe of 1:04.31. Both Pilhofer and

McNeely also swam on the 200 medley team
that set a new Class A record of 1:48.12. Julie
Steege and junior Maddy DeMeules also com­
peted on that team.

Overall, nine new Class A records were set
over the course of the meet. In addition to
Meghan Weiss, sophomore Audrey Kumm of
Hutchinson also set two new records. Her time
of 2:04.14 in the 200-yard individual medley was
a full 2.04 second faster than the mark set in
2007. Kumm's second record came in the 100­
yard butterfly with a time of 55.73, which was
37-hundredths of a second faster than the previ­
ous 2004 marle

The other two records were set by eighth­
grader Marisa Wood of Sartell-St. Stephen and
junior Taylor Foster of Breck School, Golden
Valley. Wood earned her second consecutive
crown in the 500 freestyle with a time of 5:02.05
and Foster won her third straight title in the 100

backstroke with a time of 56.72. Wood shaved
2.41 seconds off the previous 500-yard freestyle
record, and Foster cut 1.69 seconds off the previ­
ous 2003 mark.

he co-op of Bagley/Fosston walked away
with its first team crown in Class A, while
Mounds View returned to the champion-

ship podium in Class AA. It was the second
team title for the Mustangs, who won their first
in 2006.

Analisa Huschle, a sophomore who compet­
ed for Bagley/Fosston, set the only all-time
record at this year's meet. Her long jump dis­
tance of 19 feet and two and one-quarter inches
bettered the previous record of 19 feet set by
Charlene Butler of Bertha-HewittNerndale in
1997. Huschle also set a new Class A record in
the triple jump with a final distance of 38 feet
and one inch.

Class A
Sophomore Analisa Huschle won three

events and anchored a second-place relay team
as the co-op of Bagley/Fosston won its first
team title with 47 points. The victory was
an improvement on last year's fourth­
place showing.

Huschle won the 200-n,eter dash with
a time of 26.19 and went on to set records
in both the triple jump and the long jump.
Her triple jump distance of 38 feet and
one inch was good enough for a new Class
A record, and her long jump distance of
19 feet and two and one-quarter inches set
a new Class A and all-time record. Her
triple jump title was also her second
consecutive.

Charlene Butler of Bertha-Hewitt/
Verndale set the previous long jump
record of 19 feet in 1997, and Sarah
Brockberg of Pipestone-Jasper set the pre­
vious record of 37 feet and nine and three­
quarter inches in the same year.

East Grand Forks placed third with 37
points.

In addition to Huschle, two other indi­
viduals and one relay team successfully
defended their 2008 titles. Senior Ashley
Tingelstad of East Grand Forks, who com­

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won her second consecutive title in both the 100­
meter dash and the 400-meter dash. Her respec­
tive times were 12.88 and 57.48. Senior Melissa
Val1}neSS of Montevideo won her second crown
in the 800-meter run with a time of 2:18.33.

Providence Academy, which is a co-op
between Providence Academy of Plymouth and
Heritage Christian Academy of Maple Grove,
won its second consecutive championship in the
4x200 relay.
