 Of 447 county commissioners in Minnesota, 55 
are women (12.3%).  This is up from 52 (11.4%) in 
2008.

 Approximately 41 (47.1%) of 87 counties have 
female commissioners.  Only 3 of these counties 
have more than two female commissioners 
(Anoka, Dakota, Ramsey).

 29 (70.7%) of the 41 counties with female 
commissioners have one female commissioner.
