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To the People of.Minnesota: 

I'm honored to present the 2023-2024 edition of the Minnesota Legislative Manual also 
known as the "Blue Book."The Blue Book is the authoritative guide to Minnesota government, 
but it's not just a directory of offices and elections. It also contains information about Minnesota's 
history, culture, and institutions a snapshot of our identity as a state. Throughout my life I've 
been a regular user of the Blue Book, and I hope this edition will continue to be a trusted resource 
for people all over Minnesota as it has been since 1874. 

This edition of the Blue Book is dedicated in recognition of the hundredth anniversary of the 
passage of the Indian Citizenship Act.June 2, 2024 will mark 100 years since passage of the law, 
signed by President Calvin Coolidge, which granted citizenship to all Native Americans born in 
the United States. The law was long overdue. Citizenship was meant to grant the right to vote. 
Some states, however, still found ways to exclude Native American voters for decades thereafter. 

On this anniversary, we intend to recognize the struggle of Native Americans for equal rights 
in the context of elections and voting. A special section at the center of this book contains more 
information about the history of Native American voting rights in the nation and in Minnesota, 
some accounts of the Indian Citizenship Act at the time of its passage, and reflections about 
elections and voting in Native communities today. Those materials inform our ongoing efforts to 
make our election system even more fair and accessible. 

As Secretary of State, I'm entrusted with protecting and expanding the freedom to vote for all 
eligible Minnesotans. It's a mission I undertake with great respect for our institutions, and with 
great pride in our modern history of strengthening democracy. But that mission, and the office 
that I hold, also come with a legacy of voting rights in our state and country that for too long 
tolerated exclusion. For generations since our founding, there were groups defined by law or in 
practice who were shut out from self-governance and from making their voices heard. 

It's an honor being Minnesota's chief elections official. I like to say I'm in the democracy business. 
It's a privilege to work alongside thousands of people who serve the public in so many ways 
through our local, state, and federal government, and who are reflected in the pages of this book. I 
hope generations to come will someday look back, as we do now, at both the unjust aspects of our 
history and at the ways in which we have made great progress toward a more inclusive future.

The state’s population in 2021 was 5,742,036, according to the Minnesota State Demo-
graphic Center. Between 2010 and 2020, Minnesota’s population grew by 7.6% - slightly 
higher than the national average growth rate of 7.4% - and added 403,000 new residents 
– about twice as many as any other midwestern state. Since the 2020 Census, however, 
growth in Minnesota and in the U.S. has slowed considerably. Between 2020 and 2021, 
the Census Bureau estimates that Minnesota grew by only 1,600 people.

More than half of our state’s residents (55%) live in 
the 7-county Twin Cities metro, though there are 
also large population centers in Rochester, Duluth, 
and Saint Cloud. Between 2010 and 2020, the 
metropolitan statistical areas in Minnesota with the 
highest average annual growth rates were Fargo-
Moorhead (2.0%), Minneapolis-St. Paul (1.1%), 
and Rochester (0.9%).

According to the U.S. Census Bureau, one in four 
Minnesotans identifies as belonging to a Black, 
Indigenous, and people of color (BIPOC) racial or 
ethnic group. Between 2010 and 2020, the White 
non-Hispanic population in Minnesota declined by 

about 50,000 residents, making the total population growth fully attributable to BIPOC 
populations. In the future, any population growth will also likely be fueled by the rela-
tively younger BIPOC populations, as well as from populations moving to Minnesota 
from other states and from abroad.

Minnesota’s adult population 
between the ages of 18 and 64 
currently accounts for 61% of 
the total population. Minne-
sota State Demographic Cen-
ter projections indicate that 
by 2025, children aged 5 to 17 
years will be outnumbered by 
retirees aged 65 and above for 
the first time in Minnesota’s 
history.

In total, Minnesotans aged 
65 years and older numbered 
959,272 in 2021—an increase 
of more than 250,000 people 
over the decade. This number 
is expected to continue to 
swell to 1.2 million by 2030. Minnesota’s oldest residents— those aged 85 and above—
are expected to grow from about 110,000 residents to about 140,000 over the next ten 
years.

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The Minnesota Department of Revenue administers 30 different tax types and collects more than 
$33 billion in tax revenue annually for the state. Each year, the department serves:

• More than 3.1 million individual income tax filers
• Tax professionals, legislators, military, seniors, farmers
• Over 850,000 property tax refund filers
• 87 counties and nearly 850 licensed property tax assessors
• More than 500,000 business income tax filers
 
Taxes collected by the department pays for education, local government aid, property tax relief, social 
service programs, highways, economic development incentives and grants for businesses, and other 
state programs and operations.

Revenue
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• Minnesota has 426 E85 (a blend of 15% 
motor gasoline and 85% ethanol) fueling 
stations, more than any other state, and it 
was the nation’s fifth-largest fuel ethanol 
producer in 2020, accounting for 8% of U.S. 
total production.

• About 30% of all U.S. crude oil imports 
flow through Minnesota, and Pine Bend 
Refinery in Minnesota is the largest crude 
oil refinery located in a non-oil-producing 
state.

• About 27% of utility-scale electricity 
generation in Minnesota came from coal-
fired electric power plants in 2021, down 
from 53% in 2011.

• In 2021, Minnesota’s two nuclear power 
plants, Prairie Island and Monticello, fueled 
24% of the state’s electricity net generation.

• In 2021, renewable resources supplied 29% of Minnesota’s total in-state electricity generation. 
The state was ninth in the nation in total generation from wind, and wind accounted for 75% of the 
state’s renewable generation.

Agriculture

Minnesota’s farm and food sector has always been a powerful engine driving our state economy, and 
even with some extreme challenges (worldwide pandemic, low prices, weather), we can still stand 
proud of our hardworking farmers and farm families and the significant contributions they make 
every day to put food on our tables.

In addition to our nearly 68,000 farms, Minnesota’s agriculture sector provides more than 431,000 
jobs for the state and creates approximately $112 billion in economic activity. In national rankings, 
Minnesota is #1 in production of sugarbeets and turkeys raised, #2 in pork exports, and #3 in pro-
duction of hogs, soybeans, oats, and spring wheat, and #4 in corn and dry edible bean production. 
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Air Quality in Minnesota  

Minnesota’s air quality is good overall, but it is not the same in all parts of the state and doesn’t af-
fect all Minnesotans equally. Overall pollution levels have been going down and this trend is ex-
pected to continue. However, people in some areas experience pollution levels that are high enough 
to worsen health condi-
tions or are exposed to 
pollutants that don’t have 
federal or state standards. 

In recent years, Minne-
sota has seen more “bad 
air” days caused by smoke 
from wildfires outside 
of the state. This trend 
is likely to continue as 
climate change worsens 
heat and drought in North America. 

Water Quality in Minnesota  

Minnesota’s water has come a long way from the days when raw sewage flowed untreated into rivers 
as a matter of course. However, there is still much to be done to restore the impaired lakes, rivers, 
and streams in the state. Land use is a major factor in current water quality problems — agricultural 
drainage, urban and rural runoff, and erosion caused by removing vegetation from shorelines. 

As required by the federal Clean Water Act, the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) 
assesses all waters of the state and creates a list of bodies of water that fail to meet water quality stan-
dards every two years. In 2022, 305 water bodies and 417 impairments were added to the Impaired 
Waters list. In total, there are 2,904 water bodies with 6,168 impairments in Minnesota. Unhealthy 
conditions for fish and bugs are the most common impairment. This information will lead to studies 
and plans to restore the waters to standards.

Climate 

Our climate has already changed and will continue to change. Minnesotans are feeling impacts of 
climate change, from higher temperatures, more extreme storms with intense flooding, and changes 
in our unique and cherished ecosystems. These impacts will continue to have serious effects on the 
economy, natural environment, and quality of life in Minnesota.

Frequent and intense storms are now occurring more than any time on record, and the trend is pro-
jected to continue. Record-breaking floods damage streets, wastewater facilities, businesses, homes, 
farms, and natural resources, costing local governments, business owners, and residents millions of 
dollars in cleanup and repairs. Annual precipitation has increased as well, especially in the southern 
parts of the state.  

Minnesota is getting warmer, especially winter nights in the northern parts of the state. Daily aver-
age minimum temperatures during winter (Dec-Feb) have increased 7.3 degrees from 1895-2021 
in northern Minnesota, 6.0 degrees in central Minnesota and 4.9 degrees in southern Minnesota. 
Minnesota lakes have lost an average of 10 to 14 days of ice cover in the past 50 years, affecting lake 
and fish health, outdoor recreation opportunities, local governments, and business owners.

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The Great Seal of the State of Minnesota

The Minnesota Secretary of State is the keeper of the Great Seal of the State of Minnesota and 
affixes the seal to government documents to make them official. Just as people authenticate a 
document by signing their name to it, the state seal acts as the State’s signature. 

When Minnesota became a state on May 11, 1858, it did not have an official state seal despite a 
constitutional requirement to have one. Minnesota’s first secretary of state, Francis Baasen, wrote 
to Governor Henry Sibley requesting direction on the matter. Sibley authorized Bassen to use 
Minnesota’s previous territorial government’s seal. In the meantime, Sibley began making design 
changes and correcting errors discovered when the seal was cast in metal. He replaced a misspelled 
Latin motto, “Quo sursum velo videre,” which means “I want to see what lies beyond” with a 
French motto, “L’Étoile du Nord,” meaning “the Star of the North.” He also reversed the picture 
on the seal to depict the sun setting in the west instead of rising in the east. Around the seal design 
he placed the words, “The Great Seal of the State of Minnesota 1858.” In 1861, the Legislature 
adopted the new design, making it the official state seal. In 1983, the Legislature altered the seal in 
an attempt to spell out specific design details more clearly in hopes of avoiding the wide variations 
that occurred in past artistic interpretations.

The Great Seal of the State of Minnesota is rich in symbolism. The cultivated ground and plow are 
said to symbolize the importance of agriculture. The Mississippi River and St. Anthony Falls are 
depicted to note the importance of Minnesota’s natural resources. The three pine trees represent the 
state tree, the Red or Norway Pine, and the three great pine regions of the state including the St. 
Croix, Mississippi, and Lake Superior. The tree stump symbolizes the importance of Minnesota’s 
timber industry. 

The depiction of the Native American on horseback is more controversial – as is the relationship 
of that depiction to other symbols in the seal. While some see in the image a tribute to Native 
American culture, some see an illustration of subjugation that is deeply troubling to many Native 
Americans and others. There is some historical evidence suggesting that the path of the Native 
American towards the setting sun in the west was meant as a metaphor for the replacement of 
Native American civilization. 

As this book goes to print, a debate is ongoing at the Minnesota legislature about the suitability 
of the current version of the Great Seal of the State of Minnesota. The legislature is currently 
considering legislation that would empower a commission to recommend changes to the Great Seal. 
A change would require legislative approval and the signature of the governor.  
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State Fish

After being first proposed to be the state fish in 1953, the walleye (Stizostedion vitreum) was adopted 
in 1965(Minnesota Statutes 1.146). This popular game fish is found throughout Minnesota in lakes 
and rivers. The largest walleye ever caught in Minnesota weighed 17 pounds, 8 ounces.  

State Bird

Minnesota’s state bird, the common loon (Gavia 
immer), was adopted by the Legislature in 1961. 
(Minnesota Statutes 1.145) Loons are large black 
and white birds with red eyes. They have wing-
spans up to five feet, body lengths up to three 
feet, and can dive to depths of 90 feet. Its name 
comes from a Norwegian word that means “wild, 
sad cry.” Approximately 12,000 loons make their 
summer homes in Minnesota. 

State Butterfly

The monarch butterfly (Danaus plexippus), also known as the 
milkweed butterfly, was adopted as the state’s official butterfly 
in 2000 (Minnesota Statutes 1.1497). The monarch is one of 
the few butterfly species that migrates with the change in 
seasons. Approximately four generations of monarchs are born 
in Minnesota each summer and live roughly four weeks; the 
exception is the last generation of the season, which survives 
for six months. Monarch caterpillars feed almost exclusively 
on milkweed, which grows throughout Minnesota.  

State Drink and Muffin

Milk was adopted as the official state drink in 
1984 (Minnesota Statutes 1.1495). Our state 
produces 9.5 billion pounds of milk a year (4.5 
percent of the nation’s total) and ranks eighth in 
dairy production among the states.

The blueberry muffin was adopted as the offi-
cial muffin of the state of Minnesota in 1988 
(Minnesota Statutes 1.1496).
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State Fruit

The Honeycrisp™ apple was adopted as the state fruit in 
2006 (Minnesota Statutes 1.1475). It was produced from 
a 1960 cross of Macoun and Honeygold apples, as part 
of a University of Minnesota apple-breeding program to 
develop a winter-hardy tree with high quality fruit. Hon-
eycrisp apples are about three inches in diameter, have an 
exceptionally crisp and juicy texture, and are harvested from 
mid-September to mid-October in east-central Minnesota. 

State Flower

From the earliest days, the Legislature wanted the pink and white 
lady slipper (Cyprideum reginae) to be the state flower. However, in 
1893, the Legislature passed a resolution mistakenly naming the wild 
lady slipper as the state flower. The 1902 Legislature passed a new 
resolution to correct its error. In 1967, the Legislature made the pink 
and white lady slipper a state symbol (Minnesota Statutes 1.142). 

One of Minnesota’s rarest wildflowers, this plant thrives in open 
swamps, bogs, and damp woods. Lady slippers grow slowly, taking 
four to 16 years to produce their first flowers, which bloom in late 
June or early July. The plants live for up to 50 years and grow up to 
four feet tall.

State Flag

The Minnesota state flag is royal blue with a gold fringe. In 
the center of the flag is the state seal. Around the state seal is 
a wreath of the state flower, the lady slipper. Three dates are 
woven into the wreath: 1819, the year Fort Snelling was es-
tablished; 1858, the year Minnesota became a state; and 1893, 
the year the official flag was adopted. Nineteen stars ring the 
wreath, symbolizing that Minnesota was the 19th state to enter 
the Union after the original 13. The largest star represents the 
North Star and Minnesota. The present state flag was adopted 
by the Legislature in 1957 (Minnesota Statutes 1.141).

State Gemstone

The Lake Superior agate was named the official state gem-
stone in 1969 (Minnesota Statutes 1.147). This beautiful quartz 
stone is banded with rich red and orange colors derived from 
iron ore in the soil. These agates are normally about the size of 
a pea, but can be as large as 20 pounds. Dispersed throughout 
Minnesota by glaciers in the last Ice Age, these agates can be 
found on the banks of rivers, in gravel pits, or in other places 
where pebbles and gravel abound.
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State Photograph

The photograph “Grace,” depicting an elderly man bowing 
his head and giving thanks, taken by Eric Enstrom in 1918 
in Bovey, Minnesota, was adopted as the official state 
photograph in 2002 (Minnesota Statutes 1.1498).

A copy of the photograph, presented to the state by 
Enstrom’s daughter, Rhoda Nyberg, is on display in the 
Secretary of State’s office in St. Paul.    

 State Soil 

First proposed in 1939, Lester soil became the official state soil in 2012  
(Minnesota Statutes 1.485). Lester soils are well-drained, have a dark gray-
ish brown surface with clay loam and loam subsoils. The characteristics of 
this soil developed from both grasslands and forests. This soil is a valuable 
resouce for forage, corn, and soybean production. Lester soil can be found in 
central and south-central Minnesota.

State Grain

Wild rice (Zizania aquatica), was adopted as the official state grain in 
1977 (Minnesota Statutes 1.148). This aquatic grass is not related to  
common rice and was a staple food for Minnesota’s American Indian 
tribes for centuries. Wild rice is still harvested from lakes in the  
traditional way, by canoe. However, people interested in harvesting wild 
rice in Minnesota must purchase a wild ricing license, similar to a fishing 
or hunting license. Today, as in the past, much of the wild rice produced 
in the world comes from Minnesota. It’s also the only cereal grain native 
to North America. 

State Mushroom

Morchella esculenta, commonly known as the morel, sponge mush-
room or honeycomb morel, was adopted in l984 as the official 
state mushroom (Minnesota Statutes 1.149). Morels are edible and 
considered a rare delicacy. They grow two to six inches high, are 
creamy tan or shades of brown and gray in color, and boast pitted, 
spongy heads, smooth stems and hollow  interiors. In the spring, 
morels can often be found in southeastern Minnesota fields and 
forests.
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State Sport

The 2009 Legislature designated ice hockey as the 
official state sport of  Minnesota (Minnesota Statutes 
1.1499).  Minnesota is home to the U.S. Hockey Hall of 
Fame Museum in Eveleth. In the 1980 Winter Olym-
pics, St. Paul native Herb Brooks was the head coach of 
the gold medal-winning men’s national ice hockey team. 
Team USA upset the Soviet Union 4-3 in what became 
known as the “Miracle on Ice.” Brooks was inducted 
into the U.S. Hockey Hall of Fame in 1990.

State Tree

The Red or Norway pine (Pinus resinosa) became the official state tree in 
1953 (Minnesota Statutes 1.143). The Red pine can live to be 400 years 
old and can reach heights of nearly 150 feet with a trunk up to five feet in 
diameter. Its needles are four to six inches long and grow in pairs. 

Red pines when small are popular as Christmas trees, and are harvested 
for use as structural timber and pulpwood when mature. They also make 
suitable poles, pilings, mining timbers, and railroad ties. 

State Bee

The rusty patched bumble bee (Bombus affinis) was 
adopted as the state’s official bee in 2019 (Minnesota 
Statutes 1.1465). It is listed as a federally endangered 
species and has declined by 87 percent in the last 20 
years. Minnesota is one of only 10 states where the 
rusty patched bumble bee is currently found. Bumble 
bees are important pollinators for many crops and 
plants, including blueberries, cranberries and even to-
matoes. A variety of native and introduced flowering 
plants, shrubs and trees all provide nectar and pollen 
for the rusty patched and other bumble bees.

“Hail! Minnesota,” was written in 1904 by University of Minnesota students Truman E. Rickard 
and Arthur E. Upson. A second verse was penned in 1905. The University of Minnesota Alumni 
Association, owner of the copyright to the song, released its copyright to the words and music, 
and in 1945 the Legislature adopted “Hail Minnesota” as the state song.

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DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE
Secretary of State’s Note: Drafted by Thomas Jefferson and adopted by the Continental Congress 
on July 4, 1776, the Declaration of Independence outlined American colonial grievances suffered 
under British rule. The Declaration formally proclaimed the 13 American colonies independent 
from Great Britain. The document is commonly referred to as America’s birth certificate.

DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE

WHEN in the Course of human Events, it becomes necessary for one People to dissolve the Politi-
cal Bands which have connected them with another, and to assume among the Powers of the Earth, 
the separate and equal Station to which the Laws of Nature and of Nature’s God entitle them, a 
decent Respect to the Opinions of Mankind requires that they should declare the causes which 
impel them to the Separation.

WE hold these Truths to be self-evident, that all Men are created equal, that they are endowed by 
their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty and the Pursuit of 
Happiness—That to secure these Rights, Governments are instituted among Men, deriving their 
just Powers from the Consent of the Governed, that whenever any Form of Government becomes 
destructive of these Ends, it is the Right of the People to alter or to abolish it, and to institute new 
Government, laying its Foundation on such Principles, and organizing its Powers in such Form, as 
to them shall seem most likely to effect their Safety and Happiness. Prudence, indeed, will dictate 
that Governments long established should not be changed for light and transient Causes; and ac-
cordingly all Experience hath shewn, that Mankind are more disposed to suffer, while Evils are suf-
ferable, than to right themselves by abolishing the Forms to which they are accustomed. But when 
a long Train of Abuses and Usurpations, pursuing invariably the same Object, evinces a Design to 
reduce them under absolute Despotism, it is their Right, it is their Duty, to throw off such Govern-
ment, and to provide new Guards for their future Security. Such has been the patient Sufferance of 
these Colonies; and such is now the Necessity which constrains them to alter their former Systems 
of Government. The History of the present King of Great-Britain is a History of repeated Injuries 
and Usurpations, all having in direct Object the Establishment of an absolute Tyranny over these 
States. To prove this, let Facts be submitted to a candid World.

HE has refused his Assent to Laws, the most wholesome and necessary for the public Good.

HE has forbidden his Governors to pass Laws of immediate and pressing Importance, unless  
suspended in their Operation till his Assent should be obtained; and when so suspended, he has 
utterly neglected to attend to them.

HE has refused to pass other Laws for the Accommodation of large Districts of People, unless 
those People would relinquish the Right of Representation in the Legislature, a Right inestimable 
to them, and formidable to Tyrants only.

HE has called together Legislative Bodies at Places unusual, uncomfortable, and distant from the 
Depository of their public Records, for the sole Purpose of fatiguing them into Compliance with his 
Measures.

HE has dissolved Representative Houses repeatedly, for opposing with manly Firmness his Inva-
sions on the Rights of the People.

HE has refused for a long Time, after such Dissolutions, to cause others to be elected; whereby the 
Legislative Powers, incapable of the Annihilation, have returned to the People at large for their 
exercise; the State remaining in the mean time exposed to all the Dangers of Invasion from  
without, and the Convulsions within.

HE has endeavoured to prevent the Population of these States; for that Purpose obstructing the 
Laws for Naturalization of Foreigners; refusing to pass others to encourage their Migrations hither, 
and raising the Conditions of new Appropriations of Lands.

HE has obstructed the Administration of Justice, by refusing his Assent to Laws for establishing 
Judiciary Powers.
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HE has made Judges dependent on his Will alone, for the Tenure of their Offices, and the Amount 
and Payment of their Salaries.

HE has erected a Multitude of new Offices, and sent hither Swarms of Officers to harrass our 
People, and eat out their Substance.

HE has kept among us, in Times of Peace, Standing Armies, without the consent of our Legisla-
tures.

HE has affected to render the Military independent of and superior to the Civil Power.

HE has combined with others to subject us to a Jurisdiction foreign to our Constitution, and  
unacknowledged by our Laws; giving his Assent to their Acts of pretended Legislation:

FOR quartering large Bodies of Armed Troops among us;

FOR protecting them, by a mock Trial, from Punishment for any Murders which they should  
commit on the Inhabitants of these States:

FOR cutting off our Trade with all Parts of the World:

FOR imposing Taxes on us without our Consent:

FOR depriving us, in many Cases, of the Benefits of Trial by Jury:

FOR transporting us beyond Seas to be tried for pretended Offences:

FOR abolishing the free System of English Laws in a neighboring Province, establishing therein an 
arbitrary Government, and enlarging its Boundaries, so as to render it at once an Example and fit 
Instrument for introducing the same absolute Rules into these Colonies:

FOR taking away our Charters, abolishing our most valuable Laws, and altering fundamentally the 
Forms of our Governments:

FOR suspending our own Legislatures, and declaring themselves invested with Power to legislate 
for us in all Cases whatsoever.

HE has abdicated Government here, by declaring us out of his Protection and waging War 
against us.

HE has plundered our Seas, ravaged our Coasts, burnt our Towns, and destroyed the Lives of 
our People.

HE is, at this Time, transporting large Armies of foreign Mercenaries to compleat the Works of 
Death, Desolation, and Tyranny, already begun with circumstances of Cruelty and Perfidy, scarcely 
paralleled in the most barbarous Ages, and totally unworthy the Head of a civilized Nation.

HE has constrained our fellow Citizens taken Captive on the high Seas to bear Arms against their 
Country, to become the Executioners of their Friends and Brethren, or to fall themselves by 
their Hands.

HE has excited domestic Insurrections amongst us, and has endeavoured to bring on the Inhabit-
ants of our Frontiers, the merciless Indian Savages, whose known Rule of Warfare, is an undistin-
guished Destruction, of all Ages, Sexes and Conditions.

IN every stage of these Oppressions we have Petitioned for Redress in the most humble Terms: 
Our repeated Petitions have been answered only by repeated Injury. A Prince, whose Character is 
thus marked by every act which may define a Tyrant, is unfit to be the Ruler of a free People.
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NOR have we been wanting in Attentions to our British Brethren. We have warned them from 
Time to Time of Attempts by their Legislature to extend an unwarrantable Jurisdiction over us. 
We have reminded them of the Circumstances of our Emigration and Settlement here. We have 
appealed to their native Justice and Magnanimity, and we have conjured them by the Ties of our 
common Kindred to disavow these Usurpations, which, would inevitably interrupt our Connections 
and Correspondence. They too have been deaf to the Voice of Justice and of Consanguinity. We 
must, therefore, acquiesce in the Necessity, which denounces our Separation, and hold them, as we 
hold the rest of Mankind, Enemies in War, in Peace, Friends.

WE, therefore, the Representatives of the United States of America, in General Congress, 
Assembled, appealing to the Supreme Judge of the World for the Rectitude of our Intentions, do, 
in the Name, and by Authority of the good People of these Colonies, solemnly Publish and Declare, 
That these United Colonies are, and of Right ought to be, Free and Independent States; 
that they are absolved from all Allegiance to the British Crown, and that all political Connection 
between them and the State of Great-Britain, is and ought to be totally dissolved; and that as Free 
and Independent States, they have full Power to levy War, conclude Peace, contract Alliances, 
establish Commerce, and to do all other Acts and Things which Independent States may of 
right do. And for the support of this Declaration, with a firm Reliance on the Protection of divine 
Providence, we mutually pledge to each other our Lives, our Fortunes, and our sacred Honor.

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land, appointed 70 men as delegates to the Constitutional Convention in Philadelphia. The 
delegates or “framers” worked to construct a document to provide for a stronger central 
government than the Articles of Confederation had allowed. They were also careful not to infringe 
on the sovereignty of states and to preserve individual rights consistent with the principles of the 
Declaration of Independence.

On September 17, 1787, a Constitution was adopted consisting of a preamble and seven subsequent 
articles outlining a framework for a new federal government. The document established three 
separate but equal branches of government: executive, legislative, and judicial. The framers also 
created a series of “checks and balances” devised to ensure that one branch of government could not 
dominate another.

Over the next three years, states held conventions to ratify the Constitution on the following dates: 
Delaware, December 7, 1787; Pennsylvania, December 12, 1787; New Jersey, December 18, 1787; 
Georgia, January 2, 1788; Connecticut, January 9, 1788; Massachusetts, February 6, 1788; Mary-
land, April 28, 1788; South Carolina, May 23, 1788; New Hampshire, June 21, 1788; Virginia, June 
26, 1788; New York, July 26, 1788; North Carolina, November 21, 1789; and Rhode Island, May 
29, 1790.

Since its adoption, the U.S. Constitution has been amended 27 times. The first ten amendments 
are known as the Bill of Rights, and were proposed during the first session of First Congress of the 
United States, on September 25, 1789. The Bill of Rights outline fundamental individual rights and 
liberties, which cannot be infringed upon by the central government. The Bill of Rights was 
ratified on December 15, 1791. 

CONSTITUTION OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA

We, the people of the United States, in order to form a more perfect union, establish justice, insure 
domestic tranquility, provide for the common defense, promote the general welfare, and secure the 
blessings of liberty to ourselves and our posterity, do ordain and establish this Constitution for the 
United States of America. 

ARTICLE I 
Section 1. All legislative powers herein granted shall be vested in a congress of the United States, 
which shall consist of a senate and a house of representatives.

Sec. 2. The house of representatives shall be composed of members chosen every second year by the 
people of the several states, and the electors in each state shall have the qualifications requisite for 
electors of the most numerous branch of the state legislature.

No person shall be a representative who shall not have attained to the age of twenty-five years and 
been seven years a citizen of the United States, and who shall not, when elected, be an inhabitant of 
that state in which he shall be chosen. Representatives and direct taxes shall be apportioned among 
the several states which may be included within this Union according to their respective numbers, 
which shall be determined by adding to the whole number of free persons, including those bound 
to service for a term of years, and excluding Indians not taxed, three-fifths of all other persons. The 
actual enumeration shall be made within three years after the first meeting of the Congress of the 
United States, and within every subsequent term of ten years, in such manner as they shall by law 
direct. The number of representatives shall not exceed one for every 30,000, but each state shall have 
at least one representative; and until such enumeration shall be made, the State of New Hampshire 
shall be entitled to choose 3; Massachusetts, 8; Rhode Island and Providence
Plantations, 1; Connecticut, 5; New York, 6; New Jersey, 4; Pennsylvania, 8; Delaware, 1; Maryland, 
6; Virginia, 10; North Carolina, 5; South Carolina, 5; Georgia, 3. 

When vacancies happen in the representation from any state the executive authority thereof shall 
issue writs of election to fill such vacancies.
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The house of representatives shall choose their speaker and other officers, and shall have the sole 
power of impeachment.

Sec. 3. The Senate of the United States shall be composed of two senators from each state, elected 
by the people thereof, for six years; and each senator shall have one vote. The electors in each state 
shall have the qualifications requisite for electors of the most numerous branch of the state  
legislatures.

Immediately after they shall be assembled in consequence of the first election, they shall be  
divided, as equally as may be, into three classes. The seats of the senators of the first class shall be 
vacated at the expiration of the second year; of the second class at the expiration of the fourth year; 
and of the third class at the expiration of the sixth year, so that one-third may be chosen every  
second year. When vacancies happen in the representation of any state in the Senate, the executive 
authority of such state shall issue writs of election to fill such vacancies:  Provided, that the  
legislature of any state may empower the executive thereof to make temporary appointments until 
the people fill the vacancies by election as the legislature may direct. 

No person shall be a senator who shall not have attained to the age of thirty years, and been nine 
years a citizen of the United States, and who shall not, when elected, be an inhabitant of that state 
for which he shall be chosen. 

The vice president of the United States shall be president of the senate, but shall have no vote unless 
they be equally divided.

The senate shall choose their own officers, and also a president pro tempore, in the absence of the 
vice president, or when he shall exercise the office of president of the United States. 

The senate shall have the sole power to try all impeachments. When sitting for that purpose they 
shall be on oath or affirmation. When the president of the United States is tried, the chief justice 
shall preside; and no person shall be convicted without the concurrence of two-thirds of the mem-
bers present.

Judgment in cases of impeachment shall not extend further than to removal from office, and  
disqualification to hold and enjoy any office of honor, trust or profit under the United States; but the 
party convicted shall nevertheless be liable and subject to indictment, trial, judgment, and  
punishment according to law.

Sec. 4. The times, places and manner of holding elections for senators and representatives shall be 
prescribed in each state by the legislature thereof; but the Congress may at any time by law make or 
alter such regulations, except as to the places of choosing senators.

The Congress shall assemble at least once in every year, and such meetings shall be on the first Mon-
day in December, unless they shall, by law, appoint a different day.

Sec. 5. Each house shall be the judge of the election returns and qualifications of its own members, 
and a majority of each shall constitute a quorum to do business; but a smaller number may adjourn 
from day to day, and may be authorized to compel the attendance of absent members, in such  
manner and under such penalties as each house may provide. 

Each house may determine the rules of its proceedings, punish its members for disorderly behavior, 
and, with the concurrence of two-thirds, expel a member. 

Each house shall keep a journal of its proceedings, and from time to time publish the same;  
excepting such parts as may in their judgment require secrecy; and the yeas and nays of the  
members of either house on any question shall, at the desire of one-fifth of those present, be entered 
on the journal.
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Neither house, during the session of congress, shall, without the consent of the other, adjourn for 
more than three days, nor to any other place than that in which the two houses shall be sitting. 

Sec. 6. The senators and representatives shall receive a compensation for their services, to be  
ascertained by law and paid out of the treasury of the United States. They shall, in all cases except 
treason, felony, and breach of the peace, be privileged from arrest during their attendance at the  
session of their respective houses, and in going to and returning from the same; and for any speech 
or debate in either house they shall not be questioned in any other place. 

No senator or representative shall, during the time for which he was elected, be appointed to any 
civil office under the authority of the United States which shall have been created or the  
emoluments whereof shall have been increased during such time; and no person holding any office 
under the United States shall be a member of either house during his continuance in office.

Sec. 7. All bills for raising revenue shall originate in the house of representatives, but the senate may 
propose or concur with amendments, as on other bills.

Every bill which shall have passed the house of representatives and the senate shall, before it be-
comes a law, be presented to the president of the United States; if he approve, he shall sign it; but if 
not, he shall return it, with his objections, to that house in which it shall have originated, who shall 
enter the objections at large on their journal, and proceed to reconsider it. If, after such  
reconsideration, two-thirds of that house shall agree to pass the bill, it shall be sent, together with 
the objections, to the other house, by which it shall likewise be reconsidered, and, if approved by  
two-thirds of that house, it shall become a law. But in all cases the votes of both houses shall be 
determined by yeas and nays, and the names of the persons voting for and against the bill shall be 
entered on the journal of each house respectively. If any bill shall not be returned by the president 
within ten days (Sundays excepted) after it shall have been presented to him, the same shall be a law 
in like manner as if he had signed it, unless the Congress by their adjournment prevent its return; in 
which case it shall not be a law.

Every order, resolution, or vote to which the concurrence of the senate and house of representatives 
may be necessary (except on a question of adjournment) shall be presented to the president of the 
United States, and, before the same shall take effect, shall be approved by him, or being  
disapproved by him, shall be repassed by two-thirds of the senate and house of representatives, ac-
cording to the rules and limitations prescribed in the case of a bill.

Sec. 8. The Congress shall have power: To lay and collect taxes, duties, imposts, and excises, to pay 
the debts and provide for the common defense and general welfare of the United States; but all du-
ties, imposts and excises shall be uniform through the United States;

To borrow money on the credit of the United States;

To regulate commerce with foreign nations, and among the several states, and with the Indian tribes; 

To establish a uniform rule of naturalization and uniform laws on the subject of bankruptcies 
throughout the United States;

To coin money, regulate the value thereof and of foreign coin, and fix the standard of weights and 
measures; 

To provide for the punishment of counterfeiting the securities and current coin of the United States; 

To establish post offices and post roads; 

To promote the progress of science and useful arts, by securing for limited times, to authors and 
inventors, the exclusive right to their respective writings and discoveries;

To constitute tribunals inferior to the supreme court; 
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To define and punish piracies and felonies committed on the high seas, and offenses, against the 
laws of nations; 

To declare war, grant letters of marque and reprisal, and make rules concerning captures on land and 
water;

To raise and support armies; but no appropriation of money to that use shall be for a longer term 
than two years; 

To provide and maintain a navy; 

To make rules for the government and regulation of the land and naval forces;

To provide for calling forth the militia to execute the laws of the Union, suppress insurrections and 
repel invasions;

To provide for organizing, arming and disciplining the militia, and for governing such part of them 
as may be employed in the Service of the United States, reserving to the states, respectively, the  
appointment of the officers and the authority of training the militia according to the discipline  
prescribed by Congress; 

To exercise exclusive legislation in all cases whatsoever over such district (not exceeding ten miles 
square) as may, by cession of particular states and the acceptance of Congress, become the seat of the 
government of the United States; and to exercise like authority over all places purchased by the  
consent of the legislature of the state in which the same shall be, for the erection of forts,  
magazines, arsenals, dock yards, and other needful buildings; and To make all laws which shall be 
necessary and proper for carrying into execution the foregoing powers, and all other powers vested by 
this Constitution in the government of the United States, or in any department or officer thereof.

Sec. 9. The migration or importation of such persons as any of the states now existing shall think 
proper to admit shall not be prohibited by the Congress prior to the year one thousand eight hun-
dred and eight; but a tax or duty may be imposed on such importation, not exceeding ten dollars for 
each person.

The privilege of the writ of habeas corpus shall not be suspended unless when, in case of rebellion or 

invasion, the public safety may require it.

No bill of attainder, or ex post facto law, shall be passed.

No capitation or other direct tax shall be laid, unless in proportion to the census or enumeration  
hereinbefore directed to be taken.

No tax or duty shall be laid on articles exported from any state.

No preference shall be given, by any regulation of commerce or revenue, to the ports of one state 
over those of another; nor shall vessels bound to or from one state be obliged to enter, clear or pay 
duties in another.

No money shall be drawn from the treasury but in consequence of appropriations made by law; and a 
regular statement and account of the receipts and expenditures of all public money shall be  
published from time to time.

No title of nobility shall be granted by the United States, and no person holding any office of profit 
and trust under them shall, without the consent of the Congress, accept of any present, emolument, 
office or title of any kind whatever, from any king, prince or foreign state.

Sec. 10. No state shall enter into any treaty, alliance or confederation; grant letters of marque and 
reprisal; coin money; emit bills of credit; make anything but gold and silver coin a tender in  
payment of debts; pass any bill of attainder, ex post facto law, or law impairing the obligation of 
contracts or grant any title of nobility. 
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No state shall, without the consent of Congress, lay any imposts or duties on imports or exports, 
except what may be absolutely necessary for executing its inspection laws; and the net produce of all 
duties and imposts laid by any state on imports or exports shall be for the use of the treasury of the 
United States; and all such laws shall be subject to the revision and control of the Congress.

No state shall, without the consent of Congress, lay any duty of tonnage, keep troops or ships of war 
in time of peace, enter into any agreement or compact with another state or with a foreign power, or 
engage in war, unless actually invaded or in such imminent danger as will not admit of delay.

ARTICLE II 
Section 1. The executive power shall be vested in a president of the United States of America. He 
shall hold his office during the term of four years, and, together with the vice president, chosen 
for the same term, be elected as follows: Each state shall appoint, in such manner as the legislature 
thereof may direct, a number of electors equal to the whole number of senators and representatives 
to which the state may be entitled in the Congress; but no senator or representative, or person 
holding an office of trust or profit under the United States, shall be appointed an elector. 
The electors shall meet in their respective states, and vote by ballot for two persons, of whom one at 
least shall not be an inhabitant of the same state with themselves. And they shall make a list of all 
the persons voted for, and the number of votes for each; which list they shall sign and certify, and  
transmit, sealed, to the seat of the government of the United States, directed to the president of the 
senate. The president of the senate shall, in the presence of the senate and house of representatives, 
open all the certificates; and the votes shall then be counted. The person having the greatest number 
of votes shall be appointed, if such a number be a majority of the whole number of electors  
appointed; and if there be more than one who have such majority, and have an equal number of 
votes, then the house of representatives shall immediately choose, by ballot, one of them for  
president; and if no person have a majority, then from the five highest on the list the said house 
shall, in like manner, choose the president. But in choosing the president the vote shall be taken by 
states, the representation from each state having one vote; a quorum for this purpose shall consist of 
a member or members from two-thirds of the states, and a majority of all the states shall be  
necessary to a choice. In every case after the choice of the president, the person having the greatest 
number of votes of the electors shall be the vice president. But if there should remain two or more 
who have equal votes, the senate shall choose from them, by ballot, the vice president.

The Congress may determine the time of choosing the electors, and the day on which they shall give 
their votes; which day shall be the same throughout the United States.

No person except a natural born citizen, or a citizen of the United States at the time of the adoption 
of this Constitution, shall be eligible to the office of president; neither shall any person be eligible 
to that office who shall not have attained to the age of thirty-five years and been fourteen years a 
resident within the United States.

In case of the removal of the president from office, or of his death, resignation, or inability to  
discharge  the powers and duties of the said office, the same shall devolve on the vice president; and 
the Congress may by law provide for the case of removal, death, resignation, or inability, both of the 
president and vice president, declaring what officer shall then act as president, and such  
officer shall act accordingly until the disability be removed, or a president shall be elected.

The president shall, at stated times, receive for his services a compensation which shall neither be 
increased nor diminished during the period for which he shall have been elected; and he shall not 
receive within that period any other emolument from the United States, or any of them.

Before he enter on the execution of his office he shall take the following oath or affirmation: 

“I do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will faithfully execute the office of president of the United 
States, and will, to the best of my ability, preserve, protect and defend the Constitution of the 
United States.”

Founding Documents

Sec. 2. The president shall be commander-in-chief of the army and navy of the United States, 
and of the militia of the several states, when called into the actual service of the United States; he 
may require the opinion, in writing, of the principal officer in each of the executive departments, 
upon any subject relating to the duties of their respective offices; and he shall have power to grant 
reprieves and pardons for offenses against the United States, except in cases of impeachment.
He shall have power, by and with the advice and consent of the senate, to make treaties, provided 
two-thirds of the senators present concur, and he shall nominate, and by and with the advice and  
consent of the senate shall appoint ambassadors, other public ministers, and consuls, judges of the 
supreme court, and all other officers of the United States whose appointments are not herein  
otherwise provided for, and which shall be established by law. But the Congress may, by law, vest 
the appointment of such inferior officers as they think proper in the president alone, in the courts of 
law, or in the heads of departments.

The president shall have power to fill all vacancies that may happen during the recess of the senate, 
by granting commissions which shall expire at the end of their next session.

Sec. 3. He shall, from time to time, give to the Congress information of the state of the Union, and 
recommend to their consideration such measures as he shall judge necessary and expedient. He may, 
on extraordinary occasions, convene both houses, or either of them; and in case of  
disagreement between them with respect to the time of adjournment, he may adjourn them to such 
time as he shall think proper; he shall receive ambassadors and other public ministers. He shall take 
care that the laws be faithfully executed, and shall commission all the officers of the United States. 

Sec. 4. The president, vice president, and all civil officers of the United States shall be removed from 
office on impeachment for and conviction of treason, bribery, or other high crimes and  
misdemeanors.

ARTICLE III 
Section 1. The judicial power of the United States shall be vested in one supreme court, and in such 
inferior courts as the Congress may, from time to time, ordain and establish. The judges, both of the 
supreme and inferior courts, shall hold their offices during good behavior, and shall, at stated times, 
receive for their services a compensation which shall not be diminished during their continuance in 
office.

Sec. 2. The judicial power shall extend to all cases in law and equity, arising under this 
Constitution, the laws of the United States, and treaties made, or which shall be made under their 
authority; to all cases affecting ambassadors, other public ministers and consuls; to all cases of 
admiralty and maritime jurisdiction; to controversies to which the United States shall be a party; 
to controversies between two or more states, between a state and citizens of another state, between 
citizens of different states, between citizens of the same state claiming lands under grants of 
different states, and between a state or the citizens thereof add foreign states, citizens or subjects.

In all cases affecting ambassadors, other public ministers and consuls, and those in which a state shall 
be party, the supreme court shall have original jurisdiction. In all the other cases before  
mentioned the supreme court shall have appellate jurisdiction, both as to law and fact, with such 
exceptions and under such regulations as the Congress shall make.

The trial of all crimes, except in cases of impeachment, shall be by jury, and such trial shall be held 
in the state where the said crimes shall have been committed; but when not committed within any 
state, the trial shall be at such place or places as the Congress may by law have directed.

Sec. 3. Treason against the United States shall consist only in levying war against them, or in  
adhering to their enemies, giving them aid and comfort. No person shall be convicted of treason un-
less on the testimony of two witnesses to the same overt act, or on confession in open court.

The Congress shall have power to declare the punishment of treason, but no attainder of treason 
shall work corruption of blood, or forfeiture, except during the life of the person attained.
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ARTICLE IV 
Section 1. Full faith and credit shall be given in each state to the public acts, records and judicial  
proceedings of every other state. And the Congress may by general laws prescribe the manner in 
which such acts, records and proceedings shall be proved, and the effect thereof.

Sec. 2. The citizens of each state shall be entitled to all privileges and immunities of citizens in the 
several states.

A person charged in any state with treason, felony, or other crime, who shall flee from justice and be 
found in another state, shall on demand of the executive authority of the state from which he fled, be 
delivered up, to be removed to the state having jurisdiction of the crime.

No person held to service or labor in one state under the laws thereof, escaping into another, shall, in  
consequence of any law or regulation therein, be discharged from such service or labor, but shall be 
delivered up on claim of the party to whom such service or labor may be due. 

Sec. 3. New states may be admitted by the Congress into this Union; but no new state shall be 
formed or erected within the jurisdiction of any other state, nor any state be formed by the junction 
of two or more states or parts of states, without the consent of the legislatures of the states 
concerned, as well as of the Congress.

The Congress shall have power to dispose of and make all needful rules and regulations respecting 
the territory or other property belonging to the United States, and nothing in this Constitution shall 
be so construed as to prejudice any claims of the United States or of any particular state. 

Sec. 4. The United States shall guarantee to every state in the Union a republican form of  
government; and shall protect each of them against invasion, and, on application of the legislature, 
or of the executive (when the legislature cannot be convened), against domestic violence. 

ARTICLE V
The Congress, whenever two-thirds of both houses shall deem it necessary, shall propose 
amendments to this Constitution, or, on the application of the legislatures of two-thirds of the 
several states, shall call a convention for proposing amendments, which in either case shall be valid, 
to all intents and purposes, as part of this Constitution, when ratified by the legislatures of 
three-fourths of the several states, or by conventions in three-fourths thereof, as the one or the other 
mode of ratification may be proposed by the congress; provided, that no amendment which may be 
made prior to the year one thousand eight hundred and eight shall in any manner affect the first and 
fourth clauses in the ninth section of the first article; and that no state, without its consent, shall be 
deprived of its equal suffrage in the senate.

ARTICLE VI 
All debts contracted and engagements entered into, before the adoption of this Constitution, shall 
be as valid against the United States under this Constitution, as under the confederation.

This Constitution, and the laws of the United States which shall be made in pursuance thereof, 
and all treaties made, or which shall be made, under the authority of the United States, shall be 
the supreme law of the land, and the judges in every state shall be bound thereby, anything in the 
Constitution or laws of any state to the contrary notwithstanding.

The senators and representatives before mentioned, and the members of the several state  
legislatures, and all executive and judicial officers, both of the United States and of the several states, 
shall be bound by oath or affirmation to support this Constitution, but no religious test shall ever be 
required as a qualification to any office or public trust under the United States.
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ARTICLE VII
The ratification of the conventions of nine states shall be sufficient for the establishment of this 
Constitution between the states so ratifying the same.

AMENDMENT I 
Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion, or prohibiting the free exercise 
thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech, or of the press, or the right of the people peaceably to 
assemble, or to petition the government for a redress of grievances. Effective date: December 15, 
1791. 

AMENDMENT II 
A well regulated militia being necessary to the security of a free state, the right of the people to keep 
and bear arms, shall not be infringed. Effective date: December 15, 1791. 

AMENDMENT III 
No soldier shall, in time of peace, be quartered in any house without the consent of the owner, nor in 
time of war but in a manner to be prescribed by law. Effective date: December 15, 1791. 

AMENDMENT IV 
The right of the people to be secure in their persons, houses, papers and effects, against  
unreasonable searches and seizures, shall not be violated, and no warrant shall issue but upon  
probable cause, supported by oath or affirmation, and particularly describing the place to be searched 
and the persons or things to be seized.  Effective date: December 15, 1791. 

AMENDMENT V
No person shall be held to answer for a capital or otherwise infamous crime, unless on a  
presentment or indictment of a grand jury, except in cases arising in the land or naval forces, or in 
the militia, when in actual service, in time of war and public danger; nor shall any person be subject 
for the same offense to be twice put in jeopardy of life or limb; nor shall be compelled in any  
criminal case to be witness against himself; nor be deprived of life, liberty, or property without due 
process of law; nor shall private property be taken for public use without just compensation. Effective 
date: December 15, 1791. 

AMENDMENT VI 
In all criminal prosecutions the accused shall enjoy the right to a speedy and public trial by an  
impartial jury of the state and district wherein the crime shall have been committed, which district 
shall have been previously ascertained by law, and to be informed of the nature and cause of the ac-
cusation; to be confronted with the witnesses against him; to have compulsory process for  
obtaining witnesses in his favor; and to have the assistance of counsel for his defense. 
Effective date: December 15, 1791. 

AMENDMENT VII 
In suits at common law, where the value in controversy shall exceed twenty dollars, the right of trial 
by jury shall be preserved, and no fact tried by a jury shall be otherwise re-examined in any court 
in the United States than according to the rules of the common law. Effective date: December 15, 
1791. 

AMENDMENT VIII 
Excessive bail shall not be required, nor excessive fines imposed, nor cruel and unusual 
punishments inflicted. Effective date: December 15, 1791. 

AMENDMENT IX 
The enumeration in the Constitution of certain rights shall not be construed to deny or disparage  
others retained by the people. Effective date: December 15, 1791. 

AMENDMENT X 
The powers not delegated to the United States by the Constitution, nor prohibited by it to the 
states, are reserved to the states, respectively, or to the people. Effective date: December 15, 1791. 
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AMENDMENT XI 
The judicial power of the United States shall not be construed to extend to any suit in law or equity, 
commenced or prosecuted against one of the United States by citizens of another state, or by  
citizens or subjects of any foreign state.  Effective date: February 7, 1795.

AMENDMENT XII 
The electors shall meet in their respective states, and vote by ballot for president and vice president, 
one of whom at least shall not be an inhabitant of the same state with themselves; they shall name in 
their ballots the person voted for as president, and in distinct ballot the person voted for as vice  
president; and they shall make distinct lists of all persons voted for as president and of all persons 
voted for as vice president, and of the number of votes for each; which lists they shall sign and  
certify, and transmit, sealed, to the seat of the government of the United States, directed to the  
president of the senate; the president of the senate shall, in presence of the senate and house of  
representatives, open all the certificates, and the votes shall then be counted; the person having the 
greatest number of votes for president shall be the president; if such number be a majority of the 
whole number of electors appointed; and if no person have such majority, then from the persons  
having the highest numbers, not exceeding three on the list of those voted for as president, the house 
of representatives shall choose immediately, by ballot, the president. But in choosing the president 
the vote shall be taken by states, the representation from each state having one vote; a quorum for 
this purpose shall consist of a member or members from two-thirds of the states; and a majority of 
all the states shall be necessary to a choice. And if the house of representatives shall not choose a 
president whenever the right of choice shall devolve upon them, before the fourth day of March next 
following, then the vice president shall act as president, as in the case of the death or other constitu-
tional disability of the president. 

The person having the greatest number of votes as vice president shall be the vice president, if such 
number be a majority of the whole number of electors appointed, and if no person have a majority, 
then, from the two highest numbers on the list, the senate shall choose the vice president; a quorum 
for the purpose shall consist of two-thirds of the whole number of senators, and a majority of the 
whole number shall be necessary to a choice.

But no person constitutionally ineligible to the office of president shall be eligible to that of vice  
president of the United States. Effective date: June 15, 1804.

AMENDMENT XIII 
Section 1. Neither slavery nor involuntary servitude, except as a punishment for crime whereof the 
party shall have been duly convicted, shall exist within the United States, or any place subject to their 
jurisdiction. 

Sec. 2. Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.
Effective date: December 18, 1865.

AMENDMENT XIV
Section 1. All persons born or naturalized in the United States, and subject to the jurisdiction  
thereof, are citizens of the United States and of the state wherein they reside. No state shall make or 
enforce any law which shall abridge the privileges or immunities of citizens of the United States; nor 
shall any state deprive any person of life, liberty, or property without due process of law, nor deny to 
any person within its jurisdiction the equal protection of the laws.

Sec. 2. Representatives shall be apportioned among the several states according to their respective 
numbers, counting the whole number of persons in each state, excluding Indians not taxed. But 
when the right to vote at any election for the choice of electors for president and vice president of the 
United States, representatives in Congress, the executive and judicial officers of a state, or the  
members of the legislature thereof, is denied to any of the male inhabitants of such state, being  
twenty-one years of age, and citizens of the United States, or in any way abridged, except for  
participation in rebellion or other crime, the basis of representation therein shall be reduced in the 
proportion which the number of such male citizens shall bear to the whole number of male citizens 
twenty-one years of age in such state. 
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Sec. 3. No person shall be a senator or representative in Congress or elector of president and vice 
president, or hold any office, civil or military, under the United States, or under any state, who,  
having previously taken an oath, as a member of Congress, or as an officer of the United States, or 
as a member of any state legislature, or as an executive or judicial officer of any state, to support the 
Constitution of the United States, shall have engaged in insurrection or rebellion against the same, 
or given aid or comfort to the enemies thereof. But Congress may by a vote of two-thirds of each 
house remove such disability.

Sec. 4. The validity of the public debt of the United States, authorized by law, including debts 
incurred for payment of pensions and bounties for services in suppressing insurrection or rebellion, 
shall not be questioned. But neither the United States nor any state shall assume or pay any debt or 
obligation incurred in aid of insurrection or rebellion against the United States, or any claim for the 
loss or emancipation of any slave; but all such debts, obligations and claims shall be held illegal and 
void.

Sec. 5. The Congress shall have power to enforce, by appropriate legislation, the provisions of this 
article. Effective date: July 28, 1868.

AMENDMENT XV 
Section 1. The right of citizens of the United States to vote shall not be denied or abridged by the 
United States, or by any state, on account of race, color or previous condition of servitude.

Sec. 2. The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.
Effective date: March 30, 1870. 

AMENDMENT XVI 
The Congress shall have power to lay and collect taxes on incomes, from whatever source derived, 
without apportionment among the several states, and without regard to any census or enumeration. 
Effective date: February 25, 1913.

AMENDMENT XVII 
The Senate of the United States shall be composed of two Senators from each state, elected by the 
people thereof, for six years; and each Senator shall have one vote. The electors in each state shall 
have the qualifications requisite for electors of the most numerous branch of the state legislatures.

When vacancies happen in the representation of any state in the Senate, the executive authority of 
such state shall issue writs of election to fill such vacancies:  Provided, that the legislature of any state 
may empower the executive thereof to make temporary appointment until the people fill the vacan-
cies by election as the legislature may direct.

This amendment shall not be so construed as to affect the election or term of any Senator chosen 
before it becomes valid as part of the Constitution. Effective date: May 31, 1913.

AMENDMENT XVIII 
Section 1. After one year from the ratification of this article the manufacture, sale, or 
transportation of intoxicating liquors within, the importation thereof into, or the exportation thereof 
from the United States and all territory subject to the jurisdiction thereof for beverage purposes is 
hereby prohibited. 

Sec. 2. The Congress and the several states shall have concurrent power to enforce this article by 
appropriate legislation.   Effective date: January 29, 1920. 

AMENDMENT XIX 
Section 1. The right of citizens of the United States to vote shall not be denied or abridged by the 
United States or any state on account of sex.

Sec. 2. Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation. 
Effective date: August 18, 1920.
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AMENDMENT XX
Section 1. The terms of the President and Vice President shall end at noon on the 20th day of Janu-
ary, and the terms of Senators and Representatives at noon on the 3rd day of January, of the years 
in which such terms would have ended if this article had not been ratified; and the terms of their 
successors shall then begin.

Sec. 2. The Congress shall assemble at least once in every year, and such meeting shall begin at noon 
on the 3rd day of January, unless they shall by law appoint a different day.

Sec. 3. If, at the time fixed for the beginning of the term of the President, the President elect shall 
have died, the Vice President elect shall become President. If a President shall not have been chosen 
before the time fixed for the beginning of his term, or if the President elect shall have failed to  
qualify, then the Vice President elect shall act as President until a President shall have qualified; and 
the Congress may by law provide for the case wherein neither a President elect nor a Vice President 
elect shall have qualified, declaring who shall then act as President, or the manner in which one who 
is to act shall be selected, and such person shall act accordingly until a President or Vice President 
shall have qualified.

Sec. 4. The Congress may by law provide for the case of the death of any of the persons from 
whom the House of Representatives may choose a President whenever the right of choice shall have 
devolved upon them, and for the case of the death of any of the persons from whom the Senate may 
choose a Vice President whenever the right of choice shall have devolved upon them. 

Sec. 5. Sections 1 and 2 shall take effect on the 15th day of October following the ratification of this 
article.  Effective date: February 6, 1933.

AMENDMENT XXI 
Section 1. The eighteenth article of amendment to the Constitution of the United States is hereby 
repealed.

Sec. 2. The transportation or importation into any State, Territory, or possession of the United 
States for delivery or use therein of intoxicating liquors, in violation of the laws thereof, is hereby  
prohibited. Effective date: December 5, 1933. 

AMENDMENT XXII
Section 1. No person shall be elected to the office of President more than twice, and no person who 
has held the office of President, or acted as President, for more than two years of a term to which 
some other person was elected President shall be elected to the office of the President more than 
once. But this Article shall not apply to any person holding the office of President when this Article 
was proposed by the Congress, and shall not prevent any person who may be holding the office of 
President, or acting as President, during the term within which this Article becomes operative from 
holding the office of President, or acting as President, during the remainder of such term.  
Effective date: March 1, 1951.

AMENDMENT XXIII 
Section 1. The District constituting the seat of Government of the United States shall appoint in 
such manner as the Congress may direct: 

A number of electors of President and Vice President equal to the whole number of Senators and 
Representatives in Congress to which the District would be entitled if it were a State, but in no 
event more than the least populous State; they shall be in addition to those appointed by the states, 
but they shall be considered, for the purposes of the election of President and Vice President, to be 
electors appointed by a State; and they shall meet in the District and perform such duties as  
provided by the twelfth article of amendment. 

Sec. 2. The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.
Effective date: April 3, 1961.
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AMENDMENT XXIV 
Section 1. The right of citizens of the United States to vote in any primary or other election for 
President or Vice President, for electors for President or Vice President, or for Senator or  
Representative in Congress, shall not be denied or abridged by the United States or any State by  
reason of failure to pay any poll tax or other tax.

Sec. 2. The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.
Effective date: February 4, 1964.

AMENDMENT XXV
Section 1. In case of the removal of the President from office or of his death or resignation, the Vice 
President shall become President.

Sec. 2. Whenever there is a vacancy in the office of the Vice President, the President shall nomi-
nate a Vice President who shall take office upon confirmation by a majority vote of both Houses of 
Congress.

Sec. 3. Whenever the President transmits to the President pro tempore of the Senate and the 
Speaker of the House of Representatives his written declaration that he is unable to discharge the 
powers and duties of his office, and until he transmits to them a written declaration to the contrary, 
such powers and duties shall be discharged by the Vice President as acting President.

Sec. 4. Whenever the Vice President and a majority of either the principal officers of the executive 
departments or of such other body as Congress may by law provide, transmit to the President pro 
tempore of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Representatives their written declaration that 
the President is unable to discharge the powers and duties of his office, the Vice President shall  
immediately assume the powers and duties of the office as Acting President.

Thereafter, when the President transmits to the President pro tempore of the Senate and the 
Speaker of the House of Representatives his written declaration that no inability exists, he shall 
resume the powers and duties of his office unless the Vice President and a majority of either the 
principal officers of the executive department or of such other body as Congress may by law provide, 
transmit within four days to the President pro tempore of the Senate and the Speaker of the House 
of Representatives their written declaration that the President is unable to discharge the powers 
and duties of his office. Thereupon Congress shall decide the issue, assembling within forty-eight 
hours for that purpose if not in session. If the Congress, within twenty-one days after receipt of the 
latter written declaration, or, if Congress is not in session, within twenty-one days after Congress is 
required to assemble, determines by two-thirds vote of both Houses that the President is unable to 
discharge the powers and duties of his office, the Vice President shall continue to discharge the same 
as Acting President; otherwise, the President shall resume the powers and duties of his office. Effec-
tive date: February 23, 1967.

AMENDMENT XXVI
Section 1. The right of citizens of the United States, who are eighteen years of age or older, to vote 
shall not be denied or abridged by the United States or by any State on account of age. 

Sec. 2. The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate legislation.  Effective 
date: July 5, 1971.

AMENDMENT XXVII
No law, varying the compensation for the services of the Senators and Representatives, shall take 
effect, until an election of Representatives shall have intervened. Effective date: May 18, 1992.
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NORTHWEST ORDINANCE OF 1787

Secretary of State’s Note: Enacted by the Continental Congress on July 13, 1787, this act 
organized the Northwest Territory, a tract of land extending north of the Ohio River and west from 
the Appalachian Mountains to the Mississippi River. The act established a territorial government, 
provided for the congressional appointment of a governor and secretary, and called for the 
formation of not less than three, but no more than five new states.

The act is considered one of the most important legislative acts passed by the Continental Congress, 
second only to the Declaration of Independence. Among its lasting legacies, it set a precedent that 
westward expansion of the United States would occur through the admission of new states rather 
than by the extension of existing states’ boundaries. In addition, new states were to be admitted into 
the Union on equal footing with states previously established.

The act included civil rights provisions, which were precursors to the Bill of Rights in the U.S. 
Constitution. It included freedom of religion, the rights of habeas corpus, and a trial by jury. It 
banned slavery in the territory, excessive fines, ex post facto laws, cruel and unusual punishment, and 
encouraged public education.

By May 1848, five states were carved from the Northwest Territory: Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Michi-
gan and Wisconsin. Minnesota would incorporate the remaining territorial land west of the St. 
Croix River. 

NORTH-
WEST ORDINANCE OF 1787 

[Passed, July 13, 1787]

An Ordinance for the government of the territory of the United States northwest of the river Ohio. 

1. Be it ordained by the United States, in Congress assembled, That the said territory, for the 
purpose of temporary government, be one district, subject, however, to be divided into two districts, 
as future circumstances may, in the opinion of Congress, make it expedient.

NORTHWEST TERRITORY 1787
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2. Be it ordained by the authority aforesaid, That the estates both of resident and non-resident  
proprietors in the said territory, dying intestate, shall descend to, and be distributed among, their  
children and the descendants of a deceased child in equal parts, the descendants of a deceased child 
or grandchild to take the share of their deceased parent in equal parts among them; and where there 
shall be no children or descendants, then in equal parts to the next of kin, in equal degree; and 
among collaterals, the children of a deceased brother or sister of the intestate shall have, in equal 
parts among them, their deceased parent’s share; and there shall, in no case, be a distinction between 
kindred of the whole and half blood; saving in all cases to the widow of the intestate her third part of 
the real estate for life, and one-third part of the personal estate; and this law, relative to descents and 
dower, shall remain in full force until altered by the Legislature of the district. And until the Gover-
nor and judges shall adopt laws, as hereinafter mentioned, estates in the said territory may be devised 
or bequeathed by wills in writing, signed and sealed by him or her in whom the estate may be, (being 
of full age), and attested by three witnesses; and real estates may be conveyed by lease and release, or 
bargain and sale, signed, sealed, and delivered by the person, being of full age, in whom the estate 
may be, and attested by two witnesses, provided such wills be duly proved, and such conveyances be 
acknowledged, or the execution thereof duly proved, and be recorded within one year after proper 
magistrates, courts, and registers, shall be appointed for that purpose; and personal property may be 
transferred by delivery, saving, however, to the French and Canadian inhabitants, and other settlers 
of the Kaskaskies, Saint Vincents, and the neighboring villages, who have heretofore professed 
themselves citizens of Virginia, their laws and customs now in force among them, relative to the 
descent and conveyance of property. 

3. Be it ordained by the authority aforesaid, That there shall be appointed, from time to time, by 
Congress, a Governor, whose commission shall continue in force for the term of three years, unless 
sooner revoked by Congress; he shall reside in the district, and have a freehold estate therein, in 
1,000 acres of land, while in the exercise of his office. 

4. There shall be appointed from time to time, by Congress, a Secretary, whose commission shall 
continue in force for four years, unless sooner revoked; he shall reside in the district, and have a  
freehold estate therein, in five hundred acres of land, while in the exercise of his office. It shall be his 
duty to keep and preserve the Acts and laws passed by the Legislature, and the public records of the 
district, and the proceedings of the Governor in his executive department, and transmit authentic 
copies of such Acts and proceedings every six months, to the Secretary of Congress. There shall also 
be appointed a court, to consist of three judges, any two of whom to form a court, who shall have a 
common law jurisdiction, and reside in the district, and have each therein a freehold estate in five 
hundred acres of land, while in the exercise of their offices; and their commission shall  
continue in force during good behavior. 

5. The Governor and judges, or a majority of them, shall adopt and publish in the district such laws 
of the original States, criminal and civil, as may be necessary, and best suited to the circumstances 
of the district, and report them to Congress from time to time, which laws shall be in force in the 
district until the organization of the General Assembly therein, unless disapproved of by Congress; 
but afterwards the Legislature shall have authority to alter them as they shall think fit. 

6. The Governor, for the time being, shall be commander-in-chief of the militia, appoint and  
commission all officers in the same below the rank of general officers; all general officers shall be 
appointed and commissioned by Congress. 

7. Previous to the organization of the general assembly, the Governor shall appoint such 
 magistrates, and other civil officers, in each county or township, as he shall find necessary for the 
preservation of the peace and good order in the same. After the General Assembly shall be  
organized the powers and duties of magistrates and other civil officers shall be regulated and defined 
by the said assembly; but all magistrates and other civil officers, not herein otherwise directed, shall, 
during the continuance of this temporary government, be appointed by the Governor.
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8. For the prevention of crimes and injuries, the laws to be adopted or made shall have force in all 
parts of the district, and for the execution of process, criminal and civil, the Governor shall make 
proper divisions thereof; and he shall proceed, from time to time, as circumstances may require, to 
lay out the parts of the district in which the Indian titles shall have been extinguished, into counties 
and townships, subject, however, to such alterations as may thereafter be made by the Legislature.

9. So soon as there shall be five thousand free male inhabitants, of full age, in the district, upon  
giving proof thereof to the Governor, they shall receive authority, with the time and place, to elect 
Representatives from their counties or townships, to represent them in the General Assembly: 
Provided, that for every five hundred free male inhabitants there shall be one Representative, and so 
on, progressively, with the number of free male inhabitants, shall the right of representation increase, 
until the number of Representatives shall amount to twenty-five; after which the number and pro-
portion of Representatives shall be regulated by the legislature: Provided, that no person be eligible 
or qualified to act as a Representative, unless he shall have been a citizen of one of the United States 
three years, and be a resident in the district, or unless he shall have resided in the  
district three years; and, in either case, shall likewise hold in his own right, in fee simple, two  
hundred acres of land within the same: Provided also, that a freehold in fifty acres of land in the 
district, having been a citizen of one of the States, and being resident in the district, or the like  
freehold and two years’ residence in the district, shall be necessary to qualify a man as an elector of a 
Representative. 

10. The Representatives thus elected shall serve for the term of two years; and in case of the death of 
a Representative, or removal from office, the Governor shall issue a writ to the county or 
 township, for which he was a member, to elect another in his stead, to serve for the residue of the 
term. 

11. The General Assembly, or Legislature, shall consist of the Governor, Legislative Council, and 
a House of Representatives. The Legislative Council shall consist of five members, to continue in 
office five years, unless sooner removed by Congress; any three of whom to be a quorum; and the 
members of the council shall be nominated and appointed in the following manner, to wit: As soon 
as Representatives shall be elected the Governor shall appoint a time and place for them to meet  
together, and when met they shall nominate ten persons, resident in the district, and each possessed 
of a freehold in five hundred acres of land, and return their names to Congress, five of whom Con-
gress shall appoint and commission to serve as aforesaid; and whenever a vacancy shall 
happen in the Council, by death or removal from office, the House of Representatives shall nomi-
nate two persons, qualified as aforesaid, for each vacancy, and return their names to Congress, one 
of whom Congress shall appoint and commission for the residue of the term; and every five years, 
four months at least before the expiration of the time of service of the members of the Council, the 
said House shall nominate ten persons, qualified as aforesaid, and return their names to Congress, 
five of whom Congress shall appoint and commission to serve as members of the Council five years, 
unless sooner removed. And the Governor, Legislative Council, and House of Representatives shall 
have authority to make laws in all cases for the good government of the district, not repugnant to 
the principles and articles in this Ordinance established and declared. And all bills, having passed by 
a majority in the House, and by a majority in the Council, shall be referred to the Governor for his 
assent; but no bill or legislative Act whatever shall be of any force without his assent. The Governor 
shall have power to convene, prorogue, and dissolve the General Assembly when, in his opinion, it 
shall be expedient. 

12. The Governor, judges, Legislative Council, Secretary, and such other officers as Congress shall 
appoint in the district, shall take an oath or affirmation of fidelity, and of office; the Governor before 
the President of Congress, and all other officers before the Governor. As soon as a 
legislature shall be formed in the district, the Council and House assembled, in one room, shall have 
authority, by joint ballot, to elect a delegate to Congress, who shall have a seat in Congress, with a 
right of debating, but not of voting, during this temporary government. 
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13. And for extending the fundamental principles of civil and religious liberty, which form the basis 
whereon these republics, their laws and Constitutions, are erected; to fix and establish those 
principles as the basis of all laws, Constitutions, and governments, which forever hereafter shall be 
formed in the said territory; to provide, also, for the establishment of States, and permanent 
government therein, and for their admission to a share in the federal councils on an equal footing 
with the original States, at as early periods as may be consistent with the general interest.

14. It is hereby ordained and declared, by the authority aforesaid, that the following articles shall be 
considered as articles of compact, between the original States and the people and States in the said 
territory, and forever remain unalterable, unless by common consent, to wit: 

Article I. No person demeaning himself in a peaceable and orderly manner shall ever be molested on 
account of his mode of worship, or religious sentiments in the said territories. 

Art. II. The inhabitants of the said territory shall always be entitled to the benefits of the writs of 
habeas corpus, and of the trial by jury; of a proportionate representation of the people in the  
Legislature, and of judicial proceedings according to the course of the common law. All persons shall 
be bailable, unless for capital offenses, where the proof shall be evident or the presumption great. All 
fines shall be moderate, and no cruel or unusual punishments shall be inflicted. No man shall be de-
prived of his liberty or property, but by the judgment of his peers, or the law of the land, and should 
the public exigencies make it necessary, for the common preservation, to take any  
person’s property, or to demand his particular services, full compensation shall be made for the same. 
And, in the just preservation of rights and property, it is understood and declared that no law ought 
ever to be made or have force in the said territory, that shall, in any manner whatever,  
interfere with or affect private contracts, or engagements bona fide and without fraud previously 
formed.

Art. III. Religion, morality, and knowledge being necessary to good government and the happiness 
of mankind, schools and the means of education shall forever be encouraged. The utmost good faith 
shall always be observed towards the Indians; their lands and property shall never be taken from 
them without their consent; and in their property, rights, and liberty they never shall be invaded or 
disturbed, unless in just and lawful wars authorized by Congress; but laws founded in justice and 
humanity shall, from time to time, be made, for preventing wrongs being done to them, and for  
preserving peace and friendship with them. 

Art. IV. The said territory, and the States which may be formed therein, shall forever remain a part 
of this Confederacy of  the United States of America, subject to the Articles of Confederation, and 
to such alterations therein as shall be constitutionally made; and to all the Acts and Ordinances of 
the United States in Congress assembled, conformable thereto. The inhabitants and settlers in the 
said territory shall be subject to pay a part of the federal debts, contracted, or to be contracted, and a 
proportional part of the expenses of government, to be apportioned on them by Congress, according 
to the same common rule and measure by which apportionments thereof shall be made on the other 
States; and the taxes for paying their proportion shall be laid and levied by the authority and  
direction of the Legislatures of the district, or districts, or new States, as in the original States,  
within the time agreed upon by the United States in Congress assembled. The Legislatures of those 
districts, or new States, shall never interfere with the primary disposal of the soil by the United 
States in Congress assembled, nor with any regulations Congress may find necessary for securing 
the title in such soil to the bona fide purchasers. No tax shall be imposed on lands the property of 
the United States; and in no case shall nonresident proprietors be taxed higher than residents. The 
navigable waters leading into the Mississippi and Saint Lawrence, and the carrying places between 
the same, shall be common highways, and forever free, as well to the inhabitants of the said  
territory as to the citizens of the United States, and those of any other States that may be admitted 
into the Confederacy, without any tax, impost, or duty therefor.
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Art. V. There shall be formed in the said territory not less than three nor more than five States; and 
the boundaries of the States, as soon as Virginia shall alter her Act of cession, and consent to the 
same, shall become fixed and established as follows, to wit:  The western State, in the said territory, 
shall be bounded by the Mississippi, the Ohio, and the Wabash rivers; a direct line drawn from the 
Wabash and Post Vincents, due north, to the territorial line between the United States and Canada; 
and by the said territorial line to the Lake of the Woods and Mississippi. The middle States shall 
be bounded by the said direct line, the Wabash from Post Vincents to the Ohio, by the Ohio, by a 
direct line drawn due north from the mouth of the Great Miami to the said territorial line, and by 
the said territorial line. The eastern State shall be bounded by the last mentioned direct line, the 
Ohio, Pennsylvania, and the said territorial line: Provided, however, and it is further understood 
and declared, that the boundaries of these three States, shall be subject so far to be altered, that, if 
Congress shall hereafter find it expedient, they shall have authority to form one or two States in that 
part of the said territory which lies north of an east and west line drawn through the southerly bend 
or extreme of Lake Michigan. And whenever any of the said States shall have sixty thousand free 
inhabitants therein, such State shall be admitted, by its delegates, into the Congress of the United 
States, on an equal footing with the original States, in all respects whatever; and shall be at liberty to 
form a permanent Constitution and State government: Provided, the Constitution and  
government, so to be formed, shall be republican, and in conformity to the principles contained in 
these Articles, and, so far as it can be consistent with the general interest of the Confederacy, such 
admission shall be allowed at an earlier period, and when there may be a less number of free  
inhabitants in the State than sixty thousand. 

Art. VI. There shall be neither slavery nor involuntary servitude in the said territory, otherwise than 
in the punishment of crimes, whereof the party shall have been duly convicted: Provided always, that 
any person escaping into the same, from whom labor or service is lawfully claimed in any one of the 
original States, such fugitive may be lawfully reclaimed, and conveyed to the person claiming his or 
her labor or service as aforesaid. 

Be it ordained by the authority aforesaid, That the resolutions of the 23rd of April, 1784, relative to 
the subject of this Ordinance, be, and the same are hereby, repealed, and declared null and void.

Done by the United States, in Congress assembled, the 13th day of July, in the year of our Lord 
1787, and of their sovereignty and independence the 12th. 
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ORGANIC ACT OF 1849
Secretary of State’s Note: On March 3, 1849, Congress passed the Organic Act creating the Ter-
ritory of Minnesota. The northern, southern, and eastern boundaries of the territory formed the 
familiar border of the state of Minnesota we know today. However, the territory’s western border 
extended into present day North Dakota and South Dakota to the White Earth and Missouri Rivers.

The movement to create a territorial government followed the formation of the states of Iowa and 
Wisconsin, when expanses of land were left without a formal government. Elected as a delegate to 
Congress, Henry H. Sibley worked with U.S. Senator Stephen A. Douglas, chairman of the Senate 
Committee on Territories, to pass legislation establishing a government for the Minnesota Territory.

The act provided for a governor, secretary, judicial system, legislative assembly, and delegate to 
Congress. The governor, secretary, chief justice and associate justices, attorney and marshal of the 
territory were to be appointed by the president with the consent of the U.S. Senate. Legislators and 
congressional delegates were to be elected by eligible voters (free, white male inhabitants of the 
territory over the age of 21).

The territorial legislature’s first session convened on September 3, 1849, in the Central House at the 
corner of Bench and Minnesota Streets in St. Paul. The legislative assembly consisted of two
houses; a council of nine members and a house of representatives composed of 18 members. The act 
allowed for the number of councilors and representatives to increase proportionately as the 
population grew.

The act strongly recognized the importance of education by requiring that specific land sections in 
each township be reserved for schools.

AN ACT TO ESTABLISH THE TERRITORIAL GOVERNMENT OF MINNESOTA 

[Passed March 3, 1849] 

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of America in 
Congress assembled, That from and after the passage of this act, all that part of the territory of the 
United States which lies within the following limits, to-wit: Beginning in the Mississippi river at 
the point where the line of forty-three degrees and thirty minutes of north latitude crosses the same; 
thence running due west on said line, which is the northern boundary of the state of Iowa, to the 
northwest corner of the said state of Iowa; thence southerly along the western boundary of said state 
to the point where said boundary strikes the Missouri river; thence up the middle of the main 
channel of the Missouri river to the mouth of White Earth river; thence up the middle of the main 
channel of the White Earth river to the boundary line between the possessions of the United States 
and Great Britain, thence east and south of east along the boundary line between the possessions of 
the United States and Great Britain to Lake Superior; thence in a straight line to the northernmost 
point of the state of Wisconsin in Lake Superior; thence along the western boundary line of said 
state of Wisconsin to the Mississippi river; thence down the main channel of said river to the place 
of beginning, be and the same is hereby erected into a temporary government by the name of the 
Territory of Minnesota; provided, that nothing in this act contained shall be construed to inhibit the 
government of the United States from dividing said Territory into two or more territories, in such 
manner and at such times as Congress shall deem convenient and proper, or from attaching any por-
tion of said Territory to any other state or territory of the United States.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That the executive power and authority in and over said Territory of 
Minnesota shall be vested in a governor, who shall hold his office for four years, and until his  
successor shall be appointed and qualified, unless sooner removed by the president of the United 
States. The governor shall reside within said Territory; shall be commander-in-chief of the militia 
thereof; shall perform the duties and receive the emoluments of superintendent of Indian affairs. He 
may grant pardons for offenses against the law of said Territory, and reprieves for offenses against 
the laws of the United States until the decision of the president can be made known thereon; he shall 
commission all officers who shall be appointed to office under the laws of the said Territory, and 
shall take care that the laws be faithfully executed.
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Sec. 3. And be it further enacted, That there shall be a secretary of said Territory, who shall reside 
therein, and hold his office for four years, unless sooner removed by the president of the United 
States; he shall record and preserve all the laws and proceedings of the legislative assembly  
hereinafter constituted, and all the acts and proceedings of the governor in his executive  
department; he shall transmit one copy of the laws and one copy of the executive proceedings, on or 
before the first day of December in each year, to the president of the United States, and at the same 
time two copies of the laws to the speaker of the house of representatives, and the president of the 
senate for the use of Congress. And in case of the death, removal, resignation, or necessary absence 
of the governor from the Territory, the secretary shall be and he is hereby authorized and required to 
execute and perform all the powers and the duties of the governor during such vacancy or necessary 
absence or until another governor shall be duly appointed to fill such vacancy.

Sec. 4. And be it further enacted, That the legislative power and authority of said Territory shall be 
vested in the governor and a legislative assembly. The legislative assembly shall consist of a 
council and house of representatives. The council shall consist of nine members having the 
qualifications of voters, as hereinafter prescribed, whose term of service shall continue two years. 
The house of representatives shall, at its first session, consist of eighteen members, possessing the 
same qualifications as prescribed for members of the council, and whose term of service shall 
continue one year. The number of councilors and representatives may be increased by the 
legislative assembly, from time to time, in proportion to the increase of population; provided, that 
the whole number shall never exceed fifteen councilors and thirty-nine representatives. An 
apportionment shall be made, as nearly equal as practicable, among the several counties or districts 
for the election of the council and representatives, giving to each section of the Territory 
representation in the ratio of its population, Indians excepted, as nearly as may be. And the 
members of the council and of the house of representatives shall reside in and be inhabitants of the 
districts for which they may be elected, respectively. Previous to the first election, the governor shall 
cause a census or enumeration of the inhabitants of the several counties and districts of the Territory 
to be taken, and the first election shall be held at such times and places and be conducted in such 
manner as the governor shall appoint and direct, and he shall, at the same time, declare the number 
of members of the council and house of representatives to which each of the counties and districts 
shall be entitled under this act. The number of persons authorized to be elected having the highest 
number of votes, in each of said council districts for members of the council, shall be declared by the 
governor to be duly elected to the council, and the person or persons authorized to be elected, hav-
ing the greatest number of votes for the house of representatives, equal to the
number to which each county or district shall be entitled, shall also be declared by the governor to be 
duly elected members of the house of representatives; provided, that in case of a tie between two or 
more persons voted for, the governor shall order a new election to supply the vacancy made by such 
tie. And the persons thus elected to the legislative assembly shall meet at such place on such day as 
the governor shall appoint, but thereafter the time, place and manner of holding and 
conducting all elections by the people, and the apportioning of the representation in the several 
counties or districts to the council and house of representatives, according to the population, shall be 
prescribed by laws, as well as the day of the commencement of the regular session of the 
legislative assembly; provided, that no one session shall exceed the term of sixty days.

Sec. 5. And be it further enacted, That every free white male inhabitant above the age of twenty-one 
years, who shall have been a resident of said Territory at the time of the passage of this act, shall be 
entitled to vote at the first election, and shall be eligible to any office within the said Territory; but 
the qualifications of voters and of holding office at all subsequent elections shall be such as shall be 
prescribed by the legislative assembly; provided, that the right of suffrage and of holding office shall 
be exercised only by citizens of the United States and those who shall have declared on oath their 
intention to become such, and shall have taken an oath to support the constitution of the United 
States and the provisions of this act.

Sec. 6. And be it further enacted, That the legislative power of the Territory shall extend to all  
rightful subjects of legislation, consistent with the Constitution of the United States and the  
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provisions of this act; but no law shall be passed interfering with the primary disposal of the soil; no 
tax shall be imposed upon the property of the United States; nor shall the lands or other property of 
non-residents be taxed higher than the lands or other property of residents. All the laws passed by 
the legislative assembly and governor shall be submitted to the Congress of the United States, and if 
disapproved shall be null and of no effect.

Sec. 7. And be it further enacted, That all township, district and county officers, not herein  
otherwise provided for, shall be appointed or elected, as the case may be, in such manner as shall be 
provided by the governor and legislative assembly of the Territory of Minnesota. The governor shall 
nominate and, by and with the advice and consent of the legislative council, appoint all officers not 
herein otherwise provided for, and, in the first instance, the governor alone may appoint all said of-
ficers, who shall hold their offices until the end of the next session of the legislative assembly.

Sec. 8. And be it further enacted, That no member of the legislative assembly shall hold or be ap-
pointed to any office which shall have been created, or the salary or emoluments of which shall have 
been increased, while he was a member, during the term for which he was elected, and for one year 
after the expiration of such term; and no person holding a commission or appointment under the 
United States, except postmasters, shall be a member of the legislative assembly, or shall hold any 
office under the government of said Territory. 

Sec. 9. And be it further enacted, That the judicial power of said Territory shall be vested in a supreme 
court, district courts, probate courts, and in justices of the peace. The supreme court shall consist of 
a chief justice and two associate justices, any two of whom shall constitute a quorum, and who shall 
hold a term at the seat of government of said Territory annually; and they shall hold their offices 
during the period of four years. The said Territory shall be divided into three judicial  
districts, and a district court shall be held in each of said districts by one of the justices of the 
supreme court, at such time and places as may be prescribed by law; and the said judges shall, after 
their appointment, respectively, reside in the districts which shall be assigned them. The jurisdiction 
of the several courts herein provided for, both appellate and original, and that of probate courts and 
justices of the peace, shall be as limited by law; provided, that the justices of the peace shall not have 
jurisdiction of any matter in controversy when the title or boundaries of land may be in 
dispute, or where the debt or sum claimed shall exceed one hundred dollars; and the said supreme 
and district courts, respectively, shall possess chancery as well as common law jurisdiction. Each 
district court, or the judges thereof, shall appoint its clerk, who shall also be the register in 
chancery, and shall keep his office at the place where the court may be held. Writs of error, bills 
of exception and appeals shall be allowed in all cases from the final decisions of said district courts 
to the supreme court, under such regulations as may be prescribed by law, but in no case removed 
to the supreme court shall trial by jury be allowed in said court. The supreme court, or the justices 
thereof, shall appoint its own clerk, and every clerk shall hold his office at the pleasure of the court 
for which he shall have been appointed. Writs of error and appeals from the final decisions of said 
supreme court shall be allowed, and may be taken to the supreme court of the United States, in the 
same manner and under the same regulations as from the circuit courts of the United States, where 
the value of the property or the amount in controversy, to be ascertained by the oath or affirmation 
of either party, or other competent witness, shall exceed one thousand dollars; and each of the said 
district courts shall have and exercise the same jurisdiction, in all cases arising under the 
constitution and laws of the United States, as is vested in the circuit and district courts of the United 
States; and the first six days of every term of said courts, or so much thereof as shall be necessary, 
shall be appropriated to the trial of causes arising under the said constitution and laws; and writs of 
error and appeal in all such cases shall be made to the supreme court of said Territory, the same as in 
other cases. The said clerk shall receive in all such cases the same fees which the clerks of the district 
courts of the late Wisconsin Territory received for similar services.

Sec. 10. And be it further enacted, That there shall be appointed an attorney for said Territory, who 
shall continue in office for four years, unless sooner removed by the president, and who shall receive 
the same fees and salary as the attorney of the United States for the late Territory of Wisconsin 
received. There shall also be a marshal for the Territory appointed, who shall hold his office for four 
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years, unless sooner removed by the president, and who shall hold his office for four years, unless 
sooner removed by the president, and who shall execute all processes issuing from the said courts, 
when exercising their jurisdiction as circuit and district courts of the United States; he shall perform 
the duties, be subject to the same regulations and penalties, and be entitled to the same fees as the 
marshal of the district court of the United States for the late Territory of Wisconsin; and shall, in 
addition, be paid two hundred dollars annually as a compensation for extra services.

Sec. 11. And be it further enacted, That the governor, secretary, chief justice and associate justices, 
attorney and marshal, shall be nominated and by and with the advice and consent of the senate, ap-
pointed by the president of the United States. The governor and secretary to be appointed as  
aforesaid shall, before they act as such, respectively, take an oath or affirmation, before the district 
judge, or some justice of the peace in the limits of said Territory, duly authorized to administer oaths 
and affirmations by the laws now in force therein, or before the chief justice, or some  
associate justice of the supreme court of the United States, to support the constitution of the United 
States, and faithfully to discharge the duties of their respective offices, which said oaths, when so 
taken, shall be certified by the person by whom the same shall have been taken, and such  
certificates shall be received and recorded by the said secretary among the executive proceedings; and 
the chief justice and associate justices, and all other civil officers in said Territory, before they act 
as such, shall take a like oath or affirmation, before the said governor or secretary, or some judge or 
justice of the peace of the Territory, who may be duly commissioned and qualified, which said oath 
or affirmation shall be certified and transmitted, by the person taking the same, to the  
secretary, to be by him recorded as aforesaid; and afterwards, the like oath or affirmation shall be 
taken, certified and recorded in such manner and form as may be prescribed by law. The governor 
shall receive an annual salary of $1,500 as governor, and $1,000 as superintendent of Indian affairs. 
The chief justice and associate justice shall each receive an annual salary of $1,800. The secretary 
shall receive an annual salary of $1,800. The said salaries shall be paid quarter-yearly, at the  
treasury of the United States. The members of the legislative assembly shall be entitled to receive 
three dollars each per day during their attendance at the session thereof, and three dollars each for 
every twenty miles traveled in going to and returning from the said sessions, estimated according to 
the nearest usually traveled route. There shall be appropriated, annually, the sum of $1,000, to be 
expended by the governor to defray the contingent expenses of the Territory; and there shall also be 
appropriated, annually, a sufficient sum to be expended by the secretary of the Territory, and upon 
an estimate to be made by the secretary of the treasury of the United States, to defray the expenses 
of the legislative assembly, the printing of the laws, and other incidental expenses, and the secretary 
of the Territory shall annually account to the secretary of the treasury of the United States for the 
manner in which the aforesaid sum shall have been expended.

Sec. 12. And be it further enacted, That the inhabitants of the said Territory shall be entitled to all the 
rights, privileges and immunities heretofore granted and secured to the Territory of Wisconsin and 
to its inhabitants; and the laws in force in the Territory of Wisconsin at the date of the  
admission of the State of Wisconsin shall continue to be valid and operative therein, so far as the 
same be not incompatible with the provisions of this act, subject, nevertheless, to be altered,  
modified or repealed by the governor and legislative assembly of the said Territory of Minnesota; 
and the laws of the United States are hereby extended over and declared to be in force in said Terri-
tory, so far as the same, or any provision thereof, may be applicable. 

Sec. 13. And be it further enacted, That the legislative assembly of the Territory of Minnesota shall 
hold its first session in St. Paul; and at said first session the governor and legislative assembly shall 
locate and establish a temporary seat of government for said Territory, at such place as they may 
deem eligible; and shall at such time as they shall see proper prescribe by law the manner of  
locating the permanent seat of government of said Territory by a vote of the people. And the sum 
of twenty thousand dollars, out of any money in the treasury not otherwise appropriated, is hereby 
appropriated and granted to said Territory of Minnesota, to be applied by the governor and  
legislative assembly to the erection of suitable public buildings at the seat of government.

Sec. 14. And be it further enacted, That a delegate of the house of representatives of the United 
States, to serve for the term of two years, may be elected by the voters qualified to elect members of 
the legislative assembly, who shall be entitled to the same rights and privileges as are exercised and 
enjoyed by the delegates from the several other territories of the United States to the said house of 
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representatives. The first election shall be held at such time and places and be conducted in such 
manner as the governor shall appoint and direct; and at all subsequent elections the times, places and 
manner of holding. the elections shall be prescribed by law. The person having the greatest number 
of votes shall be declared by the governor to be duly elected, and a certificate thereof shall be given 
accordingly.

Sec. 15. And be it further enacted, That all suits, process and proceedings, civil and criminal, at law 
or in chancery, and all indictments and information, which shall be pending and undetermined in 
the courts of the Territory of Wisconsin, within the limits of said Territory of Minnesota, when this 
act shall take effect, shall be transferred to be heard, tried, prosecuted and determined in the district 
courts hereby established, which may include the counties or districts where any such proceedings 
may be pending. All bonds, recognizances, and obligations of every kind whatsoever, valid under the 
existing laws, within the limits of said Territory, shall be valid under this act; and all crimes and  
misdemeanors against the laws, in force within said limits, may be prosecuted, tried, and punished 
in the courts established by this act; and all penalties, forfeitures, actions and causes of action may be 
recovered under this act the same as they would have been under the laws in force within the limits 
composing said Territory at the time this act shall go into operation.

Sec. 16. And be it further enacted, That all justices of the peace, constables, sheriffs, and all other 
judicial and ministerial officers, who shall be in office within the limits of said Territory, when this 
act shall take effect, shall be and they are hereby authorized and required to continue to exercise and 
perform the duties of their respective offices as officers of the Territory of Minnesota, temporar-
ily, and until they or others shall be duly appointed and qualified to fill their places, in the manner 
herein directed, or until their offices shall be abolished.

Sec. 17. And be it further enacted, That the sum of $5,000 be and the same is hereby 
appropriated out of any moneys in the treasury not otherwise appropriated, to be expended by and 
under the direction of the said governor of the Territory of Minnesota, in the purchase of a library, 
to be kept at the seat of government for the use of the governor, legislative assembly, judges of the 
supreme court, secretary, marshal, and attorneys of said Territory, and such other persons and under 
such regulations as shall be prescribed by law. 

Sec. 18. And be it further enacted, That when the lands in said Territory shall be surveyed under the 
direction of the government of the United States, preparatory to bringing the same into market,  
sections numbered sixteen and thirty-six in each township in said Territory shall be and the same 
are hereby reserved for the purpose of being applied to schools in said Territory, and in the state and 
territories hereafter to be erected out of the same. 

Sec. 19. And be it further enacted, That temporarily, and until otherwise provided by law, the  
governor of said territory may define the judicial districts of said Territory, and assign the judges who 
may be appointed for said Territory to the several districts, and also appoint the times and places for 
holding courts in the several counties or subdivisions in each of said judicial districts, by  
proclamation to be issued by him; but the legislative assembly, at their first or any subsequent  
session, may organize, alter or modify such judicial districts, and assign the judges, and alter the 
times and places of holding the courts, as to them shall seem proper and convenient.

Sec. 20. And be it further enacted, That every bill which shall or may pass the council and house of 
representatives, shall, before it becomes a law, be presented to the governor of the Territory; if he 
approve, he shall sign it; but if not he shall return it, with his objections, to the house in which it  
originated; which shall cause the objections to be entered at large upon their journal, and proceed 
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to reconsider it. If, after such reconsideration, two-thirds of that house shall agree to pass the bill, it 
shall be sent, together with the objections, to the other house, by which it shall also be reconsidered, 
and if approved by two-thirds of that house it shall become a law; but in all such cases the votes of 
both houses shall be determined by yeas and nays, and the names of the persons voting for or against 
the bill shall be entered on the journal of each house, respectively. If any bill shall not be returned 
by the governor within three days (Sundays excepted) after it shall have been presented to him, the 
same shall be a law in like manner as if he had signed it, unless the legislative assembly, by adjourn-
ment, prevent it, in which case it shall not become a law.

CONSTITUTION OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA

Secretary of State’s Note: In 1787, 12 of the 13 original states, with the exception of Rhode Is-
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ACT AUTHORIZING A STATE GOVERNMENT
 FOR MINNESOTA

Secretary of State’s Note: During the opening of Congress in December 1856, Henry Rice, 
delegate to Congress from the territory of Minnesota, introduced an act authorizing a state 
government for Minnesota. The Enabling Act passed Congress and was approved on February 26, 
1857.

In addition to establishing state boundaries, the Enabling Act provided for a constitutional 
convention and election of delegates to that convention. It further stipulated that the
constitutional convention consider the following proposals: setting aside 72 sections of land for a 
state university; granting ten sections of land to the state to complete and erect public buildings at 
the Capitol; granting the state the exclusive rights to use all salt springs; and allocating five percent 
of the proceeds from the sale of public lands lying within the state by Congress to be used to build 
roads.

The Enabling Act authorized the state of Minnesota to have one representative in Congress and 
such additional representatives as the ratio for representation allowed. To determine the population 
of the territory, the act authorized a census to be taken by the U.S. Marshal. The census was 
completed in October 1857; the population of the territory was 150,037. 

ACT AUTHORIZING A STATE GOVERNMENT (ENABLING ACT)

[Passed February 26, 1857]

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of America, in 
Congress assembled, That the inhabitants of that portion of the Territory of Minnesota which 
is embraced within the following limits, to-wit: Beginning at the point in the center of the main 
channel of the Red River of the North, where the boundary line between the United States and 
the British Possessions crosses the same; thence up the main channel of said river to that of the 
Bois de Sioux river; thence up the main channel of said river to Lake Traverse; thence up the 
center of said lake to the southern extremity thereof, thence in a direct line to the head of Big 
Stone lake; thence through its center to its outlet; thence by a due south line to the north line of 
the State of Iowa; thence along the northern boundary of said state to the main channel of the 
Mississippi river; thence up the main channel of said river, and following the boundary line of 
the State of Wisconsin, until the same intersects with the St. Louis river; thence down the said 
river to and through Lake Superior, on the boundary line of Wisconsin and Michigan, until it 
intersects the dividing line between the United States and the British Possessions; thence up 
Pigeon river and following said dividing line to the place of beginning, be and they hereby are 
authorized to form for themselves a constitution and state government by the name of the State 
of Minnesota, and to come into the Union on an equal footing with the original states, according 
to the Federal Constitution.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That the State of Minnesota shall have concurrent jurisdiction on 
the Mississippi and all other rivers and waters bordering on the said State of Minnesota, so far as 
the same shall form a common boundary to said state and any state or states now or 
hereafter to be formed or bounded by the same; and said river or waters leading into the same 
shall be common highways, and forever free, as well to the inhabitants of said state as to all other 
citizens of the United States, without any tax, duty, impost, or toll therefor.
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Sec. 3. And be it further enacted, That on the first Monday in June next, the legal voters in each  
representative district then existing within the limits of the proposed state, are hereby authorized to 
elect two delegates for each representative to which said district shall be entitled according to the 
apportionment for representatives to the territorial legislature; which election for delegates shall be 
held and conducted, and the returns made, in all respects in conformity with the laws of said Territory 
regulating the election of representatives, and the delegates so elected shall assemble at the capitol of 
said Territory on the second Monday in July next, and first determine by a vote whether it is the wish 
of the people of the proposed State to be admitted into the Union at that time; and if so, shall proceed 
to form a constitution, and take all necessary steps for the establishment of a state government, in 
conformity with the Federal Constitution, subject to the approval and 
ratification of the people of the proposed State.

Sec. 4. And be it further enacted, That in the event said convention shall decide in favor of the  
immediate admission of the proposed State into the Union, it shall be the duty of the United States 
marshal for said Territory to proceed to take a census or enumeration of the inhabitants within the lim-
its of the proposed State, under such rules and regulations as shall be prescribed by the secretary of the 
interior, with the view of ascertaining the number of representatives to which said State may be entitled 
in the Congress of the United States. And said State shall be entitled to one representative, and such 
additional representatives as the population of the State shall, according to the census, show it would be 
entitled to according to the present ratio of representation.

Sec. 5. And be it further enacted, That the following propositions be and the same are hereby offered to 
the said convention of the people of Minnesota for their free acceptance or rejection, which, if accepted 
by the convention, shall be obligatory on the United States, and upon the said State of Minnesota, 
to-wit: 

First: That sections numbered sixteen and thirty-six in every township of public lands in said State, and 
where either of said sections, or any part thereof, has been sold or otherwise been disposed of, other 
lands, equivalent thereto, and as contiguous as may be, shall be granted to said State for the use of 
schools.

Second: That seventy-two sections of land shall be set apart and reserved for the use and support of a 
state university, to be selected by the governor of said State, subject to the approval of the  
commissioner at the general land office, and to be appropriated and applied in such manner as the 
legislature of said State may prescribe; for the purpose aforesaid, but for not other purpose.

Third: Ten entire sections of land to be selected by the governor of said State, in legal subdivisions, 
shall be granted to said State for the purpose of completing the public buildings, or for the erection of 
others at the seat of government, under the direction of the legislature thereof.

Fourth: That all salt springs within said State, not exceeding twelve in number, with six sections of land 
adjoining or as contiguous as may be to each, shall be granted to said State for its use; and the same 
to be selected by the governor thereof within one year after the admission of said State, and, when so 
selected, to be used or disposed of on such terms, conditions and regulations as the  
legislature shall direct; provided, that no salt spring or land the right whereof is now vested in any indi-
vidual or individuals, or which may be hereafter confirmed or adjudged to any individual or individuals, 
shall by this article be granted to said State.

Fifth: That five per centum of the net proceeds of sales of all public lands lying within said State, 
which shall be sold by Congress after the admission of said State into the Union, after deducting all the 
expenses incident to the same, shall be paid to said State for the purpose of making public roads and 
internal improvements as the legislature shall direct; provided, the foregoing propositions  
herein offered are on the condition that the said convention which shall form the constitution of said 
State shall provide, by a clause in said constitution, or an ordinance, irrevocable without the consent of 
the United States, that said State shall never interfere with the primary disposal of the soil within the 
same by the United States, or with any regulations Congress may find necessary for securing the title 
in said soil to bona fide purchasers thereof; and that no tax shall be imposed on lands belonging to the 
United States, and that in no case shall nonresident proprietors be taxed higher than residents.
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ADMISSION OF MINNESOTA INTO THE UNION

Secretary of State’s Note: The history of the settlement of the state of Minnesota begins after the 
last glacial period when American Indians followed the herds of large game to this area. Centuries 
later French fur traders discovered the region’s rich natural resources. European and other 
immigrants began settling in the “Land of 10,000 Lakes” late in the 18th century. A bill to admit 
Minnesota into the Union was submitted to Congress in December 1857. Those whom settled 
in the Minnesota territory were interested in controlling their own destiny and wanted to actively 
pursue the many advantages of organizing as a state rather than a territory.

Legislation for statehood encountered several obstacles that delayed passage, including the politics 
of slavery. To preserve the balance of power in Congress, it was customary to admit states two at a 
time: one free and one slave. The Minnesota bill was paired with the bill for admission of the state 
of Kansas. Minnesota would prohibit slavery while Kansas would be admitted as a slave state. Due 
to a controversy regarding the Kansas constitution, legislation admitting both states was delayed.  
Minnesota’s admission into the Union was also opposed by congressmen from southern slave states.

On May 11, 1858, Minnesota entered the Union as the thirty-second state when this act was 
adopted by Congress and signed by President James Buchanan. Because Minnesota had no 
telegraph lines or railroad, it took almost two weeks for news of the passage of the legislation to 
reach St. Paul. A telegram was sent to Prairie du Chien, Wisconsin, and sent up the Mississippi 
River to St. Paul by steamboat. State officers were officially sworn in on May 24, 1858. 

CONGRESSIONAL ACT FOR THE ADMISSION OF MINNESOTA INTO THE 
UNION 

[Passed May 11, 1858]

Whereas, An act of Congress was passed February twenty-sixth, eighteen hundred and fifty-seven, 
entitled “An act to authorize the people of the Territory of Minnesota to form a constitution and 
state government preparatory to their admission into the Union on an equal footing with the  
original states”; and, whereas, the people of said Territory did, on the twenty-ninth day of August, 
eighteen hundred and fifty-seven, by delegates elected for that purpose, form for themselves a  
constitution and state government, which is republican in form, and was ratified and adopted by the 
people at an election held on the thirteenth day of October, eighteen hundred and fifty-seven, for 
that purpose; therefore, 

MINNESOTA AS ADMITTED TO THE UNION
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Sec. 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of America, in 
Congress assembled, That the State of Minnesota shall be one, and is hereby declared to be one, of the 
United States of America, and admitted into the Union on an equal footing with the original states 
in all respects whatever.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That said State shall be entitled to two representatives in Congress, 
until the next apportionment of representatives among the several states.

Sec. 3. And be it further enacted, That from and after the admission of the State of Minnesota, as 
hereinbefore provided, all the laws of the United States which are not locally inapplicable shall 
have the same force and effect within that State as in other States of the Union; and the said State 
is hereby constituted a judicial district of the United States, within which a district court, with like 
powers and jurisdiction as the district court of the United States for the district of Iowa, shall be es-
tablished; the judge, attorney and marshal of the United States of the said district of Minnesota shall 
reside within the same, and shall be entitled to the same compensation as the judge, attorney and 
marshal of the district of Iowa; and in all cases of appeal or writ of error heretofore prosecuted and 
now pending in the supreme court of the United States, upon any record from the supreme court of 
Minnesota Territory, the mandate of execution or order of further proceedings shall be directed by 
the supreme court of the United States to the district court of the United States for the district of 
Minnesota, or to the supreme court of the State of Minnesota, as the nature of such appeal or writ of 
error may require; and each of those courts shall be the successor of the supreme court of Minnesota 
Territory, as to all such cases, with full power to hear and determine the same, and to award mesne 
or final process therein.

UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, 1858
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CONSTITUTION OF THE STATE OF MINNESOTA

Secretary of State’s Note: In accordance with the Enabling Act of February 26, 1857, an election was 
held on June 1, 1857, at which Republican and Democratic delegates were elected to the   
constitutional convention. When these delegates assembled in St. Paul on July 13, 1857, to draft the 
Minnesota constitution, bitterness between the two parties was so intense that Republican 
and Democratic delegates refused to meet in the same convention. As a result, each party held separate 
sessions in different rooms of the first capitol building.

The Democratic convention was presided over by Henry H. Sibley, later elected first governor of Min-
nesota. The Republican convention was presided over first by John W. North, and later by  
St. Andrew D. Balcombe.

The political discord was so great that the two bodies never acted in a joint meeting during the entire 
constitutional convention which lasted from July 13 to August 29, 1857. The final work was done 
through a conference committee composed of five conferees from each of the conventions. The 
conferees, by reporting to and receiving advice from their respective conventions, were able to draft 
a constitution that would be acceptable to both bodies. On August 28, 1857, in spite of numerous 
protests by delegates, the report of the conference committee was adopted without amendment by both 
the Republican and Democratic conventions.

However, when it came time to sign the constitution, emotions were still so intense that Democrats 
would not sign a document that bore Republican signatures, and the Republicans objected to signing a 
document that bore the signatures of Democrats. The solution to this impasse: two constitutions. One 
constitution was written on white paper and signed by only Republicans. The other constitution was 
written on blue-tinted paper and signed by only Democrats.

Therefore, on the 29th day of August, after seven weeks of political dispute and disagreement, the two 
conventions adjourned after as many members as could bring themselves to do so signed the copy of 
the constitution enrolled for their particular convention. 

The constitution provided for an election to be held on October 13, 1857. At this election the voters 
were to accept or reject the constitution. The ballots used for this purpose were printed to provide for 
only affirmative votes. A voter who wished to reject the constitution had to alter his ballot and write in 
a negative vote. The result: 30,055 for acceptance and 571 for rejection.

The procedure for acquiring statehood not only requires a constitution to be approved by the voters 
of the proposed state, but also that the constitution be approved by Congress. In December 1857, the 
Minnesota constitution was submitted to the U.S. Senate for ratification.

A certified copy of the Democratic constitution was transmitted to the Senate by the territorial  
secretary. This copy was attached to the bill for the admission of Minnesota into the Union. However, 
when the bill was reported back from the Senate, historians report that the Republican constitution was 
attached. In any event, there is substantial authority that both constitutions were before Congress when 
it approved Minnesota’s Constitution; Minnesota was admitted to the Union on May 11, 1858. 

In the election of October 13, 1857, in addition to voting on the constitution, the voters elected execu-
tive, legislative and judicial officers. The executive and judicial officers were content to wait for an act 
from Congress before assuming office. But the legislature took the opposite view and convened on 
December 3, 1857, believing that under the Enabling Act, the statehood of Minnesota began when the 
voters approved the constitution. Even though the legislature convened under an incorrect interpreta-
tion of the Enabling Act, they proceeded to enact laws which have remained undisturbed by the courts.
The first two acts passed by the legislature were proposed amendments to the constitution. One 
amendment authorized a loan to railroads of $5 million and the other related to the term of office of 
the first state officers. These amendments were ratified by the voters at a special election held April 15, 
1858. It appears that the constitution approved by Congress on May 11, 1858, included these amend-
ments.

The Minnesota legislature in 1971 established a constitutional study commission to review the 
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constitution and make recommendations to maintain its utility. After two years of study, the 
commission recommended that an amendment be prepared to restructure the constitution for easy 
reference and to rewrite it in modern language.    

The amendment was introduced and passed in both houses, signed by the governor, and approved by 
the voters on November 5, 1974. The previous wording of the constitution can be found in the Min-
nesota Legislative Manual 1973–74. The amendment approved in 1974 did not alter the meaning of the 
constitution. In cases of constitutional law, the original document remains the final authority.

CONSTITUTION OF THE STATE OF MINNESOTA

[Generally Revised November 5, 1974]

Preamble

We, the people of the state of Minnesota, grateful to God for our civil and religious liberty, and  
desiring to perpetuate its blessings and secure the same to ourselves and our posterity, do ordain and establish this 
Constitution.

ARTICLE I 
BILL OF RIGHTS 

Section 1. Object of government. Government is instituted for the security, benefit and protection of 
the people, in whom all political power is inherent, together with the right to alter, modify or reform 
government whenever required by the public good.

Sec. 2. Rights and privileges. No member of this state shall be disfranchised or deprived of any of the 
rights or privileges secured to any citizen thereof, unless by the law of the land or the judgment of his 
peers. There shall be neither slavery nor involuntary servitude in the state otherwise than as  
punishment for a crime of which the party has been convicted.

Sec. 3. Liberty of the press. The liberty of the press shall forever remain inviolate, and all persons may 
freely speak, write and publish their sentiments on all subjects, being responsible for the abuse of such 
right. 

Sec. 4. Trial by jury. The right of trial by jury shall remain inviolate, and shall extend to all cases at law 
without regard to the amount in controversy. A jury trial may be waived by the parties in all cases in the 
manner prescribed by law. The legislature may provide that the agreement of 
five-sixths of a jury in a civil action or proceeding, after not less than six hours’ deliberation, is a 
sufficient verdict. The legislature may provide for the number of jurors in a civil action or 
proceeding, provided that a jury have at least six members.

Sec. 5. No excessive bail or unusual punishments. Excessive bail shall not be required, nor  
excessive fines imposed, nor cruel or unusual punishments inflicted.
Sec. 6. Rights of accused in criminal prosecutions. In all criminal prosecutions the accused shall enjoy 
the right to a speedy and public trial by an impartial jury of the county or district wherein the crime 
shall have been committed, which county or district shall have been previously ascertained by law. In all 
prosecutions of crimes defined by law as felonies, the accused has the right to a jury of 12 members. In 
all other criminal prosecutions, the legislature may provide for the number of jurors, provided that a jury 
have at least six members. The accused shall enjoy the right to be informed of the nature and cause of 
the accusation, to be confronted with the witnesses against him, to have compulsory process for obtain-
ing witnesses in his favor and to have the assistance of counsel in his defense.

Sec. 7. Due process; prosecutions; double jeopardy; self-incrimination; bail; habeas corpus. No 
person shall be held to answer for a criminal offense without due process of law, and no person shall be 
put twice in jeopardy of punishment for the same offense, nor be compelled in any 
criminal case to be a witness against himself, nor be deprived of life, liberty or property without due 
process of law. All persons before conviction shall be bailable by sufficient sureties, except for capital 
offenses when the proof is evident or the presumption great. The privilege of the writ of habeas corpus 
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shall not be suspended unless the public safety requires it in case of rebellion or invasion.

Sec. 8. Redress of injuries or wrongs. Every person is entitled to a certain remedy in the laws for all 
injuries or wrongs which he may receive to his person, property or character, and to obtain  
justice freely and without purchase, completely and without denial, promptly and without delay, con
formable to the laws.

Sec. 9. Treason defined. Treason against the state consists only in levying war against the state, or in 
adhering to its enemies, giving them aid and comfort. No person shall be convicted of treason unless on 
the testimony of two witnesses to the same overt act or on confession in open court.

Sec. 10. Unreasonable searches and seizures prohibited. The right of the people to be secure in their 
persons, houses, papers, and effects against unreasonable searches and seizures shall not be  
violated; and no warrant shall issue but upon probable cause, supported by oath or affirmation, and par
ticularly describing the place to be searched and the person or things to be seized.

Sec. 11. Attainders, ex post facto laws and laws impairing contracts prohibited. No bill of  
attainder, ex post facto law, or any law impairing the obligation of contracts shall be passed, and no 
conviction shall work corruption of blood or forfeiture of estate. 

Sec. 12. Imprisonment for debt; property exemption. No person shall be imprisoned for debt in this 
state, but this shall not prevent the legislature from providing for imprisonment, or holding to bail, 
persons charged with fraud in contracting said debt. A reasonable amount of property shall be exempt 
from seizure or sale for the payment of any debt or liability. The amount of such exemption shall be 
determined by law. Provided, however, that all property so exempted shall be liable to 
seizure and sale for any debts incurred to any person for work done or materials furnished in the  
construction, repair or improvement of the same, and provided further, that such liability to seizure and 
sale shall also extend to all real property for any debt to any laborer or servant for labor or  
service performed. 

Sec. 13. Private property for public use. Private property shall not be taken, destroyed or 
damaged for public use without just compensation therefor, first paid or secured.

Sec. 14. Military power subordinate. The military shall be subordinate to the civil power and no stand-
ing army shall be maintained in this state in times of peace.

Sec. 15. Lands allodial; void agricultural leases. All lands within the state are allodial and feudal ten-
ures of every description with all their incidents are prohibited. Leases and grants of agricultural lands 
for a longer period than 21 years reserving rent or service of any kind shall be void.
Sec. 16. Freedom of conscience; no preference to be given to any religious establishment or mode of 
worship. The enumeration of rights in this constitution shall not deny or impair others retained by and 
inherent in the people. The right of every man to worship God according to the  
dictates of his own conscience shall never be infringed; nor shall any man be compelled to attend, 
erect or support any place of worship, or to maintain any religious or ecclesiastical ministry, against 
his consent; nor shall any control of or interference with the rights of conscience be permitted, or 
any preference be given by law to any religious establishment or mode of worship; but the liberty of 
conscience hereby secured shall not be so construed as to excuse acts of licentiousness or justify practices 
inconsistent with the peace or safety of the state, nor shall any money be drawn from the treasury for 
the benefit of any religious societies or religious or 
theological seminaries.

Sec. 17. Religious tests and property qualifications prohibited. No religious test or amount of 
property shall be required as a qualification for any office of public trust in the state. No religious test or 
amount of property shall be required as a qualification of any voter at any election in this state; nor shall 
any person be rendered incompetent to give evidence in any court of law or equity in consequence of his 
opinion upon the subject of religion.

ARTICLE II
NAME AND BOUNDARIES 
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Section 1. Name and boundaries; acceptance of organic act. This state shall be called the state of 
Minnesota and shall consist of and have jurisdiction over the territory embraced in the act of Congress 
entitled, “An act to authorize the people of the Territory of Minnesota to form a  
constitution and state government, preparatory to their admission into the Union on equal footing 
with the original states,” and the propositions contained in that act are hereby accepted, ratified and 
confirmed, and remain irrevocable without the consent of the United States.

Sec. 2. Jurisdiction on boundary waters. The state of Minnesota has concurrent jurisdiction on the 
Mississippi and on all other rivers and waters forming a common boundary with any other state or 
states. Navigable waters leading into the same, shall be common highways and forever free to  
citizens of the United States without any tax, duty, impost or toll therefor.

ARTICLE III 
DISTRIBUTION OF THE POWERS OF GOVERNMENT 

Section 1. Division of powers. The powers of government shall be divided into three distinct  
departments:  legislative, executive and judicial. No person or persons belonging to or constituting one 
of these departments shall exercise any of the powers properly belonging to either of the others except 
in the instances expressly provided in this constitution.

ARTICLE IV 
LEGISLATIVE DEPARTMENT 

Section 1. Composition of legislature. The legislature consists of the senate and house of  
representatives. 

Sec. 2. Apportionment of members. The number of members who compose the senate and house of 
representatives shall be prescribed by law. The representation in both houses shall be 
apportioned equally throughout the different sections of the state in proportion to the population 
thereof.

Sec. 3. Census enumeration apportionment; congressional and legislative district boundaries; 
senate districts. At its first session after each enumeration of the inhabitants of this state made by the 
authority of the United States, the legislature shall have the power to prescribe the bounds of  
congressional and legislative districts. Senators shall be chosen by single districts of convenient  
contiguous territory. No representative district shall be divided in the formation of a senate district. 
The senate districts shall be numbered in a regular series. 
Sec. 4. Terms of office of senators and representatives; vacancies. Representatives shall be  
chosen for a term of two years, except to fill a vacancy. Senators shall be chosen for a term of four years, 
except to fill a vacancy and except there shall be an entire new election of all the senators at the first 
election of representatives after each new legislative apportionment provided for in this article. The 
governor shall call elections to fill vacancies in either house of the legislature.

Sec. 5. Restriction on holding office. No senator or representative shall hold any other office under the 
authority of the United States or the state of Minnesota, except that of postmaster or of notary public. 
If elected or appointed to another office, a legislator may resign from the legislature by tendering his 
resignation to the governor.

Sec. 6. Qualification of legislators; judging election returns and eligibility. Senators and  
representatives shall be qualified voters of the state, and shall have resided one year in the state and six 
months immediately preceding the election in the district from which elected. Each house shall be the 
judge of the election returns and eligibility of its own members. The legislature shall  
prescribe by law the manner for taking evidence in cases of contested seats in either house. 

Sec. 7. Rules of government. Each house may determine the rules of its proceedings, sit upon its own 
adjournment, punish its members for disorderly behavior, and with the concurrence of  
two-thirds expel a member; but no member shall be expelled a second time for the same offense.

Sec. 8. Oath of office. Each member and officer of the legislature before entering upon his duties shall 
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take an oath or affirmation to support the Constitution of the United States, the constitution of this 
state, and to discharge faithfully the duties of his office to the best of his judgment and ability. 

Sec. 9. Compensation. The compensation of senators and representatives shall be prescribed by law. 
No increase of compensation shall take effect during the period for which the members of the  
existing house of representatives may have been elected.

Sec. 10. Privilege from arrest. The members of each house in all cases except treason, felony and 
breach of the peace, shall be privileged from arrest during the session of their respective houses and in 
going to or returning from the same. For any speech or debate in either house they shall not be ques-
tioned in any other place.

Sec. 11. Protest and dissent of members. Two or more members of either house may dissent and pro-
test against any act or resolution which they think injurious to the public or to any individual and have 
the reason of their dissent entered in the journal.

Sec. 12. Biennial meetings; length of session; special sessions; length of adjournments. The  
legislature shall meet at the seat of government in regular session in each biennium at the times  
prescribed by law for not exceeding a total of 120 legislative days. The legislature shall not meet in 
regular session, nor in any adjournment thereof, after the first Monday following the third Saturday in 
May of any year. After meeting at a time prescribed by law, the legislature may adjourn to  
another time. “Legislative day” shall be defined by law. A special session of the legislature may be called 
by the governor on extraordinary occasions.

Neither house during a session of the legislature shall adjourn for more than three days (Sundays 
excepted) nor to any other place than that in which the two houses shall be assembled without the 
consent of the other house.

Sec. 13. Quorum. A majority of each house constitutes a quorum to transact business, but a 
smaller number may adjourn from day to day and compel the attendance of absent members in the 
manner and under the penalties it may provide.

Sec. 14. Open sessions. Each house shall be open to the public during its sessions except in cases which 
in its opinion require secrecy.

Sec. 15. Officers; journals. Each house shall elect its presiding officer and other officers as may be 
provided by law. Both houses shall keep journals of their proceedings, and from time to time  
publish the same, and the yeas and nays, when taken on any question, shall be entered in the  
journals. 

Sec. 16. Elections viva voce. In all elections by the legislature members shall vote viva voce and their 
votes shall be entered in the journal. 

Sec. 17. Laws to embrace only one subject. No law shall embrace more than one subject, which shall 
be expressed in its title.

Sec. 18. Revenue bills to originate in house. All bills for raising revenue shall originate in the house of 
representatives, but the senate may propose and concur with the amendments as on other bills.

Sec. 19. Reporting of bills. Every bill shall be reported on three different days in each house, unless, in 
case of urgency, two-thirds of the house where the bill is pending deem it expedient to dispense with 
this rule.

Sec. 20. Enrollment of bills. Every bill passed by both houses shall be enrolled and signed by the 
presiding officer of each house. Any presiding officer refusing to sign a bill passed by both houses shall 
thereafter be disqualified from any office of honor or profit in the state. Each house by rule shall pro-
vide the manner in which a bill shall be certified for presentation to the governor in case of such refusal.

Sec. 21. Passage of bills on last day of session prohibited. No bill shall be passed by either house upon 
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the day prescribed for adjournment. This section shall not preclude the enrollment of a bill or its trans-
mittal from one house to the other or to the executive for his signature. 

Sec. 22. Majority vote of all members to pass a law. The style of all laws of this state shall be: “Be 
it enacted by the legislature of the state of Minnesota.” No law shall be passed unless voted for by a 
majority of all the members elected to each house of the legislature, and the vote entered in the journal 
of each house.

Sec. 23. Approval of bills by governor; action on veto. Every bill passed in conformity to the rules 
of each house and the joint rules of the two houses shall be presented to the governor. If he approves 
a bill, he shall sign it, deposit it in the office of the secretary of state and notify the house in which it 
originated of that fact. If he vetoes a bill, he shall return it with his objections to the house in which it 
originated. His objections shall be entered in the journal. If, after reconsideration, two-thirds of that 
house agree to pass the bill, it shall be sent, together with the governor’s  
objections, to the other house, which shall likewise reconsider it. If approved by two-thirds of that 
house it becomes a law and shall be deposited in the office of the secretary of state. In such cases the 
votes of both houses shall be determined by yeas and nays, and the names of the persons voting for or 
against the bill shall be entered in the journal of each house. Any bill not returned by the  
governor within three days (Sundays excepted) after it is presented to him becomes a law as if he had 
signed it, unless the legislature by adjournment within that time prevents its return. Any bill passed 
during the last three days of a session may be presented to the governor during the three days following 
the day of final adjournment and becomes law if the governor signs and deposits it in the office of the 
secretary of state within 14 days after the adjournment of the legislature. Any bill passed during the last 
three days of the session which is not signed and deposited within 14 days after adjournment does not 
become a law. 

If a bill presented to the governor contains several items of appropriation of money, he may veto one or 
more of the items while approving the bill. At the time he signs the bill the governor shall append to it a 
statement of the items he vetoes and the vetoed items shall not take effect. If the  
legislature is in session, he shall transmit to the house in which the bill originated a copy of the state-
ment, and the items vetoed shall be separately reconsidered. If on reconsideration any item is approved 
by two-thirds of the members elected to each house, it is a part of the law 
notwithstanding the objections of the governor.

Sec. 24. Presentation of orders, resolutions, and votes to governor. Each order, resolution or vote 
requiring the concurrence of the two houses except such as relate to the business or 
adjournment of the legislature shall be presented to the governor and is subject to his veto as 
prescribed in case of a bill.

Sec. 25. Disorderly conduct. During a session each house may punish by imprisonment for not more 
than 24 hours any person not a member who is guilty of any disorderly or contemptuous behavior in its 
presence.

Sec. 26. Banking laws; two-thirds votes. Passage of a general banking law requires the vote of  
two-thirds of the members of each house of the legislature.

ARTICLE V 
EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT 

Section 1. Executive officers. The executive department consists of a governor, lieutenant  
governor, secretary of state, auditor, and attorney general, who shall be chosen by the electors of the 
state. The governor and lieutenant governor shall be chosen jointly by a single vote applying to both 
offices in a manner prescribed by law.

Sec. 2. Term of governor and lieutenant governor; qualifications. The term of office for the  
governor and lieutenant governor is four years and until a successor is chosen and qualified. Each shall 
have attained the age of 25 years and, shall have been a bona fide resident of the state for one year next 
preceding his election, and shall be a citizen of the United States.

Founding Documents

Sec. 3. Powers and duties of governor. The governor shall communicate by message to each  
session of the legislature information touching the state and country. He is commander-in-chief of the military 
and naval forces and may call them out to execute the laws, suppress insurrection and repel invasion. He may 
require the opinion in writing of the principal officer in each of the  
executive departments upon any subject relating to his duties. With the advice and consent of the senate he may 
appoint notaries public and other officers provided by law. He may appoint  
commissioners to take the acknowledgment of deeds or other instruments in writing to be used in the state. 
He shall take care that the laws be faithfully executed. He shall fill any vacancy that may occur in the offices of 
secretary of state, auditor, attorney general and the other state and district offices hereafter created by law until 
the end of the term for which the person who had vacated the office was elected or the first Monday in January 
following the next general election, whichever is sooner, and until a successor is chosen and qualified. 

Sec. 4. Terms and salaries of executive officers. The term of office of the secretary of state,  
attorney general and state auditor is four years and until a successor is chosen and qualified. The duties and 
salaries of the executive officers shall be prescribed by law.

Sec. 5. Succession to offices of governor and lieutenant governor. In case a vacancy occurs from any cause 
whatever in the office of governor, the lieutenant governor shall be governor 
during such vacancy. The compensation of the lieutenant governor shall be prescribed by law. The last elected 
presiding officer of the senate shall become lieutenant governor in case a vacancy occurs in that office. In case 
the governor is unable to discharge the powers and duties of his office, the same devolves on the lieutenant 
governor. The legislature may provide by law for the case of the removal, death, resignation, or inability both of 
the governor and lieutenant governor to discharge the duties of governor and may provide by law for continuity 
of government in periods of 
emergency resulting from disasters caused by enemy attack in this state, including but not limited to, succession 
to the powers and duties of public office and change of the seat of government.

Sec. 6. Oath of office of state officers. Each officer created by this article before entering upon his duties shall 
take an oath or affirmation to support the constitution of the United States and of this state and to discharge 
faithfully the duties of his office to the best of his judgment and ability.

Sec. 7. Board of pardons. The governor, the attorney general and the chief justice of the supreme court consti-
tute a board of pardons. Its powers and duties shall be defined and regulated by law. The governor in conjunc-
tion with the board of pardons has power to grant reprieves and pardons after conviction for an offense against 
the state except in cases of impeachment.

ARTICLE VI 
JUDICIARY 

Section 1. Judicial power. The judicial power of the state is vested in a supreme court, a court of appeals, if 
established by the legislature, a district court and such other courts, judicial officers and commissioners with 
jurisdiction inferior to the district court as the legislature may establish. 

Sec. 2. Supreme court. The supreme court consists of one chief judge and not less than six nor more than eight 
associate judges as the legislature may establish. It shall have original jurisdiction in such remedial cases as are 
prescribed by law, and appellate jurisdiction in all cases, but there shall be no trial by jury in the supreme court. 

The legislature may establish a court of appeals and provide by law for the number of its judges, who shall not 
be judges of any other court, and its organization and for the review of its decisions by the supreme court. The 
court of appeals shall have appellate jurisdiction over all courts, except the supreme court, and other appellate 
jurisdiction as prescribed by law. 

As provided by law judges of the court of appeals or of the district court may be assigned 
temporarily to act as judges of the supreme court upon its request and judges of the district court may be as-
signed temporarily by the supreme court to act as judges of the court of appeals.

The supreme court shall appoint to serve at its pleasure a clerk, a reporter, a state law librarian and other neces-
sary employees. 
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Sec. 3. Jurisdiction of district court. The district court has original jurisdiction in all civil and  
criminal cases and shall have appellate jurisdiction as prescribed by law. 

Sec. 4. Judicial districts; district judges. The number and boundaries of judicial districts shall be estab-
lished in the manner provided by law but the office of a district judge shall not be abolished  
during his term. There shall be two or more district judges in each district. Each judge of the 
district court in any district shall be a resident of that district at the time of his selection and during his 
continuance in office.

Sec. 5. Qualifications; compensation. Judges of the supreme court, the court of appeals and the  
district court shall be learned in the law. The qualifications of all other judges and judicial officers shall 
be prescribed by law. The compensation of all judges shall be prescribed by the legislature and shall not 
be diminished during their term of office.

Sec. 6. Holding other office. A judge of the supreme court, the court of appeals or the district court 
shall not hold any office under the United States except a commission in a reserve component of the 
military forces of the United States and shall not hold any other office under this state. His term of 
office shall terminate at the time he files as a candidate for an elective office of the United States or for 
a nonjudicial office of this state.

Sec. 7. Term of office; election. The term of office of all judges shall be six years and until their  
successors are qualified. They shall be elected by the voters from the area which they are to serve in the 
manner provided by law.

Sec. 8. Vacancy. Whenever there is a vacancy in the office of judge the governor shall appoint in the 
manner provided by law a qualified person to fill the vacancy until a successor is elected and qualified. 
The successor shall be elected for a six year term at the next general election occurring more than one 
year after the appointment.

Sec. 9. Retirement, removal and discipline. The legislature may provide by law for retirement of all 
judges and for the extension of the term of any judge who becomes eligible for retirement 
within three years after expiration of the term for which he is selected. The legislature may also provide 
for the retirement, removal or other discipline of any judge who is disabled, incompetent or guilty of 
conduct prejudicial to the administration of justice.

Sec. 10. Retired judges. As provided by law a retired judge may be assigned to hear and decide any 
cause over which the court to which he is assigned has jurisdiction.

Sec. 11. Probate jurisdiction. Original jurisdiction in law and equity for the administration of the 
estates of deceased persons and all guardianship and incompetency proceedings, including  
jurisdiction over the administration of trust estates and for the determination of taxes contingent upon 
death, shall be provided by law.

Sec. 12. Abolition of probate court; status of judges. If the probate court is abolished by law, judges of 
that court who are learned in the law shall become judges of the court that assumes  
jurisdiction of matters described in section 11.

Sec. 13. District court clerks. There shall be in each county one clerk of the district court whose 
qualifications, duties and compensation shall be prescribed by law. He shall serve at the pleasure of a 
majority of the judges of the district court in each district.

ARTICLE VII
ELECTIVE FRANCHISE 

Section 1. Eligibility; place of voting; ineligible persons. Every person 18 years of age or more who 
has been a citizen of the United States for three months and who has resided in the precinct for 30 days 
next preceding an election shall be entitled to vote in that precinct. The place of voting by one other-
wise qualified who has changed his residence within 30 days preceding the election shall be prescribed 
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by law. The following persons shall not be entitled or permitted to vote at any election in this state:  A 
person not meeting the above requirements; a person who has been 
convicted of treason or felony, unless restored to civil rights; a person under guardianship, or a 
person who is insane or not mentally competent.

Sec. 2. Residence. For the purpose of voting no person loses residence solely by reason of his absence 
while employed in the service of the United States; nor while engaged upon the waters of this state or of 
the United States; nor while a student in any institution of learning; nor while kept at any almshouse or 
asylum; nor while confined in any public prison. No soldier, seaman or marine in the army or navy of the 
United States is a resident of this state solely in consequence of being  
stationed within the state. 

Sec. 3. Uniform oath at elections. The legislature shall provide for a uniform oath or affirmation to be 
administered at elections and no person shall be compelled to take any other or different form of oath to 
entitle him to vote.

Sec. 4. Civil process suspended on election day. During the day on which an election is held no person 
shall be arrested by virtue of any civil process.

Sec. 5. Elections by ballot. All elections shall be by ballot except for such town officers as may be 
directed by law to be otherwise chosen. 

Sec. 6. Eligibility to hold office. Every person who by the provisions of this article is entitled to vote at 
any election and is 21 years of age is eligible for any office elective by the people in the  
district wherein he has resided 30 days previous to the election, except as otherwise provided in this 
constitution, or the constitution and law of the United States.

Sec. 7. Official year of state. The official year for the state of Minnesota commences on the first Mon-
day in January in each year and all terms of office terminate at that time. The general election shall be 
held on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in November in each even numbered year.

Sec. 8. Election returns to secretary of state; board of canvassers. The returns of every election for of-
ficeholders elected statewide shall be made to the secretary of state who shall call to his  
assistance two or more of the judges of the supreme court and two disinterested judges of the  
district courts. They shall constitute a board of canvassers to canvass the returns and declare the result 
within three days after the canvass.

Sec. 9. Campaign spending limits. The amount that may be spent by candidates for constitutional and 
legislative offices to campaign for nomination or election shall be limited by law. The  
legislature shall provide by law for disclosure of contributions and expenditures made to support or op-
pose candidates for state elective offices.

ARTICLE VIII 
IMPEACHMENT AND REMOVAL FROM OFFICE

Section 1. Impeachment powers. The house of representatives has the sole power of impeachment 
through a concurrence of a majority of all its members. All impeachments shall be tried by the  
senate. When sitting for that purpose, senators shall be upon oath or affirmation to do justice according 
to law and evidence. No person shall be convicted without the concurrence of two-thirds of the senators 
present.

Sec. 2. Officers subject to impeachment; grounds; judgment. The governor, secretary of state, audi-
tor, attorney general and the judges of the supreme court, court of appeals and district courts may be 
impeached for corrupt conduct in office or for crimes and misdemeanors; but judgment shall not extend 
further than to removal from office and disqualification to hold and enjoy any office of honor, trust or 
profit in this state. The party convicted shall also be subject to indictment, trial, judgment and punish-
ment according to law.

Sec. 3. Suspension. No officer shall exercise the duties of his office after he has been impeached and 
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before his acquittal.

Sec. 4. Service of impeachment papers. No person shall be tried on impeachment before he has been 
served with a copy thereof at least 20 days previous to the day set for trial.

Sec. 5. Removal of inferior officers. The legislature of this state may provide for the removal of inferior 
officers for malfeasance or nonfeasance in the performance of their duties.

Sec. 6. A member of the senate or house of representatives, an executive officer of the state identified 
in section 1 of article V of the constitution, or a judge of the supreme court, the court of appeals, 
or a district court is subject to recall from office by the voters. The grounds for recall of a judge shall 
be established by the supreme court. The grounds for recall of an officer other than judge are serious 
malfeasance or nonfeasance during the term of office in the performance of the duties of the office or 
conviction during the term of office of a serious crime. A petition for recall must set forth the specific 
conduct that may warrant recall. A petition may not be issued until the supreme court has determined 
that the facts alleged in the petition are true and are sufficient grounds for issuing a recall petition. A 
petition must be signed by a number of eligible voters who reside in the district where the officer serves 
and who number not less than 25 percent of the number of votes cast for the office at the most recent 
general election. Upon a determination by the secretary of state that a petition has been signed by at 
least the minimum number of eligible voters, a recall election must be conducted in the manner pro-
vided by law. A recall election may not occur less than six months before the end of the officer’s term. 
An officer who is removed from office by a recall election or who resigns from office after a petition for 
recall issues may not be appointed to fill the vacancy that is created. 

ARTICLE IX
AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION 

Section 1. Amendments; ratification. A majority of the members elected to each house of the  
legislature may propose amendments to this constitution. Proposed amendments shall be published 
with the laws passed at the same session and submitted to the people for their approval or rejection at a 
general election. If a majority of all the electors voting at the election vote to ratify an  
amendment, it becomes a part of this constitution. If two or more amendments are submitted at the 
same time, voters shall vote for or against each separately.

Sec. 2. Constitutional convention. Two-thirds of the members elected to each house of the  
legislature may submit to the electors at the next general election the question of calling a  
convention to revise this constitution. If a majority of all the electors voting at the election vote for 
a convention, the legislature at its next session, shall provide by law for calling the convention. The 
convention shall consist of as many delegates as there are members of the house of representatives. 
Delegates shall be chosen in the same manner as members of the house of representatives and shall meet 
within three months after their election. Section 5 of Article IV of the constitution does not apply to 
election to the convention.

Sec. 3. Submission to people of constitution drafted at convention. A convention called to revise this 
constitution shall submit any revision to the people for approval or rejection at the next general election 
held not less than 90 days after submission of the revision. If three-fifths of all the electors voting on the 
question vote to ratify the revision, it becomes a new constitution of the state of Minnesota.

ARTICLE X 
TAXATION 

Section 1. Power of taxation; exemptions; legislative powers. The power of taxation shall never be sur-
rendered, suspended or contracted away. Taxes shall be uniform upon the same class of  
subjects and shall be levied and collected for public purposes, but public burying grounds, public school 
houses, public hospitals, academies, colleges, universities, all seminaries of learning, all churches, church 
property, houses of worship, institutions of purely public charity, and public  
property used exclusively for any public purpose, shall be exempt from taxation except as provided in 
this section. There may be exempted from taxation personal property not exceeding in value $200 for 
each household, individual or head of a family, and household goods and farm machinery as the legisla-
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ture determines. The legislature may authorize municipal corporations to levy and  
collect assessments for local improvements upon property benefited thereby without regard to cash 
valuation. The legislature by law may define or limit the property exempt under this section other than 
churches, houses of worship, and property solely used for educational purposes by academies, colleges, 
universities and seminaries of learning. 

Sec. 2. Forestation. To encourage and promote forestation and reforestation of lands whether owned by 
private persons or the public, laws may be enacted fixing in advance a definite and  
limited annual tax on the lands for a term of years and imposing a yield tax on the timber and other for-
est products at or after the end of the term.

Sec. 3. Occupation tax; ores. Every person engaged in the business of mining or producing iron ore 
or other ores in this state shall pay to the state an occupation tax on the valuation of all ores mined or 
produced, which tax shall be in addition to all other taxes provided by law. The tax is due on the first 
day of May in the calendar year next following the mining or producing. The valuation of ore for the 
purpose of determining the amount of tax shall be ascertained as provided by law. Funds derived from 
the tax shall be used as follows:  50 percent to the state general revenue fund, 40 percent for the support 
of elementary and secondary schools and ten percent for the general  
support of the university.

Sec. 4. Motor fuel taxation. The state may levy an excise tax upon any means or substance for  
propelling aircraft or for propelling or operating motor or other vehicles or other equipment used for 
airport purposes and not used on the public highways of this state.

Sec. 5. Aircraft. The legislature may tax aircraft using the air space overlying the state on a more oner-
ous basis than other personal property. Any such tax on aircraft shall be in lieu of all other taxes. The 
legislature may impose the tax on aircraft of companies paying taxes under any gross earnings system of 
taxation notwithstanding that earnings from the aircraft are included in the  
earnings on which gross earnings taxes are computed. The law may exempt from taxation aircraft owned 
by a nonresident of the state temporarily using the air space overlying the state.

Sec. 6. Taconite taxation. Laws of Minnesota 1963, Chapter 81, relating to the taxation of taconite and 
semi-taconite, and facilities for the mining, production and beneficiation thereof shall not be repealed, 
modified or amended, nor shall any laws in conflict therewith be valid until November 4, 1989. Laws 
may be enacted fixing or limiting for a period not extending beyond the year 1990, the tax to be imposed 
on persons engaged in (1) the mining, production or beneficiation of copper, (2) the mining, production 
or beneficiation of copper-nickel, or (3) the mining, production or  
beneficiation of nickel. Taxes imposed on the mining or quarrying of taconite or semi-taconite and on 
the production of iron ore concentrates therefrom, which are in lieu of a tax on real or personal  
property, shall not be considered to be occupation, royalty, or excise taxes within the meaning of this 
amendment.

Sec. 7. (Repealed, November 5, 1974).

Sec. 8. Pari-mutuel betting. The legislature may authorize on-track pari-mutuel betting on horse  
racing in a manner prescribed by law.

ARTICLE XI 
APPROPRIATIONS AND FINANCES 

Section 1. Money paid from state treasury. No money shall be paid out of the treasury of this state 
except in pursuance of an appropriation by law.

Sec. 2. Credit of the state limited. The credit of the state shall not be given or loaned in aid of any 
individual, association or corporation except as hereinafter provided.

Sec. 3. Internal improvements prohibited; exceptions. The state shall not be a party in carrying on 
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works of internal improvements except as authorized by this constitution. If grants have been made 
to the state especially dedicated to specific purposes, the state shall devote the proceeds of the grants 
to those purposes and may pledge or appropriate the revenues derived from the works in aid of their 
completion.

Sec. 4. Power to contract public debt; public debt defined. The state may contract public debts for 
which its full faith, credit and taxing powers may be pledged at the times and in the manner  
authorized by law, but only for the purposes and subject to the conditions stated in section 5. Public 
debt includes any obligation payable directly in whole or in part from a tax of state wide 
application on any class of property, income, transaction or privilege, but does not include any 
obligation which is payable from revenues other than taxes.

Sec. 5. Public debt and works of internal improvement; purposes. Public debt may be  
contracted and works of internal improvements carried on for the following purposes:  

(a) to acquire and to better public land and buildings and other public improvements of a capital nature 
and to provide money to be appropriated or loaned to any agency or political subdivision of the state for 
such purposes if the law authorizing the debt is adopted by the vote of at least  
three-fifths of the members of each house of the legislature;
(b) to repel invasion or suppress insurrection;
(c) to borrow temporarily as authorized in section 6;
(d) to refund outstanding bonds of the state or any of its agencies whether or not the full faith and 
credit of the state has been pledged for the payment of the bonds;
(e) to establish and maintain highways subject to the limitations of article XIV; 
(f) to promote forestation and prevent and abate forest fires, including the compulsory clearing and 
improving of wild lands whether public or private; 
(g) to construct, improve and operate airports and other air navigation facilities;
(h) to develop the state’s agricultural resources by extending credit on real estate security in the  
manner and on the terms and conditions prescribed by law;
(i) to improve and rehabilitate railroad rights-of-way and other rail facilities whether public or  
private, provided that bonds issued and unpaid shall not at any time exceed $200,000,000 par value; and
(j) as otherwise authorized in this constitution.

As authorized by law political subdivisions may engage in the works permitted by (f), (g), and (i) and 
contract debt therefor.

Sec. 6. Certificates of indebtedness. As authorized by law certificates of indebtedness may be issued 
during a biennium, commencing on July 1 in each odd-numbered year and ending on and including 
June 30 in the next odd-numbered year, in anticipation of the collection of taxes levied for and other 
revenues appropriated to any fund of the state for expenditure during that biennium.

No certificates shall be issued in an amount which with interest thereon to maturity, added to the then 
outstanding certificates against a fund and interest thereon to maturity, will exceed the then  
unexpended balance of all money which will be credited to that fund during the biennium under exist-
ing laws. The maturities of certificates may be extended by refunding to a date not later than December 
1 of the first full calendar year following the biennium in which the certificates were issued. If money on 
hand in any fund is not sufficient to pay all non-refunding certificates of  
indebtedness issued on a fund during any biennium and all certificates refunding the same, plus  
interest thereon, which are outstanding on December 1 immediately following the close of the  
biennium, the state auditor shall levy upon all taxable property in the state a tax collectible in the ensu-
ing year sufficient to pay the same on or before December 1 of the ensuing year with interest to the date 
or dates of payment. 

Sec. 7. Bonds. Public debt other than certificates of indebtedness authorized in section 6 shall be  
evidenced by the issuance of bonds of the state. All bonds issued under the provisions of this  
section shall mature not more than 20 years from their respective dates of issue and each law authoriz-
ing the issuance of bonds shall distinctly specify the purposes thereof and the maximum amount of 
the proceeds authorized to be expended for each purpose. A separate and special state bond fund shall 
be maintained on the official books and records. When the full faith and credit of the state has been 
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pledged for the payment of bonds, the state auditor shall levy each year on all taxable property within the 
state a tax sufficient with the balance then on hand in the fund to pay all principal and interest on bonds 
issued under this section due and to become due within the 
ensuing year and to and including July 1 in the second ensuing year. The legislature by law may ap-
propriate funds from any source to the state bond fund. The amount of money actually received and 
on hand pursuant to appropriations prior to the levy of the tax in any year shall be used to reduce the 
amount of tax otherwise required to be levied.

Sec. 8. Permanent school fund; source; investment; board of investment. The permanent school 
fund of the state consists of (a) the proceeds of lands granted by the United States for the use of schools 
within each township, (b) the proceeds derived from swamp lands granted to the state, (c) all cash and 
investments credited to the permanent school fund and to the swamp land fund, and (d) all cash and 
investments credited to the internal improvement land fund and the lands therein. No portion of these 
lands shall be sold otherwise than at public sale, and in the manner provided by law. All funds arising 
from the sale or other disposition of the lands, or income accruing in any way before the sale or disposi-
tion thereof, shall be credited to the permanent school fund. Within  
limitations prescribed by law, the fund shall be invested to secure the maximum return consistent with 
the maintenance of the perpetuity of the fund. The principal of the permanent school fund shall be 
perpetual and inviolate forever. This does not prevent the sale of investments at less than the cost to the 
fund; however, all losses not offset by gains shall be repaid to the fund from the interest and dividends 
earned thereafter. The net interest and dividends arising from the fund shall be distributed to the differ-
ent school districts of the state in a manner prescribed by law. A board of investment consisting of the 
governor, the state auditor, the secretary of state, and the attorney 
general is hereby constituted for the purpose of administering and directing the investment of all state 
funds. The board shall not permit state funds to be used for the underwriting or direct 
purchase of municipal securities from the issuer or the issuer’s agent.

Sec. 9. Investment of permanent university fund; restrictions. The permanent university fund of this 
state may be loaned to or invested in the bonds of any county, school district, city or town of this state 
and in first mortgage loans secured upon improved and cultivated farm lands of this state, but no such 
investment or loan shall be made until approved by the board of investment; nor shall a loan or invest-
ment be made when the bonds to be issued or purchased would make the entire  
bonded indebtedness exceed 15 percent of the assessed valuation of the taxable property of the county, 
school district, city or town issuing the bonds; nor shall any farm loan or investment be made when 
the investment or loan would exceed 30 percent of the actual cash value of the farm land mortgaged to 
secure the investment; nor shall investments or loans be made at a lower rate of interest than two percent 
per annum nor for a shorter period than one year nor for a longer period than 30 years.

Sec. 10. Exchange of public lands; reservation of rights. As the legislature may provide, any of the 
public lands of the state, including lands held in trust for any purpose, may be exchanged for any publicly 
or privately held lands with the unanimous approval of the governor, the attorney  
general and the state auditor. Lands so acquired shall be subject to the trust, if any, to which the lands 
exchanged therefor were subject. The state shall reserve all mineral and water power rights in lands 
transferred by the state.

Sec. 11. Timberlands set apart as state forests; disposition of revenue. School and other public lands of 
the state better adapted for the production of timber than for agriculture may be set apart as state school 
forests, or other state forests as the legislature may provide. The legislature may also provide for their 
management on forestry principles. The net revenue therefrom shall be used for the purposes for which 
the lands were granted to the state.

Sec. 12. County, township or municipal aid to railroads limited. The legislature shall not  
authorize any county, township or municipal corporation to become indebted to aid in the  
construction or equipment of railroads to any amount that exceeds five percent of the value of the taxable 
property within that county, township or municipal corporation. The amount of taxable  
property shall be determined by the last assessment previous to the incurring of the indebtedness. 

Sec. 13. Safe keeping state funds; security; deposit of funds; embezzlement. All officers and other 
persons charged with the safekeeping of state funds shall be required to give ample security for funds 
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received by them and to keep an accurate entry of each sum received and of each 
payment and transfer. If any person converts to his own use in any manner or form, or shall loan, with 
or without interest, or shall deposit in his own name, or otherwise than in the name of the state of Min-
nesota; or shall deposit in banks or with any person or persons or exchange for other funds or property, 
any portion of the funds of the state or the school funds aforesaid, except in the manner prescribed by 
law, every such act shall be and constitute an embezzlement of so much of the aforesaid state and school 
funds, or either of the same, as shall thus be taken, or loaned, or deposited or exchanged, and shall be 
a felony. Any failure to pay over, produce or account for the state school funds, or any part of the same 
entrusted to such officer or persons as by law required on demand, shall be held and be taken to be 
prima facie evidence of such embezzlement. 

Sec. 14. A permanent environment and natural resources trust fund is established in the state trea-
sury. Loans may be made of up to five percent of the principal of the fund for water system improve-
ments as provided by law. The assets of the fund shall be appropriated by law for the  
public purpose of protection, conservation, preservation, and enhancement of the state’s air, water, land, 
fish, wildlife, and other natural resources. The amount appropriated each year of a biennium,  
commencing on July 1 in each odd-numbered year and ending on and including June 30 in the next 
odd-numbered year, may be up to 5 1/2 percent of the market value of the fund on June 30 one year 
before the start of the biennium. Not less than 40 percent of the net proceeds from any 
state-operated lottery must be credited to the fund until the year 2025.

ARTICLE XII
SPECIAL LEGISLATION; LOCAL GOVERNMENT 

Section 1. Prohibition of special legislation; particular subjects. In all cases when a general law can be 
made applicable, a special law shall not be enacted except as provided in section 2. Whether a general 
law could have been made applicable in any case shall be judicially determined without regard to any 
legislative assertion on that subject. The legislature shall pass no local or special law authorizing the lay-
ing out, opening, altering, vacating or maintaining of roads, highways, streets or alleys; remitting fines, 
penalties or forfeitures; changing the names of persons, places, lakes or 
rivers; authorizing the adoption or legitimation of children; changing the law of descent or  
succession; conferring rights on minors; declaring any named person of age; giving effect to  
informal or invalid wills or deeds, or affecting the estates of minors or persons under disability; granting 
divorces; exempting property from taxation or regulating the rate of interest on money; creating private 
corporations, or amending, renewing, or extending the charters thereof; granting to any private corpora-
tion, association, or individual any special or exclusive privilege, immunity or franchise whatever or 
authorizing public taxation for a private purpose. The inhibitions of local or special laws in this section 
shall not prevent the passage of general laws on any of the subjects  
enumerated.

Sec. 2. Special laws; local government. Every law which upon its effective date applies to a            sin-
gle local government unit or to a group of such units in a single county or a number of 
contiguous counties is a special law and shall name the unit or, in the latter case, the counties to which 
it applies. The legislature may enact special laws relating to local government units, but a special law, 
unless otherwise provided by general law, shall become effective only after its 
approval by the affected unit expressed through the voters or the governing body and by such majority 
as the legislature may direct. Any special law may be modified or superseded by a later home rule charter 
or amendment applicable to the same local government unit, but this does not prevent the adoption of 
subsequent laws on the same subject. The legislature may repeal any 
existing special or local law, but shall not amend, extend or modify any of the same except as 
provided in this section.

Sec. 3. Local government; legislation affecting. The legislature may provide by law for the  
creation, organization, administration, consolidation, division and dissolution of local government units 
and their functions, for the change of boundaries thereof, for their elective and appointive  
officers including qualifications for office and for the transfer of county seats. A county boundary may 
not be changed or county seat transferred until approved in each county affected by a majority of the 
voters voting on the question.
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Sec. 4. Home rule charter. Any local government unit when authorized by law may adopt a home rule 
charter for its government. A charter shall become effective if approved by such majority of the voters of 
the local government unit as the legislature prescribes by general law. If a charter  
provides for the consolidation or separation of a city and a county, in whole or in part, it shall not be ef-
fective without approval of the voters both in the city and in the remainder of the county by the majority 
required by law. 

Sec. 5. Charter commissions. The legislature shall provide by law for charter commissions. Notwith-
standing any other constitutional limitations the legislature may require that commission members be 
freeholders, provide for their appointment by judges of the district court, and permit any member to 
hold any other elective or appointive office other than judicial. Home rule charter  
amendments may be proposed by a charter commission or by a petition of five percent of the  
voters of the local government unit as determined by law and shall not become effective until approved 
by the voters by the majority required by law. Amendments may be proposed and  
adopted in any other manner provided by law. A local government unit may repeal its home rule charter 
and adopt a statutory form of government or a new charter upon the same majority vote as is required by 
law for the adoption of a charter in the first instance.

ARTICLE XIII
MISCELLANEOUS SUBJECTS 

Section 1. Uniform system of public schools. The stability of a republican form of government depend-
ing mainly upon the intelligence of the people, it is the duty of the legislature to establish a general and 
uniform system of public schools. The legislature shall make such provisions by  
taxation or otherwise as will secure a thorough and efficient system of public schools throughout the 
state. 

Sec. 2. Prohibition as to aiding sectarian school. In no case shall any public money or property be 
appropriated or used for the support of schools wherein the distinctive doctrines, creeds or tenets of any 
particular Christian or other religious sect are promulgated or taught. 

Sec. 3. University of Minnesota. All the rights, immunities, franchises and endowments heretofore 
granted or conferred upon the University of Minnesota are perpetuated unto the University.

Sec. 4. Lands taken for public way or use; compensation; common carriers. Land may be taken for 
public way and for the purpose of granting to any corporation the franchise of way for public use. In 
all cases, however, a fair and equitable compensation shall be paid for land and for the damages arising 
from taking it. All corporations which are common carriers enjoying the right of way in pursuance of 
the provisions of this section shall be bound to carry the mineral, agricultural and other productions of 
manufacturers on equal and reasonable terms.

Sec. 5. Prohibition of lotteries. The legislature shall not authorize any lottery or the sale of lottery tick-
ets, other than authorizing a lottery and sale of lottery tickets for a lottery operated by the state.

Sec. 6. Prohibition of combinations to affect markets. Any combination of persons either as  
individuals or as members or officers of any corporation to monopolize markets for food products in 
this state or to interfere with, or restrict the freedom of markets is a criminal conspiracy and shall be 
punished as the legislature may provide.

Sec. 7. No license required to peddle. Any person may sell or peddle the products of the farm or garden 
occupied and cultivated by him without obtaining a license therefor. 

Sec. 8. Veterans bonus. The state may pay an adjusted compensation to persons who served in the 
armed forces of the United States during the period of the Vietnam conflict or the Persian Gulf War. 
Whenever authorized and in the amounts and on the terms fixed by law, the state may expend monies 
and pledge the public credit to provide money for the purposes of this section. The duration of the 
Vietnam conflict and the Persian Gulf War may be defined by law.
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Sec. 9. Militia organization. The legislature shall pass laws necessary for the organization,  
discipline and service of the militia of the state.

Sec. 10. Seat of government. The seat of government of the state is in the city of St. Paul. The  
legislature may provide by law for a change of the seat of government by a vote of the people, or may 
locate the same upon the land granted by Congress for a seat of government. If the seat of  
government is changed, the capitol building and grounds shall be dedicated to an institution for the 
promotion of science, literature and the arts to be organized by the legislature of the state. The Min-
nesota Historical Society shall always be a department of this institution.

Sec. 11. State seal. A seal of the state shall be kept by the secretary of state and be used by him  
officially. It shall be called the great seal of the state of Minnesota.

Sec. 12. Hunting and fishing and the taking of game and fish are a valued part of our heritage that 
shall be forever preserved for the people and shall be managed by law and regulation for the public 
good.

ARTICLE XIV
PUBLIC HIGHWAY SYSTEM 

Section 1. Authority of state; participation of political subdivisions. The state may construct, improve 
and maintain public highways, may assist political subdivisions in this work and by law may authorize 
any political subdivision to aid in highway work within its boundaries.

Sec. 2. Trunk highway system. There is hereby created a trunk highway system which shall be  
constructed, improved and maintained as public highways by the state. The highways shall extend as 
nearly as possible along the routes number 1 through 70 described in the constitutional  
amendment adopted November 2, 1920, and the routes described in any act of the legislature which has 
made or hereafter makes a route a part of the trunk highway system.

The legislature may add by law new routes to the trunk highway system. The trunk highway  
system may not exceed 12,200 miles in extent, except the legislature may add trunk highways in excess 
of the mileage limitation as necessary or expedient to take advantage of any federal aid made available 
by the United States to the state of Minnesota.

Any route added by the legislature to the trunk highway system may be relocated or removed from the 
system as provided by law. The definite location of trunk highways numbered 1 through 70 may be re-
located as provided by law but no relocation shall cause a deviation from the starting points or terminals 
nor cause any deviation from the various villages and cities through which the routes are to pass under 
the constitutional amendment adopted November 2, 1920. The location of routes may be determined 
by boards, officers or tribunals in the manner prescribed by law.

Sec. 3. County state-aid highway system. A county state-aid highway system shall be  
constructed, improved and maintained by the counties as public highways in the manner provided by 
law. The system shall include streets in municipalities of less than 5,000 population where  
necessary to provide an integrated and coordinated highway system and may include similar streets in 
larger municipalities.

Sec. 4. Municipal state-aid street system. A municipal state-aid street system shall be  
constructed, improved and maintained as public highways by municipalities having a population of 
5,000 or more in the manner provided by law.

Sec. 5. Highway user tax distribution fund. There is hereby created a highway user tax  
distribution fund to be used solely for highway purposes as specified in this article. The fund  
consists of the proceeds of any taxes authorized by sections 9 and 10 of this article. The net  
proceeds of the taxes shall be apportioned:  62 percent to the trunk highway fund; 29 percent to the 
county state-aid highway fund; nine percent to the municipal state-aid street fund. Five percent of the 
net proceeds of the highway user tax distribution fund may be set aside and apportioned by law to one 
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or more of the three foregoing funds. The balance of the highway user tax distribution fund shall be 
transferred to the trunk highway fund, the county state-aid highway fund, and the  
municipal state-aid street fund in accordance with the percentages set forth in this section. No change 
in the apportionment of the five percent may be made within six years of the last previous change.

Sec. 6. Trunk highway fund. There is hereby created a trunk highway fund which shall be used solely 
for the purposes specified in section 2 of this article and the payment of principal and  
interest of any bonds issued under the authority of section 11 of this article and any bonds issued for 
trunk highway purposes prior to July 1, 1957. All payments of principal and interest on bonds issued 
shall be a first charge on money coming into this fund during the year in which the principal or interest 
is payable.

Sec. 7. County state-aid highway fund. There is hereby created a county state-aid highway fund. The 
county state-aid highway fund shall be apportioned among the counties as provided by law. The funds 
apportioned shall be used by the counties as provided by law for aid in the construction, improvement 
and maintenance of county state-aid highways. The legislature may authorize the  
counties by law to use a part of the funds apportioned to them to aid in the construction,  
improvement and maintenance of other county highways, township roads, municipal streets and any 
other public highways, including but not limited to trunk highways and municipal state-aid streets 
within the respective counties.

Sec. 8. Municipal state-aid street fund. There is hereby created a municipal state-aid street fund to be 
apportioned as provided by law among municipalities having a population of 5,000 or more. The fund 
shall be used by municipalities as provided by law for the construction, improvement and  
maintenance of municipal state-aid streets. The legislature may authorize municipalities to use a part 
of the fund in the construction, improvement and maintenance of other municipal streets, trunk high-
ways, and county state-aid highways within the counties in which the municipality is located.

Sec. 9. Taxation of motor vehicles. The legislature by law may tax motor vehicles using the public 
streets and highways on a more onerous basis than other personal property. Any such tax on motor 
vehicles shall be in lieu of all other taxes thereon, except wheelage taxes imposed by political subdivi-
sions solely for highway purposes. The legislature may impose this tax on motor vehicles of companies 
paying taxes under the gross earnings system of taxation notwithstanding that earnings from the 
vehicles may be included in the earnings on which gross earnings taxes are computed. The proceeds of 
the tax shall be paid into the highway user tax distribution fund. The law may exempt from taxation 
any motor vehicle owned by a nonresident of the state properly licensed in another state and transiently 
or temporarily using the streets and highways of the state.

Sec. 10. Taxation of motor fuel. The legislature may levy an excise tax on any means or 
substance used for propelling vehicles on the public highways of this state or on the business of selling 
it. The proceeds of the tax shall be paid into the highway user tax distribution fund.

Sec. 11. Highway bonds. The legislature may provide by law for the sale of bonds to carry out the pro-
visions of section 2. The proceeds shall be paid into the trunk highway fund. Any bonds shall mature 
serially over a term not exceeding 20 years and shall not be sold for less than par and accrued interest. 
If the trunk highway fund is not adequate to pay principal and interest of these bonds when due, the 
legislature may levy on all taxable property of the state in an amount 
sufficient to meet the deficiency or it may appropriate to the fund money in the state treasury not 
otherwise appropriated.
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AMENDMENTS PROPOSED TO  
STATE CONSTITUTION SINCE 1858

Secretary of State’s Note: From 1858 until 1898, the Minnesota constitution required that a  
proposed amendment be approved by a simple majority of both chambers of the legislature and then 
ratified by a simple majority of the voters at the next general election.

In 1898, the constitution was amended, changing the standards for approving a constitutional 
amendment. Since that point, a constitutional amendment must be approved by a simple 
majority of both chambers of the legislature at one session, and then ratified by a majority of 
voters in an election. For an amendment to pass it must receive a majority of all votes cast in the 
election, therefore not voting on an amendment is the same as a “no” vote.
(Article IX, Section 1 of the Constitution of Minnesota). The following table may indicate that 
more votes were cast to approve an amendment than the votes cast to reject the amendment, but the 
amendment may still have failed because a majority of all voters at the election did not cast a “yes” 
vote. (The total election vote figures set forth below for 1858 through 1898 are for historical information 
only.)

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State Legislature

THE MINNESOTA LEGISLATURE

Minnesota Constitution provides: To be elected a state senator or representative, a person must be 
a qualified voter, 21 years old, a resident of Minnesota for one year, and a resident of the 
legislative district for six months immediately preceding the election (Article IV).

Term: Senator: two or four years; Representative: two years.
Senators are elected in years ending in 0, 2, and 6. The two-year term at the beginning of each 
decade is due to redistricting. Legislative district boundaries change as a result of the census.

Compensation: $45,000 annually; round trips between home and state capitol; per diem allowance 
for living expenses while conducting legislative business outside of their district.

Membership: The state of Minnesota is divided into 67 senate districts, each of which is divided 
into two, creating the 134 house districts. Each senate district elects one senator and each house 
district elects one representative. 

Functions and powers: The principal legal task of the Legislature is to pass laws and to adopt a 
state budget, both of which affect a wide range of state programs and resources. 

The Legislature also proposes amendments to the state constitution to be placed on the ballot for 
approval by the voters, elects regents of the University of Minnesota, and performs legislative over-
sight or review. The Senate has additional authority to confirm certain gubernatorial 
appointments.

The Legislature possesses a judicial function. It judges the election and qualifications of its 
members, may punish or expel members for contempt or disorderly behavior, and may impeach or 
remove members of the executive and judicial branches from office. 

Each legislative body has a rules committee that directs the operating procedures of that body.The 
Legislature conducts business under the guidelines provided by the rules of that house, rules
adopted jointly, state statutes, the state constitution, and Mason’s Manual of Legislative Procedure. 

Organization: Members of the Minnesota Legislature are nominated and elected in affiliation with 
political parties. Currently all Minnesota legislators are affiliated with either the Democratic-Farm-
er-Labor (DFL) or Republican (R) parties. The legislators affiliated with each party in each body 
make up a “caucus,” e.g., House DFL caucus or House Republican caucus. The Republican caucus 
currently holds a majority in the Senate and the DFL party holds a majority in the House. A third 
caucus in the House, the New Republican Caucus (NHRC), was recognized in 2018. Members of 
this caucus are noted in this chapter with “NHRC.”

Convening the Legislature: On the first day of a regular session both houses of the Legislature 
convene at noon. The lieutenant governor, having already taken the oath of office, calls the Senate 
to order and presides until a president is elected and has taken the oath of office. The House is 
called to order by the secretary of state, who presides over that body until a speaker is elected and 
has taken the oath of office. After convening, the oath of office is administered to all members of 
each house. 

Presiding officers and leadership: Senate members elect the president of the senate from among 
their members, and the House members elect the speaker of the house from among their members. 
The president presides over the Senate and the speaker of the house presides over the House. The 
speaker also presides over joint sessions of the House and Senate. Bobby Joe Champion (DFL–
Minneapolis) is president of the Senate and Melissa Hortman (DFL–Brooklyn Park) is speaker of 
the House. 
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Each body elects the top staff members. The secretary of the senate, Tom Bottern, and chief clerk of 
the house, Patrick Murphy, are the highest ranking staff officers in each body. 

Each caucus elects a leader, who serves as a leading spokesperson for caucus policies. In the Senate, 
the Majority Leader is Kari Dziedzic (DFL-Minneapolis) and the Minority Leader is. Mark John-
son (R-East grand Forks). In the House, the Majority Leader is Jamie Long (DFL–Minneapolis) 
and the Minority Leader is Lisa Demuth (R-Cold Spring). 

Committees: The House and Senate have many committees that hold hearings on bills related to 
the topics assigned to them. The number of committees in each house and the number of 
members serving on each committee varies from session to session. In addition to the work they 
do during each legislative session, committees may hold informational hearings between legislative 
sessions.

In the House, the speaker appoints members for each committee, including a member to chair the 
committee, a Vice Chair: and a lead representative from the minority caucus. In the Senate, a 
committee names the chairs of each committee. The majority and minority caucuses decide among 
themselves which of their members will serve on each committee. 

Regular sessions: The Minnesota Legislature convenes in regular session each odd-numbered year 
on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in January. Although it is not required to do so, the 
Legislature also meets in even-numbered years, starting on a date agreed to by both bodies, usually 
in January or February. In total, between the two years, the Legislature may not meet for more than 
120 legislative days and may not meet in regular session after the first Monday following the third 
Saturday in May of any year. 

Each two-year term of the House is considered one legislative session, also known as one 
“biennium.” For this reason, the Legislature may take action in the second year on bills that were 
not passed in the first year, without having to reintroduce them. Bills are numbered consecutively in 
order of introduction through both years. 

Special sessions: The governor may call the Legislature into a special session at any time. Special 
sessions become necessary when legislative action is needed to meet emergencies or when 
legislative work is unfinished at the end of a regular session. The governor does not have the power 
to limit the length of a special session. 

Deadlines: Bills may be introduced at any time, but must meet certain benchmarks in the process 
in order to remain viable. There are usually three deadlines. By the “first deadline,” a bill must have 
passed through all of the required policy committees in one of the bodies. By the “second deadline,” 
its companion must have passed through all of the policy committees in the other body. By the 
“third deadline,” an omnibus appropriations bill and its companion must have passed through the 
required finance divisions in both bodies.

Passage of laws: Almost any idea may be turned into a bill – it may be an entirely new law, amend a 
current law, or repeal a law. A bill follows eight steps on its way to becoming Minnesota law.

1. Legislative proposal: Anyone can come up with an idea for a bill—an individual, consumer 
group, corporation, governmental unit, or governor. Before a bill can be considered, it must be put 
into proper legal form by the revisor of statutes. Only a legislator, constitutional officer, or state 
agency can ask the revisor to prepare a bill. 

2. Authors: Each bill must have one legislator in each body to serve as the chief author of the bill. 
The chief author is usually the one to ask the revisor to prepare the bill. The chief author in each 
body introduces the bill, presents it in committees, and on the floor.

Other legislators may sign on as “co-authors” to show their support for the proposal. There may be 
up to 34 co-authors in the House and four in the Senate. Co-authors are listed on the bill, but often 
do not take an active role in the passage of a bill.
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3. Introduction: When a bill is introduced, it is assigned a file number by which it is known. In the 
House, it is a house file number, e.g., H.F. 1531; in the Senate, a senate file number, e.g., S.F. 1331. 
Numbers are assigned to bills in chronological order as they are introduced. The House and Senate 
versions of the bills are known as companions.

At the time a bill is introduced, it is given its “first reading” and is referred to the appropriate 
committee. A bill must receive three readings on the floor of each body before it can be passed. 

4. Committee consideration: The chair of the committee to which the bill was referred will decide 
when and if to give the bill a hearing. All committee meetings are open to the public. Committees 
often hear testimony from those in favor or opposed to a bill before taking action. Committees often 
amend the language of the bills. 

Committees may vote on whether a bill should pass or may delay consideration of it by “laying it on 
the table.” A bill must receive the votes of a majority of the members present and voting in order to 
pass. Bills that are passed may be sent to another committee or to the floor for consideration by the 
entire House or Senate. 

5. Second Reading, General Register and General Orders: Once a bill has passed through all 
of the required committees, it is sent to the full House or Senate and given its second reading and 
placed on the list of bills that the body may consider. In the House this list is called the General 
Register; in the Senate it is called General Orders. 

6. Debate, Third Reading and Passage: At this point, House and Senate procedures differ 
slightly. 

In the House, the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration chooses bills from the Gen-
eral Register for consideration by the full House by placing them on the Calendar for the Day or the 
Fiscal Calendar. The chief author presents the bill. Members may debate the merits of the bill and 
offer amendments. When there are no more amendments, the bill is given its third reading. After 
any additional debate, the House takes a roll call vote on the bill, meaning that each 
member’s vote for or against the bill is recorded. 

The Senate uses a different procedure. The chair of the committee on Rules and Administration 
designates the bills from General Orders that the Senate will consider each day. The Senate then 
meets as the “committee of the whole,” and debates the issue and offers amendments to the bill. The 
Senate then votes the bill up or down. 

Bills approved by the “committee of the whole” are placed on the calendar. At this point, the bill has 
its third reading and a roll call vote is taken on the bill. 

To pass, a bill needs the votes of a majority of the members in each body. The one exception are 
bonding bills, which require a vote of three-fifths of the members to pass. A bonding bill authorizes 
the sale of bonds to raise money for the state.

7. Conference committee: When the House and the Senate pass companion bills with language 
that is not identical, a conference committee is formed. Conference committees are made up of 
either three or five members from each body. Their goal is to find a compromise between the 
language passed by the House and the Senate. If they reach a compromise, their agreement must be 
passed by both bodies before it can be sent to the governor.  

8. The governor: Once the House and Senate have agreed on and passed the identical bill—either 
when it was first passed or as a result of a conference committee—it is sent to the governor for his 
consideration. The governor has several options. He may sign it, in which case the bill becomes a 
law. The governor may veto it as a whole and provide an explanation for his decision. For bills that 
spend money, the governor may choose to “line item” certain expenditures, and sign the rest of the 
bill into law. If the governor does not sign or veto a bill within three days after receiving it, the bill 
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becomes a law. The governor has up to 14 days to take action on bills passed during the last three 
days of a legislative session in the second year of the biennium. If the governor does not take action 
on a bill passed during this time frame, it does not become law. The Legislature may override a 
governor’s veto if two-thirds of the members of both bodies vote to do so.

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Temporary Rules of the Senate
As adopted January 2023

1. PARLIAMENTARY REFERENCE

The rules of parliamentary practice contained in Mason’s Manual of Legislative Procedure govern the Senate in all cases in which they 
are applicable, and in which they are not inconsistent with these rules and orders of the Senate and the joint rules and orders of the 
Senate and House of Representatives.

2. REPORTING OF BILLS

Every bill, memorial, order, resolution or vote requiring the approval of the Governor must be reported to the Senate on three different 
days before its passage.

(a) The first report, called the first reading, is made when it has been received for introduction.

(b) The second report, called the second reading, is made when it has been considered by all the necessary standing committees and is 
ready for debate.

(c) The third report, called the third reading, is made when it is ready for final passage.

3. BILL INTRODUCTION

3.1 Bills, memorials, and concurrent or joint resolutions may be introduced by a member or by a standing committee.

3.2 The name of the author, authors, or committee must be written on the bill, memorial or resolution. The number of authors may 
not exceed five.

3.3 An original and one copy are required for introduction.

3.4 A member or a committee desiring to introduce a bill, memorial or concurrent or joint

resolution shall deliver it to the office of the Secretary, and the Secretary shall promptly deliver all the bills, memorials or concurrent or 
joint resolutions to the President who shall present them to the Senate.

3.5 A bill may not be considered by a committee or a subcommittee on the day it is introduced.

3.6 During the period between the last day of the session in any odd-numbered year and the first day of the session in the following 
year, a bill filed with the Secretary for introduction must be given a file number and may be unofficially referred by the President, with 
the approval of the Chair of the Committee on Rules and Administration, to an appropriate standing committee of the Senate. All 
bills filed for introduction during this period must be presented to the Senate when it reconvenes and must be referred to the standing 
committees previously indicated by the President, subject to objection to the referral under Rule 4.10.

4. BILL REFERRAL

4.1 The President shall refer each bill without motion to the proper standing committee unless otherwise referred by the Senate.

4.2 A bill or resolution may not be referred to committee or amended until it has been given its first reading.

4.3 A member may not object to a bill or resolution on its introduction.

4.4 All bills appropriating money, or obligating the state to pay or expend money, or

establishing a policy which to be effective will require expenditure of money, when referred to and reported by any other than the 
Committee on Finance, must be referred before passage to the Committee on Finance.

4.5 All bills delegating rulemaking to a department or agency of state government and all bills exempting a department or agency of 
state government from rulemaking, when referred to and reported by any other than the Committee on State and Local Government 
and Veterans, must be referred before passage to the Committee on State and Local Government and Veterans.

4.6 All bills creating a new commission, council, task force, board, or other body to which a member of the legislature will be appointed 
must be referred before passage both to the Committee on State and Local Government and Veterans and to the Committee on Rules 
and Administration.

4.7 All bills authorizing or increasing a sentence of imprisonment to a state correctional institution must be referred before passage to 
the Committee on Judiciary and Public Safety.

4.8 All resolutions required to follow the same procedure as bills must be referred before passage to the Committee on Rules and 
Administration.

4.9 A bill introduced by a committee need not be referred to a standing committee unless a question arises. It must lie over one day 
before being given its second reading.

4.10 A member may question the reference of a bill during the order of business of first

reading on the day of introduction. When a member questions the reference of a bill, the bill must be referred without debate to the 
Committee on Rules and Administration to report the proper

reference. Upon adoption of the report of the Committee on Rules and Administration, the bill must be referred accordingly.

5. RECALL FROM COMMITTEE

5.1 Before the applicable deadline for committee action on a bill, a majority of the whole Senate may recall the bill from a committee 
and re-refer it to any other committee or place it on General Orders. After the committee deadline for action on a bill, 41 affirmative 
votes of the whole Senate may recall the bill from any committee and re-refer it to any other committee or place it on General Orders. 
Recall of a bill under this rule requires the concurrence of the chief author of the bill.
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5.2 By a report of the Committee on Rules and Administration adopted by the Senate, the Committee on Rules and Administration, 
on request of the chief author, may remove a bill from committee and re-refer it to any other committee or place it on General Orders.

6. RESOLUTIONS

6.1 Memorial resolutions addressed to the President or the Congress of the United States, or a house or member of Congress, or a 
department or officer of the United States, or a state or foreign government, joint resolutions, and resolutions requiring the signature 
of the Governor must follow the same procedure as bills before being adopted.

6.2 A resolution may not be changed to a bill, and a bill may not be changed to a resolution.

6.3 Upon the request of a member, a resolution not required to follow the same procedure as bills and not offered by the Committee 
on Rules and Administration must be referred to the Committee on Rules and Administration. If the resolution is not referred to 
the Committee on Rules and Administration, the resolution must lie over one calendar day without debate or other action, upon the 
request of a member.

7. BUDGET TARGETS

7.1 The Committees on Taxes and on Finance must hold hearings as necessary to determine state revenues and appropriations for the 
fiscal biennium.

7.2 Within 30 days after the last state general fund revenue and expenditure forecast for the next fiscal biennium becomes available 
during the regular session in the odd-numbered year, targets for the general fund budget must be publicly announced by the Chair 
of the Committee on Finance or the Chair of the Committee on Rules and Administration. Subsequent adjustments to the targets 
required under this rule shall be made by public announcement of the chair of the Committee on Rules and Administration.

7.3 The omnibus tax and appropriation bills are: (1) the omnibus tax bill; (2) the agriculture, broadband, and rural development ap-
propriations bill; (3) the education appropriations bill; (4) the commerce and consumer protection appropriations bill; (5) the elections 
appropriations bill; (6) the energy, utilities, environment, and climate appropriations bill; (7) the higher education appropriations bill; 
(8) the health and human services appropriations bill; (9) the human services appropriations bill;   (10) the housing and homelessness 
prevention appropriations bill; (11) the environment, climate, and legacy appropriations bill; (12) the jobs and economic development 
appropriations bill; (13) the judiciary and public safety appropriations bill; (14) the labor appropriations bill; (15) the state and local 
government and veterans appropriations bill; (16) the transportation appropriations bill; and (17) the omnibus capital investment bill. 
An omnibus appropriation or tax bill may not be divided.

7.4 An amendment to an omnibus appropriation or tax bill that is a Senate file or an unofficial engrossment of a House file is out of 
order if it will:

(1) increase net appropriations from a fund for a fiscal biennium, without a corresponding increase in net revenue, compared to the bill 
as it was reported to the floor of the Senate;

(2) reduce net revenue to a fund for a fiscal biennium, without a corresponding reduction in net appropriations, compared to the bill as 
it was reported to the floor of the Senate;

(3) change appropriations, transfers, or revenues to an agency that was not in the bill as it was reported to the floor of the Senate; or

(4) create or increase the amount of a tax expenditure by reducing appropriations, transfers, or revenues to an agency that was not in 
the bill as it was reported to the floor of the Senate.

8. CONFIRMATIONS

8.1 Every gubernatorial appointment requiring the advice and consent of the Senate must be referred by the President to the appro-
priate committee. If a question arises as to the proper committee, the appointment must be referred without debate to the Committee 
on Rules and Administration

for a report making the proper reference.

8.2 An appointment referred to committee and not reported to the Senate within 60 legislative days after it was referred is withdrawn 
from committee and placed on the confirmation calendar

for consideration by the Senate before adjournment of the regular session, unless the appointee’s term has expired or the appointee is 
no longer serving.

8.3 The final question on the appointment is, “Will the Senate, having given its advice, now consent to this appointment?” The ques-
tion must not be put the same day the appointment is received or on the day it is reported by committee except by unanimous consent. 
Confirmation of the appointment requires the affirmative vote of a majority of the whole Senate.

9. STANDING COMMITTEES

The standing committees of the Senate are as follows:; Agriculture, Broadband, and Rural Development Capital Investment; 
Commerce and Consumer Protection Education Finance; Education Policy Elections; Energy, Utilities, Environment, and Climate 
Environment, Climate, and Legacy; Finance; Health and Human Services Higher Education; Housing and Homelessness Prevention 
Human Services; Jobs and Economic Development Judiciary and Public Safety Labor; Rules and Administration; State and Local 
Government and Veterans Taxes; Transportation; 10. APPOINTMENTS TO STANDING COMMITTEES

10.1 The majority and minority groups must each be represented on all standing committees of the Senate substantially in proportion 
to their numbers in the Senate. The majority group shall assign the number of positions the minority group will hold on each commit-
tee. The minority group must be given adequate notice of its positions before the session begins.

10.2 Both the majority and minority groups shall appoint their own members to fill the number of positions each group will hold 
on each committee. The minority group shall transmit notice of its assignments to the majority group within 14 calendar days after 
receipt of the notice of positions

available. The minority group may designate a ranking member for each committee. Nothing prohibits a member of the minority 
group from serving as chair or vice chair of a committee, subcommittee, or commission. If the minority group for any reason fails to 
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make its appointments pursuant to this rule, the majority group may make all the committee assignments.

10.3 The majority and minority committee assignments are subject to the uniform criteria governing committee assignments applica-
ble to both the majority and minority groups. The uniform criteria must be adopted by the Committee on Rules and Administration.

10.4 The Senate resolution establishing representation on all Senate standing committees must set forth committee assignments as 
made by the majority and minority groups.

10.5 A member may not serve as the chair of the same standing committee or a committee with substantially the same jurisdiction for 
more than three consecutive Senate terms. This limit does not apply to the Committee on Rules and Administration.

10.6 After the organization of the Senate and after consultation with and the approval of the minority leader, the Chair of the Com-
mittee on Rules and Administration may add members to or delete members from a standing committee.

11. APPOINTMENTS BY SUBCOMMITTEE ON COMMITTEES

11.1 The Committee on Rules and Administration may constitute a standing Subcommittee on Committees, the report of which 
within its jurisdiction has the effect of a report of the Committee on Rules and Administration. The subcommittee consists of at least 
five members, including members of the minority group substantially in proportion to their number in the Senate.

11.2 Unless otherwise provided, the Subcommittee on Committees shall appoint all members of commissions or other bodies autho-
rized to be appointed by the Senate and report the appointments to the Senate.

12. COMMITTEE MEETINGS

12.1 (a) All meetings of the Senate, its committees, and subcommittees are open to the public. A meeting of a caucus of the members 
of any of those bodies from the same political party need not be open to the public. A caucus of the Hennepin county, Ramsey county, 
or St. Louis county delegation is open to the public. For purposes of this rule, a meeting occurs when a quorum is present and action is 
taken regarding a matter within the jurisdiction of the body.

(b) Senate committee and subcommittee meetings may be held using alternative means that permit remote participation and voting 
for members with the approval of the respective caucus leader, subject to this rule. A member voting from a remote location under this 
rule must inform the Chair of the city and state from which the member is voting at the time of the remote voting. Remote meetings 
under this rule may also be held: (1) during any peacetime emergency declared by the Governor that is related to the infectious disease 
known as COVID-19; (2) during a special session; or (3) by the Committee on Rules and Administration at any time. Compliance 
with this rule meets the requirements of Minnesota Statutes, section 3.055. The alternative means used to conduct a hearing under 
this rule must ensure that all members of the committee participating in the hearing can see and hear one another, and that all wit-
nesses are also visible and audible to the members participating during the witness’s testimony, with the ability for witnesses to see and 
hear the members participating during the witness’s testimony. If a member participating in a hearing held under this rule verbally af-
firms during the course of the hearing that the member’s Internet connection prevents the member from establishing a visual connec-
tion to the hearing, the member may participate using only an audio connection to the hearing. Any meeting using alternative means 
must be contemporaneously available electronically to the public. The notice provided for the hearing must specify how members of 
the public may access and monitor the meeting. All of the requirements of Senate Rule 12 apply to hearings held under this paragraph 
unless otherwise excepted.

12.2 Any person may submit to the Chair of the Committee on Rules and Administration a complaint that members have violated 
the open meeting requirements of Minnesota Statutes, section

3.055. The complaint must be in writing. The Chair of the Committee on Rules and Administration shall immediately forward the 
complaint in writing to the Subcommittee on Ethical Conduct without disclosing the identity of the complainant. The complaint 
must not be further disclosed without the consent of the complainant, except to the members against whom the complaint was made, 
unless the complaint was made by a member of the Senate in writing under oath, in which case the investigatory procedures of Rule 
55 apply.

12.3 To the extent practical, a committee or subcommittee shall announce each meeting to the public at least three calendar days 
before convening. The notice must state the name of the

committee or subcommittee, the bill or bills to be considered, and the place and time of meeting. The notice must be posted on the 
Senate’s Web site and on all Senate bulletin boards in the Capitol and the State Office Building. A notice must be sent to the House 
of Representatives for posting as it deems necessary. If the three-day notice requirement cannot be met, the committee or subcommit-
tee shall give simultaneous notice to all of the known proponents and opponents of the bill as soon as practicable.

12.4 A Senate committee or subcommittee shall adjourn no later than midnight each day, unless two-thirds of the members present 
vote to suspend this requirement.

12.5 Committees and subcommittees may not meet while the Senate is in session without permission of the Senate. The names of the 
members excused shall be printed in the Journal.

12.6 A majority of its members constitutes a quorum of a committee or subcommittee.

12.7 Each standing committee of the Senate, including a subcommittee of the committee, may at any time sit and act, investigate and 
take testimony on any matter within its jurisdiction,

report hearings held by it, and make expenditures as authorized by the Committee on Rules and Administration.

12.8 A standing committee, but not a subcommittee, may require by subpoena or otherwise the attendance and testimony of witnesses 
and the production of correspondence, books, papers, and documents, in the manner provided by Minnesota Statutes, section 3.153.

12.9 Upon the request of a member of a committee or subcommittee to which a bill has been referred, or upon the request of the chief 
author of the bill, a record must be made of the vote on the bill or any amendment in the committee or subcommittee.

12.10 Upon request of three members of the committee before the vote is taken, the record of a roll call vote in a standing committee 
must accompany the committee report and be printed in the Journal.

12.11 A committee report may only be based on action taken at a regular or special meeting of the committee. A report in violation of 
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this rule is out of order.

12.12 No Senate committee or subcommittee shall permit any appointed officer or employee of the executive branch, registered lob-
byist, or lobbyist principal to be seated at the committee table with members of the Senate during an official meeting of a committee 
of the Senate.

13. HOUR OF CONVENING

If the Senate adjourns without setting a time to reconvene, the Senate shall convene on the next legislative day at 11:00 a.m.

14. PRESIDENT

14.1 The President shall take the chair at the time to which the Senate adjourned. The President shall immediately call the members 
to order and, on the appearance of a quorum, shall proceed

with the regular order of business. For the purposes of establishing a quorum, members who have informed the President of their 
intention to vote from a remote location under the provisions of Rule 40.7 may be counted for the duration of the legislative day. If 
a member suggests the absence of a quorum at any time during the remainder of the legislative day, the President must confirm that 
each member intending to vote under Rule 40.7 intends to continue voting under Rule 40.7. At any time the President announces the 
presence of a quorum, the President shall announce the names of members intending to vote under Rule 40.7. A member voting from 
a remote location under this rule must inform the Senate President of the member’s geographic location at the time of remote voting. 
For the purposes of this rule, “geographic location” means the state and city where the member is located.

14.2 The President may call a member to preside. In the absence of the President, the President Pro Tem, the Chair of the Committee 
on Rules and Administration, or the Chair’s designee, shall

preside over the Senate. In the absence of the President and the Chair, the Senate may select a member to perform the duties of the 
President. Substitutions do not extend beyond adjournment.

14.3 The President shall preserve order and decorum, may speak on points of order in preference to members, and shall also decide all 
questions of order, subject to an appeal to the Senate by a member.

14.4 An appeal is decided by a majority vote of those present and voting. Upon an appeal from the decision of the President, the ques-
tion is, “Shall the decision of the President be the judgment of the Senate?”

14.5 The President shall sign all acts, memorials, addresses and resolutions. All writs, warrants, and subpoenas issued by the Senate 
must be signed by the President and attested by the Secretary.

14.6 Upon a finding by the Committee on Rules and Administration that the President refuses or is unable to sign any of the 
documents described in this rule, the Chair of the Committee on Rules and Administration, or some other member selected by the 
committee, shall assume the duties of the President under this rule until the President is able to sign the documents described or until 
the Senate elects a new President, whichever occurs first.

15. ADMISSION TO SENATE CHAMBER

15.1 The Senate Chamber is reserved for Senate use.

15.2 A person may not be admitted to the Senate Chamber except as provided in these rules. A member, an officer, the constitutional 
officers, ex-Governors of the State of Minnesota, members of the House, judges of the trial and appellate courts and members of 
Congress may be admitted.

15.3 Past members of Congress or of the state legislature who are not interested in any claim or directly in a bill pending before the 
legislature may be personally admitted by a member of the Senate.

15.4 An employee of either house may be admitted at the request of a member or an officer of the Senate.

15.5 A member of another state, provincial, or national legislative body may be admitted to the floor by any member of the Senate. A 
member of another legislative body who is admitted to the floor may be introduced to the Senate by the President.

15.6 The President may designate and personally admit the person who will provide the prayer and the person who will lead the 
Pledge of Allegiance.

15.7 When the Senate is not meeting, a person who is not a member may be admitted to the floor at the request of a member or an 
officer.

15.8 Public hearings may not be held in the Senate Chamber. The Senate Chamber may not be used for any commercial purpose.

15.9 The Retiring Room of the Senate is reserved for the exclusive use of the members of the Senate at all times. The Sergeant at 
Arms shall strictly enforce this rule.

15.10 When a member-elect is sworn in, the member-elect may request that one guest be admitted until the member-elect has been 
sworn in.

16. CREDENTIALS FOR NEWS COVERAGE

16.1 (a) The Secretary of the Senate shall provide a reasonable number of spaces on the Senate floor and in the Senate gallery for 
individuals and organizations with credentials and passes issued under this rule.

(b) The Sergeant at Arms may not issue credentials or day passes under this rule to political organizations or to individuals affiliated 
with a political organization. For the purposes of this rule, “political organization” means an organization owned or controlled by a 
registered lobbyist, a political caucus, a political party, or any party organization and “individuals affiliated with a political organiza-
tion” means an individual who, during the preceding 24 months, has been employed by or received any compensation from a political 
organization.

(c) Due to the limited space available for organizations or individuals providing news coverage of the Senate, the Senate finds that 
there is a compelling public interest in limiting credentials issued under this rule to organizations or individuals who demonstrate that 
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they provide regular news

coverage of the legislature. For session credentials, an organization or individual must submit an application to the Sergeant at Arms. 
The Sergeant at Arms must review the application and approve or reject it within 14 days after receipt. Upon the request of the 
Sergeant at Arms, an applicant for credentials must provide evidence of the applicant’s activities in providing regular news coverage 
of the legislature. Evidence of regular news coverage must include examples of news coverage of legislative matters produced by the 
applicant. The examples must include written, video, or audio coverage written or recorded in the past year, and a description of how 
they were publicly distributed. Any opinion expressed in the examples is not subject to review under this rule at any time.

(d) If an application is rejected, the Sergeant at Arms must state the reason for the rejection in writing and notify the applicant, the 
Secretary of the Senate, the Majority Leader, and the Minority Leader in writing.

(e) An appeal of a denial of credentials must be made in writing to the Secretary of the Senate, the Senate Majority Leader, and the 
Senate Minority Leader. The Committee on Rules and Administration shall review and decide the appeal within 14 days after receiv-
ing a letter of appeal.

16.2 The Sergeant at Arms may grant a day pass for access authorized under Rule 16.1, paragraph (a). The day pass may be issued for 
a single day to an individual or organization who has not applied for credentials and who is not prohibited from receiving credentials 
under Rule 16.1, paragraph (b). The pass may be granted upon the request of a member or the organization or individual, and may be 
renewed from day to day upon request.

16.3 The Secretary shall compile and distribute to the public a directory of individuals and organizations who have been issued 
credentials under Rule 16.1 to provide news coverage from the Senate floor. The directory must include each individual’s picture and 
organization and a brief biography.

16.4 The Secretary must issue each individual or organization with credentials an identification badge showing the individual’s name 
and organization. The individual must wear the badge when in the Senate Chamber.

16.5 (a) A credential shall be revoked by the Sergeant at Arms if the Sergeant has received credible information indicating that the 
individual or organization either was not qualified to receive the credential when it was given, or no longer qualifies for a credential.

(b) An appeal of a revocation of credentials must be made in writing to the Secretary of the Senate, the Senate Majority Leader, and 
the Senate Minority Leader. The Committee on Rules and Administration shall review and decide the appeal within 14 days after 
receiving a letter of appeal.

17. DECORUM

17.1 In case of a disturbance or disorderly conduct in the lobbies or galleries, the President may order them cleared.

17.2 A member may not introduce a visitor or visitors in the galleries from the floor or rostrum of the Senate.

17.3 Smoking is not permitted in the Senate Chamber or galleries, the Retiring Room, hearing rooms, offices, or other spaces under 
the control of the Senate.

17.4 During floor proceedings, picture taking by persons other than accredited news or legislative photographers, picture taking with 
floodlights or flash units, and visual or audible disruptions are prohibited. At all times, demonstrations and food or beverages are 
prohibited in the Senate Chamber and in the galleries, except that when floor proceedings are expected to last more than one hour, 
members of the Senate may consume water in the Senate Chamber. Water that is not being consumed must be stored in a sealed, 
unadorned container under a member’s desk.

17.5 Television recording or broadcasting on the Senate floor is under the direction of the Secretary.

18. ORDER OF BUSINESS

18.1 The order of business is as follows:

1. Petitions, letters, remonstrances.; 2. Executive and official communications.; 3. Messages from the House of Representatives.; 4. 
First reading of House bills.; 5. Reports of committees.; (a) From standing committees.; (b) From select committees.; 6. Second read-
ing of Senate bills.; 7. Second reading of House bills.; 8. Introduction and first reading of Senate bills.; 9. Motions and Resolutions.; 
10. Calendar.; 11. Consent Calendar.; 12. General Orders.; 13. Announcements of Senate interest.; 18.2 Under the order of business 
of Motions and Resolutions, the Senate may by a majority vote of the whole Senate temporarily revert or proceed to any other order 
of business.

19. PETITIONS AND OTHER COMMUNICATIONS

19.1 In presenting a petition, memorial, remonstrance or other communication addressed to the Senate, a member shall only state the 
general purpose of it.

19.2 Every petition, memorial, remonstrance, resolution, bill and report of committee, must have an appropriate title, and the name of 
the member presenting it written on it.

19.3 Every written communication distributed to members in the Senate Chamber must have the name of the member or officer 
distributing it displayed on it.

20. MESSAGES FROM THE HOUSE

A message from the House of Representatives that a Senate bill has been amended, and the amendment, must be printed and placed 
on the members’ desks before a member may move to

concur in the House amendment. If the amendment has been printed in the House Journal for a preceding day and is available to the 
members, the Journal copy may serve as the printed copy.

21. OBJECTIONS TO COMMITTEE REFERRALS

A member may question the proper reference of a bill at the time the bill is reported by a standing committee to which it was previ-
ously referred. When a member questions the reference of a bill, the bill must be referred without debate to the Committee on Rules 
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and Administration to report the proper reference. Upon adoption of the report of the Committee on Rules and Administration, the 
bill must be referred accordingly.

22. GENERAL ORDERS

22.1 The Secretary shall make a list of all bills, resolutions, reports of committees, and other proceedings of the Senate that are 
referred to the Committee of the Whole and number them. The lists are called the “General Orders.”

22.2 Items on General Orders may be taken up in the order in which they are numbered, as ordered by the Chair of the Committee 
on Rules and Administration, or as otherwise ordered by a majority of the committee.

22.3 General Orders, together with all bills required to be included on it, must be electronically available or printed at least one 
calendar day before being considered in Committee of the Whole.

22.4 With the concurrence of the chief author of the bill, a majority of the whole Senate may at any time take a bill from the table and 
place it on General Orders.

23. COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE

23.1 All bills, memorials, orders, resolutions and votes requiring the approval of the Governor must, after a second reading, be consid-
ered in Committee of the Whole before they are finally acted upon by the Senate, unless considered on the Consent Calendar or as a 
Special Order.

23.2 The President may call a member to the Chair when the Senate resolves itself into the Committee of the Whole.

23.3 The rules observed in the Senate govern, as far as practicable, the proceedings of the Committee of the Whole, and the Chair of 
the Committee of the Whole has the powers of the President, as appropriate. However, a member may speak more than twice on the 
same subject and a call for the previous question may not be made.

23.4 A member may request a roll call vote. The vote must be recorded in the Journal along with the amendment.

23.5 The recommendations of the Committee of the Whole must be reported to the Senate. The question is on the adoption or 
rejection of the report, and no other question may be admitted. The question may be divided to permit separate Senate action on the 
report as to any bill.

23.6 On adoption of the report of the Committee of the Whole, all bills recommended to pass must be placed on the Calendar.

24. CALENDAR

24.1 The Secretary shall make a Calendar of all bills, resolutions and other matters approved by the Committee of the Whole for final 
action. The Secretary shall place them on the Calendar in the order in which they have been acted upon in Committee of the Whole.

24.2 The Calendar must be electronically available or printed at least one calendar day before the matters on it are considered.

25. CONSENT CALENDAR

25.1 If a committee determines that a bill it recommends to pass is not likely to be opposed, the committee may recommend that the 
bill be placed on the Consent Calendar. If the committee report is adopted, the bill must be electronically available or printed and 
placed on the Consent Calendar after its second reading. On the question of adoption of the report, the question of accepting the 
recommendation that the bill be placed on the Consent Calendar may be divided from the question of adopting the report in other 
respects.

25.2 A majority of the whole Senate, or the Chair of the Committee on Rules and Administration, may order a bill on General 
Orders placed on the Consent Calendar.

25.3 The Consent Calendar must be electronically available or printed at least one calendar day before the matters on it are consid-
ered.

25.4 If a member objects to consideration of a bill on the Consent Calendar at any time during its consideration in the Senate before 
the question on final passage is put, and that objection is supported by at least two other members, the bill is referred to the Commit-
tee of the Whole, and the Secretary shall place it at the bottom of General Orders subject to Rule 22.2, except that it need not lie over 
one calendar day before consideration in the Committee of the Whole.

26. SPECIAL ORDERS

26.1 The Chair of the Committee on Rules and Administration, or the Chair’s designee, may designate a special order for a bill that 
has been given its second reading.

26.2 A special order may provide that the bill be considered immediately, at a time certain, or after specific other business is com-
pleted.

26.3 During consideration of a special order, Rule 36.5 is suspended.

26.4 As nearly as applicable, debate on the bill and all proceedings including amendments and substitutions must be conducted as in 
the Committee of the Whole.

26.5 On any question, a member may request a roll call vote, which must be entered in the Journal.

26.6 Unless it is otherwise disposed of, after consideration a bill on Special Orders must immediately proceed to its third reading and 
final passage.

27. MOTIONS

27.1 A motion or amendment must be written if a member requests. It must identify the member or committee offering it.

27.2 When a motion is made, it must be stated by the President. If it is in writing, it must be handed to the Secretary and read to the 
members.
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27.3 After a motion is stated by the President, or read by the Secretary, it is in possession of the Senate, but may be withdrawn by the 
author at any time before decision or amendment.

28. PRECEDENCE OF MOTIONS

28.1 When a question is under debate no motion may be made, except: 1. To adjourn. 2. To recess. 3. To reconsider. 4. To lay on the 
table. 5. For the previous question. 6. To refer. 7. To postpone to a day certain. 8. To amend. 9. To postpone indefinitely. 28.2 Motions 
numbered 1, 2, 4 and 5 above are not debatable. 28.3 These motions have precedence in the foregoing order; but when a motion for 
the previous question has been made, or the main question ordered, a motion to lay on the table is not in order.

28.4 A motion to postpone to a day certain, to refer, to postpone indefinitely, or to amend, having been decided, may not again be put 
on the same day, nor at the same stage of the bill or proposition.

29. MOTION TO ADJOURN

A motion to adjourn or a motion to adjourn to a time certain is always in order. The latter motion is debatable solely as to the time. 
When either motion is rejected, it may not be renewed until further business has been transacted.

30. MOTION TO RECONSIDER

30.1 When a motion or question has been decided, a member who voted with the prevailing side may move for reconsideration:

(1) on the same day on which the vote was taken;

(2) within the next two calendar days; or

(3) if after the time provided under clause (1) or (2), on the first day the Senate meets after the vote was taken. The motion takes 
precedence over all other questions except a motion to adjourn or recess.

30.2 When a motion to adjourn is adopted before the disposition of a motion for

reconsideration, the motion for reconsideration must lie over until the next succeeding day the Senate meets except as provided in this 
rule.

30.3 When notice of intent to move reconsideration of the final action of the Senate on a question is given by a member, the Secretary 
shall retain the subject of the notice until after the expiration of the time during which the motion can be made.

30.4 A notice of intent to move for reconsideration is not in order after the Tuesday before the third Saturday in May, but a motion to 
reconsider may be made.

30.5 A motion for reconsideration having been once voted on may not be made again nor reconsidered.

31. MOTION FOR THE PREVIOUS QUESTION

31.1 Unless a motion for the previous question is made specifically applicable to a subsidiary motion, it must be in this form: “Shall 
the main question now be put?” If the motion for the previous question is supported by a majority of the members present, its effect is 
to put an end to all debate and bring the Senate to a direct vote upon all pending amendments in their order and then upon the main 
question.

31.2 On a motion for the previous question, a call of the Senate is in order before the President submits the question to the Senate.

31.3 On a motion for the previous question there is no debate. All incidental questions of order, arising after a motion is made for the 
previous question, and pending the motion, must be decided, whether on appeal or otherwise, without debate.

32. MOTION TO REFER

A bill or resolution may be referred to committee at any time before its passage. If an amendment is reported on the referral to any 
committee other than the Committee of the Whole, it must again be read the second time, considered in Committee of the Whole, 
read the third time and placed on final passage. If the referral is to the Committee of the Whole it must be placed at the head of 
General Orders, except when the referral is from the Consent Calendar under Rule 25.4.

33. MOTION TO AMEND BILL OR RESOLUTION

33.1 A motion to amend must be written if a member requests. It must identify the member offering it.

33.2 In drawing an amendment to a bill or resolution, reference must be made, first to the number of the bill, then to the page, and 
then to the line or lines where language is to be stricken or inserted.

33.3 In filling blanks, the largest sum, the longest time and the greatest distance must be first

taken.

33.4 The title to a bill may be amended by the Secretary at any time the bill is amended by the Senate.

33.5 An amendment is not in order to a bill on the Calendar or after third reading without the unanimous consent of the Senate 
unless it:

(1) fills a blank;

(2) amends the title;

(3) is proposed to the chief author of the bill by the Revisor of Statutes to correct technical defects found by the Revisor while 
engrossing earlier amendments to the bill; or

(4) is proposed to a bill on the Consent Calendar before the bill is given its third reading.

34. MOTION TO SUSPEND RULES

34.1 A rule may be suspended by a vote of at least two-thirds of the whole Senate.
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34.2 A motion to suspend the rules for the purpose of advancing a bill may be made only under the order of business, “Motions and 
Resolutions”.

35. GERMANENESS

35.1 An amendment proposed to the Senate or to the Committee of the Whole that is not germane is out of order.

35.2 A non-germane amendment includes one that:

(1) relates to a substantially different subject; or

(2) is intended to accomplish a substantially different purpose, than that of the original bill to which it is proposed.

35.3 An amendment to insert a constitutional amendment is not germane to a bill that does not already include a constitutional 
amendment.

35.4 Whether an amendment is germane is to be decided by the President, who may put the question to the body if the President 
chooses.

35.5 A motion to remove an amendment placed on a House bill under Rule 45.1 is out of order if removal of the amendment would 
make a portion of the House bill not germane to the Senate companion for which it was substituted.

35.6 If a House amendment to a Senate bill is not germane to the Senate bill, a motion to concur in the House amendment is out of 
order.

36. DEBATE

36.1 When a member is about to speak to the Senate, the member shall rise and respectfully address “Madam (or Mr.) President.” The 
member may not proceed to speak further until recognized by the President. 36.2 The member shall speak only to the question under 
debate and avoid personality. 36.3 The member may inform the Senate of the Governor’s position on a bill and on its status in the 
House of Representatives. 36.4 In discussing a resolution, each member is limited to ten minutes. 36.5 A member may not speak more 
than twice on the same question on the same day without permission of the Senate. 36.6 When a member is speaking, no one may 
stand between the member speaking and the President. 36.7 A member may not speak without using a microphone. 36.8 All remarks 
during debate shall be addressed to the President. 36.9 When the President puts a question, or addresses the Senate, no one may walk 
out of or cross the Chamber.

36.10 When a member is called to order, the member shall be silent until it is determined whether or not the member is in order. 
If a member is called to order for words spoken in debate, the words excepted to must be taken down in writing by the Secretary 
immediately.

36.11 Debate on the report of a conference committee is in order at any time after the report has been made available electronically or 
printed and placed on the desk of each member, or at an earlier time agreed to by a majority of the whole Senate.

37. ABSENCE OF MEMBERS

A member or officer of the Senate may not be absent from a session of the Senate unless

excused by the Senate. For the purposes of this rule only, a member is present when present in the Senate chamber or when voting 
from a location outside of the chamber, as provided in Rules 40.7 and 40.8. The name of a member excused must be printed in the 
Journal.

38. CALL OF THE SENATE

38.1 A member may impose a call of the Senate requiring the attendance of all members before any further proceedings occur except 
a motion to adjourn.

38.2 Upon the imposition of a call, a member may request a record of those present and the Sergeant at Arms shall bring in the absent 
members.

38.3 When the Senate has been placed under call, a member may demand that the doors be closed and that no member be permitted 
to leave the Chamber until the matter or question, if any, under consideration at the time of the call is disposed of, or until the call is 
lifted by a majority of the whole Senate, or until the Senate adjourns.

38.4 A majority of the whole Senate may excuse members not answering the call.

38.5 A call may not be imposed after voting has commenced.

39. DIVISION OF QUESTION

39.1 A member may call for a division of the question when the division is possible. A motion to strike and insert is indivisible.

39.2 The defeat of a motion to strike does not preclude an amendment nor a motion to strike and insert.

40. VOTING

40.1 The President shall distinctly state the question before taking the vote. The President shall declare the result of the vote. If a 
member questions the result of a vote, the President shall order a division.

40.2 Except as provided in Rules 40.7 and 40.8, a member may vote on a question or be counted on a division only at the member’s 
own seat in the Senate Chamber.

40.3 At any time before the start of voting on a question, a member may request a roll call vote, which must be entered in the Journal, 
unless at the time the request is made, the Senate is taking a roll call vote using the electrical voting system.

40.4 Unless otherwise ordered, a roll call vote, except upon elections, may be taken by means of the electrical voting system under the 
control of the President.

40.5 A roll call vote may not be interrupted except: (1) to announce the vote of a member voting remotely, as provided in Rule 40.8, 
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and (2) to close the roll as provided in Rule 41.3.

40.6 A member or other person may not proceed to or remain by the Secretary’s desk while a roll call or division is being taken.

40.7 During a special session, a peacetime public health emergency, or with the approval of the respective caucus leader, a member may 
vote on a question from a location outside the Senate chamber, in accordance with Rule 40.8. For the purposes of this rule, “peacetime 
public health emergency” means any peacetime emergency declared by the Governor in an executive order that relates to the infectious 
disease known as COVID-19.

40.8 When permissible under Rule 40.7, a member may authorize a designee chosen by the respective caucus leader to vote on the 
member’s behalf while the member is at a location outside of the Senate chamber. When a member assigns the member’s vote to a 
designee under this rule, the designee shall vote on the member’s behalf as directed by the member on each question. The Secretary 
may adopt procedures to ensure the accurate and efficient administration of this rule.

40.9 A member voting remotely may not accept per diem living expenses for a day when the member voted remotely.

41. MEMBERS TO VOTE UNLESS EXCUSED

41.1 Every member who is in the Senate Chamber during a roll call, including in the Committee of the Whole, shall vote upon the 
request of another member unless excused by the Senate.

41.2 A motion by a member to be excused from voting must be made before the question is put. A member wishing to be excused 
from voting may make a brief statement of the reason for making the request. The question on the motion to excuse must be taken 
without further debate.

41.3 When members have had an opportunity to vote and fail to do so, a majority of the whole Senate may, by motion, direct the 
President to close the roll.

41.4 The vote on a motion to close the roll must be taken without debate. No member is required to vote on the motion.

42. FINAL PASSAGE

The final question on a bill or other matter requiring action by both Houses after its first and second reading, and after the consider-
ation in Committee of the Whole, is on its final passage.

43. TRANSMITTING BILLS TO THE HOUSE

43.1 Except when a motion to reconsider has been made as provided in Rule 30, immediately after the passage of a bill or other matter 
in which the concurrence of the House of Representatives is requested, the Secretary shall transmit it to the House.

43.2 On the concurrence of a bill or other matter of the House by the Senate, or on the concurrence or disagreement in a vote of the 
House, the Secretary shall notify the House.

44. ENGROSSING AND ENROLLING OF BILLS

44.1 The Secretary and the Engrossing Secretary shall ensure that every bill, memorial, or resolution originating in the Senate is care-
fully engrossed before it is transmitted to the House of Representatives for concurrence. All engrossing and enrolling of bills shall be 
done at the direction and under authority of the Senate.

44.2 The Secretary shall ensure that every bill, memorial, or resolution originating in the Senate is carefully enrolled by the Revisor of 
Statutes before it is presented to the Governor or filed with the Secretary of State.

45. COMPARISON AND SUBSTITUTION OF BILLS

45.1 A House bill, after its first reading, must be referred as follows, unless there is a motion by the Chair of the Committee on Rules 
and Administration or a designee of the Chair:

(a) If there is no Senate companion bill, the House bill must be referred to the appropriate standing committee, unless there is objec-
tion under Rule 4.10.

(b) If there is a Senate companion bill, the House bill must be referred to the standing committee possessing the Senate companion.

(c) If the Senate companion bill has been reported to the Senate, the House bill must be

referred to the Committee on Rules and Administration, which shall report whether the House bill is identical to the Senate compan-
ion bill. If the bills are identical, the report must recommend that the House bill be given its second reading and substituted for the 
Senate companion bill and the Senate companion bill be indefinitely postponed. If the House bill is not identical to the Senate

companion bill, the report of the committee must recommend an amendment to the House bill that when adopted will render the 
House bill identical to the Senate bill. Upon adoption of a committee report containing the proposed amendment, the House bill as 
amended must be given its second

reading and substituted for the Senate companion bill and the Senate companion bill must be indefinitely postponed.

45.2 The Secretary shall prepare and submit reports under this rule on behalf of the Committee on Rules and Administration.

45.3 A House bill placed on the Calendar by substitution must not be given its third reading on the same day as the substitution.

46. CONFERENCE COMMITTEES

46.1 The Committee on Rules and Administration may constitute a standing Subcommittee on Conference Committees, the report 
of which within its jurisdiction has the effect of a report of the Committee on Rules and Administration. The subcommittee consists 
of three members, one of whom must be a member of the minority group.

46.2 The Subcommittee on Conference Committees shall appoint all conference committees of the Senate and report the appoint-
ments to the Senate. In the appointment of members of conference committees between the two houses, the Subcommittee on 
Conference Committees shall appoint those who are in accord with the position of the Senate. Whenever practical, the subcommittee 
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shall give preference to authors of bills in dispute and to members of standing committees in which the bills were considered.

47. DISPOSITION OF BILLS ON ADJOURNMENT

Adjournment of the regular session in an odd-numbered year to a date certain in the following year is equivalent to daily adjournment, 
except that a bill on the Calendar, Consent Calendar,

General Orders, or table, other than a bill laid on the table after being vetoed by the governor or after its conference committee has 
been discharged under Joint Rule 3.02, must be returned to the standing committee other than the Committee on Rules and Admin-
istration from which it was last reported to the Senate, unless otherwise provided for by motion before adjournment.

48. PRINTING AND DISTRIBUTION OF BILLS

48.1 Unless otherwise ordered by the Senate, all Senate bills that have been reported upon favorably or without recommendation by a 
committee must be electronically available or printed before consideration by the Senate or the Committee of the Whole.

48.2 A House bill amended by the Senate must be unofficially engrossed and electronically available or printed when placed on 
General Orders.

48.3 A bill may be electronically available or printed by order of the Secretary when amended after second reading.

48.4 A bill must be electronically available or printed when ordered by the Senate.

48.5 Action by the Senate on a bill that has not been printed is a waiver of the printing requirement.

48.6 To the extent practical, the Secretary shall provide a copy of any bill to the public and may charge a reasonable fee.

49. JOURNAL AND INDEX

49.1 The Secretary shall keep a correct Journal of the proceedings of the Senate and shall perform other duties assigned to the 
Secretary.

49.2 The Secretary shall not permit Journal records, accounts or papers to be taken out of the Secretary’s custody, other than in the 
regular mode of business. If a document in the Secretary’s charge is missing, the Secretary shall report the fact to the President, so that 
inquiry may be made.

49.3 The Secretary shall supervise the recording of proceedings in the Journal, the engrossing, transcribing and copying of bills and 
resolutions, and generally perform the duties of Secretary, under direction of the Committee on Rules and Administration.

49.4 The Journal of each day’s proceedings is open for correction at any time during the session of the next day the Senate meets. 
Unless corrected on that day, the Journal stands approved.

49.5 The Secretary shall keep a record of all Senate and House bills showing the status of each bill pending, until its final passage.

50. ELECTRONIC RECORDINGS

50.1 The Secretary shall cause to be recorded on electronic media the proceedings of the Senate, the Committee of the Whole, and 
each standing committee and subcommittee. Each electronic record must be clearly labeled to show the name of the body whose 
proceedings are recorded and

the dates the proceedings occurred. Each electronic record of the proceedings of the Senate and the Committee of the Whole must 
be accompanied by a log showing the number of each bill considered and the places on the record where consideration of the bill 
occurred.

50.2 Within two working days after each Senate session, the Secretary shall make a copy of the electronic record and corresponding 
log of proceedings of the Senate and the Committee of the Whole available to the Legislative Reference Library.

50.3 Within one week after each meeting of a standing committee or subcommittee, the Secretary shall make the electronic record of 
the meeting available to the Legislative Reference Library, together with an agenda showing bills considered and any action taken on 
them.

50.4 Upon completion and approval of the minutes of the meeting of a standing committee or subcommittee, the Secretary shall 
ensure that the completed minutes of the meeting are made available to the public. By October 1st of each year, the Secretary shall 
deliver a copy of minutes for each meeting held in that calendar year before October 1st to the Legislative Reference Library.

50.5 The Secretary shall keep a record of each session of the Senate and the Committee of the Whole, each meeting of a Senate 
standing committee or subcommittee and the date on which the electronic record of the session or meeting was made available to the 
Legislative Reference Library. The Library shall keep a similar record of all electronic records to which it has been given access.

50.6 The Library shall provide committee staff with reasonable access to Senate electronic records and shall provide the public with 
convenient facilities to listen to them.

50.7 The Secretary shall make copies of Senate electronic records available to the public for a fee determined by the Secretary to be 
adequate to cover the cost of preparing the copies. A copy must be provided free to a member of the Senate upon request for use in 
legislative business.

50.8 The Secretary shall keep the original electronic record and log of each session of the Senate and the Committee of the Whole 
until the end of the period for which the members of the existing House of Representatives have been elected, at which time the 
electronic record may be preserved or disposed of as the Secretary sees fit. The Legislative Reference Library shall keep

electronic records, logs, and minutes forwarded to it until two years after the end of the period for which the members of the existing 
Senate have been elected, at which time they may be preserved or disposed of as the Library sees fit.

50.9 The Senate intends that testimony and discussion preserved under this rule not be admissible in any court or administrative 
proceeding on an issue of legislative intent.

51. OTHER DUTIES OF SECRETARY
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51.1 The Secretary shall not issue a certificate authorizing the payment of money by virtue of a motion or resolution, unless the mo-
tion or resolution is voted for by a majority of the whole Senate on a roll call vote.

51.2 The Secretary and the Engrossing Secretary shall correct all mistakes in numbering the sections and reference to them, whether 
the errors occur in the original bill or are caused by amendments to it.

51.3 The Secretary is the agent of the Senate for the purchase of supplies and services. The Secretary’s records on purchase of supplies 
and services are open for inspection.

51.4 The Secretary shall adopt administrative controls to ensure that each member is accountable for the member’s own long distance 
telephone calls and that Senate telephones are used only for Senate business.

51.5 By the 15th day of April, July, October, and January of each year, the Secretary shall submit a detailed report of Senate expendi-
tures during the previous quarter to the Committee on Rules and Administration.

51.6 The Secretary’s public records may be inspected during normal business hours.

52. SERGEANT AT ARMS

The Sergeant at Arms shall: (1) execute all orders of the President; (2) perform all assigned duties connected with the police and good 
order of the Senate Chamber; (3) exercise supervision over the entry and exit of all persons to and from the Chamber; (4) see that 
messages are promptly delivered; (5) see that the hall is properly ventilated and the temperature is properly regulated; (6) see that the 
Chamber is open for the use of members of the Senate at least one-half hour before the start of a session; and (7) perform all other 
services pertaining to the office of Sergeant.

53. BUDGET AND EXPENDITURES

53.1 The Committee on Rules and Administration shall adopt an operating budget for the Senate and post it on the Senate Web site.

53.2 All propositions for the appointment and payment of employees of the Senate or for

expenditures of the legislature, other than those provided by law, must be referred without debate to the Committee on Rules and 
Administration.

54. EMPLOYEES

54.1 The Committee on Rules and Administration shall establish positions, set compensation, appoint employees, and authorize 
expense reimbursement for employees as it deems necessary to carry out the work of the Senate. At the request of any committee 
member, an action of the committee must be submitted as a Senate resolution for adoption by the Senate.

54.2 The Secretary shall keep a roster of all employees of the Senate, including positions and compensation, which must be open for 
inspection by the public.

54.3 The Secretary shall post, in a public place in the Capitol or on the Senate Web site, a notice of every vacant position on the 
permanent staff of the Senate. The notice must remain posted for at least one week, and no vacancy may be filled until the period of 
posting has elapsed.

54.4 Except as otherwise provided in these rules, the Committee on Rules and Administration has full and exclusive authority over, 
and charge of all employees of the Senate both elected and appointed. The committee has the sole and exclusive power and authority 
to assign them to duties other than for which they were elected or appointed as the committee may provide.

54.5 The committee may make employment rules and regulations. In case of violation of an order of the committee by an employee, 
or in case of a violation of a rule or regulation made by the committee, or in case of misconduct or omission by an employee, the 
Committee on Rules and Administration may hear complaints and discharge the employee or impose discipline, a fine, or other 
punishment upon the employee. The committee may, by a vote of a majority of the members of the committee, discuss an employee 
disciplinary proceeding under this rule in an executive session to which the open meeting requirements of Rules 12.1 to 12.3 do not 
apply.

54.6 The Secretary shall supervise the employees under the direction of the Committee on Rules and Administration.

55. SUBCOMMITTEE ON ETHICAL CONDUCT

55.1 The Committee on Rules and Administration shall appoint a Subcommittee on Ethical Conduct of the Committee on Rules 
and Administration consisting of four members, two from the majority group and two from the minority group.

55.2 The subcommittee shall serve in an advisory capacity to a member or employee upon written request and shall issue recommen-
dations to the member or employee. A member may

request the subcommittee to provide its advice on a potential conflict of interest to the member in private. If so requested, the subcom-
mittee shall conduct its proceedings on the advisory opinion in private. The request, proceedings on the request, and any advice given 
by the subcommittee in

response to the request must remain private. The member may not use an advisory opinion from the subcommittee as a defense to a 
complaint under this rule unless the opinion has been adopted by the subcommittee at a public meeting.

55.3 The subcommittee shall investigate a complaint made in writing by a member of the Senate under oath. The complaint must 
be received before adjournment sine die in the last year of a senate term or during a special session held after that time regarding im-
proper conduct by a member or employee of the Senate. The subcommittee has the powers of a standing committee to issue subpoenas 
under Minnesota Statutes, section 3.153.

55.4 Within 30 calendar days after receiving a complaint, the subcommittee must meet and either make a finding of no probable 
cause, vote to defer action until a certain time, or proceed with its investigation.

55.5 In order to determine whether there is probable cause to believe that improper conduct has occurred, the subcommittee may, by a 
vote of three of its members, conduct a preliminary inquiry in executive session to which the open meeting requirements of Rules 12.1 
to 12.3 do not apply. The executive session may be ordered by a vote of three of its members whenever the subcommittee determines 
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that matters relating to probable cause are likely to be discussed. The

executive session must be limited to matters relating to probable cause. Upon a finding of probable cause, further proceedings on the 
complaint are open to the public.

55.6 For complaints alleging any conduct prohibited by the nondiscrimination and

anti-harassment policy applicable to the Senate, the subcommittee must conduct its proceedings in private to determine whether there 
is probable cause to believe that improper conduct occurred.

The open meeting requirements of Rule 12.1 or 12.3 do not apply to a meeting held under this rule. The parties to the complaint 
may waive the requirements of this rule by mutual written agreement provided to the chair of the Subcommittee on Ethical Conduct 
before any hearing is commenced. The recording required under Senate Rule 50 of any meeting held under this rule must be kept 
private by the Secretary, and no further description or distribution of the recording, including, but not limited to, any description or 
distribution required under Senate Rules 50.2 to 50.9, shall be permitted without a vote of three of the members of the subcommittee.

55.7 The subcommittee may appoint special counsel to provide expert advice on how to conduct its proceedings. The subcommittee 
may appoint a suitable person to conduct the investigation and report findings of fact and recommendations for action to the subcom-
mittee.

55.8 If, after investigation, the subcommittee finds the complaint substantiated by the evidence, it shall recommend to the Committee 
on Rules and Administration appropriate disciplinary action.

55.9 The subcommittee shall hear an appeal by a member of the Senate from a Senate investigation of a complaint made pursuant to 
the Senate’s nondiscrimination and anti-harassment policy, within the time limit for appeal provided in that policy. All hearings of 
appeals under this rule must be conducted privately under the terms and conditions provided under Rule 55.6. The parties may agree 
to waive the privacy requirements of Rule 55.6 as provided in that rule. The subcommittee may consider information gathered in the 
course of the Senate investigation that is

under appeal, but is not bound by any determinations or recommendations from the investigation. The subcommittee may take action 
to gather additional information.

55.10 To minimize disruption of its public proceedings, the subcommittee may require that television coverage be pooled or be 
provided by Senate media services.

55.11 If criminal proceedings relating to the same conduct have begun, the subcommittee may defer its proceedings until the criminal 
proceedings have been completed.

55.12 The Senate intends that proceedings of the Subcommittee on Ethical Conduct not be admissible in any criminal proceeding.

56. STANDARDS OF ETHICAL CONDUCT

56.1 Members shall adhere to the highest standard of ethical conduct as embodied in the Minnesota Constitution, state law, and these 
rules.

56.2 A member shall not publish or distribute written material if the member knows or has reason to know that the material includes 
any statement that is false or clearly misleading, concerning a public policy issue or concerning the member’s or another member’s 
voting record or position on a public policy issue.

56.3 Improper conduct includes conduct that violates a rule or administrative policy of the Senate, that violates accepted norms of 
Senate behavior, that betrays the public trust, or that tends to bring the Senate into dishonor or disrepute.

56.4 Members of the Senate shall disclose potential conflicts of interest in the discharge of senatorial duties as provided in Minnesota 
Statutes, section 10A.07.

57. LOBBYISTS

57.1 A lobbyist shall not appear before a Senate committee pursuant to the lobbyist’s employment unless the lobbyist is in compliance 
with the law requiring lobbyist registration,

Minnesota Statutes, sections 10A.03 to 10A.06. A lobbyist, when appearing before a committee, shall disclose to the committee on 
whose behalf the lobbyist speaks and the purpose of the lobbyist’s appearance.

57.2 A lobbyist shall not knowingly, either directly or through a third party, furnish false or misleading information or make a false or 
misleading statement that is relevant and material to a matter before the Senate or any of its committees or subcommittees when the 
lobbyist knows or should know it will influence the judgment or action of the Senate or any of its committees or subcommittees.

57.3 The Subcommittee on Ethical Conduct shall investigate a complaint by a member of the Senate in writing under oath received 
before adjournment sine die in the last year of a Senate term or during a special session held after that time that a lobbyist has violated 
Rule 57.1 or 57.2. The investigatory procedures of Rule 55 apply, except as provided in this rule. The complaint and

proceedings on the complaint are private until the subcommittee has found probable cause to believe that a violation of Rule 57.1 or 
57.2 has occurred, unless they are made public by the lobbyist whose conduct is the subject of the complaint or by the vote of at least 
three members of the subcommittee.

58. AMENDMENTS TO RULES

Every proposition to amend a rule of the Senate must be referred to the Committee on Rules and Administration. The proposition 
may not be acted upon until the report of the committee is received by the Senate.
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ARTICLE 1 - DAILY BUSINESS

1.01 CONVENING OF THE HOUSE. Unless otherwise ordered, the House convenes at 3:30 p.m. The Speaker must take the chair 
at the appointed hour and call the House to order.

The call to order is followed by a prayer by the Chaplain or time for a brief meditation, then by the pledge of allegiance to the flag of 
the United States of America, and then by a call of the roll of members. The names of members present and members excused must be 
entered in the Journal of the House.

1.02 READING OF THE JOURNAL. If a quorum is present, the Chief Clerk must read the Journal of the preceding day, unless 
otherwise ordered. The House may correct errors in the Journal of the preceding day.

1.03 ORDER OF BUSINESS. After the Journal is read, the order of business of the day is:

(1) Presentation of petitions or other communications (2) Reports of standing committees and divisions (3) Second reading of House 
bills (4) Second reading of Senate bills (5) Reports of select committees (6) Introduction and first reading of House bills (7) Consider-
ation of messages from the Senate (8) First reading of Senate bills (9) Calendar for the day (10) Consent Calendar (11) Motions and 
resolutions The House may advance or revert from any order of business to any other order of business either without objection, or by 
majority vote of the whole House.

Conference committees on House bills and the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration may report at any time.

1.04 REPORTING OF BILLS. A bill must be reported to the House on three different days before its passage, except as provided 
in Rule 5.02. The first report, called the first reading, occurs when it is introduced; the second report, called the second reading, occurs 
when it has been reported by the appropriate standing committees and divisions for consideration by the House; the third report, 
called the third reading, occurs when it is ready for the vote on passage.

1.10 INTRODUCTION OF BILLS AND RESOLUTIONS. A bill or resolution must be submitted to the Speaker at least 24 
hours before the convening of the daily session at which it is to be introduced.

A bill or resolution must be introduced in duplicate and each copy must bear the signature of the member or the name of the commit-
tee or division introducing it.

In regular session, a bill prepared by a department or agency of state government must be introduced and given its first reading at least 
ten days before the date of the first committee deadline.

Each annual session, the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration may designate a date after which a House File may not 
be introduced during that annual session, unless approved for introduction by the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administra-
tion. The date must be at least 14 calendar days after the Committee acts under this paragraph, but no earlier than May 1 of each 
annual session.

1.11 FIRST READING AND REFERENCE OF BILLS. A bill or resolution must be reported and given its first reading when it is 
introduced. A bill or resolution must not be objected to when it is introduced.

After its first reading, the Speaker must refer a bill or resolution to the appropriate standing committee or division, except as provided 
in Rule 1.15 and Rule 1.13.

Congratulatory resolutions referred to in Rule 4.02 are exempt from this Rule.

Except as otherwise provided in these Rules, after the Speaker refers a bill or resolution, a majority vote of the whole House is 
required for the House to re-refer the bill or resolution.

1.12 AUTHORS OF BILLS AND RESOLUTIONS. A bill, memorial, or resolution must not have more than 35 authors. After a 
bill or resolution is introduced and given its first reading: (a) a member may be removed as an author, by motion of the member; and 
(b) a member wishing to be an author may be added as an author, by motion of the author of the bill or resolution.

1.13 INTRODUCTION OF COMMITTEE OR DIVISION BILLS. A standing or special committee of the House or a division 
of the House may introduce a bill as a committee or division bill on any subject within its purview. When a committee or division bill 
is introduced and read for the first time, the Speaker may refer it to a standing committee or division. If the Speaker does not refer it, 
the bill must be laid over one day. Then it must be read for the second time and placed on the General Register.

1.14 RECESS BILL INTRODUCTIONS. During the period between the last day of the regular session in an odd-numbered year 
and the first day of the regular session in the next year, a bill filed with the Speaker for introduction must be given a file number and 
may be unofficially referred by the Speaker to an appropriate standing committee or division.

1.15 DISPOSITION OF SENATE FILES. (a) A Senate File received by the House that is accompanied by a message announcing 
its passage by the Senate must be referred to the appropriate standing committee or division under Rule 1.11. But if a Senate File is 
received that a member requests be compared to a House File already reported by a standing committee or division of the House and 
placed on the General Register or on the Calendar for the Day, the Senate File must be referred to the Chief Clerk for comparison. 
The Chief Clerk shall report whether the Senate File is identical or not identical to the House File and the Senate File may, by major-
ity vote, be substituted for the House File and take its place. The fact that the bills are identical or not identical must be entered in the 
Journal and the House File is then considered withdrawn.

(b) A Senate File that is amended on the floor of the House, except at the time of final passage, and a Senate File that has been 
reported to the House with amendments by a House standing committee or division, must be unofficially engrossed and reprinted by 
the Chief Clerk. An amendment may be offered to an unofficial engrossment of a Senate File.

(c) Except after the last Thursday on which the Legislature can meet in regular session in odd- or even-numbered years, or after a date 
determined by the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration, a motion that the House concur in Senate amendments to 
a House File is not in order until 12 hours after the Speaker announces that a message from the Senate has been received requesting 
concurrence by the House to amendments adopted by the Senate to a House File.

PERMANENT RULES OF THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES
As adopted January  2023
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1.20 GENERAL REGISTER. The General Register consists of all bills that have received a second reading. Bills must be placed 
on the General Register in the order that they receive their second reading. A bill must be on the General Register, be given to each 
member, and be available to the public before it may be considered by the House on the Calendar for the Day or the Fiscal Calendar. 
Each day that the House meets in session, the Chief Clerk must publish a list of the bills on the General Register.

1.21 CALENDAR FOR THE DAY. The Calendar for the Day is a list of bills that are to be considered that day by the House. The 
House must consider each item on the Calendar for the Day in the order determined by the presiding officer. After consideration by 
the House, unless otherwise disposed of, the bill must immediately be given its third reading and placed upon its passage.

A bill that has received its second reading may be placed on the Calendar for the Day by the Committee on Rules and Legislative 
Administration or by order of the House upon the motion of a member as provided in this Rule.

The Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration must designate the bills that are to be on the Calendar for the Day. During 
regular session, the Committee must designate the bills by 5:00 p.m. the day before the day that the bills are to be on the Calendar, 
except that the Committee may designate the bills at any time after a day specified by the Committee on Rules and Legislative 
Administration. After the Committee designates the bills, the Chief Clerk must publish the Calendar for the Day. In order to trigger 
a prefiling requirement, the calendar for the day must be established in accordance with Rule 3.33.

A bill that is on the General Register for more than ten legislative days may be placed on the Calendar for the Day by a majority vote 
of the whole House, acting on the motion of a member. A bill placed on the Calendar for the Day in this manner must be considered 
first the next time that the House reaches the order of business “Calendar for the Day.” A member must give notice to the Speaker 
and the Chief Clerk three legislative days before making a motion to place a bill on the Calendar for the Day. The notice must specify 
the number and title of the bill. Only the member who gave notice to the Speaker and the Chief Clerk, or another member desig-
nated in writing by the member who gave notice, may make the motion to place the bill on the Calendar for the Day. After the third 
legislative day following the day of notice, the motion must be made the first time that the House reaches the order of business “Mo-
tions and Resolutions.” If the motion is not made at that time, the member who gave notice forfeits the right to make that motion.

A bill may be continued on the Calendar for the Day by a majority vote of the whole House. A third motion by the author of a bill to 
continue it on the Calendar for the Day is not in order; upon such a motion, the bill must be stricken from the Calendar and returned 
to the General Register in the order of its second reading. The Calendar for the Day expires when the House adjourns for the day, 
unless the House, by a majority vote of the whole House, continues items remaining on the Calendar to the next day.

1.22 FISCAL CALENDAR. A finance bill that has had its second reading must be considered by the House when requested by the 
Chair of the Committee on Ways and Means or by a designee of the Chair. A bill relating to taxes or raising revenue that has had its 
second reading must be considered by the House when requested by the Chair of the Committee on Taxes or a designee of the Chair.

During regular session, a chair must announce the intention to make the request by 5:00 p.m. the legislative day before the day that 
the request for consideration is to be made, except that the Chair may designate the bills at any time after a day specified by the 
Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration. During periods when the 5:00 p.m. requirement does not apply, the chair must 
announce the intention at least two hours before making the request. In order to trigger a prefiling requirement a notice given under 
Rule 1.22 must comply with Rule 3.33.

After consideration by the House on the Fiscal Calendar, unless otherwise disposed of, the bill must immediately be given its third 
reading and placed upon its passage.

1.23 CONSENT CALENDAR.(a) If a committee or division determines that a bill is not controversial, the committee or division 
may in its report recommend the bill be placed on the General Register and further recommend that the Committee on Rules and 
Legislative Administration place the bill on the Consent Calendar. The Chair and Ranking Minority Member may recommend 
placement on the consent calendar in the committee report.

(b) The Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration may determine that a bill on the General Register is not controversial 
and place the bill on the Consent Calendar.

A bill on the Consent Calendar may not be amended. After discussion by the House, a bill on the Consent Calendar must imme-
diately be given its third reading and placed upon its passage. But if, before its third reading, five members object to the bill as being 
controversial, the bill must be stricken from the Consent Calendar and be returned to the General Register.

1.30 THIRD READING OF BILLS. An amendment must not be received after the third reading of a bill without unanimous 
consent, except to fill blanks or to amend the title.

At any time before it is passed, a bill or resolution may be referred or re-referred by a majority vote of the whole House. If the 
committee or division to which it is referred or re-referred reports an amendment to it, the bill or resolution must again be given its 
second reading and placed on the General Register.

1.40 PUBLICATION OF BILLS FOR THE HOUSE. After a bill receives its second reading, the bill must be prepared and 
published or made electronically available for consideration by the House. A majority of the House may order the publication of a bill 
at any time.

1.50 ADJOURNING OF THE HOUSE. The House may not meet during a legislative day after midnight, except that the House, 
by majority vote, may meet past the time of adjournment required by this Rule.

ARTICLE 2 - FLOOR PROCEEDINGS, VOTING, DECORUM

2.01 ABSENCE OF MEMBERS AND OFFICERS. Unless illness or other sufficient cause prevents attendance, a member or 
officer of the House must not be absent from a session of the House without the prior permission of the Speaker.

2.02 CALL OF THE HOUSE. Ten members may demand a call of the House at any time until voting begins. After the House is 
placed under call, a second roll call on any aspect of a call of the House is out of order.

When a call is demanded, the doors of the chamber must be closed, the roll called, and the absent members sent for; and no member 
is allowed to leave the chamber until the roll call is suspended or completed. During the roll call, no motion is in order except a mo-
tion pertaining to matters incidental to the call.

Proceedings under the roll call may be suspended by a majority vote of the whole House. The Sergeant at Arms must not permit a 
member to leave the Chamber unless the member is excused by the Speaker, or the call of the House has been lifted by a majority 
vote of the whole House.
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2.03 ROLL CALL VOTE. A roll call vote is required to pass a bill or to adopt a resolution or motion directing the payment of 
money. In all other cases a roll call vote may be ordered only if 15 members demand it. When the House is taking a roll call vote on 
another issue, a roll call vote may not be ordered on a motion that members not voting be excused from voting.

2.04 EXPLAINING OR CHANGING VOTE. A member must not explain a vote or discuss the question during a roll call vote. A 
member must not change a vote or move for the record an intention to have voted or voted differently after the result of the roll call 
vote is announced from the chair by the Speaker.

2.05 EVERY UNEXCUSED MEMBER TO VOTE. A member who has an immediate interest in a question must not vote on it.

Every other member present before the result of a vote is declared by the presiding officer must vote for or against the matter before 
the House, unless the House excuses the member from voting. But a member is not required to vote on any matter concerning a 
memorial resolution.

A member who does not vote when the member’s name is called must state reasons for not voting. After the vote has been taken but 
before the presiding officer has announced the result of the vote, the presiding officer must submit to the House the question: “Shall 
the member, for the reasons stated, be excused from voting?” The question must be decided without debate. After the question is 
decided, the presiding officer must announce the result of the vote, after which other proceedings about the nonvoting member may 
take place.

2.10 ELECTRONIC VOTING SYSTEM. An electronic voting system under the control of the Speaker may be used to take any 
vote except a vote on an election or if the House is currently taking a roll call. A member must not vote on a question except at the 
member’s own seat in the chamber.

2.15 RECORDED FLOOR PROCEEDINGS. Proceedings on the floor of the House must be recorded on an appropriate audio 
recording medium under the direction of the Chief Clerk. The Chief Clerk must transmit a copy of the recordings to the Director of 
the Legislative Reference Library. The Legislative Reference Library must keep the recordings available for public use under its rules 
during the legislative biennium when the recordings were created and for eight years thereafter. The Library may then preserve or 
dispose of the recordings as the Library sees fit.

A person may obtain a copy of a recording while it is kept in the Library by paying a fee determined by the House Controller to cover 
the cost of preparing the copy.

Discussion preserved under this Rule is not intended to be admissible in a court or administrative proceeding on an issue of legislative 
intent.

2.20 DUTIES OF MEMBERS. Members must keep their seats until the Speaker announces adjournment.

A member, before speaking, must rise and respectfully address the Speaker and must not speak further until recognized by the Speaker. 
If more than one member rises at the same time, the Speaker must select the member to speak first.

2.21 NOTICE OF INTENT TO DEBATE A RESOLUTION. A member may give notice of intent to debate a resolution, except a 
resolution introduced as a house file or a senate file under Rule 4.02 or a resolution offered by the Committee on Rules and Legislative 
Administration or the Committee on Ethics.

The notice may be given at any time before the vote is taken on the resolution. If the notice is given, the resolution must be laid over 
one day without debate or any other action.

2.30 QUESTIONS OF ORDER. If a member violates the Rules in any way, the Speaker must, or another member may, call the 
member to order. The member called to order must immediately sit down unless another member moves to permit the member who 
was called to order to explain. In either case, the House, if appealed to, must decide the question without debate. Only if the decision is 
in favor of the member called to order may that member proceed. The House may censure or punish a member called to order.

2.31 OFFENSIVE WORDS IN DEBATE. If a member is called to order for offensive words in debate, the member calling for order 
must report the words to which exception is taken and the Clerk must record them. A member must not be held to answer, or be 
subject to censure of the House, for language used in debate unless exception is taken before another member speaks or other business 
takes place.

2.32 ORDER IN DEBATE. Except for the member who offered the motion, amendment, or proposition under consideration, a 
member must not speak more than twice on the subject, without leave of the House, nor more than once until every other member 
wishing to speak on the subject has had an opportunity to do so.

2.33 ORDER DURING SESSION. A member must not walk out of or across the Chamber while the Speaker is putting the ques-
tion. A member must not engage in private conversation while another member is speaking or pass between a speaking member and 
the Chair. A member must not disrupt order and decorum in the Chamber by possessing or using any audiovisual display, including 
but not limited to placards, signs, photographs, visual aids, or the use of any video images or audio, except for such items that are 
distributed to members at their desks for the purpose of conducting business of the day.

2.34 PERSONS BY THE CHIEF CLERK’S DESK DURING VOTE. No person may remain by the Chief Clerk’s desk during a 
roll call vote.

2.39 EXECUTIVE BRANCH OR LOBBYIST PRESENCE IN COMMITTEE. No House committee, division or subcommittee 
shall permit any member or staff of the executive branch, registered lobbyist, or lobbyist principal, to be seated at the committee table 
with members of the House during official proceedings of committees of the House.

2.40 ADMITTANCE TO FLOOR. No person other than a member may be admitted to the House Chamber, except: properly 
authorized employees; the Chief Executive and ex-governors of the State of Minnesota; members of the Senate; heads of departments 
of the state government; judges of the Supreme Court, Court of Appeals, and District Courts; members of Congress; those persons 
invited to address the body or a joint convention of the house and senate, and guests for such an address or joint convention; a family 
member of a member; and properly accredited representatives of radio and television stations, newspapers and press associations, as 
provided for in these Rules.

Any other person may be issued a permit by the Speaker good for the day, but that person must be seated near the Speaker’s rostrum, 
and must not engage in conversation that disturbs the business of the House. Before issuing a permit, the Speaker must make certain 
that the person does not seek the floor of the House to influence decisions of the House.
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The alcoves in the Chambers are for the use of members only, and the Sergeant at Arms must keep them clear of others.

From one hour before the time the House is scheduled to convene until one hour after the House adjourns for the day, the retiring 
room is reserved for the exclusive use of the members and employees of the House. As long as the Senate prohibits entry of House 
members into its retiring room, no Senators may enter the House retiring room during the time it is reserved for exclusive use of 
members and employees. A committee or division meeting must not be held there except emergency meetings authorized by the 
Speaker. The Sergeant at Arms must strictly enforce this provision.

Unless an extraordinary condition exists the Speaker must not entertain a request to suspend this Rule or present the request of a 
member for unanimous consent to suspend this Rule.

2.41 MEDIA NEWS REPORTERS. Accredited representatives of the press, press associations, and radio and television stations 
must be given equal press privileges by the House. A person wishing to report proceedings of the House may apply to the Chief 
Sergeant at Arms for a media pass and assignment to suitable available space. The Sergeant may coordinate the issuance of media 
passes with the appropriate senate authority.

Television stations must be permitted to televise sessions of the House. Media representatives must be allowed access to both wells in 
the gallery of the House chambers.

2.42 LOBBYISTS. (a) A lobbyist as defined under Minnesota Statutes, section 10A.01, subdivision 21, shall not appear before a 
House committee pursuant to the lobbyist’s employment unless the lobbyist is in compliance with the law requiring lobbyist registra-
tion, Minnesota Statutes, sections 10A.03 to 10A.06. A lobbyist, when appearing before a committee, shall disclose to the committee 
on whose behalf the lobbyist speaks and the purpose of the lobbyist’s appearance.

(b) A lobbyist shall not knowingly, either directly or through a third party, furnish false or misleading information or make a false or 
misleading statement that is relevant and material to a matter before the House or any of its committees, subcommittees, or divisions 
when the lobbyist knows or should know it will influence the judgment or action of the House or any of its committees, subcommit-
tees, or divisions.

(c) The Committee on Ethics shall investigate a complaint by a member of the House in writing under oath received before adjourn-
ment sine die in the last year of a House term or during a special session held after that time that a lobbyist has violated Rule 2.42. 
The investigatory procedures of Rule 6.10 apply, except as provided in this rule. The complaint and proceedings on the complaint 
are private until the Committee has found probable cause to believe that a violation of Rule 2.42 has occurred, unless they are made 
public by the lobbyist whose conduct is the subject of the complaint or by the vote of at least three members of the Committee.

ARTICLE 3 - MOTIONS, AMENDMENTS, AND OTHER PROPOSITIONS

3.01 AMENDMENTS AND OTHER MOTIONS. An amendment or other motion must not be debated until after it is stated by 
the Speaker.

After an amendment or other motion is stated by the Speaker it is in possession of the House, but the mover may withdraw it at 
any time before it is amended or decided. If an amendment has been withdrawn by the chief author it may not be offered by another 
member. Unless a motion, resolution, or amendment is withdrawn on the day it is made, it must be entered in the Journal, with the 
name of the member offering it.

Except as otherwise permitted by the Speaker, an amendment or other motion must be in writing, and five copies of it must be given 
to the Chief Clerk.

3.02 ORDER OF PUTTING QUESTION; FILLING BLANKS. Except for a privileged question, questions before the House or 
a committee or division must be put in the order they are moved. In filling a blank, a motion for the largest sum or the longest time 
must be put first.

3.03 DIVISION OF A QUESTION. A member may request the division of a question that contains more than one separate and 
distinct point. A motion to strike and insert is not divisible. The failure of a motion to strike does not preclude another motion to 
amend or to strike and insert.

3.10 PRECEDENCE OF MOTIONS. While a question is under consideration, only the following motions may be received:

(1) To fix the time of adjournment

(2) To adjourn

(3) To lay on the table

(4) For the previous question

(5) To refer

(6) To postpone to a day certain

(7) To amend

(8) To postpone indefinitely

(9) To pass

The first four motions must be decided without debate.

The motions have precedence in the order listed, except that if the motion for the previous question has been properly made, and 
properly supported, and the main question ordered, the motion to lay on the table is not in order.

3.11 MOTION TO ADJOURN. A motion to adjourn is always in order except during a roll call.

After a motion to adjourn is made, before putting the question, the Speaker may permit any member to state reasons why adjourn-
ment might be improper at that time. A statement is not debatable and must be limited to two minutes.

3.12 MOTION TO LAY ON THE TABLE. A motion to lay on the table is not in order on a motion to amend, except that a mo-
tion to amend the Rules may be tabled.

3.13 THE PREVIOUS QUESTION. The previous question may be moved by a member who is supported by 15 members.
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If the motion for the previous question is ordered by a majority of members present, its effect is to put an end to all debate and bring 
the House to direct vote upon the question.

Before the presiding officer submits a motion for the previous question to the House, a call of the House is in order. After a majority 
has ordered the previous question, a call of the House is not in order before the decision on the main question.

When the previous question is decided in the negative, the main question remains under debate until it is disposed of by a vote on the 
question, by a subsequent motion calling for the previous question under this Rule, or in some other manner.

All incidental questions of order arising after a motion is made for the previous question and before the vote on the main question 
must be decided without debate.

3.14 MOTION TO RECONSIDER. After a question is decided either in the affirmative or negative, a member who voted with the 
prevailing side may move to reconsider it. The motion must be made on the same day the vote was taken or on either of the next two 
days that the House meets in session and has possession of the matter. The motion may be made at any time in the Order of Business. 
It takes precedence over any other question except a motion to adjourn. The motion to reconsider must not be made if the document, 
bill, resolution, message, report or other subject of official action on which the vote was taken has left the possession of the House.

If a motion to reconsider fails, it must not be renewed.

3.15 MOTION TO RESCIND. A motion to rescind is not in order at any time in any proceeding in the House or in any committee 
or division of the House.

3.20 AMENDMENTS TO AMENDMENTS. An amendment may be amended, but an amendment to an amendment must not be 
amended.

3.21 MOTIONS AND PROPOSITIONS MUST BE GERMANE. (a) A motion or proposition on a subject different from that 
under consideration must not be admitted under guise of its being an amendment. A motion, amendment, or other proposition offered 
to the House is out of order if it is not germane to the matter under consideration. Whether a proposition is germane to the matter 
under consideration is a question to be decided by the presiding officer, who may put the question to the House.

(b) An amendment to an amendment on the House floor must relate only to the primary amendment, without introducing any new 
subject.

3.22 AMENDMENT TO INCREASE AN APPROPRIATION OR TAX. (a) The concurrence of a majority of the whole House, 
determined by a roll call vote, is required to adopt an amendment increasing an appropriation or a tax.

(b) An amendment to an amendment may not increase a tax or a fee, unless the underlying amendment increases the tax or fee in 
question.

3.23 CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS. A constitutional amendment may not be offered as an amendment to a bill on the 
floor.

3.30 EXPENDITURE OF HOUSE FUNDS. The concurrence of a majority of the whole House, determined by a roll call vote, is 
required for favorable action on a resolution or motion involving the expenditure of money appropriated by the Legislature to the 
House. The resolution or motion must be referred to the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration before being acted on 
by the House.

3.33 AMENDMENTS MUST BE PREFILED. (a) An amendment on a bill being considered on the Calendar for the Day or the 
Fiscal Calendar is out of order unless the amendment has been filed with the Chief Clerk by 12:00 noon on the calendar day prior to 
the calendar day the bill next can be considered on the Calendar for the Day or the Fiscal Calendar. If a bill next can be considered by 
the House on the Calendar for the Day or the Fiscal Calendar on a Monday, an amendment must be filed by 12:00 noon on the prior 
Friday. An amendment is not out of order under this Rule if it is a technical or revisor’s change to a bill or an amendment. Whether 
an amendment is a technical or revisor’s change is a question to be decided by the presiding officer, who may put the question to the 
House.

(b) Paragraph (a) applies to an amendment to a bill only if by 12:00 noon on the day before the deadline for filing amendments the 
following has occurred:

(1) the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration has designated the bill for inclusion on the Calendar for the Day or a 
chair has announced intention to place the bill on the Fiscal Calendar; and

(2) the version of the bill that will be considered on the Calendar for the Day or the Fiscal Calendar is available to members.

(c) Substitution of language in the House version of a bill for language in the Senate companion bill is not an amendment for pur-
poses of this Rule if notice of the chief author’s intent to substitute the House language is given when a bill is placed on the Calendar 
for the Day or when a chair announces intention to place the bill on the Fiscal Calendar.

(d) When an amendment is filed with the Chief Clerk, the Chief Clerk must have the amendment posted on the House Web site as 
soon as is practical. The Speaker may specify procedures for filing amendments under this Rule.

(e) An amendment to a prefiled amendment on a bill is out of order unless the amendment to the amendment has been filed with the 
Chief Clerk six hours after the prefiling deadline under paragraph (a). An amendment to a prefiled amendment is not out of order un-
der this Rule if it is a technical or conforming change to a prefiled amendment. Whether an amendment is a technical or conforming 
change to a prefiled amendment is a question to be decided by the presiding officer, who may put the question to the House.

(f ) An amendment to a bill or a prefiled amendment must include a stamp indicating the date and time that the amendment was 
drafted.

(g) This Rule may be waived or the deadlines in this Rule may be extended for an individual bill, or waived for all bills after a certain 
date, by the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration.

(h) If the Calendar for the Day or the Fiscal Calendar is continued, the prefiling period must be reopened in accordance with para-
graphs (a) to (e) of this rule, unless the prefiling period is waived or extended under paragraph (g) of this rule.

(i) This prefiling requirement applies when the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration announces a date in advance, for 
adoption of the permanent House or Joint Rules.
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Paragraph (i) applies to an amendment to House or Joint Rules, or an amendment to an amendment, only if by 12:00 noon on the 
day before the deadline for filing such amendments the following has occurred:

(1) the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration has designated the House or Joint Rules for debate on the House Floor; 
and

(2) the version of the House or Joint Rules that will be considered on the House Floor is available to members.

ARTICLE 4 - BILLS AND RESOLUTIONS

4.01 BILL AND RESOLUTION FORM. A bill or resolution must not be introduced until it has been examined and approved 
by the Revisor of Statutes as to form and compliance with these Rules and the Joint Rules of the House and Senate. The Revisor’s 
approval must be endorsed on the bill or resolution.

A bill that is divided into articles may include or be accompanied by a table of contents.

4.02 RESOLUTIONS. A statement of facts being forwarded for action to a governmental official, agency, or body or other similar 
proposal is a memorial and must be introduced in the same form and take the same course as a bill. A joint resolution and any resolu-
tion requiring the signature of the governor must be introduced in the same form and take the same course as a bill.

A resolution must not authorize expenditure from any source other than the money appropriated by the Legislature to the House.

Congratulatory resolutions do not require consideration or adoption by the House.

A resolution must not be changed to a bill, and a bill must not be changed to a resolution.

4.03 WAYS AND MEANS COMMITTEE; BUDGET RESOLUTION; EFFECT ON EXPENDITURE AND REVENUE 
BILLS. (a) The Committee on Ways and Means must hold hearings as necessary to determine state expenditures and revenues for 
the fiscal biennium.

(b) Within 25 days after the last state general fund revenue and expenditure forecast for the next fiscal biennium becomes available 
during the regular session in the odd-numbered year, the Committee on Ways and Means must adopt a budget resolution. The 
budget resolution: (1) must set the maximum limit on net expenditures for the next fiscal biennium for the general fund, (2) must set 
an amount or amounts to be set aside as a budget reserve and a cash flow account, (3) must set net spending limits for each budget 
category represented by the major finance and revenue bills identified in paragraph (e), and (4) may set limits for expenditures from 
funds other than the general fund. The budget resolution must not specify, limit, or prescribe revenues or expenditures by any category 
other than those specified in clauses (1), (2), (3), and (4). After the Committee adopts the budget resolution, the limits in the resolu-
tion are effective during the regular session in the year in which the resolution is adopted, unless a different or amended resolution is 
adopted.

(c) During the regular session in the even-numbered year, before the Committee on Ways and Means reports a bill containing net 
increases or decreases in expenditures as compared to general fund expenditures in the current fiscal biennium estimated by the most 
recent state budget forecast, the Committee may adopt a budget resolution. If adopted, the resolution must account for the net chang-
es in expenditures. The resolution may also (1) set limits for changes in net expenditures for each budget category represented by the 
major finance and revenue bills identified in paragraph (e), and (2) set limits for expenditures from funds other than the general fund.

If the Committee adopts a budget resolution, it is effective during the regular session that year, unless a different or amended resolu-
tion is adopted.

(d) The major finance or revenue bills may be combined or separated by a majority vote of either the Committee on Ways and Means 
or the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration. Combined or separated bills must conform to the limits in the resolution 
as those limits apply to the accounts in those bills.

(e) Major finance and revenue bills are:

the agriculture finance bill; the capital investment bill; the climate and energy finance bill; the commerce finance bill; the children and 
families finance bill; the economic development finance bill; the elections finance bill; the environment and natural resources finance 
bill; the health finance bill; the higher education finance bill; the housing finance bill; the human services finance bill; the judiciary 
finance bill; the education finance bill; the labor and industry finance bill; the legacy finance bill; the public safety finance bill; the 
state and local government finance bill; the tax bill; the transportation finance bill; the veterans and military affairs finance bill; and 
the workforce development finance bill. (f ) After the adoption of a resolution by the Committee on Ways and Means, each finance 
committee, and the Committee on Taxes must reconcile each bill described in Rule 4.10 with the resolution. When reporting a 
finance or revenue bill, each committee or division must provide to the Committee on Ways and Means a fiscal statement reconciling 
the bill with the resolution.

(g) After the adoption of a resolution by the Committee on Ways and Means, the Committee on Ways and Means must reconcile 
finance and revenue bills with the resolution. When reporting a bill, the chair of the Committee must certify to the House that the 
Committee has reconciled the bill with the resolution.

(h) After the adoption of a resolution by the Committee on Ways and Means, an amendment to a bill is out of order if it would cause 
any of the limits specified in the resolution to be exceeded. Whether an amendment is out of order under this Rule is a question to be 
decided on the Floor by the Speaker or other presiding officer and in Committee or Division by the person chairing the Committee 
or Division meeting. In making the determination, the Speaker or other presiding officer or the Committee or Division chair may 
consider: (1) the limits in a resolution; (2) the effect of existing laws on revenues and expenditures; (3) the effect of amendments 
previously adopted to the bill under consideration; (4) the effect of bills previously recommended by a Committee or Division or bills 
previously passed in the legislative session by the House or by the legislature; (5) whether expenditure increases or revenue decreases 
that would result from the amendment are offset by decreases in other expenditures or increases in other revenue specified by the 
amendment; and (6) other information reasonably related to expenditure and revenue amounts.

(i) After a resolution is adopted by the Committee on Ways and Means, the Committee must make available a summary of the 
estimated fiscal effect on the general fund of each bill that has been referred to the Committee on Ways and Means by a finance 
committee or a division of a finance committee, or the Committee on Taxes and of each bill that has been reported by the Committee 
on Ways and Means.

4.05 AMENDMENT LIMITS. An amendment to a bill that has received its second reading and is being considered by the House 
is out of order if that amendment would increase the spending or spending base from any fund from which appropriations are made 
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in that bill, or would increase the spending or spending base in total from all funds in the bill or in the bill with the proposed amend-
ment. This rule is only in effect when a budget resolution adopted under Rule 4.03 is not in effect.

In the absence of an adopted budget resolution, this rule does not apply after the last Thursday on which the Legislature can meet in 
regular session in odd-numbered years, and after the last Thursday on which the Legislature intended, when it adopted the concurrent 
resolution required by Joint Rule 2.03, to meet in regular session in even-numbered years, or after a date specified by the Committee 
on Rules and Legislative Administration.

This provision does not apply when a Senate bill is accepted for substitution under Rule 1.15, or in the event that the language that 
was in the House version of the bill prior to a substitution under Rule 1.15, is adopted in its entirety as an amendment to a Senate file 
received by the House.

4.10 BILLS AFFECTING STATE REVENUES AND EXPENDITURES. (a) Except as provided in Rule 1.15, a House or Senate 
bill that directly, substantially, and specifically affects any present or future financial obligation, budget policy, or revenue of the State 
must be referred as provided in paragraphs (b) and (c) to the appropriate Committee before the bill receives its second reading. A 
bill that negligibly affects any present or future financial obligation, budget policy, or revenue of the State is not subject to mandatory 
referral under this rule.

(b) A bill subject to paragraph (a) reported by a finance committee must, if recommended to pass, be subsequently referred to the 
Ways and Means Committee, unless the bill has a negligible fiscal impact and is subject to direct reference to the Floor under Rule 
6.05.

(c) A bill with a substantial impact on the tax revenues or tax policies of the State must be referred to the Committee on Taxes. A bill 
reported by the Committee on Taxes containing a substantial fiscal impact must be referred to the Committee on Ways and Means. 
For purposes of this paragraph, “tax” excludes any fee, charge, exaction, or assessment, a primary purpose of which is to recover direct 
or indirect costs incurred by the state or other governmental entity or as a payment for benefits received.

(d) The chairs of the Committees on Taxes and Ways and Means shall advise the Speaker on the application of this rule and may 
determine whether or not any given piece of legislation must be referred to the committee they chair.

4.11 REVENUE BILLS TO ORIGINATE IN HOUSE. All bills for raising revenue shall originate in the House, but the Senate 
may propose and concur with the amendments as on other bills.

4.12 BILLS AFFECTING DEBT AND CAPITAL PROJECTS. The Committee on Capital Investment has jurisdiction over 
legislation affecting debt obligations issued by the state and capital projects of the state, including the planning, acquiring and bet-
tering of public lands and buildings and other state projects of a capital nature. Except as provided in Rule 1.15, a House or Senate 
bill that directly and specifically affects debt obligations or capital projects of the state must be referred to the Committee on Capital 
Investment before the bill receives its second reading.

Referral is not required by this Rule if the bill deals primarily with the financing of state capital facilities using trunk highway funds, 
with transportation projects financed without debt obligations of the state, or with the local financing of capital facilities of local 
governments. Referral is not required by this Rule if the bill has a negligible effect on debt obligations and capital projects of the 
state as determined by the chair of the Committee on Ways and Means, in conjunction with the chair of the Committee on Capital 
Investment. Referral is not required by this Rule if the bill is a major finance or revenue bill identified in Rule 4.03, unless the bill 
directly and specifically affects debt obligations of the state, but if a major finance or revenue bill contains a provision that directly and 
specifically affects capital projects of the state, the chair of the finance or tax committee reporting the bill must notify the chair of the 
Committee on Ways and Means and the chair of the Committee on Capital Investment of the provision before the bill is considered 
by the House.

The Speaker, by announcement, must assign to each finance committee the appropriate jurisdiction for recommendations on debt 
obligations and capital projects of the state. Finance committees must submit recommendations within their jurisdiction to the Com-
mittee on Capital Investment for further disposition.

A bill with a fiscal effect reported by the Committee on Capital Investment must be accompanied by a statement of its fiscal effect, 
is exempt from the referral required by Rule 4.10, is subject to the same committee deadlines as the Committee on Ways and Means, 
and must be referred to the Committee on Ways and Means. This referral is not required if the bill has a negligible fiscal effect, as 
determined by the chair of the Committee on Capital Investment with the concurrence of the chair of the Committee on Ways and 
Means.

4.14 BILLS PROPOSING MEMORIALS. A bill or amendment that proposes to have a memorial placed in the Capitol area must 
be referred to the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration.

4.15 BILLS PROPOSING CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS. A House or Senate bill that proposes a constitutional 
amendment must be referred to the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration before it receives its second reading. When 
reporting such a bill, a committee or division, other than the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration, must recommend 
re-referral to the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration.

4.16 BILLS AFFECTING GOVERNMENT DATA PRACTICES. The Committee on Judiciary Finance and Civil Law has juris-
diction over a House or Senate bill that substantially affects either Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 13, or other government data practices 
statutes. Except as otherwise provided in this Rule and Rule 1.15, a bill that is within the jurisdiction of the Committee on Judiciary 
Finance and Civil Law must be referred to that committee before it receives its second reading. A committee or division reporting 
such a bill must recommend its re-referral to the Committee on Judiciary Finance and Civil Law if reporting before the deadline for 
action on the bill by that committee; if reporting after the deadline, the committee or division must recommend re-referral to the 
Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration. The re-referral requirement of this Rule does not apply to a bill if the Commit-
tee on Judiciary Finance and Civil Law already has approved the bill or the substance of the matter that otherwise would require re-
referral under this Rule. The Chair of the Committee on Judiciary Finance and Civil Law shall advise the Speaker on the application 
of this Rule and may determine whether or not a bill must be referred to the Committee under this Rule.

4.18 REFERRALS. Referral of a bill or a resolution to a subcommittee or division of a Committee is optional, and is determined by 
the Chair of the Committee.

4.20 DISPOSITION OF BILLS DURING INTERIM. Adjournment of the regular session in an odd-numbered year to a day 
certain in the next year is the same as daily adjournment except that a bill on the Calendar for the Day, Fiscal Calendar, or General 
Register must be returned to the standing committee or division that last acted on the bill.
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4.30 RECALLING BILL FROM COMMITTEE OR DIVISION. A bill or resolution may be recalled from a committee or divi-
sion at any time by majority vote of the whole House, be given a second reading and be placed on the General Register. A motion to 
recall a bill or resolution is in order only under the order of business “Motions and Resolutions.” This Rule does not apply in a special 
session or after the deadline for committee reports on House files.

4.31 TIME LIMIT TO CONSIDER BILLS. If 20 legislative days after a bill has been referred to a committee or division (other 
than the Committee on Ways and Means, the Committee on Taxes, or a division of one of those committees) a report has not been 
made on it by the committee or division, its chief author may request that it be returned to the House. The request must be entered in 
the Journal.

The committee or division must vote on the bill requested within ten calendar days after the day of the request.

If the committee or division fails to vote on it within ten days, the chief author may present a written demand to the Speaker for its 
immediate return to the House. The demand must be presented within five calendar days after the day that the committee or division 
is required to vote. If the demand is presented in the time allowed, it must be entered in the Journal and is the demand of the House. 
The bill is then considered to be in the possession of the House and must be given its second reading and placed on the General 
Register.

The bill may be re-referred by a majority vote of the whole House. If the motion to re-refer is made on the day of the demand or on 
the next House legislative day, the motion takes precedence over all other motions except privileged motions and is in order at any 
time.

ARTICLE 5 - PARLIAMENTARY PRACTICE

5.01 SUSPENSION OR AMENDMENT OF THE RULES. The concurrence of two-thirds of the whole House is required to 
suspend or amend a Rule of the House, except that any amendment to the Rules reported by the Committee on Rules and Legislative 
Administration may be adopted by a majority of the whole House.

Except as provided in Rule 5.02, a motion to suspend or amend any Rule of the House must be made under the order of business 
“Motions and Resolutions.” If the motion is made at another time, unanimous consent is required before the Speaker may entertain 
the motion.

A motion to suspend the Rules, together with the subject matter to which it pertains, is debatable, but the previous question may be 
applied to the motion under Rule 3.13.

5.02 SUSPENSION OF RULES TO ADVANCE A BILL. A bill must be reported on three different days as provided in Rule 1.04, 
except that in case of urgency, a two-thirds majority of the whole House may suspend this requirement. A motion to suspend the 
Rules to advance a bill for consideration out of its regular order is in order under the order of business “Motions and Resolutions” or at 
any time the bill is before the House. The motion must be presented to the Speaker in writing and must describe the status of the bill.

5.03 DEFINITIONS. In these Rules the terms “majority vote” and “vote of the House” mean a majority of members present for the 
vote. The term “vote of the whole House” means a majority of all the members elected to the House.

Singular words used in these Rules include the plural, unless the context indicates a contrary intention.

5.04 AUTHORIZED MANUAL OF PARLIAMENTARY PROCEDURE. “Mason’s Manual of Legislative Procedure” governs 
the House in all applicable cases if it is not inconsistent with these Rules, the Joint Rules of the Senate and House of Representatives, 
or established custom and usage.

5.05 CONFLICT OF RULES. When there is a conflict between a single House Rule and a single Joint Rule, the Speaker shall make 
a ruling as to which applies.

ARTICLE 6 - COMMITTEES, DIVISIONS, AND REPORTS

6.01 COMMITTEES AND DIVISIONS. Standing committees and divisions of the House must be appointed by the Speaker as 
follows:

Agriculture Finance and Policy;  Capital Investment;  Children and Families Finance and Policy;  Climate and Energy Finance 
and Policy;  Commerce Finance and Policy;  Economic Development Finance and Policy;  Education Finance;  Education Policy;  
Elections Finance and Policy;  Environment and Natural Resources Finance and Policy;  Ethics;  Health Finance and Policy;  Higher 
Education Finance and Policy;  Housing Finance and Policy;  Human Services Finance;  Human Services Policy;  Judiciary Finance 
and Civil Law;  Labor and Industry Finance and Policy;  Legacy Finance;  Public Safety Finance and Policy;  Rules and Legislative 
Administration;  State and Local Government Finance and Policy;  Sustainable Infrastructure Policy;  Taxes;       Property Tax 
Division;  Transportation Finance and Policy;  Veterans and Military Affairs Finance and Policy;  Ways and Means;  Workforce 
Development Finance and Policy.

6.02 COMMITTEE, SUBCOMMITTEE, AND DIVISION MEMBERSHIP. At least 30 days before the start of a regular session 
of the Legislature, the Speaker-designate must provide the minority political party caucuses with a list of the standing committees, 
subcommittees, and divisions proposed for the session. The Speaker-designate must prescribe the number of minority caucus members 
to be appointed to each committee, subcommittee, and division and may require general membership guidelines to be followed in the 
selection of committee, subcommittee, and division members.

If the minority leader submits to the Speaker-designate, at least 15 days before the start of the session, a list of proposed committee, 
subcommittee, and division assignments for the minority caucus that complies with the numbers and guidelines provided, the Speaker 
must make the proposed assignments with the purpose of attaining proportionate representation on the committees, subcommittees, 
and divisions for the minority caucus.

A committee of the House must not have exclusive membership from one profession, occupation or vocation. Members of a subcom-
mittee of a standing committee or division appointed by the Speaker need not have members exclusively from that standing commit-
tee or division.

A member must not serve as the chair of the same standing committee or division, or a standing committee, subcommittee, or division 
with substantially the same jurisdiction, during more than the three immediately prior consecutive regular biennial sessions. This Rule 
does not apply to service as chair of the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration.

6.03 APPOINTMENTS TO BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS. Upon the convening of the biennial session, the Speaker must 
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notify the members of the House of each board or commission to which a member of the House may be appointed by the Speaker. 
The Speaker must request advice from the minority leader on these appointments.

6.04 SUBCOMMITTEES. The chair of a committee or division must appoint the chair and members of each subcommittee with 
the advice and consent of the Speaker. The chair or the committee or division may refer bills to a subcommittee. A subcommittee may 
exercise the authority delegated to it by the chair or by the committee or division.

6.05 DIVISIONS. (a) If the Speaker or the House refers a bill to a division, the bill remains in that division until the House moves 
the bill from the division or approves a report from the division that moved the bill from that division. A division report under this 
paragraph is subject to Rule 6.30.

(b) The chair of a committee may refer a bill within the possession of the committee to a division of that committee. When the chair 
refers a bill to a division under this paragraph, the chair may recall the bill from the division. A committee chair referring or recalling 
a bill under this paragraph must give written notice of the referral or recall as soon as possible to the Chief Clerk for publication. To 
the extent practical, the Chief Clerk must attempt to provide notice on the House Web site of referrals and recalls of bills under this 
paragraph.

(c) The chair of a division must cause division records to be kept in a manner consistent with Rule 6.24.

(d) Division meetings are subject to Rule 6.20.

(e) Divisions are subject to Rule 6.21.

6.10 THE COMMITTEE ON ETHICS. The Speaker must appoint a Committee on Ethics consisting of four members: two 
members from the majority political party caucus, and two from the minority caucus. One alternate from each caucus must also be 
appointed. The committee must adopt written procedures, which must include due process requirements, for handling complaints and 
issuing guidelines.

A complaint may be brought about conduct by a member that violates a rule or administrative policy of the House, that violates ac-
cepted norms of House behavior, that betrays the public trust, or that tends to bring the House into dishonor or disrepute.

A complaint about a member’s conduct must present with specificity the factual evidence supporting the complaint. A complaint must 
be in writing, under oath and signed by two or more members of the House, and submitted to the Speaker. Before submitting the 
complaint to the Speaker, the complainants must cause a copy of it and any supporting materials to be delivered to any member named 
in the complaint. Within seven days after receiving a complaint, the Speaker must refer the complaint to the Ethics Committee for 
processing by the committee according to its rules of procedure.

The existence and substance of a complaint, including any supporting materials, and all proceedings, meetings, hearings, and records 
of the Ethics Committee are public; except that the committee, upon a majority vote of the whole committee, may meet in executive 
session to consider or determine the question of probable cause, to consider a member’s medical or other health records, or to protect 
the privacy of a victim or a third party.

A complaint of a breach of confidentiality by a member or employee of the House must be immediately referred by the Speaker to the 
Ethics Committee for disciplinary action.

The committee must act in an investigatory capacity and may make recommendations regarding complaints submitted to the Speaker 
before adjournment sine die. With the approval of the Speaker, the committee may retain a retired judge or other nonpartisan legal 
advisor to advise and assist the committee, as the committee considers appropriate and necessary in the circumstances of the case, 
in conducting the proceedings and obtaining a complete and accurate understanding of the information relevant to the conduct in 
question.

Ethics Committee recommendations for disciplinary action must be supported by clear and convincing evidence and must be reported 
to the House for final disposition.

6.20 COMMITTEE MEETING SCHEDULE; DEADLINES. The Speaker must prepare and publish a schedule of committee 
meetings, fixing as far as practicable the regular meeting day and time of each committee.

The chair of a committee must give written notice of a special meeting or a change in the regular schedule of meetings. The notice may 
be announced from the desk and must be posted in public notice locations maintained by the House. The notice must be posted at 
least one day in advance of the change.

As far as practicable, the chair of a committee must give three days notice of the date, time, place and agenda for each meeting.

Meeting notices must indicate when alternative media will be used to conduct the meeting.

During the first ten weeks of the session in the odd-numbered year and the first five weeks of the session in the even-numbered year, a 
standing committee must not have a regularly scheduled meeting after noon on Friday, but the Speaker may approve a special meeting 
of a committee during this time.

A committee must not meet between 12:00 midnight and 7:00 a.m.

Only the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration may meet during a daily session of the House without leave.

The House shall establish deadlines for each regular session by resolution.

6.21 COMMITTEE PROCEDURES. Meetings of House committees must be open to the public except for executive sessions that 
the committee on ethics considers necessary under Rule 6.10. For purposes of this requirement, a meeting occurs when a quorum is 
present and action is taken regarding a matter within the jurisdiction of the committee. This requirement does not apply to a meeting 
of members of a committee from the same political party caucus.

A majority of members of a committee is a quorum.

The Rules of the House must be observed in committee if they are applicable.

An amendment offered in committee must be on a subject that is within the jurisdiction of the committee. Whether an amendment is 
on a subject that is within the jurisdiction of the committee is a question to be decided by the person chairing the meeting, who may 
put the question to the committee.

A member of a committee may demand a roll call vote on any bill, resolution, report, motion or amendment before the committee. 
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If a demand is made, the roll must be called. The name of the member demanding the roll call and the vote of each member must be 
recorded in the committee minutes.

A committee may reconsider an action while the matter remains in the possession of the committee. A committee member need not 
have voted with the prevailing side to move to reconsider the action.

The chair of a committee, after consultation with the Speaker, may establish written procedures for the submission of amendments 
to the committee, the setting of committee agendas, and other matters pertaining to the conduct of the committee’s business. Before 
implementing the written procedures, the chair must provide a copy of them to the Speaker and to each member of the House and 
must make copies available to others upon request.

6.22 PUBLIC TESTIMONY. Public testimony from proponents and opponents must be allowed on every bill or resolution before a 
standing committee, division or subcommittee of the House.

6.23 OPEN MEETING ENFORCEMENT. A person may submit to the Speaker a complaint alleging a violation of the open 
meeting requirements of Rule 6.21. The complaint must be in writing. On receiving a complaint, the Speaker, or a person designated 
by the Speaker, must investigate the complaint promptly. If the Speaker concludes, following investigation, that a violation of the open 
meeting Rule may have occurred, the Speaker must refer the complaint to the Committee on Ethics for further proceedings.

6.24 COMMITTEE RECORDS. The chair of a standing committee must cause a committee record to be kept, in the form pre-
scribed by the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration. The record must include the record of committee proceedings on 
each bill referred to the committee and the minutes of the committee and any subcommittees.

The committee and subcommittee minutes must include:

a. the time and place of each hearing or meeting;

b. the names of committee or subcommittee members who are present;

c. the name and address, at the Chair’s discretion, of each person appearing before the committee or subcommittee, together with the 
name and address of the person, association, firm or corporation in whose behalf the appearance is made;

d. the language of each motion, the name of the member making the motion, the result of a vote on the motion, and, on a roll call vote, 
the names of those in favor and those opposed;

e. the date on which a subcommittee is established, the names of its members and the file number of bills referred to it and reported 
by it;

f. other important matters related to the work of the committee or subcommittee.

The minutes must be approved at the next regular meeting of the committee or subcommittee.

At the end of two business days after approval by the committee or subcommittee, copies of the minutes must be filed with the Chief 
Clerk and be open to public inspection in the Chief Clerk’s office and on the House Web site.

At the end of the legislative biennium minutes and other records must be delivered to the Director of the Legislative Reference 
Library.

Audio recordings of Committee and Subcommittee meetings must be made available for public use by the end of the business day fol-
lowing each meeting. The chair of a committee who elects not to release the recording of a committee meeting until the minutes of the 
meeting are approved by the committee must make a copy of the recording available by the end of the next business day after a written 
request for it is made to the committee. The House must keep the recordings of committee meetings available for public use during 
the legislative biennium in which they were created and, at the end of the legislative biennium, must transmit a copy of the recordings 
to the Director of the Legislative Reference Library.

The Legislative Reference Library must keep committee records and recordings available for public use under its rules for eight years 
after the end of the legislative biennium during which the materials were created and then may preserve or dispose of the recordings 
as the Library sees fit.

A person may obtain a copy of a recording during the legislative biennium in which it is created by paying a fee determined by the 
House Controller to cover the cost of preparing the copy. A person may obtain a copy of a recording while it is kept in the Library 
by paying a fee determined by the House Controller to cover the cost of preparing the copy. A person may obtain a copy of a page of 
committee minutes or other records for a fee determined by the House Controller to cover the cost of preparing the copy. A copy of a 
recording must be provided free to a member or staff of the House upon request for use in legislative business.

Testimony and discussion preserved under this Rule are not intended to be admissible in a court or administrative proceeding on an 
issue of legislative intent.

6.30 COMMITTEE REPORTS. The House must adopt or reject a committee report on a bill or resolution without amendment.

The chair of a standing committee reporting to the House on a bill or resolution must use the form provided for committee reports. 
Each bill or resolution must be reported separately. The report must state the action taken by the committee and the date of the action. 
The report must be authenticated by the signature of the chair, who may give their approval electronically. 

Before a committee reports favorably on a bill or resolution, the chair must see that the form of the bill or resolution conforms to these 
Rules and the Joint Rules of the House and Senate.

Except during the last seven legislative days in a year, the committee report and any minority report must be submitted to the Chief 
Clerk at least four hours before the convening of the daily session. The Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration may 
report at any time.

6.31 SUBSTITUTION OF BILLS. A standing or special committee or division or its members must not report a substitute for a 
bill referred to the committee or division if the substitute relates to a different subject, is intended to accomplish a different purpose, 
or requires a title essentially different from that of the bill referred. If the House is advised that a substitute bill reported to the House 
violates this Rule, the report must not be adopted.

6.32 MINORITY REPORTS. A minority report must be made separately from the majority report and must be considered before 
the majority report. If the minority report is adopted the majority report must not be considered. If the minority report is not adopted 
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the majority report must then be considered.

6.40 REPORTS OF CONFERENCE COMMITTEES. A conference committee may report at any time and may meet during a 
daily session of the House without leave. A conference committee report must be electronically available or printed. House conferees 
may give their approval electronically.

A conference committee report must include only subject matter contained in the House or Senate versions of the bill for which that 
conference committee was appointed, or like subject matter contained in a bill passed by the House or Senate. The member presenting 
the conference committee report to the House must disclose all substantive changes from the House version of the bill. A conference 
committee report may only be signed electronically if the conference committee has met consistent with Joint Rules 2.06 at least once.

6.50 COMMITTEE OR DIVISION REPORT LAID OVER. The report of any committee or division may be laid over one day 
and printed in the Journal, if so ordered by the House.

ARTICLE 7 - OFFICERS OF THE HOUSE

7.01 DUTIES AND PRIVILEGES OF THE SPEAKER. The Speaker must preside over the House and has all the powers and 
duties of the presiding officer.

The Speaker must preserve order and decorum. The Speaker may order the lobby or galleries cleared in the case of disorderly conduct 
or other disturbance.

Except as otherwise provided by rule or law, the Speaker has general control of the Chamber of the House and of the corridors, pas-
sages and rooms in the Capitol and State Office Building under the jurisdiction of the House.

The Speaker must sign all acts, addresses, joint resolutions, writs, warrants and subpoenas of the House or issued by order of the 
House. The Speaker must sign all abstracts for the payment of money from funds appropriated by the Legislature to the House; but 
money must not be paid unless the abstract is also signed by the Controller of the House. Abstracts for compensation of members 
must be signed by the Chief Clerk pursuant to law.

The Speaker must appoint the Chief Sergeant at Arms or must designate that officer from among the Sergeants at Arms elected by 
the House or appointed by the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration.

When an elected office of the House becomes vacant, the Speaker must designate a person to exercise the powers and discharge the 
duties of the office as necessary until a successor is elected by the House.

7.02 SUCCESSOR IN OFFICE OF SPEAKER. When the office of Speaker becomes vacant, the Chair of the Committee on Rules 
and Legislative Administration has the powers and must discharge the duties of the office as necessary, until a Speaker is elected by 
the House or until a speaker-designate is selected as provided in this Rule. The House must elect a Speaker when the House is next 
called to order. If the Legislature is not in session, within 30 days after the office of Speaker becomes vacant the Committee on Rules 
and Legislative Administration must meet and select a speaker-designate to exercise the powers and discharge the duties of the office 
as necessary until a Speaker is elected by the House.

7.05 SPEAKER PRO TEMPORE. The Speaker must appoint one or more members as Speaker pro tempore. A Speaker pro tempore 
must preside in the Speaker’s absence. In the absence of the Speaker and a Speaker pro tempore, a member selected by the Speaker 
must preside until the Speaker or Speaker pro tempore returns.

7.06 SPEAKER EMERITUS. Any current member having served the House in the capacity of Speaker will, subsequent to that 
service, be known as Speaker Emeritus, and may perform such ceremonial functions and duties as assigned by the Speaker.

7.10 DUTIES OF CHIEF CLERK. The Chief Clerk has general supervision of all clerical duties pertaining to the business of the 
House. The Chief Clerk must perform, under the direction of the Speaker, all the duties of the office of Chief Clerk. The Chief Clerk 
must keep records showing the status and progress of all bills, memorials and resolutions.

During a temporary absence of the Chief Clerk, the First Assistant Chief Clerk has all the usual responsibilities of the Chief Clerk 
and may sign the daily journal, enrollments, abstracts and other legislative documents.

The Chief Clerk must supervise the engrossment and enrollment of bills. The Chief Clerk must see that a record is kept, by file num-
ber, of the bills introduced in the House that passed both houses and are enrolled.

The Chief Clerk must ensure that locations accessible to the public are available to post a list of committee and subcommittee meet-
ings and any other announcements or notices the House may require.

The Index Clerk, supervised by the Chief Clerk, must prepare an index in which bills may be indexed by topic, number, author, subject, 
section of the statutes amended, committees, divisions, and any other method that will make it a complete and comprehensive index.

The index must be open for public inspection during the legislative session and must be printed in the permanent Journal.

7.20 DUTIES OF THE SERGEANT AT ARMS. The Sergeant at Arms must carry out all orders of the House or the Speaker and 
perform all other services pertaining to the office of Sergeant at Arms, including: maintaining order in the Chamber and other areas 
used for the business of the House and its committees and divisions and members; supervising the entering and exiting from the 
Chamber and the other areas; and promptly delivering messages.

ARTICLE 8 - ADMINISTRATION OF THE HOUSE

8.01 BUDGET AND FINANCIAL AFFAIRS. The House Controller must prepare a biennial budget for the House. The budget 
must be approved by the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration before it is submitted to the State Government Finance 
Committee. By the 15th day of April, July, October, and January of each year, the Controller must submit a detailed report of House 
expenditures during the previous quarter to the Speaker and the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration.

The House Controller must arrange for the purchase of goods and services for the House. The Controller must seek the lowest pos-
sible prices consistent with satisfactory quality and dependability. A contract of the House, or an amendment to a contract, authorizing 
an expenditure of more than $500 must be signed by the Speaker or the Controller. A contract, or an amendment to a contract, 
authorizing an expenditure of up to $500 may be executed by an employee authorized and directed in writing by the Controller to act 
for the Controller on the contract or contracts of its type. A contract or amendment to a contract entered into in violation of this Rule 
is not binding on the House. The House Controller must consult with an adaptive technology expert to identify commercially available 
upgrades for computers and Internet technology that are compatible with adaptive speech technology prior to purchasing upgrades.
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Employees of the House must be reimbursed for actual expenses in the same manner as state employees.

During session, for travel away from the Capitol, members must be reimbursed for actual expenses, in addition to per diem expense 
allowances, in the manner and amount prescribed by the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration.

8.02 MEMBER OFFICES. Members not seeking re-election and members who are not re-elected are required to vacate their House 
offices by December 1 of their last year of service. The Sergeants Office will arrange usable space for these members after their offices 
are vacated, if requested to do so, and shall accommodate all serving members in the event of a special session.

8.10 COMMITTEE AND DIVISION BUDGETS AND EXPENSES. The Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration 
must establish a budget for each standing committee and division of the House for expenses incurred by the committee or division, its 
members, and its staff in conducting its legislative business. Per diem expense allowances paid to members during sessions or at times 
set by the Speaker or the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration must not be charged against the budget. A committee 
or division must not incur expenses in excess of its authorized budget.

All charges against the committee or division budget must be approved by the chair before payment is made.

8.20 APPOINTMENT OF EMPLOYEES. The Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration must designate the position 
of and appoint each employee of the House and set the compensation of each officer and employee. A record of the appointments, 
including positions and compensation, must be kept in the office of the House Controller and must be available for inspection by the 
public.

The Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration must establish the procedure for filling employment vacancies when the 
Legislature is not in session.

An employee of the House may be assigned to other duties, suspended or discharged at any time by the Committee on Rules and 
Legislative Administration.

8.30 LEGAL REPRESENTATION. An employee of the nonpartisan House Research Department may not represent the House or 
its members as counsel of record, in a judicial or administrative proceeding.

ARTICLE 9 - CONDUCT

9.01 CODE OF CONDUCT. The Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration, after receiving the recommendation of the 
Committee on Ethics, must establish and maintain a code of conduct for members, officers and employees of the House.

9.05 CAMPAIGN ACTIVITIES. An employee of the House must not participate in campaign activity during working hours. An 
employee must not be obliged to participate in campaign activities as a condition of employment. A member is not an employee of the 
House for purposes of this Rule. House equipment must not be used for campaign activities. The Committee on Rules and Legislative 
Administration must define the terms of and implement this Rule.

9.10 SOLICITATIONS DURING LEGISLATIVE SESSION. During regular or special session, a member of the House, a politi-
cal party caucus, the member’s principal campaign committee, a political committee with the member’s name or title, or a committee 
authorized by the member that benefits the member, must not solicit or accept a contribution from a registered lobbyist, corporation, 
labor union, political committee, dissolving principal campaign committee, political fund, or a tribal organization.

A member must not accept compensation for lobbying.

9.20 ACCEPTANCE OF AN HONORARIUM BY A MEMBER. A member must not accept an honorarium for a service 
performed for an individual or organization that has a direct interest in the business of the House, including, but not limited to, a reg-
istered lobbyist or an organization a lobbyist represents. The term “honorarium” does not include reimbursement for expenses incurred 
and actually paid by a member in performing a service.

Alleged violations of this Rule must be referred to the Committee on Ethics under Rule 6.10. If the Committee on Ethics finds that 
an honorarium was accepted in violation of this Rule, the Committee must direct its return. If it is not returned, the committee may 
recommend disciplinary action under Rule 6.10.

9.21 ACCEPTANCE OF TRAVEL AND LODGING BY A MEMBER OR EMPLOYEE. A member or employee of the House 
must not accept travel or lodging from any foreign government, private for-profit business, labor union, registered lobbyist, or an 
association thereof, except payment permitted by law of expenses that relate to the member’s or employee’s participation as a legislator 
or legislative employee in a meeting or conference. This Rule does not apply to travel or lodging provided to a member in the regular 
course of the member’s employment or business.

9.30 DENIAL OF COMPENSATION WHILE DETAINED. A member must not receive compensation, mileage, or living 
expenses while the member is incarcerated or on home detention due to a criminal conviction.

9.35 BAN ON LOBBYING. Former state legislators must not register as lobbyists within one year from the date they leave office.

9.40 NO SMOKING IN HOUSE AREAS. Smoking is prohibited in the areas of the Capitol and State Office Building under the 
jurisdiction of the House, including the House Chamber and Retiring Room and galleries, hearing rooms, minor corridors and offices, 
private offices, and lounges.

ARTICLE 10 - REMOTE HOUSE OPERATIONS

10.05 REMOTE HOUSE OPERATIONS.(a) The Minnesota House of Representatives may allow floor and committee procedures 
related to member debate and voting to occur by means of distance voting, remote electronic voting, or voting by other means 
designed to allow legislative operations in urgent or pressing situations.

(b) A member may attend and vote during floor sessions or committee meetings via remote means if practicable, for reasons related to 
the health or safety of the member or the member’s family, and with advance permission of the Speaker of the House of Representa-
tives.

(c) Witnesses may participate in committee hearings via remote means as far as is practicable.

(d) An entirely remote hearing or floor session may not be held without prior approval of the Speaker of the House of Representatives.
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TEMPORARY JOINT RULES OF THE 
SENATE AND HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES

2023-2024

ARTICLE I : JOINT CONVENTIONS

HOW GOVERNED

1.01 The Speaker of the House shall preside at all Conventions of the two houses of the Legislature and shall call the members to 
order. The Chief Clerk of the House shall be the Secretary and the Sergeant at Arms of the House shall be the Sergeant at Arms of 
the Convention.

PRESIDENT’S DUTIES

1.02 The President of the Convention shall preserve order and decorum. The President may speak on all points of order in preference 
to other members and shall decide questions of order, subject to an appeal to the Convention by any member. The President shall rise 
to put a question but may state it while seated.

PRESIDENT’S RIGHT TO VOTE

1.03 The President shall have the right to vote in all cases except appeals from the President’s decisions. The President shall vote last 
on all questions.

STATING QUESTIONS

1.04 Questions shall be put to the Convention in the following form: “As many as are of the opinion that (the question) shall pass, 
say ‘Aye.’” After an affirmative vote is expressed the nays shall be called as follows: “As many as are of the contrary opinion, say ‘No.’” 
If the President is in doubt or a division is called, those in the affirmative shall rise first and those in the negative afterward.

ORDER OF DEBATE

1.05 When any member wishes to speak to the Convention on any matter, the member shall rise and respectfully address the Presi-
dent, and not speak further until recognized. The member shall speak only to the question under debate and avoid personal remarks. 
When two or more members rise at the same time, the President shall designate the member to speak first. No member shall speak 
more than twice on the same question without permission of the Convention.

CALLING MEMBER TO ORDER

1.06 If any member of the Joint Convention is called to order for offensive words in debate, the member calling to order shall report 
the words to which exception is taken and the Secretary shall record them. No member may be called to order for any language used 
in debate if exception is not taken before any other member has spoken or any other business has taken place. A member called to 
order shall immediately sit down unless another member moves to permit the member to explain. In any case, the Joint Convention, 
if appealed to, shall decide without debate. Only if the decision is in favor of the member called to order shall the member be at 
liberty to proceed.

CALL OF THE CONVENTION

1.07 Five members may demand a call of the Convention at any time except after voting has commenced. When such a call is 
demanded, the doors shall be closed, the roll shall be called, the absent members shall be sent for, and no member may be permitted 
to leave the Chamber, unless excused by the President, until the call is lifted. Proceedings under the roll call may be suspended by a 
majority vote of all the members of the Convention. A call of the Convention may be lifted by a majority vote of all the members of 
the Convention.

ELECTIONS

1.08 In all elections by the Joint Convention, members shall vote viva voce and the roll of Senate members shall be called first. 
Whenever there is an election of any officer in Joint Convention, the result shall be certified by the President of the Senate and the 
Speaker of the House and announced by them to their respective houses. The result shall be entered in the Journal of each house and 
communicated to the Governor by the Secretary of the Convention.

NO SMOKING

1.09 No person is permitted to smoke in the Chamber or in the gallery during a Joint Convention.

PARLIAMENTARY PROCEDURE

1.10 The rules of the House shall be the Rules of the Joint Convention of both houses in all cases in which the foregoing rules are not 
applicable.

ARTICLE II : BILLS

FORM

2.01 The title of each bill shall clearly state its subject and briefly state its purpose. When a bill amends or repeals an existing act, the 
title shall refer to the chapter, section or subdivision. Reference shall be made to Minnesota Statutes for the provisions appearing 
therein unless reference to previous session laws is required for some special reason.

Bills shall refer to Minnesota Statutes as follows:

“Minnesota Statutes .........., section ..........”

Bills shall refer to the session laws as follows:

“Laws .........., chapter .........., section ..........”
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A bill for the amendment of a statute shall contain the full text of the section or subdivision to be amended as it appears in the latest 
edition of Minnesota Statutes unless it has been amended, in which event it shall contain the full text as amended.

The words and characters constituting the amending matter shall be inserted in the proper place in the text and underscored. The words 
and characters to be eliminated by the amendment shall be stricken by drawing a line through them. The text of a new section or subdivi-
sion shall also be underscored when a bill amends an existing chapter or section by adding a new section or subdivision. In the omnibus 
appropriation bills required by Joint Rule 2.02, sections making an appropriation or transfer and not amending a statute or session law 
need not have new material underscored. Before a committee favorably reports upon a bill, the chair of the committee shall see that the 
bill conforms to this rule. When a bill is printed in the Journal, the new matter shall be underscored and the matter to be eliminated 
shall be stricken by drawing a line through it. A bill drafted by the Revisor of Statutes for the purposes of correcting errors in Minnesota 
Statutes need not comply with the provisions of this paragraph if the bill is labeled “REVISOR’S BILL” immediately below the title, and 
if there is attached thereto a memorandum of information explaining the reasons for the bill.

If the bill is for an original law and not for an amendment of an existing law, the sections and subdivisions shall be arranged, subdivided, 
and numbered in like manner as Minnesota Statutes. If such a bill assigns to the sections thereof headnotes or identification by the 
decimal system of numbering used in Minnesota Statutes, such headnotes and decimal identification may be submitted by standing com-
mittee chairs to the Revisor of Statutes for examination. Any such headnotes shall be in bold face, and shall be subject to the provisions 
of Minnesota Statutes, section 645.49.

All numbers in titles shall be expressed in figures. All numbers of section or chapter of law shall be in figures. In the body of a bill 
numbers in excess of ten shall be in figures, except for a special reason they may be written, but when written they shall not be followed 
by numbers or parentheses.

A bill may include or be accompanied by a table of contents.

A bill that repeals a statute may include or be accompanied by an appendix containing the full text of the section or subdivision repealed.

A bill containing a constitutional amendment may only contain the statutory language and changes necessary to conduct the constitu-
tional election and to implement the constitutional amendment, should it pass. Extraneous statutory changes or additional topics may 
not be included in a bill proposing a constitutional amendment.

APPROPRIATING MONEY

2.02 The same bill shall not appropriate public money or property to more than one local or private purpose.

No clause appropriating money for a local or private purpose shall be contained in a bill appropriating money for the State government 
or public institutions.

All resolutions authorizing the issuing of abstracts by the Secretary of the Senate or the Chief Clerk of the House for the payment of 
money shall be upon the call of “yeas” and “nays.”  

DEADLINES

2.03 The Legislature shall establish by concurrent resolution deadlines for each regular session. The deadlines do not apply to the House 
committees on Capital Investment, Ways and Means, Finance, Taxes, or Rules and Legislative Administration, nor to the Senate com-
mittees on Capital Investment, Finance, Taxes, or Rules and Administration.

The first deadline is for committees to act favorably on bills in the house of origin.

The second deadline is for committees to act favorably on bills, or companions of bills, that met the first deadline in the other house.

A committee has until the second deadline to act favorably on a bill, or the companion of a bill, that by the first deadline was referred to a 
finance committee. The deadline for a committee of either house to act on a bill that has been recommended favorably by the Legislative 
Commission on Pensions and Retirement is the second committee deadline. The major appropriation bills are exempt from the first two 
deadlines.

The third deadline is for committees to act favorably on major appropriation and finance bills.

When a committee in either house acts favorably on a bill after a deadline established in the concurrent resolution, the bill must be 
referred in the Senate to the Committee on Rules and Administration and in the House of Representatives to the Committee on Rules 
and Legislative Administration for disposition. Either rules committee, when reporting a bill referred to the committee under this rule, 
may waive application of the rule to subsequent actions on that bill by other committees.

All bills necessary to implement the governor’s budget submitted by a state agency or department must be made available for intro-
duction within 15 calendar days after the governor’s budget was submitted. A bill introduced after that date must be referred to the 
Committee on Rules and Administration in the Senate or the Committee on Rules and Legislative Administration in the House of 
Representatives and may not be heard without the approval of that committee.

AMENDING BILLS ORIGINATING IN OTHER HOUSE

2.04 Either house shall have the power to amend any bill, memorial, or resolution passed by the other house.

RECEDING FROM POSITION

2.05 Prior to a Conference Committee on any matter, either house may recede from its position on any difference existing between the 
two houses. In order to recede, and if the matter is not in the possession of a house, that house shall request return of the matter from the 
other house. To recede, a majority of a house shall govern, except in cases otherwise provided in the Constitution. If the question is put 
and lost, it shall not be put again on the same day. A reconsideration of the question shall in all respects be regulated by the rules of that 
house.

CONFERENCE COMMITTEES

2.06 In all cases of disagreement between the Senate and House on amendments adopted by either house to a bill, memorial or resolu-
tion passed by the other house, a Conference Committee consisting of not less than three members nor more than five members from 
each house may be requested by either house. The other house shall appoint a similar committee.

The manner of procedure shall be as follows: The house of origin passes a bill and transmits it to the other body. If the other body adopts 
an amendment to the bill and passes it as amended, it shall return the bill with a record of its actions to the house of origin. If the house 
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of origin refuses to concur in the amendment, it shall ask for a Conference Committee, appoint such a committee on its part, and 
transmit the bill with a record of its action to the other house. If the other house adheres to its amendment, it shall appoint a like 
committee and return the bill to the house of origin.

All Conference Committees shall be open to the public.

As much as practical, meetings of Conference Committees shall be announced as far in advance as possible, with the intent to provide 
a 24-hour notice, and actions taken shall be agreed upon in an open meeting. At an agreed upon hour the Conference Committee 
shall meet. The members from each house shall state to the members from the other house, orally or in writing, the reason for their 
respective positions. The members shall confer thereon. A conference committee may not meet between the hours of midnight and 
7:00 a.m., except that a committee may extend a meeting for up to one hour past midnight by a vote of two-thirds of the members 
appointed to the committee by each house. The chair shall rotate between the Senate and the House of Representatives at least every 
calendar day, Sundays and holidays excepted. The conferees shall report to their respective houses the agreement they have reached, or, 
if none, the fact of a disagreement.

If an agreement is reported, the house of origin shall act first upon the report. A Conference Committee report must be limited to 
provisions that are germane to the bill and amendments that were referred to the Conference Committee. A provision is not germane 
if it relates to a substantially different subject or is intended to accomplish a substantially different purpose from that of the bill and 
amendment that were referred to the Conference Committee.

A Conference Committee report may not appropriate a larger sum of money than the larger of the bill or the amendments that were 
referred to the Conference Committee unless the additional appropriation is authorized by the Speaker of the House of Representa-
tives and the Majority Leader of the Senate.

A Conference Committee report may not delegate rulemaking to a department or agency of state government or exempt a department 
or agency of state government from rulemaking unless the delegation or exemption was included in either the bill or the amendment 
that was referred to the Conference Committee.

A Conference Committee report may not create a new commission, council, task force, board, or other body to which a member of 
the legislature may be appointed unless the body was created in either the bill or the amendment that was referred to the Conference 
Committee.

If the report is adopted and repassed as amended by the Conference Committee by the house of origin, the report, the bill and a 
record of its action shall be transmitted to the other house.

Except after the last Thursday on which the Legislature can meet in regular session in odd-numbered years, and after the last Thursday 
on which the Legislature intended, when it adopted the concurrent resolution required by Rule 2.03, to meet in regular session in 
even-numbered years, a written or electronic copy of a report of a Conference Committee shall be placed on the desk of each member 
of a house, or delivered electronically, twelve hours before action on the report by that house. If the report has been reprinted in the 
Journal of either house for a preceding day and is available to the members, the Journal copy shall serve as the written report. The 
member presenting the Conference Committee report to the body shall disclose, either in writing or orally, the substantial changes 
from the bill or the amendment as they were last before the body.

ENROLLMENT AND SIGNATURE

2.07 After a bill or memorial or joint resolution has been passed by both houses, it shall be carefully and properly enrolled by the 
Revisor of Statutes under the direction of the Secretary of the Senate for a matter originating in the Senate or the Chief Clerk of the 
House for a matter originating in the House.

The enrollment shall be prepared on archival quality paper approximately 8 1/2” x 14” in size and may be produced by means of a 
copying machine. An enrolled bill shall be labeled “An Act” but otherwise shall be identical to the bill passed by the Legislature. Other 
enrollments shall be identical to the memorial or joint resolution passed by the legislature.

The Revisor of Statutes shall obtain the signatures and certificates of the proper officers to the enrollment. A joint resolution applying 
to the Congress of the United States to call a convention for proposing amendments to the Constitution of the United States, ratify-
ing an amendment to the Constitution of the United States, proposing an amendment to the Minnesota Constitution, or prescribing 
the compensation of judges shall not be presented to the Governor for approval but shall be deposited by the Revisor of Statutes with 
the Secretary of State. All other enrollments shall be presented to the Governor for approval.

ARTICLE III : GENERAL PROVISIONS

SUSPENSION OF JOINT RULES

3.01 Either house may suspend the Joint Rules of the Senate and House by a vote of two-thirds of its members.

ODD YEAR SESSION ADJOURNMENT

3.02 Adjournment of the regular session in any odd-numbered year to a date certain in the following year shall be equivalent to daily 
adjournment, except that upon adjournment in any odd-numbered year to a date certain in the following year:

(a) Any bill being considered by a Conference Committee shall be returned to the house of origin, laid on the table, and the Confer-
ence Committee shall be discharged;

(b) Any bill referred to the Committee on Rules and Administration in the Senate or the Committee on Rules and Legislative 
Administration in the House pursuant to Joint Rule 2.03 shall be returned to the standing committee to which it was last previously 
referred; and

(c) Any bill returned by the Governor to the house of origin with the Governor’s objections following the adjournment shall be laid 
on the table. 

INTERIM COMMITTEE AND COMMISSION REPORTS

3.03 Except as otherwise provided by law, the report of any interim committee or commission to the Legislature shall be submitted 
on paper 8 1/2” x 11” in size, spiral bound, stapled, or punched on the left edge to fit a standard size three ring binder intended for 
that size paper. A brief summary of the recommendations of the commission or committee shall appear first and be clearly separated 
from its findings, discussions, and exhibits. If the report contains legislative recommendations, a copy of any proposed legislation, 
particularly if extensive in character, shall if possible be attached as an exhibit at the end of the report.
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ARTICLE IV : ELECTIONS OF REGENTS

JOINT COMMITTEE

4.01 By February 28 of each odd-numbered year, or at a date agreed to by concurrent resolution, a joint committee shall meet to 
recommend nominees for regent of the University of Minnesota to be presented to a Joint Convention of the legislature. The members 
of the joint committee are the members of the senate and house budget and policy divisions on higher education. A majority of the 
members from each house is a quorum of the joint committee.

The joint committee may recommend to the joint convention candidates recommended by the advisory council and any other 
candidates nominated by the joint committee. Nominations may be made by committee members only. Nominations must be made 
for a specified congressional or student seat, or for any at-large seat. In recommending nominees, the joint committee must consider 
the needs of the University of Minnesota. A candidate other than one recommended by the advisory council may be nominated for 
consideration by the joint committee only if the nomination receives the support of at least three house of representatives members 
of the committee and two senate members of the committee. The joint committee must make recommendations for vacancies on the 
Board of Regents.

The roll shall be called viva voce on the recommendation of regents. A candidate must receive a majority vote of members from the 
house of representatives and from the senate on the joint committee to be recommended to the joint convention.

The joint committee must meet to interview candidates and recommend candidates to the joint convention.

JOINT CONVENTION

4.02 At the Joint Convention of the Senate and House of Representatives called to elect regents, the joint committee shall report the 
name of the person or persons recommended for each seat. These persons are considered to be nominated. Any member of the legis-
lature may submit additional nominations. If there is more than one at-large seat to be filled, all candidates nominated for an at-large 
seat are candidates for any of the at-large seats.

The roll shall be called viva voce on the election of regents. The roll must be called first on congressional district seats until they are 
filled, then on the student seat, and then on the at-large seats.

Each member may cast one vote for each seat to be filled, but no more than one vote for a candidate.

The candidate for each seat receiving a majority of the votes cast must be declared elected. If there is more than one at-large seat to 
be filled and more than one candidate who receives a majority of the votes cast, the candidates receiving the highest number of votes 
must be declared elected; in case of a tie for the highest number of votes, the votes must be cast again. If no candidate receives a 
majority of the votes cast for a seat, on each succeeding ballot the candidate with the fewest votes must be dropped from consideration 
and the votes cast again until a majority vote is achieved. Any candidate with fewer than 20 votes on any ballot shall also be dropped 
on succeeding ballots.

Minnesota Constitution provides: To qualify as governor, a person must be 25 years old, 
reside in the state one year, be a citizen of the United States and elected by the people 
(Article V).

The primary duties of the governor are to oversee all operations of state government 
and to take the lead in shaping public policy through legislative proposals and agency 
initiatives. The operation of government is carried out through more than 23 major 
departments whose heads are appointed by the governor. These department heads, along 
with the lieutenant governor and chief of staff, make up the governor’s cabinet. 

The departments of revenue and management and budget are the governor’s chief 
advisors on financial matters; the departments of employment and economic 
development, labor and industry, and commerce advise the governor regarding economic 
development, the business climate, and business regulation; the departments of health, 
human services, education, and corrections advise the governor on various social policies; 
and the departments of pollution control and natural resources carry out the governor’s 
environmental policies.

The governor appoints people to state boards and commissions and appoints judges 
for all state courts when vacancies occur. He chairs the State Executive Council, Land 
Exchange Board, and  Board of Investment. As commander-in-chief of state military 
forces, the governor can activate the National Guard for emergency duty.

The governor reviews all bills passed by the legislature and has the power to veto those 
he disapproves. On occasion, the governor may appear before the Legislature. Because of 
the separation of powers required by the Minnesota Constitution, a governor may enter 
a legislative chamber only with the permission of the Legislature. Only the governor has 
the power to call a special session of the Legislature.

To qualify as attorney general, a person must be a qualified voter, 21 years 
old and elected by the people (Articles V, VII).

The attorney general is the state's chief legal officer. The attorney general’s duties arise 
from the Minnesota Constitution, state statutes, and common law. Every agency, board, 
and commission of the state receives legal representation from the attorney general. 
The attorney general also acts in a parens patriae capacity on behalf of the people of 
Minnesota. (“Parens patriae” means “parent of the country,” a doctrine that grants the 
inherent power and authority of the state to protect persons who may be unable to act on 
their own behalf.) 

The attorney general has authority to initiate legal actions to enforce of the civil laws of 
the state, preserve and enhance public safety, and protect civil and human rights. The 
attorney general also provides assistance to county attorneys in criminal justice. As a 
statewide elected official, the attorney general works to help all Minnesotans afford their 
lives and live with dignity, safety, and respect, and to that end advocates for a wide range 
of policy and legal initiatives. 

The attorney general is a member of the State Executive Council, Board of Pardons, 
Board of Investment, and Land Exchange Board.

Law provides: The department manages and administers centralized operations of state agencies, 
including procurement of goods and services, travel and fleet services, building construction and 
maintenance, real estate leasing and management, and facilities and maintenance services. (Minnesota 
Statutes, 16B, 16C)

Function: The Department of Administration (Admin) provides a broad range of business 
management, administrative and professional services and resources to state agencies, local 
governments and the public. The department on an annual basis purchases more than $3 billion in 
goods and services, manages more than 290 construction projects and 800 property leases, maintains 
23 state-owned buildings, including the State Capitol, leases vehicles, sells surplus property and coor-
dinates the state’s business process improvement program.
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Facilities Management Division maintains 23 state buildings with more than four million square 
feet of space, 28 parking facilities and 25 monuments and memorials and associated grounds, primar-
ily in the State Capitol area; issues permits for special events at the State Capitol and grounds; and, 
processes state agency mail.

Real Estate and Construction Services is responsible for the inventory, allocation, planning, and 
leasing of office and storage space in non-state-owned buildings and in state-owned buildings under 
the custodial control of the Department of Administration. The division acquires and disposes of real 
property and is the central resource for Minnesota’s predesign program, including design, 
construction, and remodeling needs for most state agencies, administers the statewide facilities 
management program, and coordinates the state’s sustainable building design guidelines program.

Office of State Procurement is responsible for purchasing more than $2.1 billion in goods and 
services for state agencies, including professional and technical services, and operates the nation’s two 
largest multi-state contracting cooperatives.

Office of the State Archaeologist sponsors, conducts, and directs research into the prehistoric 
and historic archaeology of Minnesota; protects and preserves archaeological sites and objects; and 
enforces provisions of Minnesota Statutes, 138.31-138.42 and 307.08.

Risk Management Division is responsible for the development and operation of the state’s risk and 
insurance management program and manages the state employee workers’ compensation program. 
The division’s property and casualty unit seeks to minimize the adverse impacts of risks and losses 
for state agencies; absorb risk while maintaining a stable financial profile; and ensure the long-term 
financial security of the state and its agencies. The workers’ compensation unit also seeks to reduce 
work-related injuries through safety and loss control programs. 

Fleet and Surplus Services supplies vehicles to state agencies and political subdivisions for 
official business, provides support services such as fuel, maintenance and insurance, and assists in the 
acquisition and disposal of surplus government property (other than real estate).

State Demographic Center estimates, forecasts and investigates changes in the state’s population, 
analyzes census data, and distributes information, and is Minnesota’s liaison with the U.S. Census 
Bureau.

A System of Technology to Achieve Results (STAR) seeks to help all Minnesotans gain access to 
and acquire assistive technology that increases, maintains or improves the functional capabilities of a 
person with a disability. 

Office of Grants Management provides policy leadership and direction to foster consistent, stream-
lined interaction between executive agencies, funders, and grantees, and coordinates the availability 
of grants information to the public.

Data Practices Office provides technical assistance and consultation on Minnesota’s data practices 
act, the Open Meeting law, and other information policy laws. The division also works with organi-
zations, individuals, and government entities in drafting, proposing and tracking legislation related 
to government information policy.

Procurement Technical Assistance Center (PTAC) offers free counseling, education, training, cer-
tification, and guidance for Minnesota businesses including women -, minority -, and veteran-owned 
businesses wishing to sell their products and services to federal, state, and local government entities.

The Minnesota Department of Agriculture’s (MDA) mission is to enhance Minnesotans’ quality of 
life by ensuring the integrity of our food supply, the health of our environment, and the strength of 
our agricultural economy.

Emerging Farmers Working Group (2020) and Emerging Farmers Office (EFO): This new office 
is a part of the Commissioners Office which provide resources for Emerging Farmers all over Min-
nesota.

Tribal Relations (MDA): This position was created in April 2020 and this position is part of the 
Commissioner’s Office. The Tribal Liaison is a position that every agency has to strengthen rela-
tionships with all 11 Tribal Nations.

Marketing and Development Division: Works to strengthen Minnesota’s agricultural economy by 
promoting and marketing local foods, organics, livestock and renewable fuels, as well as develop do-
mestic and international markets for Minnesota agricultural products. The division provides financial 
and technical assistance to producers and small businesses, supports agricultural education in schools, 
and promotes land stewardship programs.

Dairy and Food Inspection Division: Protects public health by enforcing state laws and regula-
tions pertaining to the production, processing, and sale of dairy, food, meat, and feed products. 
The division inspects food manufacturers, retail grocery stores, dairy farms, feed mills and pet food 
manufacturers to verify quality, condition, labeling and sanitation. It also investigates reports of food 
contamination to determine cause of foodborne illness outbreaks.

Pesticide and Fertilizer Management Division: Regulates the use of pesticides and fertilizers; 
licenses applicators; inspects and issues permits to agricultural chemical facilities; develops and 
promotes best management practices; conducts pesticide misuse investigations; and monitors surface 
and ground water for agricultural chemicals.

tries; conducts surveys for agricultural and forest pests and diseases; and has overall responsibility for 
reducing or eliminating exotic and invasive plant pests.

Agricultural Statistics
USDA’s National Agricultural Statistics Service (NASS) works in partnership with the MDA to 
provide Minnesota farmers, agribusinesses, government, and the general public with accurate data 
on major crops and livestock, farm income, farm costs and returns, and other special agricultural 
information. The NASS Minnesota Field Office measures the current and potential food supply 
by collection, analysis, and publication of agricultural statistics at both the state and county level. 
Reports are available on the NASS website.

Rural Finance Authority
The Rural Finance Authority (RFA) partners with local lenders to provide low-interest loan 
programs to farmers. These include loans for farmers to make improvements, expand livestock 
operations, respond to disasters, and restructure debt. Loans are also available for beginning farmers 
to purchase real estate. Ag Best Management Practices (AgBMP) loans provide low-cost funding for 
projects that help residents comply with local water quality plans.
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Commission rules and orders, regulates natural gas and electric public utilities, energy conservation 
standards, and administers energy information programs, low-income home energy assistance and 
weatherization, regulation of telephone companies, Telecommunications Access Minnesota (TAM), 
the Petrofund, and unclaimed property programs. (Minnesota Statutes, Chapters; 45–56, 58, 58A,

Function: The Commerce Department’s mission is to protect the public interest and advocate for
Minnesota’s consumers; ensure a strong, competitive, and fair marketplace; strengthen Minnesota’s
economic future; and serve as a trusted resource for consumers and businesses.

The Administrative Division oversees the Licensing, Consumer Support and Unclaimed Property 
units and the Petrofund Program and provides internal support functions for the department. The 
division licenses more than 250,000 professionals in Minnesota. The Unclaimed Property Program 
ensures compliance with the state’s unclaimed property laws and reunites individuals with contents 
of safe deposit boxes, security-related holdings, savings accounts, uncashed paychecks, traveler’s 
checks, stock, insurance, and uncashed tax refunds. The Petrofund Program provides assistance to 
the Petroleum Tank Release Compensation Board and manages petroleum storage tank cleanup.

The Energy Resources Division promotes the use of renewable energy and conservation to improve 
the environment and promote a clean-energy economy and a strong renewable energy sector. The 
division promotes energy-efficient building, conservation, and alternative transportation fuels and 
focuses on accelerating the use of high-efficiency and renewable energy technologies and practices. 
The division advocates on behalf of consumers and ratepayers in proceedings at the Public Utilities 
Commission to ensure that rates are justified and that energy service is reliable. The division also 
houses the State’s Energy Information Line and administers the Low-Income Home Energy As-
sistance Program and the Weatherization Program, all services to Minnesota consumers.

The Enforcement Division ensures compliance and responsible business conduct in Minnesota. 
The division receives and investigates consumer complaints and market misconduct reports regard-
ing insurance agents and brokers, stock and investment brokers, real estate agents and brokers, 
mortgage originators, appraisers, franchises, collection agencies, currency exchanges, and other regu-
lated industries in the state. The division houses the Securities Section, which reviews applications 
for common stock, limited partnerships, investment company securities, preferred stock, bonds, and 
other debt securities, corporate takeovers, subdivided land, and franchises. The division also houses 
the Commerce Fraud Bureau, a law enforcement agency that conducts criminal investigations and 
makes arrests in cases of insurance fraud alleged by insurance companies, other law enforcement 
agencies, or consumers. The division’s Consumer Services Center responds to consumer complaints 
and requests for information, engages in outreach activities, and provides disaster response services.

The Financial Institutions Division regulates, examines, and licenses state-chartered banks, credit 
unions, mortgage companies, finance companies, and other financial institutions. The division 
analyzes current information on the financial condition and solvency of institutions and provides 
guidance in taking regulatory action to protect consumers. The division is nationally accredited by 
the Conference of State Bank Supervisors. It also regulates Minnesota’s insurance market and insur-
ance companies and licenses, examines, and regulates domestic and foreign insurance companies 
for safety and financial solvency to ensure a strong, competitive, and fair marketplace. The division 
evaluates insurance policies and rates to ensure fairness and compliance with Minnesota statutes. 
The division also is nationally accredited by the National Association of Insurance Commissioners.

Telecommunications regulates the state’s telephone industry to ensure quality, reliable service at 
fair prices. It represents the public interest before the Public Utilities Commission (PUC), has the 
ability to investigate telecommunication issues, and enforces the PUC’s orders and statutory require-
ments. The division also manages the Telecommunications Access Minnesota program for deaf and 
hard-of-hearing Minnesotans.

Weights and Measures is the state’s first consumer protection agency, established in 1885. It 
ensures the accuracy of all commercial weighing and measuring equipment in Minnesota, from gas 
pumps to grain elevators to grocery scales. The division also offers precision measurement services, 
inspects packaged commodities, and monitors the quality and correct labeling of petroleum prod-
ucts.

It also administers state-operated services for persons 
with chemical dependency, developmental disabilities, and mental illness and operates one center for 
geriatric patients. (Minnesota Statutes, 245–261)

Mission statement: The Minnesota Department of Human Services (DHS) helps people meet 
their basic needs so they can live in dignity and achieve their highest potential.
Function: Health care programs and economic assistance programs.

Children and Family Services
DHS oversees programs that help keep children safe and provide families with supports to care 
for their children. This includes child protection services, out-of-home care, permanent homes for 
children, child support and child development services. DHS also works with counties and tribes 
to help low-income families with children achieve economic stability through programs such as the 
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Minnesota Family Investment Program, the Diversionary Work Program, food assistance, child care 
assistance, refugee cash assistance and employment services. 
Behavioral Health, Housing, and Deaf and Hard of Hearing Services
The administration manages programs for Minnesotans in the areas of Behavioral Health, Deaf and 
Hard of Hearing Services, Disability Services, and Housing and Support Services. 
Aging and Disability Service
The administration works to ensure quality care and services for seniors and other adults who need 
help living as independently as possible.
Direct Care and Treatment
The administration is a highly specialized health care system that serves people with mental illness, 
developmental disabilities, substance use disorders and other conditions who cannot be treated by 
other health care providers. It operates psychiatric hospitals and other inpatient mental health and 
substance abuse treatment facilities, dental clinics, group homes and sex offender treatment facilities. 
Most patients and clients have been civilly committed by the court. 
Health Care
The administration oversees Minnesota Health Care Programs. This includes Medical Assistance, 
Minnesota’s Medicaid program for people with low incomes, and MinnesotaCare for residents who 
do not have access to affordable health insurance and do not qualify for other publicly funded pro-
grams. The administration manages eligibility processing and determination, benefit and payment 
policies, program development, member and provider relations and outreach, health care payment 
systems, contract management, research and evaluation, and oversight for the county and tribal 
administration of health care programs.

Law provides: The department administers laws relating to workers’ compensation, occupational 
safety and health, wages, child labor, construction codes and licensing, standards for dual training, 
youth skills training and combative sports.

Function:  The department is a regulatory and technical assistance agency with responsibility 
to ensure widespread compliance with all state laws and established construction codes for all of 
Minnesota’s work and living environments through education, licensing and penalty citations. The

training pipeline, occupational safety and health, wage and hour standards, workers’ compensation 
and youth skills training.

The Construction Codes and Licensing Division advises the public and enforces laws, rules, codes 
and regulations regarding construction codes and licensing of the construction industry.

The Labor Standards and Apprenticeship Division enforces employment laws governing child 
labor, minimum wage, overtime, prevailing wage and parental leave.

The Minnesota Occupational Safety and Health Administration Division helps keep Minnesota 
workplaces safe and healthy through separate Compliance (workplace inspections and investigations) 
and Workplace Safety Consultation (free voluntary workplace safety and health services) units.

Dual-Training Pipeline Program supports employers in building their own dual-training programs, 
which combine structured on-the-job training with formal related education.

Youth Skills Training Program supports partnerships between schools, employers and community 
organizations to provide safe, healthy and meaningful paid work experiences to students 16 and 
older.

Office of Combative Sports enforces combative sport laws and issues licenses to combatants, pro-
moters and others required to be licensed.

Ecological and Water Resources Division: The DNR Ecological and Water Resources Division 
helps realize a vision of healthy lands and waters throughout Minnesota by delivering integrated land 
and water resource conservation.

Enforcement Division: As the primary conservation law enforcement agency in Minnesota, the 
DNR Enforcement Division plays an important role in connecting people to the outdoors and 
conserving and enhancing Minnesota’s natural resources by providing outreach, safety training, law 
enforcement, and emergency services throughout the state. 

Our enforcement work spans four main areas: fish and game education, protection and enforcement;

Fish and Wildlife Division: The DNR Fish and Wildlife Division strives to sustain healthy popula-
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tions of fish and wildlife, high quality recreational opportunities, and vibrant local economies. We 
manage fish and wildlife populations and their habitats. We facilitate use of these public resources, 
including fishing, hunting, and trapping, through skill building and other programs. We also serve 
people seeking hunting and fishing licenses and recreational vehicle registration and titling. 

We organize our fish and wildlife work across four categories: monitor and manage fish and wildlife 
populations; protect, restore, and enhance key fish and wildlife lands; connect people to the outdoors 
through hunting, fishing, and engagement; and, administer hunting and fishing licenses and recre-
ational vehicle titles and registrations. Director: Dave Olfelt 

Forestry Division: The DNR Forestry Division aims to help sustain community wellbeing and qual-
ity of life by improving the productivity, health, diversity, accessibility, and use of forests. Healthy 
forests provide clean water, carbon storage, wildlife habitat, biodiversity, and forest-related products. 
The division also provides wildfire protection for 45.5 million acres of public and private land. 

DNR achieves the state’s forestry goals by: wildfire prevention and response; leading forest man-
agement and policy development; and, providing technical assistance to communities and private 
landowners. Director: Patty Thielen 

Lands and Minerals Division: The DNR’s Lands and Minerals Division regulates mining to 
protect natural resources and the environment. This includes both currently operating and proposed 
mines, as well as the reclamation of mining areas for future use once mining is complete. The mine-
land reclamation activity promotes a healthy environment with sustainable use of natural resources 
and contributes to a strong natural resource-based economy. 

The division’s land management responsibilities include real estate services for the Department such 
as appraisals, title work, leasing, and sales. Land management also includes oversight of school and 
university trust lands, which generate revenue by leasing surface lands and mineral rights. These 
funds go to public school districts throughout the state and the University of Minnesota and its 
students. In addition, the DNR manages minerals on tax-forfeited land, providing revenue to local 
school districts, counties, cities, and townships.

Accounting Services Division is the foundation that supports the state’s financial management 
operations. It provides the required infrastructure for efficient and effective accounting and payroll 
services conducted throughout the state. The following services are provided:
• Establish statewide policies and procedures to safeguard assets and comply with legal 
 requirements.
• Direct the operation of the statewide accounting and payroll systems.
• Process bi-weekly payroll for state employees and issue payments to various types of vendors 
 including individuals, businesses, non-profit organizations, school districts, and other 
 governmental units.
• Train and assist agency staff on the efficient and effective use of the statewide systems.
• Prepare statewide financial reports including the Annual Comprehensive Financial Report 
 (ACFR), Single Audit Report, and Statewide Indirect Cost Allocation Plan.

Budget Services Division develops the state’s biennial and capital budgets. Staff members monitor 
and analyze financial data within specific activities to ensure implementation of the budgets. It 
also manages statewide reporting of fees and reviews program policies, identifies alternative budget 
strategies, and makes recommendations to the Legislature and governor.

Debt Management Division is responsible for debt management and capital budget implementa-
tion as well as compliance. These functions seek to increase state government’s capacity to manage 

iron ore pellets produced. These taxes are paid in lieu of local property taxes. The agency provides 
funding, including low or no-interest loans, grants and loan guarantees, for businesses relocating 
or expanding in the region. A variety of grants are available to local units of government, educa-
tion institutions and nonprofits that promote workforce development and sustainable communities.

Enterprise Employee Resources is responsible for the management of state hiring and employment 
through research, development and enhancement of statewide systems for job applicants, hiring 
managers, supervisors, and state agency human resource offices. The division provides services to 
all state agencies with direction, development, and maintenance of the applicant process, selection 
process, classification, and training to maximize state agency efforts to recruit, hire, and retain a 
diverse workforce.

It also administers 
the state’s compensation system and monitors local government subdivisions to ensure their compli-
ance with the Local Government Pay Equity Act.

Employee Insurance Division plans, develops, administers, and manages state employee insurance 
benefits that are competitive in the labor market. The division ensures benefits are affordable and 
structured so that they enhance employee engagement, recruitment, and retention.

Economic Analysis Division analyzes economic factors affecting the state’s revenue forecasts. It 
projects revenues the state can expect to receive and monitors the state’s revenue positions, develops 
financial forecasts, and provides economic analysis to other units of government.

Function: The agency advances the promise of higher education to all Minnesotans and provides 
information that informs policy decisions. The agency provides financial aid programs to students, 
including the State Grant program ($202 million to over 69,000 students), State Work Study 
program ($21 million to about 10,800 students), SELF Loan program ($57 million to about 6,000 
students), and other state financial aid programs. The agency administers interstate reciprocity 
agreements with neighboring states.

The agency encourages families to save for higher education and administers the Minnesota College 
Savings Plan. Through the federally funded Get Ready program, the agency works in schools and 
communities with low-income students and families who are navigating higher education for the 
first time. The agency registers over 214 private and out-of-state public degree granting institutions, 
and licenses over 115 private institutions that offer non-degree programs in Minnesota.
Minnesota developed the Minnesota Statewide Longitudinal Education Data System (SLEDS), 
matching student data from pre-kindergarten through completion of postsecondary education 
and into the workforce. By bridging existing data with other incoming data, a range of education, 
programmatic and delivery questions can be answered to gauge the effectiveness of current programs 
and design targeted improvement strategies to help students. The Minnesota P-20 Education 
Partnership governs the SLEDS system. The project is managed jointly by the Minnesota Office of 
Higher Education (OHE), Minnesota Departments of Education (MDE) and Employment and 
Economic Development (DEED).

The agency collects and shares statewide data on enrollments and financial aid and provides reports 
for the public and policymakers. The agency also oversees Minitex, an information and resource 
sharing program of the Minnesota Office of Higher Education and the University of Minnesota 
Libraries. Minitex makes library and information resources accessible to residents by operating 
the statewide library resource sharing network called MnLINK (Minnesota Library Information 
Network); administers the Minnesota Digital Library and provides statewide access to ELM, a 
collection of research and information databases available to students from kindergarten to graduate 
school and lifelong learners.

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THE JUDICIARY IN MINNESOTA

Minnesota Constitution provides: The judicial power of the state is vested in a Supreme Court, a 
Court of Appeals, if established by the Legislature, a District Court and such other courts, judicial 
officers, and commissioners with jurisdiction inferior to the District Court as the Legislature may 
establish (Article VI, Section 1).

Jurisdiction: The Minnesota Constitution provides that the Supreme Court shall have original  
jurisdiction in such remedial cases as are prescribed by law, and appellate jurisdiction in all cases, but 
there shall be no trial by jury in the Supreme Court.

Justices: Minnesota Statutes provide for one chief justice and six associate justices (Minnesota Stat-
utes, 480.01). Justices are elected by the people of the state to six-year terms; vacancies are filled by 
governor’s appointment. Justices are elected without party designation. Candidates file for a specific 
judicial office, which is designated on the ballot by seat number. Mandatory retirement age for 
justices is 70 years old (Minnesota Statutes 490.121, Subd. 21d).

Functions: The chief justice of the Supreme Court is the administrative head of the judicial branch, 
supervises the work of all courts, and chairs the Minnesota Judicial Council, which is the single 
administrative policy-making body for the judicial branch. A state court administrator is appointed 
by the chief justice and the Judicial Council. The Supreme Court commissioner, Supreme Court 
administrator, clerk of the appellate courts and state law librarian are appointed by the court. The 
court is responsible for the regulation of the practice of law, including the promulgation of rules of 
procedure and practice before all courts within the state.

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Foreword

In my family, voting is a tradition. My mother took me to 
the voting booth every year as she filled out her ballot and 
emphasized the importance of having a say in who represents us. 
Now, I take my daughter with me when I vote in federal, state, 
local, and tribal elections, so she knows that this is one way that 
we, as Native people, can say we are still here, and our voices 
matter. 
 
The centennial anniversary of the Indian Citizenship Act is a 
reminder for all of us that the systems in which we operate today 
were not built by or for Native people – but rather, to erase and 
eliminate us. For far too long, Native people had no say in the 
government that dictated nearly every aspect of our lives, and 
gaining citizenship required giving up tribal citizenship and 
assimilating into American culture. This is only one piece of the 
long, traumatic history of erasing Indigenous identity. 
 
We have come a long way in building strong relationships with 
the sovereign Tribes that share geography with Minnesota and 
the United States, but we still have further to go. It has only 
been one hundred years since Congress extended US citizenship 
to Native people, recognizing the original people of these lands 
as citizens of the United States. And now I am proud to be an 
Ojibwe woman wherever I go – in the community, in the halls 
of the Minnesota State Capitol, and in the voting booth, and 
proud Native people now have a say in decisions made about us, 
without giving up our identity or tribal citizenship. 
 

Peggy Flanagan is Minnesota’s 50th Lieutenant Governor, an 
enrolled member of the White Earth Band of Ojibwe, and currently 
the highest-ranking Native woman elected to executive off ice in the 
country. 
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On June 2, 1924 President Calvin Coolidge signed the Indian Citizenship Act 
which declared all non-citizen Indians born within the territorial limits of the 
United States to be citizens. The Act authorized the Secretary of Interior to is-
sue certificates of citizenship to Native Americans.

The Indian Citizenship Act was, 
in part, a response to recognize 
the thousands of Native Ameri-
cans who served in the armed 
forces during the First World 
War. 

However, despite the enactment 
of the law, citizenship was not a 
guarantee for Native Americans. 
The law included a provision that 
citizenship could be denied if it 
might, “impair or otherwise affect 
the right of any Indian to tribal or 
other property.”

Nearly two decades after the In-
dian Citizenship Act was passed, 
Congress saw a need to reaffirm 
and extend citizenship rights to 
Indigenous peoples through the 
Nationality Act of 1940.

It is estimated that 200,000 Indians were previously made 
citizens by various acts of Congress. 

While the Indians have all finally achieved citizenship in the 
land owned by their forefathers before the white man’s foot had 
found their soil, the restrictions on the lands of the Indians has 
not been changed”. 
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“...Up to the time of the adoption of the citizenship measure by 
congress probably not over forty-five per cent of the Indians of the 
United States had gone through the regular naturalization process 
and been granted citizenship papers. Many, no doubt, in places 
where they were known, were granted the right of franchise without 
question as to their citizenship, because election boards have been a 
little slow in refusing to give ballots to the ‘first Americans’....”

Windom Reporter reprinting from the Pipestone Star
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“...The proposed act will throw down the present bars that have 
prevented many Indians from becoming citizens and open the way 
to them by making application to the Secretary of the Interior and 
procuring a certificate.

In explaining why there are 125,000 Indians that are not citizens 
Commissioner [of Indian Affairs] Burke stated that under the 
present law they could not achieve citizenship unless they left their 
reservations, separated themselves from their tribes and took on 
themselves the habits and mode of living of white people...”
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“...The effect of the bill and the real status of the Indian can, how-
ever, be tested at once. He is now supposed to have every right of an 
American citizen. 

Let him claim the right which all citizens are presumed to exercise 
- the right to go to the polls and cast his ballot. Let him, therefore, 
fulfill at once the voting requirements of the state in which he is 
a resident. Let him register, get his name on the polling list, and 
then use the power of the ballot to effect his salvation and the best 
welfare of the community...”

The Tomahawk - July 10, 1924
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“...An important fact in this connection is that you have the right 
to vote at the elections in your State under the same conditions 
as other residents of the State. Having this undisputed right you 
should inform yourselves as to the election laws of the States that 
you may have a full understanding in this matter.

Your special attention is directed to the general election that is to 
be held in November of this year, about three months from now, at 
which time a President and Vice President of the United States and 
many other officers are to be elected.

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COUNTIES IN MINNESOTA

When Minnesota officially became a territory in 1849, it followed the lead of other territories to the 
east and adopted county and township forms of government. This system of local governance was 
originally derived from England. In October of 1849 the first five counties of the state were 
established: Benton, Itasca, Ramsey, Wabasha, and Washington. 

The State of Minnesota has grown from five counties in 1849 to 87 counties today. Ramsey County 
is the smallest in land area, encompassing less than 170 square miles. St. Louis County has the largest 
land area with over 6,000 square miles. County populations range from over 1.19 million in Hennepin 
County to 3,300 in Traverse County.

Law provides: Counties are governed by an elected board of commissioners and administrative 
officers who serve four-year terms. Alternate forms of government may be adopted, chiefly to allow for 
an elected executive, a manager or administrator, or appointed administrative officers. 
(Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 375A)

Functions: Counties are responsible for property tax assessment, tax administration, elections, record 
keeping, transportation, planning and zoning, solid waste management, environment, parks and water 
management, law enforcement, courts and health and human services.

Law provides: The council consists of one citizen member appointed by the governor from each of the 
16 districts, and a chair. The chair and the council members serve at the pleasure of the governor.

Metropolitan Council districts are reapportioned every 10 years to provide districts of equal population. The Met-
ropolitan Council coordinates the planning and development of the seven-county area. The council is authorized by 
state and federal legislation to plan for land use, transportation, sewers, parks and open space, airports, air and water 
quality, and housing (Minnesota Statutes, Section 473). The council operates regional services including wastewa
ter treatment and collection, transit, and the Housing and Redevelopment Authority (HRA) subsidized housing 
assistance for low-income families.

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CITIES IN MINNESOTA
Law provides:  Minnesota’s two basic types of cities are home-rule charter cities, which operate under a local 
charter, and statutory cities, which operate under the statutory city code (Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 412). The 
distinction between home-rule cities and statutory cities is one of organization and powers and is not based on 
differences in population, size, location, or any other physical feature.

Form of government:  Home-rule charter cities may establish any form of government they choose in their 
charters. Typical forms include: council-manager, strong mayor, and mayor-council.  Statutory cities may choose a 
form of government from three alternatives: the mayor-council plan with either an elected clerk (standard plan), or 
an appointed clerk (Plan A), or the council-manager plan (Plan B).

Functions:  Police and fire protection, street maintenance, sewer and water, parks and recreation are traditional 
city services. Cities may choose to provide utilities, sell liquor, operate a hospital, maintain an airport, and provide 
ambulance service, among other options.

There are three different types of statutory cities: Standard Plan, Plan A, and Plan B. 

Standard Plan statutory cities have a weak mayor council and consist of an elected mayor, city clerk, treasurer and 
three-five elected council members. A weak-mayor council organization allocates administrative and 
legislative duties to council members.  A mayor has no greater authority than any other council member, with the 
exceptions of being the presiding officer at meetings and other minor functions of the office.

Plan A statutory cities are the most common type of city government in Minnesota. These cities also operate with 
a weak mayor-council structure, but have larger councils, between four to six elected members, and the city clerk 
and treasurer are appointed.  Neither the clerk or treasurer positions are members of the council. 

Plan B statutory cities are council-manager plan for municipalities with populations of over 1,000 residents.  
These cities have an elected mayor and four or six council members with an appointed city manager.  The city 
manager oversees administrative duties for the city while the mayor and council maintain traditional policy 
making roles.

Home-rule charter cities derive their powers from a charter. This process allows cities to form their own 
government and decide which officials should be elected or appointed. Charter adoption, amendment and 
abandonment procedures are found in state statutes.

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TOWNSHIPS IN MINNESOTA

Law provides: Townships are governed by a board of supervisors elected for three-year terms and 
administrative officers elected/appointed for two-year terms. An annual town meeting is held in each 
town on the second Tuesday of March. Optional forms of organization may be selected by the voters. 
(Minnesota Statutes, Chapters 365, 368) 

Functions: Townships have authority for planning, subdivision control, zoning, maintenance of  
public works, parks, cemeteries and hospitals, in addition to regular duties such as elections, 
tax levies and public roads.

SCHOOL DISTRICTS IN MINNESOTA

Law provides: Minnesota law provides that public education shall be free and no pupil can be denied 
an education because of economic hardship and the inability to provide the books and supplies  
necessary to complete the requirements for graduation. (Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 120)

School facilities are supplied by the 325 independent school districts, four intermediate districts, two 
integration districts, 12 education districts, four tribal schools, and 184 charter schools. In addition, 
many students have the opportunity to enroll in schools outside their own district through various at-
tendance options programs. School districts are governed by elected school boards. The public school 
districts of Minnesota provide for the education of about 871,000 students from kindergarten through 
grade 12.  In addition, private schools provide for the education of about 70,000 students, and 27,800 
students are home educated in the state.

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Chapter Nine

Tribal Government

MINNESOTA’S FEDERALLY RECOGNIZED 
AMERICAN INDIAN TRIBES 

“Recognition” is a legal term meaning that the United States recognizes a government-to-govern-
ment relationship with a tribe and that a tribe exists politically in a “domestic dependent nation 
status.” A federally recognized tribe is one that was in existence, or evolved as a successor to a tribe 
at the time of original contact with non-Indians.

Federally recognized tribes posses certain inherent rights of self-government and entitlement to 
certain federal benefits, services, and protections because of the special trust relationship.

Tribes have the inherent right to operate under their own governmental systems. Many have 
adopted constitutions, while others operate under Articles of Association or other bodies of law, 
and some still have traditional systems of 
government. The chief executive of a tribe 
is generally called the tribal chairperson, 
but may also be called principal chief, 
governor, or president. The chief execu-
tive usually presides over what is typically 
called the tribal council. The tribal council 
performs the legislative function for the 
tribe, although some tribes require a refer-
endum of the membership to enact laws.

There are 11 federally recognized 
American Indian tribes with reservations 
throughout Minnesota. Seven of these are 
Anishinaabe (Chippewa, Ojibwe) and four 
are Dakota (Sioux).

The seven communities of Grand Portage, 
Bois Forte, Red Lake, White Earth, Leech 
Lake, Fond du Lac and Mille Lacs com-
prise the Anishinaabe reservations. These 
reservations are located throughout north-
ern Minnesota from the central lakes region of the state to the northeastern tip. 

In the southern region of the state there are four Dakota reservations: Shakopee Mdewakanton, 
Prairie Island, Lower Sioux and Upper Sioux. Like the reservations in northern Minnesota, these 
areas of land were set aside by United States government treaties. 
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Bois Forte, or “strong wood”, was the French name given to the 
Indians living in the densest forests of what is now extreme northern 
Minnesota. The Bois Forte reservation is located about 45 miles 
south of the Canadian border, and is divided into three sectors, Nett 

Lake, Vermilion, and Deer Creek. The largest section is around Nett Lake located in St. Louis 
and Koochiching counties. 50% of the Nett Lake sector is wetland and is said to be the largest 
producer of wild rice in the United States

The Bois Forte Band of Ojibwe (also referred to as Chippewa) has lived in northern Minnesota 
for centuries, but they did not originate there. The people journeyed from the east coast up the 
Saint Lawrence River, around the Great Lakes and followed rivers and lakes inland. To obtain 
Indian people’s rich land and natural resources, the U.S. government signed a series of treaties 
with Indian nations in the 1700s and 1800s. Under the terms of the Treaty of 1854, Indian 
people in northern Minnesota ceded land from International Falls to Duluth to Grand Portage. 
The Bois Forte Indians were given the right to select reservation lands in the vicinity of Lake 
Vermilion, which was the heart of their community, and they retained the right to hunt and 
fish in the ceded area. But when reports of gold beneath the Bois Forte people’s lands began to 
circulate, non-Indians wanted the land. That led to the Treaty of 1866, in which all claims to a 
reservation near Lake Vermilion were relinquished and a reservation of about 100,000 acres was 
established at Nett Lake. Even though the Vermilion reservation was reestablished by an 1881 
Executive Order, the Bois Forte Indians were only given back about 1,000 acres in the Vermilion 
area, instead of the tens of thousands they had been promised in the Treaty of 1854.

The Bois Forte Band has carefully reinvested their revenues and diversified their business port-
folio as part of their commitment to strengthening the regions economy and increasing Band 
member employment. Under the management of the Bois Forte Development Corporation, 
the Band now owns and operates Fortune Bay Resort Casino, The Wilderness Golf Course, 
WELY- End of the Road Radio, Powerain Manufacturing, Inc., the Y-Store and Bois Forte 
Wild Rice. Fortune Bay Resort Casino officially opened in August of 1986 and currently 
employs over 500 people, annually injecting more than $30 million into the economy of northern 
Minnesota.

The Fond du Lac Reservation is located in Carlton and St. Louis 
counties about adjacent to the City of Cloquet on the east, and 
15 miles west of Duluth. The tribal headquarters are in Cloquet, 
Minnesota. The LaPointe Treaty of September 24, 1854 (10 Stat. 
1109) was the last principal treaty between the several bands of 
Chippewa inhabiting Northern Minnesota, Northern Wisconsin, and 

the Western Upper Peninsula of Michigan. In this treaty, the various bands of Lake Superior 
and Mississippi Chippewa ceded approximately 25% of the land areas of the present states of

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Minnesota and Wisconsin plus the balance of the Upper Peninsula of Michigan to the United 
States. The LaPointe Treaty established the Fond du Lac Reservation at 100,000 acres.

The Fond du Lac Reservation Business Committee is the Tribal Governing body. The Chairman 
and secretary-treasurer are elected at large. The three districts are Cloquet, where tribal headquar-
ters are located, and the communities of Brookston and Sawyer. 
A new building to house tribal government, community sports, and social activities was opened in 
1997. There are also community centers at Sawyer and Brookston. The human service and health 
clinic programs operate from the Min-No-Aya-Win Health Clinic, which underwent major expan-
sion in 1996. The health program is tribally-run and services are contracted from Indian Health 
Service. Sawyer is the location of Mash-Ka-Wisen, the nation’s first Indian-owned and operated 
residential, primary treatment facility for chemical dependency. The Fond du Lac Tribe operates 
two casinos. The Tribe and the City of Duluth cooperated in building and sharing in the profits of 
the Fond du Luth Casino The Black Bear Casino and adjacent Black Bear Hotel, opened in 1995, 
make the Tribe the second largest employer in Carlton County.

The Grand Portage Reservation is located in Cook County, in the 
extreme northeast corner of Minnesota, approximately 150 miles 
from Duluth. It is bordered on the north by Canada, on the south 
and east by Lake Superior and on the west by Grand Portage State 
Forest. The community of Grand Portage is the location of the 
tribal buildings and home sites, along with community centers and, 

since 1997, a K-6 school.

The Grand Portage Indians were members of the Lake Superior Band but were not participants in 
the early Ojibwe treaties with the United States. They protested being ignored in the 1842 Treaty 
when Isle Royale was ceded and they then received annuity rights. In the 1854 Treaty they ceded 
their lands in the Arrowhead region of Minnesota and accepted the Grand Portage reservation. 
During the allotment era, no serious attempt was made to relocate the people to White Earth.

The Grand Portage Tribal Council is the governing body of the reservation and is a member of the 
MCT. The Tribal Council consists of a Chairman, Vice Chairman, Secretary/Treasurer, Council 
man, and Council woman. In 1996, Grand Portage entered the Self-Governance Program by con-
tracting to administer its own programs from the BIA. The State of Minnesota is responsible for 
criminal and some civil jurisdictions. The Tribe established its own court in September 1997. It 
collects its own sales tax. In February 2019, longtime tribal chairman Norman Deschampe passed 
away at age 65.

The Grand Portage Development Corporation was established in 1971 to spur economic develop-
ment on the reservation. Their most successful operation is the Grand Portage Lodge and Casino 
that opened in 1975. It has provided an ever-increasing source of employment for band members 
and income for the Tribe. The hotel is located on the shore of Lake Superior, off Highway 61. 

The 300 year old Manito Geezhigaynce, a twisted cedar known as the little spirit cedar tree, has 
great significance to many generations of Grand Portage Indians and boatmen on Lake Superior. 
The land with the tree was offered for sale in 1987. A group raised $100,000 to buy the land for 
the Tribe in 1990. To protect their heritage, the Grand Portage Indian community requires that to 
visit the tree, there must be a tribal guide. The John Beargrease Sled Dog race is held annually from 
Duluth to Grand Portage and back. It is in honor of John Beargrease, a Grand Portage member, 
who from 1887 to 1899 delivered the mail from Two Harbors to Grand Marais.

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The Leech Lake Reservation is in north-central Minnesota and cov-
ers parts of four counties: Beltrami, Cass, Itasca, and Hubbard, with 
the major portion located within Cass County.  Located along US 
Highway 2, the reservation is southeast of Bemidji with Walker just 
outside on the southwest corner. Cass Lake is the largest community 
within the reservation. Eleven communities make up the reservation. 

Drained by the headwaters of the Mississippi River, the area is generally swampy. With some 40 
wild rice producing lakes, it has the largest natural wild rice production of any of the State’s reserva-
tions. The land is mostly second growth. The Leech Lake Tribal Council is the governing body and 
consists of a Chairman, Vice Chairman, and three district representatives. In the early 1990’s, the 
Tribe contracted with the BIA to operate programs under self-governance procedures as one of the 
second groups of ten tribes allowed into the pilot project. The State is responsible for criminal and 
some civil jurisdiction over Indians on the reservation. The Leech Lake Tribe issues its own auto-
mobile license plates.

The reservation’s smaller communities have facilities for community events and services such as 
medical clinics and programs for elders. The people have organized their own community councils 
to give a political voice to their concerns. Health services are provided at the IHS hospital and clinic 
in Cass Lake and clinics in the other communities. The Tribe operates a halfway house and an 
ambulance service, however, fire protection is from neighboring communities. In 1995, the Tribe 
began a burial insurance program for all enrolled members.

Education and programs for children are provided by two tribally run childcare facilities, Head 
Start programs in seven communities and the K-12 Bug-O-Nay-Ge-Shig tribal school. The Tribe 
sponsors and provides funding for the Leech Lake Tribal College since 1990. The Tribe operates 
the Palace Bingo & Casino in Cass Lake, Northern Lights Gaming Emporium near Walker, and 
White Oak Casino in Deer River. The casinos have made the Tribe the largest employer in Cass 
County.

For many years, the Tribe has operated the Che-wa-ka-e-gon service station, the Che-We restau-
rant, a convenience store, and a gift shop. A nearby retail center, built by the Tribe, houses Indian-
run business and provides incubator services until they are successful enough to go out on their own. 
The Tribe also has an Indian-run archaeology firm, the Leech Lake Archaeological Company.

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The Lower Sioux Indian Community is located on the south side of 
the Minnesota River at the site of the U.S. Indian Agency and the 
Bishop Whipple Mission, a part of the original reservation established 
in the 1851 Treaty. It is in Redwood County, two miles south of 
Morton and six miles east of Redwood Falls. Across the river is the 

Birch Coulee battle site of the 1862 Sioux War. The Community, for purposes of determining 
membership and qualifying for some services, has a service area 10 miles beyond the actual trust 
lands. The land is primarily rich agricultural land in the river flood plain and the wooded bluffs 
behind. The community was built on the hillside and uplands. It centers around the tribal offices, 
a new community center, Tipi Maka Duta (the Lower Sioux Trading Post), and St. Cornelia 
Episcopal Church built in 1889 and now on the National Register of Historic sites. The church 
has been the recent site of reburials of Kaota people whose remains had been held by museums and 
universities. The Minnesota Historical society has an interpretive center in the area, explaining the 
1862 battles.

The Lower Sioux Community Council is elected and operates under an IRA constitution. The 
State exercises criminal and some civil jurisdiction on the reservation. The tribal court was orga-
nized in 1993. It deals with civil cases including contract law and workers’ compensation cases as 
well as tribal governance matters. Social programs and community health services are administered 
by the Tribe, funded by various governmental programs and the Tribe. Tribally funded health 
insurance policies cover the medical costs for resident members as well as tribal and casino employ-
ees. Redwood Falls and Wilmar hospitals are used.

Until the mid-1980’s the Tribe had very limited funds and there were hardly any opportunities 
for employment on the reservation. Government programs, operated by the Tribe, were the major 
source of employment. Since 1972 the Tribe has been manufacturing hand thrown, hand painted, 
traditional Dakota pottery. This still continues and is sold at Tipi Maka Duta, the Lower Sioux 
Trading Post along with other gift items. The Tribe generates additional revenue from leasing a 
gravel pit.

A major bingo facility, Jackpot Junction opened in 1984. Building on this, it was expanded to a 
casino on the signing of the State compact in 1989. The Tribe then went to court to force another 
state compact allowing blackjack. A service station and convenience store built in 1991 are adjacent 
to the casino as well as a nearby motel, hotel, and convention center.

The Mille Lacs Reservation is located in east central Minnesota. The 
tribal headquarters is near Onamia. The reservation was established 
by the 1855 Treaty. The Tribe owns approximately 16,000 acres of 
land located within four townships on the south end of Mille Lacs 
Lake. Additional communities exist in Aitkin and Pine counties and 
three islands. The reservation has a community center, schools, clinic,

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museum, casino/hotel complex and Government Center.

The ancestors of all these people were members of Anishinabe or Chippewa bands who made 
their homes in Minnesota in the 18th century. At that time, each band or group carried on its own 
political, economic, and cultural life, although close ties existed between those living in the same 
general area. In the 19th century, when white settlement and development of Minnesota threatened 
their existence, the Anishinabe leaders in the Mille Lacs region were pressured to cede their lands 
to the United States government and relocate on lands to other parts of the State. Some Band lead-
ers decided to move while others refused to leave the places where their people had lived for genera-
tions. 

Mille Lacs tribal government consists of executive, judicial and legislative braches. A chief executive 
is elected for a 4-year term. The legislative branch is made up of the Band Assembly, which passes 
all laws and tribal resolutions and appropriates funds for all tribal programs. The judicial branch 
is made up of the judges and officials of the Tribal Court. Mille Lacs Tribal Law Enforcement 
Officials have concurrent jurisdiction in Mille Lacs County, meaning that tribal police have the 
authority to pursue charges either through County Court or Tribal Court.

The Mille Lacs Band has helped build and diversify the East Central Minnesota economy through 
Grand Casino Mille Lacs, Grand Casino Hinckley, and other Band-owned businesses such as a 
cinema, a grocery store, convenience stores, a travel agency, and a golf course. The Mille Lacs Band 
Corporate Commission owns ML Wastewater Management, Inc., a nonprofit corporation that 
provides wastewater treatment services to thousands of residents and businesses on the west side of 
Mille Lacs Lake and helps protect the lake from pollutants.

In District I of the reservation, the Mille Lacs Band operates the Nay Ah Shing Schools, whose 
standard academic curriculum is enhanced by Ojibwe language and culture programming. The Band 
also operates the Mille Lacs Tribal College and  three reservation-area clinics and public health ser-
vices that help Band members with fitness, nutrition education, family planning, tobacco cessation, 
chemical dependency, and other needs.

The Prairie Island Indian Community is located on the banks of the 
Mississippi River, 14 miles north of Red Wing and 30 miles southeast 
of St. Paul. Prairie Island, and its surrounding area, have been home 
to the Bdewakantunwan (Mdewakanton), “those who were born of the 
waters,” for countless generations. 

Dakota ancestors from throughout the region gathered in the area to 
live, hunt, worship, and raise their families. Prairie Island is a spiritual place and a final resting spot 
for many Dakota Oyate (people). 

Members of the Prairie Island Indian Community descend from the Bdewakantunwan Band of 
Eastern Dakota. They consider themselves one with the land. The waters, the bluffs, the prairies, 
and the buffalo shape and define who they are as Dakota Oyate.

The 1851 Treaties of Mendota and Traverse des Sioux stripped the Dakota of their ancestral lands. 
The failure of the U.S. government to uphold its treaty obligations led to war with the Dakota 
people and, ultimately, the largest mass execution in American history – the hanging of 38 Dakota 
men in Mankato, Minnesota, on December 26, 1862. Soon after, Congress invalidated all treaties,

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and the Dakota were driven from Minnesota. However, a small group of Dakota remained and 
settled near Prairie Island.

The foundation for the Prairie Island reservation was formed when the Secretary of the Interior 
purchased nearly 120 acres of land for the landless Dakota who stayed in Minnesota. Around 
1880, additional Dakota families began to return to Prairie Island, buying back small parcels of the 
Dakota’s ancestral home. Following Congress passing the Indian Reorganization Act in 1934, the 
Prairie Island Dakota adopted a Constitution and By-laws, and the federal government formally 
recognized the Tribe. Additional lands were put into trust for the Tribe, and the Prairie Island 
Reservation was established. 

Soon after the Tribe’s government was formed and its reservation established, new threats emerged. 

The first threat came after the federal government failed in its trust responsibility to protect the 
Tribe’s interests and allowed the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers to build Lock and Dam #3 just 
downstream from the reservation, intentionally flooding a portion of Tribal land. Congress never 
authorized the illegal taking and destruction of the land nor compensated the Tribe for the loss. 

Unfortunately, that was not the last time the federal government looked the other way when it was 
supposed to protect the Tribe’s interests. The second threat emerged in 1973, when the Prairie 
Island Nuclear Generating Plant, with its twin nuclear reactors, began operating less than 700 yards 
from the Community. The federal government approved and licensed the plant with no consider-
ation given to the Tribe. 

The trifecta of threats for the Prairie Island Indian Community is completed by a railroad that runs 
adjacent to the reservation. The railroad crosses the only reliable road on and off Prairie Island. It 
is one of the busiest rail lines in the state, with trains often carrying hazardous materials, including 
crude oil. 

Despite these constant threats, the Dakota Oyate of Prairie Island remains resilient and focused on 
preserving the Dakota way of life for the next seven generations.

Creating a sustainable economy that allows the Tribe to provide for its members is a top priority for 
the Tribal government. The Tribe owns and operates a diverse collection of enterprises and is proud 
to be the largest employer of Goodhue County. Treasure Island Resort & Casino is a premier 
destination resort and casino in the Upper Midwest, attracting hundreds of thousands of guests 
each year and featuring the second-largest hotel property in Minnesota. Importantly, the revenue 
received from these tribal gaming activities goes directly toward funding the operation of tribal 
government services. Additionally, the Tribe owns and operates Mount Frontenac Golf Course, 
Dakota Station – a gas and convenience store, and Tinta Wita Tipi – an elder independent and 
assisted living community.  

Growing the Community’s land base and providing members with safer housing options is also a 
priority for the Tribal government. Today’s reservation consists of approximately 534 acres of origi-
nal reservation land and 2,774 acres of other trust lands close to the existing reservation. Much of 
that land is in the 100-year floodplain, including 1,295 acres of non-buildable land and open water. 
The Tribe has purchased additional off-reservation properties, totaling more than 1,700 acres, to 
provide members a safer option for living as a community. The Tribal government is working hard 
to get the additional lands into trust and recognized as Prairie Island reservation land. 
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The Red Lake Reservation is located in northern Minnesota, within 
Beltrami and Clearwater Counties. The land, slightly rolling and heav-
ily wooded, has many lakes, swamps, peat bogs, and prairies. Land to 
the west is suitable for farming. There are four reservation communi-
ties: Little Rock, Ponemah, Redby, and Red Lake, which is home of 
the Tribal Government and several tribal programs and businesses.  An 
elementary, middle and high school operated by the state of Minnesota 
is located at Red Lake.

The Red Band resides on aboriginal land and has lived in the area since the Dakota moved from 
the region in the mid-1700’s. The Red Lake Band, through various treaties and land agreements 
from 1863 to 1902 gave up millions of acres of land but never ceded the diminished reservation. 
This fact makes Red Lake unique in Indian Country. All land is held in common by the members 
of the Band. Red Lake is the largest fresh water lake in the country wholly contained within one 
state. The lake, Mis-qua-ga-me-we-saga-eh-ganing to the Red Lake Ojibwe, is held sacred.
The tribal government has full sovereignty over the reservation, subject only to the federal govern-
ment. Red Lake, because of its unique status is often referred to as a “closed” reservation. Because 
the land is held in common, few non-members live at Red Lake.

An eleven-member Tribal Council, three officers elected at large and eight council members, two 
from each of the four communities, governs the Red Lake Band. Seven Hereditary Chiefs, descen-
dents from those who negotiated the 1889 Land Agreement, serve for life in an advisory capacity to 
the Tribal Council. 

Employment on the reservation is very limited, resulting in high unemployment rates. The Tribal 
Council is the main employer through government operations and tribally-owned businesses such 
as Red Lake Builders which constructs both buildings and roads, retail centers, Red Lake Nation 
Foods, and others. The Tribe has three casino operations: Seven Clans Casino Thief River, Seven 
Clans Casino Warroad, and Seven Clans Casino Red Lake.

Red Lake has a history of leadership among Indian Tribes and has been at the vanguard of many 
initiatives in Indian Country. These include the first tribe in the Country to have tribal auto license 
plates; the first Indian County Commissioner in the State, and the first non-Judeo-Christian chap-
lain of the State Senate. It is the first reservation in Minnesota to build an archives-library program 
to preserve tribal records and historical material.

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In 1969, after years of persistence in dealing with the Bureau of Indian 
Affairs, the Shakopee Mdewakanton Sioux Community was finally 
given federal recognition and began the difficult process of creating 
a government and economic system that would support Community 
members. The struggle for economic security was difficult, and there 
were many obstacles. Through a number of tribal initiatives, mem-
bers created a health care program, a childcare facility, and a home 

improvement program. In 1982, Tribal Chairman Norman Crooks (father of current Chairman 
Stanley Crooks) and other Community members opened the Little Six Bingo Palace. Mystic Lake 
Casino followed in 1992. During the 1990s, the Shakopee Mdewakanton Sioux Community contin-
ued its transformation from an economically distressed reservation to one of the most economically 
successful Indian tribes in the United States. In this new era of self-sufficiency, the Community was 
able to use its inherent sovereign rights and growing economy to purchase additional lands and to 
radically improve its economic base.

To protect tribal interests, diversification was made a priority, and enterprises were developed which 
provide services to the larger community, such as Dakotah! Sport and Fitness , the Shakopee Dakota 
Convenience Store, and the Dakota Mall, which houses enterprises like a travel agency and a credit 
union.  Mystic Lake Casino Hotel is known as one of the largest and most successful Indian-owned 
casinos in the United States and is one of the largest tourist attractions in the Upper Midwest.

The Shakopee Mdewakanton Sioux Community has continued its infrastructure improvements and 
growth in the new century with the Tiowakan Spiritual Center and Community Cemetery, a storage 
and archival facility,  a new championship golf course, and many more. In 2001 the SMSC devel-
oped a professional fire department called Mdewakanton Emergency Services. 

The SMSC also provides much needed employment opportunities for more than 4,140 Indian 
and non-Indian people from the surrounding area. Millions of dollars are pumped into the area’s 
economy each year as a result of the Shakopee Mdewakanton Sioux Community’s successful busi-
ness enterprises.

Keith Anderson is Chairman of the community. As Chairman, he presides over the SMSC Business 
Council, which oversees the day-to-day operations of the tribal government and its relationships 
with its members, other governments and elected officials, and its more than 4,000 employees. 

On behalf of the SMSC, Chairman Anderson helps represent the tribe and Indian Country in 
Washington, D.C. He is the Co-Chair of the Native Farm Bill Coalition, which successfully advo-
cated for Native American interests in the 2018 Farm Bill. Additionally, he is the chairman for the 
SMSC’s Hotel Development LLC, which owns the JW Marriott hotel at Mall of America.

Chairman Anderson is serving his fifth consecutive term on the SMSC Business Council. Before 
becoming Chairman in 2020, he served two terms as the Vice-Chairman and was previously 
Secretary/Treasurer. Earlier in his career he served on the SMSC Gaming Enterprise Board of 
Directors for seven years, including five years as chairperson. He also worked as a designer/drafter 
for Rosemount Inc. and as a store planner for Target Corporation.

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The Upper Sioux Community Reservation tribal headquarters is 
located five miles south of Granite Falls, Minnesota, on the Minnesota 
River in Yellow Medicine County. This land is called Pejuhutazizi 
Kapi (The place where they dig for yellow medicine) and has been the 
homeland for the Dakota Oyate (Nation) for thousands of years. In 

1938, 746 acres of original Dakota lands in Minnesota were returned to the Dakota, and the Upper 
Sioux Indian Community came into existence. Provisions for governing the Upper Sioux Indian 
Community were adopted, and a Board of Trustees was elected to carry out the responsibilities 
identified in these Provisions. In 1995, the Provisions were modified and the governing document 
in now called the Constitution of the Upper Sioux Community.

Since its formal designation as an Indian community, Upper Sioux has struggled with poverty, sub-
standard housing, inadequate health care, and the subtleties of racism. Through the 1970’s and 80’s, 
conditions improved very little despite many vocal supporters, both Indian and non-Indian, and 
they continued to struggle for survival on the small tract of land along the Minnesota River.

In the late 1980’s the legal standing of tribes as a sovereign nations had been acknowledged in the 
highest federal courts, and following these court decisions, the Upper Sioux Community did as 
many other tribes had done—capitalized on a financial opportunity by building and opening Firefly 
Creek Casino.

Since that time, the Upper Sioux Community has relocated their gaming enterprise out of the 
Minnesota River flood plain. In 2003, Prairie’s Edge Casino Resort opened on the bluff overlook-
ing the Minnesota River valley. In addition, USC Propane was formed to service the propane needs 
of the Upper Sioux Community and the surrounding area. To further diversification, the Upper 
Sioux Community opened Prairie View RV Park in 2006.

The development of the tribal enterprises over the last several years has helped to revitalize and 
energize the Upper Sioux Community, allowing us an opportunity to obtain economic indepen-
dence. During this dynamic period for the Upper Sioux Community, there has been substantial 
growth in employment opportunities and Tribal services. Through the creation of our Tribal Police 
department, we can now exercise our inherent sovereign rights for the protection of Tribal members 
and Tribal lands. The Upper Sioux Community has been able to reacquire over 900 acres of our 
historic homelands, further strengthening their ability to address the growth of their Tribal mem-
bership, which stands at 453.

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The White Earth Reservation contains 829,440 acres and is located in 
northwestern Minnesota. It encompasses all of Mahnomen County and 
portions of Becker, and Clearwater Counties. The Tribal headquarters 
is located in White Earth, Minnesota, along with the IHS clinic, the 
K-12 tribal school, and a senior’s housing project and a community 

center. Because of the widely scattered settlement pattern on the reservation, government services, 
social programs, Head Start and daycare are provided at various centers.

The White Earth Reservation is named for the layer of white clay underneath the surface on the 
western half of the reservation. The land is typical of west-central Minnesota of prairie in the west, 
rolling hills and many lakes and rivers in the middle, and conifer forest in the east. Indian com-
munities include White Earth, Pine Point/Ponsford, Naytahwaush, Elbow Lake, and Rice Lake. 
Mississippi Band members from Gull Lake were the first group to come and settle around White 
Earth Village in 1868. 

In 1986 the White Earth Land Settlement Act (WELSA) required transferring 10,000 acres of 
state/county held land to the Tribe in exchange the Tribe allowed for cleared titles of 100,000 
acres of privately owned land, although the titles have been cleared, the Tribe is still waiting for the 
Federal Government to complete the transfer of the 10,000 acres of land into trust status. The Tribe 
also received $6.5m for economic development, which was used to start their Shooting Star Casino.
The White Earth Reservation is in an area of especially severe continuous unemployment. The 
Tribe’s Shooting Star Casino and Hotel in Mahnomen has been a successful operation and is the 
largest employer in Mahnomen County. A great deal of investment in infrastructure has been 
required, resulting in expanded water and waste treatment facilities, telephone systems, and highway 
development.

As a community development project, the Manitok Mall was built adjacent to the casino complex. 
It has shops and other amenities for those coming to the casino. The Tribe also owns and operates 
the Ojibwe Building Supplies, Ojibwe Office Supplies, a solid waste transfer station and their own 
third-party health insurance claims administration office. Minnesota’s lieutenant governor, Peggy 
Flanagan, is a member of the White Earth Band.
