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The keys to the health of our communities 
and our greater society are connection and 
resilience. During the COVID pandemic, 
connections were strained; resilience was 
necessary, but severely tested. Our towns, 
cities, families, and neighbors found 
themselves called upon to support one 
another as never before. The arts, which 
foster connection and inspire resilience, were 
tested and challenged, too. As the pandemic 
wanes, as we emerge and move forward, the 
arts have a vital role to play to enrich our 
lives, strengthen our communities, and build 
our resilience through shared stories and 
experiences.

In Minnesota, as across the country, artists 
and arts organizations have faced a changed 
landscape in terms of economics, attendance, 
and types of participation. The Arts Board 
was proud and grateful to be able to support 
creative individuals and organizations as 
they imagine, innovate, and engage with 
Minnesotans in new ways. 

The State of Minnesota appropriated $43,551,000 to the Minnesota State Arts Board for fiscal year 2023. 
Of that amount, $7,541,000 came from the state’s general fund and $36,010,000 came from the state’s arts 
and cultural heritage fund. This report offers insight into how the Arts Board invested those funds. 

The purpose of Arts Board support always is to bring the vital inherent benefits of the arts—empathy, 
awareness, self-expression, celebration, and inspiration—to Minnesota residents. Those arts activities also 
produce important public benefits—economic prosperity and development, tourism, community pride, 
academic achievement, and improved health outcomes—for communities and individuals across all ages, 
demographics, and geographic areas of our state. 

Grant making
Grant making continues to be the Arts Board’s primary activity. In fiscal year 2023, the Arts Board 
offered three competitive grant programs. It maintained its existing Operating Support grant program 
and offered its two COVID relief programs—Creative Support for Individuals and Creative Support 
for Organizations—for a third year. During fiscal year 2023, the Arts Board experienced unprecedented 
demand for its financial support; it received and reviewed more than 1,400 grant applications and awarded 
864 grants totaling $29,364,168.

Workshop participants created two tiles, one for the mural and one to take home.

Creative Support  
for Individuals
Artists and culture bearers are the heart 
of all arts activity in the state. Their 
talent, vision, and connection to our 
communities are limitless. They tell their 
own stories and reflect our collective 
stories. They share their creative gifts and 
pass them on to others. They call us to 
see the world through another person’s 
eyes and help us develop awareness, 
understanding, and empathy for the lives 
that our fellow Minnesotans live. 

The Arts Board offered the Creative 
Support for Individuals grant program 
for a third year to help creative artists 
and culture bearers maintain their 
visibility and financial sustainability, and 
stay relevant and connected to audiences, 
participants, students, and communities.

Creative Support  
for Organizations
Organizations continued to feel 
the effects of the pandemic in fiscal 
year 2023. As they worked to bring 
participants and audiences safely back to 
in person experiences, their attendance 
numbers and revenues had not returned 
to prepandemic levels. Grantees looked 
for new and innovative ways to engage 
with individuals and communities. The 
Arts Board offered this grant program for 
a third year to help organizations rebuild, 
and broaden and deepen their connection 
with audiences, participants, students, 
and communities. 

The Arts Board awarded 369 Creative 
Support for Organizations grants in fiscal year 2023, totaling more than $9.3 million. Grants ranged from 
$5,108 to $30,000. The following are just a few examples of those investments.

Operating Support
Operating Support grants provide a 
vital financial foundation, enabling arts 
organizations to focus on mission driven 
priorities, sustain core programs, and 
engage new audiences.

Minnesota’s regional  
arts councils
Minnesota has a two-tiered public support 
system for the arts that includes the Arts 
Board and eleven regional arts councils. 
Together, the board and councils ensure 
that state dollars reach and serve all 87 
Minnesota counties:

As directed by Minnesota Statutes, the Arts Board acts as fiscal agent for state funds, making block grants to 
each regional council. During fiscal year 2023, $12,455,865 was awarded to the eleven regional arts councils. 
With these funds, the councils together awarded 1,610 grants and provided services and support tailored to the 
needs of their geographic regions.

