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Subject: Annual Report on Obsolete, Unnecessary, or Duplicative Rules, as Required by Minnesota Statutes,

Section 14.05, Subdivision 5 for calendar year 2023.

Following a comprehensive review of the Administrative Rules contained in Chapter 4690 Ambulance Services,

the Emergency Medical Services Regulatory Board has not identified any rules as unnecessary and obsolete.

In our 2022 report we identified rules 4690.1900 and 4690.2600 both of which related to obsolete radio
communication equipment. EMSRB successfully repealed those rules in accordance with the administrative

procedures act effective on April 19, 2023.
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
