Dear Judge Swenson:

The FVCC was co-chaired by Judge Susan Robiner and Referee Timothy Mulrooney. The
FVCC’s Executive Director is Nancy Peters, whose hard work and excellent work product keep
the Council operating smoothly and effectively.

Although much of the good work of the FVCC takes place at the committee level, the FVCC had
a productive year as illustrated below:

e The FVCC continued to focus upon the work outlined in its Strategic Work Plan, which it
updated in early 2011. While much of that work takes place at the committee level, the
FVCC as a whole uses its monthly meetings to provide a valuable forum for all of its
members to share expertise from their respective fields and identify how or whether the
FVCC should become involved to effect positive change in the Domestic Violence
community or regarding issues that impact the Domestic Violence community.

e The Council co-sponsored (with Minnesota Coalition for Battered Women) a forum in
April, 2011 entitled “Examining the Impact of Joint Custody on Children” which
examined the findings of the study of Dr. Jennifer Mclntosh (of La Trobe University in
Australia) on joint custody arrangements.

e The Council continued to update its membership roster in order to achieve full
compliance with its bylaws which require that there be council representation across our
community including the courts, prosecutors, public defenders, the advocacy community,
educators, the medical community, law enforcement, and corrections.
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e The Council implemented a “member highlights” element to each monthly meeting to
further develop members’ understanding of other members’ roles and experiences so the
Council can better operate as a team of shared resources.

e The Council followed and shared information about the State shutdown and its impact on
operations and services in the area of domestic violence.

There were several new appointments and resignations from the FVCC. We thank those who are
no longer on the FVCC but who provided valuable service during their appointments, and we
heartily welcome our new voting members.

Throughout the year, the FVCC welcomed guest speakers at many of our monthly meetings.
David Hough, Deputy County Commissioner, presented on budget issues impacting Family
Court Services, as a division of the Department of Community Corrections and Rehabilitation.
Marna Anderson, Executive Director of WATCH, and Kate Hovde, WATCH’s Suburban Court
Project Coordinator, discussed domestic abuse cases in Hennepin County’s suburban courts and
presented WATCH’s 2011 report entitled Promoting Victim Safety and Offender Accountability:
Improving the Response to Misdemeanor Domestic Violence Cases. Anne Gilmore, a seasoned
social worker at Hennepin County Medical Center, presented on domestic abuse screening and
services at HCMC. Michelle Fournier, of OutFront Minnesota, presented on the services of
OutFront Minnesota in the area of domestic violence and discussed issues of domestic abuse in
the LGBT community. Judge Gina Brandt, Chair, and Deena Anders, Project Director, presented
on the structure and practices of the Fourth Judicial District Domestic Fatality Review Team.
Nancy Halverson and John Staloch gave a presentation on probation and parole supervision of
domestic abuse cases. Finally, Judge Charles Porter gave a compelling overview of Veterans
Court.

The FVCC Executive Committee (EC), comprised of all committee chairs and the FVCC co-
chairs, met regularly through the year crafting agendas for the Council, identifying speakers for
the full council meetings and overseeing adherence to the by-laws and the FVCC strategic plan.

The Civil Committee (CC) met regularly in 2011. This committee’s membership includes staff
from Family Court Services, District Court, Central Minnesota Legal Services, Battered
Women’s Legal Advocacy Project, WATCH, the Hennepin County Attorney’s Office and
various agencies for battered women, including: Cornerstone, Domestic Abuse Project, Home
Free, Project P.E.A.C.E. and Tubman. In 2011 the committee explored how Family Court
Services addresses domestic violence in evaluations and through screening; examined child
support issues in the context of Order for Protection proceedings; and sponsored training for
advocates and court personnel on how to prepare clients for evidentiary hearings in Orders for
Protection and Landlord/Tenant issues.

