REPORT OF THE STATE CANVASSING BOARD

We, Mike Holm, Secretary of State, Henry M. Gallagher, Chief Justice 
of the Supreme Court, Harry H. Peterson, Associate Justice of the Supreme 
Court, Kenneth G. Brill, Judge of the District Court, Second Judicial District, 
and E. A. Montgomery, Judge of the District Court, Fourth Judicial District, 
the legally constituted and acting State Canvassing Board, as required by 
law, opened and convassed on, Septembei· 20, 1940, the certified copies of the 
statements made by the County Canvassing ;Boards of the votes cast at the 
1940 Primary Election, and we prepared therefrom a statement of the whole 
numbers of votes cast at said election for the office of United States Senator 
in Congress, for the several State Officers, Representatives in Congress and
