At a public hearing December 23, 1957, of which thirty days prior public 
notice was given, the Civil Service Board considered proposed revisions to 
the Civil Service Rules. 

We are submitting this letter in quadruplicate showing revised rules 5.3 
and ,.4 approved by the Civil Service Board, which are shown in their en­
tirety. The new material is underlined. 

Civil Service Rule Changes 
Adopted by the Civil Service Board 

December·23, 1957 

5o3 Hourly, Daily and Weekly Rates. 

Monthly rates of pay shall be paid except that on certification 
by an appointing authority that payment of monthly rates for cer­
tain classes within his jurisdiction is not f easib1e because of 
the temporary or intermittent nature of the work, the civil ser­
vice director may authorize the pqment of daily or hourly rates 
for the classes concerned. Such daiq or hourly rates shall be 
compu.ted from the monthly rates established in the compensation, 
plan and in no case shall exceed the ma:rlnm.m of the established 
range for the class of positions involved except that for employ­
ment on a strictly temporary or project basis, the director ma:r 
authorize a rate of pay which may exceed the maximum of the range 
provided, by not more than 70 per cent. In each case where pay­
ment above the maximum rate for the class is authorized because 
of the temporary or project nature of the work, the employee so 
paid shall not be entitled to vacation or sick leave. Temporary 
or project basis employment for the purposes of this rule ordin- 1 arily will be restricted to a planned work program which· is to 
be completed within a specified limited period of time and which 
is not of a seasonal. or regularly recurring nature. 
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In adjusting mnthly rates to hourly, daily, or weekly rates, the 
number of h~urs, days, or weeks in the work 100nth as established 
in the schedule provided for in rule 13.1, shall be divided into 
the mnthly rate and shall be determined by the following formu­
lae:

All computations of hourly, daily and weekly rates shall be made 
on the basis of the adjusted monthly rates established in the COl:ft­
pensation plan. 
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Monthly rate x 12 

80 {No. hours in normal pay period) ::r 26 

All co tations of hour rates shall be made on the basis of the 
adjusted month y rat-es estab hed in the compensation plan. 

,.4 Computation of Payments for Less than a Full Payroll Period. 

Payments for less than a full payroll period to employees paid on 
a monthly salary basis shall be determined by multiplying the sal­
ary for the payroll period by the number of calendar days for ~eh 
payment is to be made and dividing the result by the number of cal­
endar days in the particular payroll period involved with the fol­
lowing exceptions 

I 
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When computing a deduction far an enployee on leave of absence 
without pay for a period not exceeding the number of calendar 
days in the work week of the agency by which he is employed the 
deduction shall be determined by mu1tiplying the salary for the 
payroll period b.r the number of work days the enployee was ab­
sent and dividing the result by the nwnber of calendar days in 
the particular payroll period involved. 

The following number of calendar days shall constitute the semi­
monthly payroll periods for the months indicated: 

2 8 day month - 14 days 
29 day month - 14½ days 
30 day month - 15 days 
31 day month - 15½ days
