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Legislative Charge

Minnesota Statutes 2025, section 14.05, subdivision 5, requires that:

By December 1 of each year, an agency must submit to the governor, the Legislative Coordinating
Commission, the policy and funding committees and divisions with jurisdiction over the agency, and the
revisor of statutes, a list of any rules or portions of rules that are obsolete, unnecessary, or duplicative of
other state or federal statutes or rules. The list must also explain why the rule or portion of the rule is
obsolete, unnecessary, or duplicative of other state or federal statutes or rules. By December 1, the
agency must either report a timetable for repeal of the rule or portion of the rule or must develop a bill
for submission to the appropriate policy committee to repeal the obsolete, unnecessary, or duplicative
rule. Such a bill must include proposed authorization to use the expedited procedures of section 14.389
to repeal or amend the obsolete, unnecessary, or duplicative rule. A report submitted under this
subdivision must be signed by the agency person responsible for identifying and initiating the repeal of
obsolete rules. The report also must identify the status of any rules identified in the prior year's report
as obsolete, unnecessary, or duplicative. If none of the agency's rules are obsolete, unnecessary, or
duplicative, an agency's December 1 report must state that conclusion.

Executive Summary

This legislative report states that the Minnesota Department of Education (the department) has identified
Minnesota rules that are currently obsolete, unnecessary, or duplicate other state or federal statutes or rules. It
also gives an update on current rulemaking proceedings.

Introduction

This legislative report will discuss the Minnesota Rules that are currently obsolete, unnecessary, or duplicative of
other state or federal statutes or rules and provide an update on the department's current rulemaking projects.

Analysis
The following rule is obsolete.

Minnesota Rules, part 3501.1200 Scope and Purpose. "WIDA" no longer refers to the World-Class Instructional
Design and Assessment Consortium. The organization is now referred to as just WIDA.2 Because the former
name is obsolete, the department suggests changing the sentence that reads "The state of Minnesota's
standards for English language development are the current standards developed by the World-Class
Instructional Design and Assessment (WIDA) consortium" to "The state of Minnesota's standards for English
language development are the current standards developed by WIDA.”
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Rulemaking Update

During 2025, the rulemaking proceeding for the K-12 academic standards in the Health Academic Standards
progressed. The advisory committee, with extensive public feedback, completed three drafts. The department
anticipates publishing a Dual Notice of Intent to Adopt Rules in December of 2025. If there is sufficient public
interest, a hearing would be held in 2026.

The department did not repeal any rules that were previously identified as obsolete. This was due to an
extremely small number of rules (one) and active federal legislative proposals concerning the future
responsibilities of the U.S. Department of Education.

Conclusion

Any of the Minnesota Department of Education's rules that are duplicative or obsolete due to existing language
in state or federal law will be removed under a future rulemaking process as outlined by statute.

Federal legislative activity related to the U.S. Department of Education may result in future regulatory change.
While some state rules are duplicative, they do not conflict with the federal regulations. As such, the
department recommends that the state rules remain in effect.

At this time, only one rule has been identified as obsolete. The rule is not confusing in its current form. It
references an acronym that has replaced the actual name of the organization. In the interest of both funding
and time, the department proposes that this rule is not repealed until there are sufficient obsolete rules that
would make the process cost-effective or as part of another upcoming proposed rule in 2026 or later.
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
