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GENERAL SUMMARY 

OPERATIONS 

The governmental agencies included in this report have been created to 
perform certain functions which are generally not performed by other 
governmental units. They are supported by revenues derived from sources 
similar to those of other governments and their expenditures cover 
r,early every type of fur,ct ion. 

GOVERNMENTAL FUNDS 

The financial data for special districts reported on the modified 
accrual basis of accounting have been summarized on Table 1 to show the 
revenues and expenditures of the governmental funds. Tables 3 and 4 
detail the revenues and expenditures of these entities. 

GOVERNMENTAL REVENUES 

The special districts had revenues totaling over $112.4 million in 1984. 
Together they received over $72.7 million from intergovernmental sources 
and $7.4 million from charges for services. Taxes provided $20 million, 
or 18¼ of the revenue of the governmental funds. 

GOVERNMENTAL EXPENDITURES 

Expenditures of the special districts, as shown in Table 1, totaled $115 
million. The largest expenditures were $27 million for conservation, 
$20 million for recreation and parks, and $20 million for urban 
developwent and housing. 

PROPRIETARY FUNDS ENTERPRISE FUNDS 

Table 2 summarizes the operations of enterprise funds reported on the 
accrual basis of accounting. Table 5 details the operations of 
enterprise funds reported. This reporting format is more in line with 
recommended governmental accounting practices. However, it does 
introduce some changes from past practices, and caution is advised when 
making comparisons to prior years. 

The special districts had operating revenues totaling $324.9 million in 
1984, of which $86.9 million was for sanitation districts, including the 
Metropolitan Waste Control Commission, $129.3 million was for hospital 
districts and $38.9 million was for transit authorities, including the 
Metropolitan Transit Commission. The operating eMpenses totaled $373.0 
million, of which $71.0 million was for sanitation districts, $127.5 
million was for hospital districts and $101.2 was for transit 
authorities, resulting in an operating loss of $48.1 million. The 
nonoperating revenues totaled $105.4 million and nonoperating eMpenses 
were $44.7 rnillic,r-,, resulting in net ir,corne of $12.6 rnillior1 • 

INDEBTEDNESS 

Special districts issued bonds totaling $12.5 million and paid $34.0 
million in fiscal year 1984, leaving a balance of $621.6 million 
outstanding at the end of that year. Indebtedness is shown in Table 6.