Partnerships I Service I 
Professional development
The Minnesota State Arts Board expands its 
capacity and extends its reach by working 
in collaboration with other agencies and 
organizations that share similar goals. The 
following are key partnerships that were in 
place during fiscal year 2023. 

Percent for Art 
in Public Places
Minnesota’s art in state buildings statute 
allows that up to one percent of the total 
budget appropriated for construction of 
new or renovated state buildings may be 
used to purchase or commission works of 
art. The Percent for Art in Public Places 
program enacts the legislation established 
by the Minnesota Legislature in 1984. 
It operates under the auspices of the 
Minnesota Department of Administration 
and is managed by the Minnesota State 
Arts Board. During fiscal year 2023, the 
program administrator: conducted condition 
assessments on many pieces of art in the 
state’s collection; worked to relocate Greg 
Inman I-XII Series, which had been installed

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Development; and began to build awareness 
of the program and relationships with 
agencies and entities that received funding 
through the 2023 capital investment bill.  

Poetry Out Loud
Poetry Out Loud is a national poetry 
recitation project cosponsored by the 
National Endowment for the Arts and The 
Poetry Foundation. Through Poetry Out 
Loud, high school students learn about great 
poetry through memorization, recitation, 
performance, and competition. Fiscal year 
2023 was the eighteenth year that Minnesota 
has participated in the program. 

The Arts Board selected South Central 
Service Cooperative (SCSC) of North 
Mankato to manage the Minnesota 
competition. SCSC is one of nine regional 
service cooperative agencies in the state. 
One of its key functions is to engage 
students and lifelong learners in academic 
pursuits. SCSC plans and facilitates many 
student academic enrichment events both 
regionally and statewide, reaching thousands 
of students annually. SCSC is well versed 
in competition procedures that result in 
fair play, organized and efficient delivery of 
services, and comprehensive communication 
to participants. 

With SCSC’s leadership and extensive statewide network, emphasis was placed on making the program 
accessible to students throughout the state. Students in thirty-five schools participated in the program during 
the 2022-2023 academic year. Five regional competitions were held, based on the geographic location of the 
schools (northern, central, southern, and two metro).

Two students from each region advanced to the state competition, which was held in person on February 24, 
2023, on the campus of Minnesota State University Mankato. Stella Wright, a senior at Armstrong High 
School (Plymouth) was named the state of Minnesota’s Poetry Out Loud champion for the second year in a 
row. Ari Kimball from Washburn High School took second place, and Hannah Christenson from Mound 
Westonka High School took third place in the state competition.

Decisions that the Minnesota State Arts Board and the regional arts councils make about how best to 
use funds will be grounded in the following guiding principles:

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RULES CHANGES

The Minnesota State Arts Board began a rulemaking process during fiscal year 2021 to amend its existing 
administrative rules (Minnesota Rules, chapter 1900). The rule amendments are intended to address 
existing practices and will not substantially change how the board operates. 

The board published a request for comments on November 30, 2020. The comment period remained open 
at the end of fiscal year 2023. The rulemaking process will continue in fiscal year 2024.

COMPLAINTS /  CONCERNS

The Arts Board’s appeal process is outlined in Minnesota Rules, chapter 1900, section 1110.  
https://www.revisor.mn.gov/rules/1900.1110/

The process states “There is no right of appeal for disputes of decisions with respect to interpretation of 
review criteria. An appeal may be made only if it is asserted that the board, or its staff, or advisory panels, 
did not follow the policies and procedures as provided by this chapter.”

The board received one appeal in fiscal year 2023.

On February 8, 2023, Camilla Kuntz submitted an appeal, asking the board to reconsider her FY 2023 
Creative Support for Individuals application, which had not been funded. Kuntz outlined comments made 
by reviewers during the public panel review meeting.  

The board considered the appeal at its March 9, 2023, meeting. At that meeting, the board asked the staff 
to further investigate the applicant’s appeal and report the results to the board at a subsequent meeting.

Staff gathered and provided additional information, and the board once again considered the appeal at 
its April 13, 2023, meeting. At that meeting, the board determined that the appellant had not provided 
evidence that the board had failed to follow it policies and procedures and therefore denied the appeal.