The Criminal Committee (CrC) met monthly in 2011. This committee’s membership includes
prosecutors, public defenders, probation officers, domestic abuse advocates and staff from
district court administration and community based organizations. The committee regularly
discussed current issues, new initiatives and developments in criminal laws regarding domestic
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violence. In 2011, this committee reviewed many subjects including enforcement of orders
prohibiting contact between persons; implementation and enforcement of gun prohibitions; DV
Court best practices and feasibility of “export” to suburban jurisdictions; WATCH report on
suburban court practices in domestic violence cases; victim notification of Defendant
incarceration status; the State shutdown and its implications for domestic violence issues; and
police use of lethality screening devices. The committee heard a presentation on Minnesota
Choice, the victim notification website (minnesotachoice.com) for persons under the supervision
of the Department of Corrections.  The committee sponsored several new and existing
workgroups, including on revocation issues, no contact orders, conditional release violations,
best practices export to suburban courts, and an ad hoc workgroup on gun issues. Finally, this
committee co-sponsored four educational presentations on domestic violence issues.

The Advocates Committee (AC) met periodically in 2011. In 2011, this committee hosted a
speaker on domestic violence screening; served as a vehicle for sharing resources between
advocacy agencies; participated in advocacy training; worked on a safety planning tool; met with
Hennepin County Victim Witness staff; heard a presentation on prosecution and law enforcement
trainings regarding strangulation and federal and state prohibitions of firearms; reviewed DV
Court Best Practices and made comments; discussed the DANCO “knock and talk” grant; and
discussed agency policies on working with battered women arrested for domestic violence.

The Child/Juvenile Committee (C/JC) met monthly in 2011. The membership includes
representatives of child protection, adult and juvenile probation, advocacy agencies, county
attorney, and community based organizations. In 2011, this committee focused on issues
affecting children and juveniles whose lives are touched by domestic violence. The committee
discussed current issues, shared information about participating members’ organizations and
programming, and worked toward the goals established through group agreement. The
committee attempted to identify gaps in no contact orders as they relate to juveniles. They also
heard presentations on child protection involvement where children have witnessed domestic
abuse, the SAFE pretrial domestic abuse intervention program, and the work of the Bikers
Against Child Abuse organization. The committee also again hosted a robust Resource Fair in
October.

The Community Outreach Committee (OC) met periodically in 2011. This committee worked to
increase FVCC visibility as a resource on issues of domestic abuse. The committee also worked
on development of an online media kit and media terminology materials.

After four years of dedicated service, Judge Robiner transitioned off of the FVCC at the end of
2011. The FVCC is very grateful for her service and wishes her the best as she continues to
serve the bench and the citizens of Hennepin County in other assignments.

Judge Fred Karasov joins the FVCC as co-chair beginning in January, 2012. Judge Karasov
comes to the Council with decades of experience in the criminal justice system and as a judge
since 2008. The FVCC welcomes him and looks forward to carrying on its mission with the
benefit of Judge Karasov’s ideas and enthusiasm.
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The FVCC believes that its efforts reported here are significant. As co-chairs, we extend our
appreciation to all of the FVCC and committee members for their dedicated efforts during 2011.
As the FVCC continues its work in 2012, its members remain true to its mission of enhancing
system accountability and fostering innovative approaches to prevent and address domestic
violence as a public policy priority. Thank you for your continued support.

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COMMITTEE REPORTS

Civil Committee

The Civil Committee (CC) of the Family Violence Coordinating Council met regularly in 2011.
Our meetings were the fourth Thursday of each month at 12:30 p.m. Our membership includes
staff from Family Court Services, District Court, Central Minnesota Legal Services, Battered
Women’s Legal Advocacy Project, WATCH, the Hennepin County Attorney’s Office and
agencies for battered women, including: Cornerstone, Domestic Abuse Project, Home Free,
Project P.E.A.C.E. and Tubman.

This year CC began to explore how Family Court Services addresses domestic violence when it
is identified as a factor in their cases. We endeavored to increase our knowledge of child support
and how we might assist clients in receiving child support in OFP hearings. We also provided
training to the larger community of advocates and court personnel on how to prepare clients for
evidentiary hearings in Orders for Protection and Landlord/Tenant issues.

Goals for 2011:
e Evaluate the risk assessment tools in both custody evaluations and social early neutral
evaluations

e Training — host in-services relevant to OFP court
e Compile a list of meetings that committee members attend to fulfill the action step in the
FVCC Strategic Work Plan.

Evaluate the risk assessment tools in both custody and social early neutral evaluations (ENES)
Carol Tellett from Family Court Services was a guest speaker at our January meeting. She
addressed how risk assessment tools are used in both custody and Social Early Neutral
Evaluations (ENEs). She told us that for the past year, Family Court Services (FCS) has been
focusing on screening for domestic violence. Nancy Ver Steegh provided three hours of training
to FCS staff about dealing with domestic violence throughout the family court process. In
addition, Carol Arthur, director at Domestic Abuse Project, put together a focus group about
Domestic Violence (DV) issues for FCS. FCS came up with a plan for the screening process
which included more expansive questions about domestic violence on their intake form. If a
party indicates there was a previous OFP or Harassment Restraining Order (HRO), a volunteer
pulls that file and a copy of the order is included in the file. Ideally, FCS staff would like to
move toward a face to face, as opposed to a paper, intake process. The plan in January was to
implement DOVE (a DV screening instrument) on a pilot basis early in 2011.

CC members felt it would be a good idea to look at the Initial Cases Management data sheet and
add more questions regarding DV for the judges’ information. Carol suggested that judicial
officers meet with Family Court Services staff to specify what they are looking for in factor 12
of the best interest analysis (whether DV is present).

Trainings provided by the Civil Committee this year

The committee identified a need for training on landlord/tenant issues. On April 19", Christy
Snow-Kaster, an attorney with Central Minnesota Legal Services and Referee Labine gave an in-
service on these issues for 1 %2 hours. They focused on topics such as emergency calls, breaking
a lease, Safe at Home, federal law about subsidized housing and who is responsible for damages.
Fifteen people attended.

There was also a suggestion that advocates could benefit from training on how to help petitioners
in OFPs better prepare when representing themselves at an evidentiary hearing. On December
2" Michelle Thompson, a staff attorney at Tubman, provided training for legal advocates to
help prepare their clients who are unable to secure pro bono representation for their Order for
Protection or Harassment Restraining Order evidentiary hearings. The training included tips on
how to help clients tell their stories, identify other evidence they may have (witnesses, physical
evidence) as well as impeachment evidence on the abuser, helping clients understand the legal
trial process and helping clients identify and request all the relief they need.

Twenty-three advocates, Guardians ad Litem and other court personnel attended the presentation.
At our October meeting, Susan Hanstad, of the Hennepin County Attorney’s Office Child
Support Division came to educate us on various child support issues. Her presentation was
thorough and addressed a number of issues which are pertinent to our work. One important
piece of information is that OFP petitioners who are granted child support in the OFP hearing
should take their orders to the Child Support Office at Family Justice Center immediately after
their hearing to ensure their case is opened. Also, if a petitioner is having difficulty obtaining a
current address of a respondent and there is an open child support case, a judge can issue a court
order giving the Child Support Division the authority to serve the respondent by completing the
mailing and then the affidavit of service.

Other

The CC was approached by Laurie Kusek regarding a new process for advocates to evaluate
Guardians ad Litem in the OFP hearings. The Guardian ad Litem Program had begun a new
process titled “Collaborative Reviews,” as a method to receive feedback from other members of
the system. Laurie created a survey for advocates to fill out online after working with a GAL in
an OFP proceeding. Our committee gave our feedback and Laurie designed and implemented
the survey. The survey became available on June 21%.
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The FVCC Criminal Committee invited our committee to work with them on the gun issue, i.e.
how to get guns out of the hands of abusers. Judge Bernhardson offered to address this at the
bench meeting in March. At our May committee meeting, the advocates present agreed that their
experience is that judges in OFP hearings are consistently telling respondents that they may not
have guns during the time the OFP is in effect. We concluded that, at this point, we do not see
the need to address focus on this.

Katie Brey arranged a meeting on May 24™ for advocates who use fax filing to meet and review
the process. The feedback on fax filing has been very positive. DASC does not do fax filing due
to the number of OFPs generated there. In preparation for this, a new list of email addresses for
advocates from all of the Hennepin County domestic abuse agencies was created.

Erin Wacker resigned from her position at Tubman and from the FVCC at the end of May. Carol
Tellett then volunteered to become the co-chair of CC.

In addition to agenda items, CC discussed individual problems as they occurred including
respondents’ behaviors in the waiting rooms, issues in OFP court, language in OFPs and
violations that were not acted upon by law enforcement. We attempted to problem solve as these
iSSues arose.

Goals for 2012:
1. Continue in-services for committee members and brown bag trainings for larger
audiences. Topics may include:
Economic assistance
Child Protection
Child Support
Co-Parenting Court
How does having an OFP against you impact your life (housing, employment,
data privacy, etc.)?
2. Examine common service issues and problem solve.

Criminal Committee

The Criminal Committee (CrC) of the Family Violence Coordinating Council met monthly in
2011 and its members consisted of representatives from prosecutor’s offices, public defenders,
advocacy agencies, probation, district court administration and community based organizations.
A list of persons who were active members of the CrC during 2011 is included at the end of the
report.

The CrC is pleased that during 2011, this multi-disciplinary and multi-jurisdictional group of
professionals continued to hold lively discussions about issues arising in the criminal courts, and
that the committee make-up allows for a broader analysis of the impact of changes in the law and
to the way that domestic violence criminal cases are handled in Hennepin County because of the
many perspectives and jobs of those serving on CrC.

The CrC spent time at each meeting discussing current issues, new initiatives and developments
in criminal laws regarding domestic violence. Issues discussed included: enforcement of orders
prohibiting contact between persons; implementation and enforcement of gun prohibitions; DV
Court best practices and feasibility of “export” to suburban jurisdictions; WATCH report on
suburban court practices in domestic violence cases; victim notification of Defendant
incarceration status; the State shutdown and its implications for domestic violence issues; and
police use of lethality screening devices.

The CrC invited Lydia Newlin, the victim services coordinator for the Minnesota Department of
Corrections, to present to the group regarding Minnesota Choice, the victim notification website
for persons under the supervision of the DOC. The website is www.minnesotachoice.com and is
accessible for victims who wish to receive information about offenders in prison and as they
begin planning for release/reentry.

The CrC continues to sponsor and form workgroups tasked to take on specific issues within the
larger criminal system. The following is a list of workgroups formed from within CrC:

A Revocation Issues workgroup which was formed in 2008 continues to work to identify ways
that the revocation process can be improved for each of the committee members’ areas of
practice and by identifying ways that the processing of revocation matters can be standardized
across the different divisions of the court. This workgroup is headed by Nancy Halverson.

The No Contact Orders workgroup which was formed to prepare a chart analyzing the four
main types of No Contact Orders which exist in Minnesota continues to educate and inform
interested parties and groups. That workgroup consisted of Jennifer Inz and Gretchen Zettler. A
copy of the chart is attached to this report.

A Conditional Release Violations workgroup which was formed in 2010 and headed by Kim
Johnson has prepared documents detailing protocol for presenting conditional release violations
to the court. Those documents are being considered for use within the probation department.
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A Best Practices Export workgroup was formed at the end of 2010 in concert with the
Domestic Violence Court steering committee. The goal of the workgroup is to examine the
feasibility of exportation of Minneapolis Domestic Violence Court Best Practices to the suburban
Hennepin County jurisdictions. That workgroup continues to meet.

An ad-hoc workgroup focused on implementation and enforcement of domestic violence gun
issues has begun work in these areas, and the Committee receives regular reports on this
workgroup’s progress.

The CrC also sponsored or co-sponsored four educational presentations on issues of domestic
violence during the year of 2011. Those presentations were well attended and well received, and
the CrC plans to continue sponsoring these types of presentations in 2012.

The Advocates Committee (AC) of the Family Violence Coordinating Council meets the fourth
Thursday of most months at 2:30 p.m. at the Domestic Abuse Project, 204 West Franklin
Avenue, Minneapolis. The AC has evolved to be a place where advocates can exchange
information, problem solve about difficult or unusual cases, support each other, and get
information directly from local practitioners. Fewer meetings were held in 2011 than in 2010
and attendance was generally low due to the demands of advocates’ court schedules.

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Child / Juvenile Committee

The Child/Juvenile (C/JC) Committee met monthly in 2011 and currently meets on the third
Tuesday of the month at 12:15 p.m. at the Health Services Building, Suite 1100, 525 Portland
Ave. S. The members consisted of representatives of child protection, adult and juvenile
probation, advocacy agencies, county attorney, and community based organizations. During the
monthly meetings, the diverse group of members focused on the issues affecting children and
juveniles whose lives are touched by domestic violence. The C/JC discussed current issues,
shared information about participating members’ organizations and programming, and worked
toward the goals established through group agreement.

Goals for 2011:

e |dentify gaps in the area of No Contact Orders as they relate to children and juveniles,
either in juvenile, adult or family courts. Talk within our own committee about the gaps,
and brainstorm solutions. Bring the gaps to the attention of the FVVCC and/or other
committees and work together to create and suggest solutions;

e Invite speakers to our committee to discuss specialty areas as they relate to children and
juveniles and domestic violence;

e Diversify our membership;

e Host a domestic violence event in October, 2011.

Progress on Goals

The C/JC discussed the first goal by obtaining input from different members with diverse
experience with no contact orders. The C/JC identified as a gap the enforceability of no contact
orders in the juvenile court. As it now stands, juvenile court no contact orders in the delinquency
court consist of a one page document (with three carbon copies underneath) ordering no contact.
The juvenile court does not use the DANCO forms that adult criminal court uses. The only
examples of enforcing no contact orders in juvenile court came from the county attorney/victim
advocates, who reported that it is very difficult, if not impossible, to enforce the no contact
orders based on the document filled out in court. These documents are not added into any law
enforcement database and are not used by law enforcement to enforce no contact or to bring new
charges. The C/JC suggested that, at least in a situation of domestic violence, the juvenile court
use the approved DANCO forms. The committee chair brought this gap and the committee’s
suggestion to the attention of the executive committee.

With respect to the second goal, the committee heard from several different speakers this year.
Oan Vo, a child protection investigator spoke about child protection investigations that include
allegations that children have witnessed domestic violence. Jill Stricker of the SAFE Program, a
juvenile court pre-trial domestic abuse intervention program spoke about the program and what it
entails. The Bikers Against Child Abuse (BACA) group spoke to the committee about their
work with abused children.

The C/JC added several new members to its roster this year, including Jill Stricker of the SAFE
program, as well as Amy Kondziolka and Zach Lien of Cornerstone.
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The C/JC successfully met its goal of hosting a Resource Fair in October, 2011. This year, the
C/JC teamed up with the Criminal Committee to host a CLE following the resource fair. The
resource fair was held on the public service level of the Hennepin County Government Center on
October 7, 2011. Approximately 20 community organizations staffed booths. The Resource Fair
was followed by a presentation in the Auditorium in the Government Center by Dr. Jeff Edleson,
Professor at the University of Minnesota School of Social Work and Director of the Minnesota
Center Against Violence and Abuse. Prof. Edleson spoke about some of the basic research on
children’s exposure to adult domestic violence, recent trends in legislation, programs responding
to these children and their families and presented recommendations from a recent national round
table meeting to develop services that attend to children's needs. The event was well attended,
and the feedback from the participants was very positive. The resource fair was an opportunity
for the community organizations to provide information to the public and domestic violence
professionals about their services, as well as to connect with each other.

Goals for 2012:

1. Promote changes in the juvenile court to address gaps in the area of No Contact Orders
by advocating for the use of a DANCO form in juvenile court domestic violence cases;

2. Invite speakers to C/JC to discuss specialty areas as they relate to children and juveniles
and domestic violence;

3. Meet with other committees in the Fourth Judicial District FVCC to learn about their
work;

4. Investigate whether there is a role for the C/JC to give input in the Cornerstone Blueprint
project;

5. Clean up the membership roster, continue to recruit new members;

6. Host a domestic violence event in October, 2012.
