(GAAP) for governmental u11its and has earned an µnqualified opinion. 

The Department of Finance ls responsibleforfhe aceuracy, fairness, 
and completeness of ·the financial statements, including .. ·. all .·disclosures, 
presented in this reJ)Ort ... · The}nformation presented js acc~ratt} itJ.. all 
material respects and· includes all disclosures necessary for an understand­
ing· of the state's financial activities. 

The. report is divided into three sections: Introductory SectiC>n; 
Financial Section, including the auditor's· opinion and basic financial state-­
men ts; and the Statistical Section, containing financial and ot,her da.ta for 
prior and current . years. The Notes to . the Financial • Statetnents, in .·the 
financial···Sectionj are n~essary. for an understanding·of·•the information 
includediO the statements. They include . the Summary of Signi~Catlt 
Accounting Policies and other necessary disclosure of matters relating to 
the.financial position of the state. 

All of the organizational units of the state whfoh are controlled by, 
or .dependent . upon, the legislature and. the constitutio11al officers. are 
included .in this report. A more ·complete description·• of the state's 
reporting ~ntity. and• the •criteria. used in de.fining it. are• providect··.itt·. Note 
l to the financial statements.

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to .affordable health care for a.II:Minnesotans. 
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During 1993, the program began serving high priority needy clients, 
particularly children. In July 1994, households with no children will 
become eligible for MinnesotaCare as revenues are available. 

The entire span of MinnesotaCare must stay within. the financing 
allotment created• within the law. This allotment includes (at·· varying 
effective dates) a five cent increase in the cigarette tax, a 2 percent health 
care provider tax · and a 1 percent· insurance gross premiums· tax on non­
profit health service corporations and health maintenance organizations. 

The MinnesotaCare Program will cover an estimated 94,000 
households, including 184,000 Minnesotans, by 1997. The long run 
success of the program ultimately rests on cost containment and. insurance 
reform. If these are achieved, MinnesotaCare can attain its goals of 
providing affordable and accessible quality· health· care· to the residents Of 
Minnesota. 

Education. In fiscal year• 1993, the··State Boatd· of Education 
worked to develop learner goals and outcomes for use in an. outcome 
based education (OBE) system. OBE is defined in statute as a I' pupil 
centered, result-oriented system premised on the belief thatallindividuals 
can learn." The State Board of Education has developed recommendations 
for the achievement of state and local· outcomes. 

The State Board continued to review proposals to form "charter 
schools. If These schools will be exempt. from most >rules and statutes 
applicable to a school board or school district, but they must be nonsectar­
ian and tuition free. They are eligible for most state school aids, with the 
exception of several. aid programs requiring a• levy· component. A 
maximum of 20 may exist throughout the state, and each plan must be 
approved by the State Board· of Education. 

The Le.aming Readiness Program. was implemented in 1993. This 
program is designed to benefit four-year old children who have not 
entered kindergarten. Required. components of the program include: 1) a 
plan to coordinate social services, 2) a development.and learning feature, 
3) health referral services, 4) nutrition, and . 5) parental .. involvement. 
Highest .Priority is given· to children· identified as "being. developmentally 
disadvantaged or experiencing risk factors that could impede their learning 
readiness." 

Also beginning in fiscal year 1993, funds became available to 
provide equalization of school district debt service levies. State aid for 
this purpose is being phased in over a three year period.

The 1993 Legislature adopted several 9hanges in education funding 
policy that win become effective in F.Y .. 1994 or F .Y. 1995. The major 
changes include:

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Budget and functionality concerns earlier this year resulted. in a 
realignment to the.project·to: re-evaluatetherequirements for.all age~cy 
accounting systems to be replaced;. emphasize re-engineering c,pportunities 
for all areas; move forward planning for an executive information system; 
and develop improved costdata. This realignment was done to .assure 
accurate cost information . and assure. · the best system decisions.. All 
systems are expected to be implemented by July 1, 1995, six months later 
than originally planned. 

Accounts receivablemana:ement. The 1993 Legislature approved 
a plan to. improve the state's tnanagement of accounts receivable .. ·.· The 
plan jncludes: Improvement of. overall receivables management through 
statewide policies arid procedures and reporting; development of a 
statewide collection·. organization which state· agencies can use to supple­
ment or replace their current collection resources; on aone. time basis, use 
of statewide contract.s with geveral private collecti~n agenei~s ·to. collect 
older receivables; and an jncrease in the legal resou,·ces for debt collection 
through a separate· collection . unit· within the . Office of the··. Attorney 
General. 

As a separate . initiative,• .. the Departments of Revenue and Human 
Services have joined efforts to increase collections of child support 
payments that are ill. arrears.. . The collections unit of the Department of 
Revenue recently began. accepting child support cases. for collection. 

Financial management reforms. The Governor and the Legislature 
enacted. several. long-term financial management reforms in the 1993 
legislative session. . Spending caps were adopted for esti111ated spendin~ 
in the 1996-97 biennium. . . The Governor's contingenty unallotment 
authority was expanded for the 1994~95biennium. Th~ Budget Reserve 
and Cash Flow Account was replenished to·. $400 million~ 

Performance Budgetin~ was used for. *e first tim~ i~ the 1994-95 
biennial budget. State agencies were required to define results they will 
accomplish, and will ·be held accountable for their performance· through 
an annual reporting progress. 

Baseline Budgeting .was • also·.· used.• so that all· programs.·. are now 
subject to review, rather than automatic funding .. State agenciesand most 
other state~supported programs were required to fund all growth and 
program changes. within their current spending . base . through service 
redesign and the elimination of lower. priority programs.

Capital. budgeL process. . The Departments .of Fina.nee and 
Administration are implementing a reformed capital budget process that 
will culnunate Febi:uary t with the submission of the state's first 
Governor's 1994~99 Strategic .• c;apital Budget .

The overall .3.7.percent •increase.in. expenditures an&nettransfers 
out is even lower than last year, which was theJowest since fisca,t year 
1986 ... General govem,ment expenditures increas~ mostly due to costs to 
relocate state agencies and the Minnesota Historical .Society, and costs to 
develop ·• new statewide. administrative systems. .. The ·.majority. of lhe 
increase in debt· service costs are for payments to local governments for 
loans received from them to finan~e highway projects in advance of state 
plans. These payments were made fl"om the Trunk Highway Fund. 

Enterprise fund operations. Retained· earnings for. the enterprise 
funds increased by $26.9 million,. as restated,· to $749~lmillion. Of this 
amount,. $504 . million.. is . reserved, .··· primarily; tor debt repay1nent. 
Enterprise funds provide services to the general public and are expected 
to recover. full .. costs, primarily through .... user charges. Th~. H9using 
Finance Agency Funds had theJargestincreasein retained earnings, with 
netincome exceeding $13 million. The Higher Education Coordinating 
B.oard Student Loan Fund foHo~ed with net income of $7.4 million. 
Included. among the enterprise funds is . the State . Lottery Fund, whose 
income of $57.l million after taxes was .transferred to other state funds. 
This is $2.5 million·more than lastyear's .. ttansfer. 

Internal service .. fund operations~< .. • State internal service .. fu~ds 
provide a variety of services to state.· agencies.· ... These include cort1puter 
servic~s, motor pool, telecommunicatio~s, printing, management of the 
capitol complex buildings andinsurance (employee health and life/and 
aufo liability) .. · The objective of these funds isto.·tecovet the full costs of 
services. provided. Net income .. for. the .intemai .. service. funds .was . $6.5 
million for fiscal year 1993, out.of total operating revenues of $284.6 
million. The internal service funds ended the year with total retained 
earnings of $92.5 million, up $6.5 million from lastyear.

NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 
JUNE 30, 1993 

These notes provide disclosures relevant to the combined financial statements on the preceding pages. 

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING AND REPORTING POLICIES 

Basis of Presentation 

The reporting policies .of. the sta.te· of Minnesota conform .to generally accepted accounting 
principles (GAAP) as prescribed by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB). 

Financial Reporting Entity of· the State of Minnesota 

This report includes the various state departments, agel'lcies~ . institutions and· organizational units 
which are controlled by or dependent upon the ~innesota Legislature and/or its constitutional 
officers. The criteria used to determine the state's reporting entityweredegrees of financial 
interdependence, fiscal accountability, administrative contrnl, and scope of public service .. All 
governmental units not meeting those criteria, and therefore considered. to be autonomous from 
the state, have been excluded. from this reporL 

Although partia11y supported by state appropriations, the University of Minnesota has not been 
included in the reporting entity. The high degree of autonomy of the University was of primary 
importance in deciding upon its exclusion. This autonomy is attributed to the independence ofits 
governing board, the Board of Regents, which controlsthe administration and.operation of.the 
University .. The.Board of Regents' authority forover~llbudget approval and.responsibmty for 
funding of deficits or use of surpluses were also significant in determining the University's 
exclusion. The University is the only significant exclusion from the state's reporting entity. 

The state universities and community colleges are,< however, .an integral part of the state's 
operations. Their primary operations are accounted for on theStatewide Accounting System and 
they are subject to the same controls as all other state agencies. The .results of operations and the 
financial position for the colleges . and universities, therefore, do not appear as . discrete 
presentations in .these financial statements but are blended in with the activities ofall state agencies 
in the appropriate funds or fund types. 

The organizations below' which are . included. in. this report,. also prepare and. publish their own 
financial reports which may contain differences in presentation .resulting from differing reporting 
emphases:

Classification of Funds 

Individual funds. have been· established as stipulated by legal provisions or. by administrative 
discretion. The funds presented are classified as follows. 

Governmental Funds account for . the acquisition, use and balances . of expendable financial 
resources and the related current liabilities. Most state operations are accounted for in this fund 
category. Included in this classification are the General Fund (accounts for all financial .resources 
except those required to be accounted for in another fund), special revenue, capital projects and 
debt service fund types. The :Debt Service Fund accounts for the accumulation of resources for, 
and the payment of, most general obligation long-term debt principal and interest. 
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ProprletaryFunds accoant for an assets, liabilitiesand equities, and match revenues andexpenses 
to determine neUncome and capital Illaintenance'. The fund typesincluded in this category are 
the enterprise. and intemal service funds .. 

Fidlicfary. Funds accounLfor assets held by t~e. state in ·· .. ~. tJ;llst~ . capacity or as an agent for 
individua}s1 private o;rganizations., other. goven.1mental units and/orotber foQfls • lJlCluded in this 
fund. cat~gor}'.are· expendable and.none:Kpendable .trust,•· pension.trust and agency•·.fond·typ~s.

Compensated Absences 

State· employees·acctu~ vacation.1eave, sickleav~ and ·COIIlpensatoi-y · .. leave at •various rates. within 
limits specified in collective ba~gaining agreements.. Such leave is liquidated in> cash only at the 
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time of termination from state employment. For governmental funds, the liability for compensated 
absences is reported in the General. Long-Term Obligation Account Group. All other fund types 
report this liability as a fund liability. 

Cash Equivalents and Investments 

Cash equivalents are short term, highly liquid fovestments having original maturities (remaining 
time to maturity at acquisition) of three months or less. Also included are cash management pools 
and money market funds that are used essentially as demand deposit accounts. 

Investments are reported atmarketvalue for the investment trust funds, defined contribution funds 
and the Deferred Compensation Fund, which are allfiduciary funds. All other funds report equity 
securities at . cost and debt securities at· amortized cost. 

Inventories 

Inventories for governmental funds are recorded as expenditures when purchased and therefore 
are not a resource available for appropriation. Inventories for ,u otherfonds are expensed when 
consumed. Inventories maintained by th~ various funds are determined by annual and periodic 
physical counts. The Trunk ffighway Fund (special revenue fund) inventories are· valued. using 
the .weighted-average cost Invento1es of the Miscellaneous. Special Revenue and Northeast 
Minnesota Economic Protection (expendable trust) funds consist of repossessed properties, held 
for resale, and are valued at market Enterprise funds' inventories are valued using first-in 
first-'out, average cost and specific cost methods. Internal service funds' inventories are valued 
using the first-in first-out method. 

Restricted Assets 

Mandatory asset segregations are presented in various enterprise fundsas restricted assets. Such 
segregations are required. by bond covenants and other .external restrictions. The excess of 
restricted assets over liabilities payable from restricted assets will first be used for bonds payable. 
The remainder, if any, is included in reserved retained earnings. 

Fixed Assets 

Governmental Fund Types - Fixed assets for these funds are reported in the General Fixed Assets 
Account Group. General fixed assets are recorded at cost or, for donated assets, at fair market 
value at the date of acquisition .. An inventory of ]and and buildings for general .fixed assets was 
completed in 1985. Historical cost records fof older fixed assets are incomplete .or not available. 
Accordi~gly, estimated historical· costshave been used in these situations. Tax forfeitedJand is 
not included in land inventory becaus~ the state does not take permanent title; when the land is 
sold, proceeds are distributed to local jurisdictions. Public domain (infrastructure) generaLfixed 
assets such as highways, curbs, bridges and ·lighting systems are not capitalized. Depreciation .is 
not provided on· general fixed assets nor is interest during construction capitalized. 

Proprietary and Fiduciary Fund Types - Fixed assets for these fundsare stated at cost or, for 
donated assets, aLfair market value atdate of acquisition. Such assets aredepreciatedor 
amortized on a straight-line basis over the usefollives of .the assets. Estimated usefol lives are 
as follows: ·

Depreciation on fixed assets acquired with resources externally restricted for that purpose is closed 
to contributed capital after being recognized in operations. 

Depreciation reported on the Statement of Cash Flows exceeds that reported on the Statement of 
Revenues, Expenses and Changes in Retained Earnings for the. internal service funds because. a 
portion of depreciation is included in the cost of goods sold. 

General Long-Term Liabilities 

All unmatured long-term indebtedness not reported in a proprietary or fiduciary fund is accounted 
for in the General Long-Term Obligation Account Group. Included among these liabilities are the 
noncurrent portions of liabilities resulting from debt issuances, compensated absences, Workers 
compensation claims, grant programs, arbitrage rebate requirements and some unfunded pension 
liabilities (see Note 6). 
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Bond Discounts, Bond Prerrihnns and Deferred . Costs 

Jngovemrneutal.fund types, bond .cJiscounts., premiums and issuance costs are recognized in the 
current period. In the proprietary funds they .are deferred and.amortized over.the life of the.bonds 
using the effective interest method or the straight-line method, which approximates the effective 
.interest .method. The deferred costs reported are primarily for bond issuance costs of the 
enterprise funds. 

Risk·Management 

The state is self-insuredJor most losses •. InsuraJ1ce ce>verage is prohibited by statute except for 
college anduniversity property, fa,rms repossessed under the Family Farm Security Loan Program, 
and workers' compensation. coverage for Military.Affairs .. The .state has ... established. the Risk 
Management Fund (an internal service fund) toprovidefo;r .casualty daims., primarily automobile 
liabilities, for state agencies, For catastrophic workers' compensation claims the state is amember 
of the Workers'.Compensation Reinsurancf} Asso~iationwhich pays for cmnpensation claims in 
excess of the retention amount, which is currently $430,000. 

Budg#ing and Budgetary. Control 

Minnesota operates ou a two-year {biennial)budgercycle. ending on June3Q of the odd-numbered 
years. Appropriations .in the bienniaLbudgef are usually for a single year; however, where 
specified, single year appropriations are available for either year of the bienniu1n. The Governor's 
budget for flie biennium is devefoped by the Department of Finance and presented to the 
legisfature for approval.·•. Specific appropriations are required· for an expenditures from the General 
Fund and all SpecialRevenueF.undsexc.eptthe Fede~l, Maximum.Effort School Loan, Spec.ial 
Workers. Compensation, Iron Ran~e Resourc.es·.alld Rehabilitation and .Miscellaneous Special 
Revenue Funds .. Some appropriations are. llopen appropriatinnstf Jot entitlement. type,. and s<>me 
intei:fund transfer', programs .. In these cases,whatever amount is needed to fulfill theobligalion 
for the fiscal yearis made available; j. e., there is no Jimi.t on the amount.which can be expended 
for the program .... Estimates .. of the amount needed. for such· programs· are. included .in the. budget 
forecast .. 

AH expenditures in these. appropriated funds are made pursuant to fhe appropriations in the 
biennial budget, as•· .amended by subsequent legislative appropriation actions. . Deficiency 
appropriations totaling $17;727,OOQ were required forfiscal year 1993 .. These were, primarily, 
$13,286,000 for cost overruns for human services systems and $3,000,000 for higher education 
grants. 

Budgetary control is essentially maintained at the departmental level except for certain programs 
where control isat the program level..· In most departments, upon notificationoftheGovemor 
and legislative leadership, departrrmnt heads are permitted to revise budgets transferring amounts 
between prograJllS·in. their departments. 

For most . appropriations, unenqumbered . balances at fiscal .yea,r end cancel; for specified others, 
such. balances may ca~ry forward . to the. subsequent. year. . The budget and the Statewide 
AccountingSystein (SWAS) are maintained essentially on a cash basis with the exception that at 
year end, encumbered. amounts. areincluded in the expenditures of t~e year appropriated, for 
budgetary rep(}rting. The S\VAS controls expenditures by appropriation line item as estabHshed 
in the legally adopted. appropriation bills. In no instance did expenditures exceed authori.zed li111its 
at the legallevel of budgetary contmL A separate report showing the detail oflegal level of 
control and actual expenditures is available from the Department of Finance. 

Eliminations 

We haveincorporaled eliminations into the reportto exclude the significant double counting of 
assets and related income caused by the participation of certain fiduciary funds in the investment 
trust funds.· (also . fiduciary. funds). Defined. Benefit Pension and Defined Cm1tribution Funds 
(pension trust ftlnds) and the Deferred· Compensation Fund (an . agency fund) invest· part of· their 
assets through theinvestmenttrust funds.(also classified as pension trustfunds). 

Memorandum Only Totals .Colwnn 

The totals columns on the CombinedFinancialBtatements are captio11ed 0Me1norandum On1y11 to 
indicate thatthey are presented only to facilitatetmancial analysis. Information jn these columns 
does nqtpresent consolidated financial position, results. of operations, or cash flows. 

Comparative Data 

Comparative totals for fiscal year 1992 are presented in the financial statements to provide an 
µnderstanding ofthe changes in the state's financial positionand operations. Disclosures relevant 
to the prior year are available in the state's fiscal year 1?92 Comprehensive Annual Financial 
Report Prior year Jotals were restated to .reflect prior period adjustments (see Note 14). 
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2. CASH AND INVESTMENTS 

Cash and Cash Equivalents 

Cash in most funds is held in the state treasury and is commingled in state bank accounts. The 
cash in individual funds may be invested separately, where.permitted by statute. However,. cash 
in most funds is invested as a part of an investment pool. A fund's investment with these cash 
pools is reported as a · cash equivalent... Investment. earnings of the pools are allocated to the 
individual funds where provided by statute.; earnings for all other funds are credited to the General 
Fund. 

The foUowing table summarizes the state's cash and cash equivalents (including amounts reported 
as restricted assets) atJune 30, 1993(in thousa11ds). Cash with the U.S~ Treasury is available.for 
the cash demands of the Unemployment CompensationFund·(expendahle trust.fund).

At June 30, 1993tbe hank ·balance, for cash in bank was $112,880,845. This halancewasfolly 
covered by federal depository insurance or collateral held by the state, s agent in the state's name 
(lowest risk category). .Minnesota Statutes, Section 9.031, requires that• deposits be secured .. by 
depository insurance or a· combinationof depository.insurance and collateral securities ~eld ·. in the 
state's name by an agent of the state. This statute furtller requires . that such insurance and 
collateral shall be in amounts sufficient to ensure that the deposits do not exceed 90 % oftbe sum 
of the insured amount and the market value of the collateral. 

During fiscal year 1993., the combined insured amount• and collateral fell short · of the legal 
re.quirement by more .than $10 million on at leasts days. 

In:vest:ments 

Nearly all of the stafo'sinvesting is managed by the Minnesota StateBoarcl of Investment(MSBI). 
Minnesota Statutes, Section UA.24 broadly restricts investments to obligations and stock~ of U.S. 
and Canadian governments, their agencies and their registered corporations; short term obligations 
ofspecifiedhigh quality; restricted participation as a limited partnerin venture capital, real estate, 
or resource equity investments; and, restricted participationin registered mutualfunds. A more 
conservative restriction . which appiies .to . certain funds . is . th~t. investments l>e, limited Jo . fixed 
income securities. The conservative restriction applies to .all funds except the Perma11ent School 
Fund ( a nonexpendable trust fund), · the defined benefit pension fonds,. and the investment trust 
funds (the latter fund categories are included am,ong the pension trust funds).

"Revenue Bonds Payable 

Revenue bonds payable totaling $39,350,000 reported in the General Long-Term Obligation 
Account Gmup are obligations of the Agricultural and Economic Development Board (AEDB). 
Minnesota Statutes Section4}A.022authorized the issuance of revenue bonds by the AEDB to 
promote economic development by providing.loans to businesses in Minnesota .. Thesebonds .are 
to be repaid from loan repayments· and. interest earnings of. the. AEDB and ·are· not a general 
obligation of the state. 

The activities of this board were transferred to the Miscella.n~µs Special Revenue Fund by the 
1989 Legislature. A reservation of fund balance for debt requirements, totaling $23,750,000, is 
provided for these bonds. 

Loans 

Loans payable are the result of loans from local governments to the state for preliminary financing 
of highway construction projects. This financing provides advance funding of the state and federal 
share of these projects. Loan repayment, without interest, begins after completion of the related 
project. 

Claims 

Claims are for \VOrkers compensation claims for employees of uninsured and bankrupt firms. 
These claims are funded by an assessment on insurers and is payable from the . Special 
Compensation Fund, a special revenue fund. 

Grants 

Various grant payments are based> on data for one fiscal year but ar~ paid from resources 
appropriated for the subsequent year. Where the payment is based on services or actions 
completed by the recipient as of June 30, 1993, \Ve have determined that a long"'termJiability 
exists. Liabilities tqtaling $395,126,000for such•·grants arer~ognized atJune 30,.1993'.< This 
amount includes $386,929,000 in final payments for school aids for fiscal year1993, payable in 
October,· .1993. The remainder is for tuition reciprocity owed to surrnunding states for the school 
year ended June 30, 1993, and for reimbursements to counties for property taxes lost .as the state 
took. over certain previously•· tax.able property. 

Compensated Absences 

Th~ .liability for compensated absences for governmental funds t0taling $154,227 ;O00is primarily 
for.vacation leaye and for·vested.sick leave which is payable.·as severance pay.·under specific 
conditions. Both .amounts are paid only at the time of termination from state employment. This 
obligation wiU be liquidated using future :resources at unspecified times. 

Workers· Compensation 

The liability for workers compensation reported is bas~d on claims filed for injuries, to state 
employees, occurring prior to June 30, 1993, and is.an undiscounted estimate of future payments. 
The liability willbe }iquidated using future resources at unspecified times. 

Leases 

Capital leases payable are for those leases meeting the criteria in GASRStat.ement 1, · Authoritative 
Status of NCGA Pronouncements and AICPA Industry Audit Guide. See Note 7 for minimum 
future payments under operating leases. 

Pension Liabilities 

The pension liabilities of $564,000 represent the fiscal year· 1993 funding deficit for the pension 
trust funds. Thisliability is the amount, for any fund, that the actuarially determined .contribution 
requirement exceeds actual contributions made. See Note 15. 
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Other· Liabilities 

Other HabilitiesJsthe arbitrage re,bate payable to the federal govemmentof.$5,3911000. ltis the 
estimate of excess earnings on tax~exemptbond proceeds and .de11t service rnserves as required 
under the Tax Reform Act of 198€> and U.S. Treasury regulati()ns a:nd penalties foterest eamings 
on bond proce,oos ate used pritnarily for debt service IJayments. The arbitrage rebate. \.Villbe paid 
through an appropriation from the general fund. Thereis no reservation ofassets for this liability.

The Housing Finance Agency (HF A}is authorized byMinnesota Statutes Section 462A08-.14 to 
issue its bonds and notes for the purpose ofproviding funds for rehabilitation loans, construction 
loans and, mortgage loans to sponsors of residential housing for families. of lo\1/ and moderate 
income, or refunding bonds~ . The amount of such bonds outs

1
tanding at any. time shaU not exceed 

$2,400,000,000. Dyring fiscal year 1993, the HF A called $100 million in bonds prior to their 
scheduled maturities, resulting in an extraordinary loss of.$2,625 ,000. Payments were made from 
excess revenues. 

The Higher EducationFacilities Authority (HEPA) fa authorized byMil1Ilesofa StatutesSections 
B6A.32-.34 to issue revenue bon.ds. to finance t,he acquisition, ponstruc:tion and remodeling of 
collegebuildingsand ~tructures tg be used forprivate nonsectarian educational purposes, alld to 
refinance facilities ofthis type. The amount pf such bonds outstanding at any time may not exceed 
$350,000,QOO; Each i9,sue is payable solely fron1 and securedbya first.lien on the reven.ues of 
the project financed, reserve funds and the guarantee of the institution for which the project is 
finan.ced. 
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The State University Board (SUB) is authorized by Minnesota Statutes Section 136.41 to issue 
revenue bonds in the principal amount of $104,800,000 to finance the acquisition, construction 
and remodeling ofcollege buildings for residence hall, student union and food service purposes. 
During fiscal year 1993, the SUB called $15,080,000 in bonds prior to their scheduled maturities, 
resulting in an extraordinary loss of $2,899,000. 

The Higher Education Coordinating Board (HECB) is authorized by Minnesota Statutes Sections 
136A.171-.175 to issue revenue bonds and notes to fmanceguaranteed loans for students attending 
eligible post-secondary educational institutions. The amount of such bonds outstantling at any one 
time, not including refunded bonds or otherwise defeased or discharged bonds, may not exceed 
$550,000,000. 

The Public Facilities Authority (PFA) is authorized by Minnesota Statutes Sections 446A.08 and 
446A.12 to issue revenue bonds for the purpose of making loans to municipalities for wastewater 
treatment facilities. The amount of such· bonds outstanding at any time shaU not exceed 
$345,000,000. 

The Minnesota Community College System (MCCS), which is included in. the College and 
Universities Enterprise Activities, financed the construction ?£ a dormitory through the Higher 
Education Facilities Authority (HEFA). The debt is repaid from housing fees paid by the students 
and is not a general obligation of the state. . Accordingly, the debt has been ren10ved .. from the 
HEFA statements and is reported by the MCCS in the College and University Enterprise 
Activities. 

General Obligation Bonds 

General obligation bonds have been issued for the State University Board (SUB) Revenue Fund 
(an enterprise fund). The liability for these bonds is reported in that fund. The earnings of the 
fund are pledged. for repaymentof the general obligation bonds and. any revenue bonds sold. for 
the same purpose. At June JO, 1993, the totalofgeneral obligationbonds outstanding in the State 
University Board Revenue Fund was $4,025,000. 

Master Lease Debt 

On June 30, 1993, there was $26,412,000 of master lease debt payable from various internal 
service funds (ISF). Under the. master lease program, certificates pf participation and loan 
proceeds are used to purchase equipment resulting in lower financing costs. This debt is not a 
general or moral obligation of the state but is payable from lease payments. 

To avoid overstating the liability for the masterlease program, the debt is reported i11 the fond 
purchasiqg the equipment; any remaining liability is reported in the Master Lease Fund, an 
internal . service fund. Liabilities for equipment purchased by the internal service funds are 
included in revenue bonds payable and loans payable.

Bond Refundings of the Higher Education Facilities Authority 

During fiscal year 1993, $10,600,000 of outstanding revenue bonds were defoased in-substance 
using the proceeds of new revenue bond issues. At the same time as debt was restructured the 
long-term receivables from the client educational institutions were similarly restructured, resulting 
in no gain or loss to the HEF A fund.

The potential 
loss to the State as . a result of this one· remaining. issue exceeds $5 million, and may impact the 
State's general fund. 

f .. · Fleury v. Minnesota Gambling Control Board, Ramsey County District Court ... This case 
challenges the constitutionality of the charitable gambling statutes in the State of Minnesota .. lf 
t~e challenge is successful, . ch:iritable gambling could not be conducted and thus no state revenues 
would be generated by charitable gambling-related taxes. In calendar year 1992, a tobtl of about 
$56 million was collected by the State in charitable gamMi~g-related taxes.. A hearing <>n the 
State's motion to di.smiss the case for lack of standing took placeon October 29, · 1993. · The Court 
took the motion under advisement. 

g. General Motors Corporation v. McClung and General Motors Acceptance Corporation v. 
McClung. Ramsey County .District Court These ·companion. cases· seek s11bstantial .tax •.. refunds, 
potentially exceeding $10 million, as. well as injunctive and declaratory relief, .for various tax 
periods from 1974 through 1981.. Plaintiffs allege among other things that: (!)dividend il)come 
from certain domestic and foreign subsidiaries was not apportionableincoU1e; (2) interest income 
on U.S. Government obligations was exempt and not apportionable; {3) certain long term .and 
s~oi:tJerm capital gaing were .not apportionable; ( 4) all of plaintiffs' gross receipts were indudable 
in the sales factor of the apportionment formula; . (5) plaintiffs were. not subject to income tax in 
relation to some assessments; and (6) penaltieswereimproperly assessed. If sustained, plaintiffs' 
refund claims would impact.the Slate's general fund. 

h. City of Golden Valley, et aL v. Commissfouer. This is a Tax Courtappeal andjs a test case 
involving sales tax refund claims by twenty-five (25) municipaHties, The sales taxes were paid 
by . construction. contrach>rs on their purchases of building a.nd construction. materials. used . in 
performing contracts for the municipalities. Potential refunds ~xceed. $5 million, ancl ~nyJiability 
would have an impact on the State's general fund. On September 21, 1993, the Minnesota Tax 
Court affirmed the Commissioner's Order denying the cities' refund claims and finding that the 
contractors' purchases of construction materials were not exempt. .. Pl.aintiff has. filed an. appeal to 
the Minnesota Supreme Court. It is anticipated that the Minnesota Supreme Court will decide the 
case during the first half of 1994. 

i. Kennedy v. Carlson, Hennepin County DistrictCourt. This litigation was initiated by the 
Chief Hennepin County Public Defender wherein he is seeking a declaratory judgment· and 
injunctive relief on the grounds that his office is inadequately funded, which results in the violation 
of the rights of client to the effective assistance of counsel. Plaintiff seeks an order requiring "the 
appropriate governmental entity" to procure and provide "appropriate" additional funding for his 
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office. The State has decided not to pursue a motion to dismiss. The amount of relief requested 
is not indicated in thecomplainL lfowever~ based on plaintiffs mostrecent.budget requestto.the 
State Board of PublfoDefense, the additional funding requested could exceed $5 miUionper year. 
Any liabilitymay adversely affect the State's general fumL 

j. . C.S. McCrossan v. Rehder-\:\Ten~l, et al., HemiepinCounty District C~mrt. Thislitigation 
involves Qie April, 1990 collapge pf the Lake Street Bridge connecting Saint Paul and 
Minneapolis •. · .. The State has been brought into thiglitigation as 3 third-party defendant.. Damage 
claims exceed<$8 million,. and the Stttteis exposed to a P?tentiatloss of oyer .. $5 milJion. The 
litigation has been stayed pending appeals of motions for summary jud~menL No trial date has 
been set. Anyjudgment rendered against the State may adversely affecUhe State's general fund. 

k. . McMaster et at .. v. State i()f Jvfinnesota. et at, UIIited. States District Court,·. District, of 
Minnesota~··•. This lawsuit involv~the iss~e of whether or not prisoners in State Prisons are. to b~ 
considered as employ~s under the unfai1)abor practfoe~ act,, and . therefore entitled. to be paid 
minimum wages ... The am01n1t • of potential recoyery is in excess Clf $10 million. The District 
Court grantedthe State's mption for spmmary judgment on th,egrou11d3;that tJ-re cnmplaint failed 
t() state a claim for which re}ief could.;be granted. Plaintiff nas appealed the. dis,missal to the 
Eighth Circuit Court of Appeals. 

L .Tax tefundactions based on Memphis :BliIIk v. Gamer, 103& Ct 692(l~83) have been.filed 
by mostMitmesota Banks indistrict courtstliroughoutthe state. In .. Memphis Bank, the .court

The Supreme 
Cm1rtagreed to h~ar the State's appeal directly,bypassingthe Court ofAppeals~ The Mfones?ta 
Supreme Court revers¥ the District Court ruling. that Minnesota is not required. to. cbracterize 
annuity payments to retired federal employees as p~ss~througfrdistributions oftax~exempt interest 
The plaintiffs have filed a petition for review by the United States Supreme Court. 

Mille Lacs Band of Chippewa v. State of Minnesota, United States Dis.tticf Court, District 
of.Minnesota .. · This is alawsuit·seeking declaratory .. and inj1.mctiverelief, .. allegiug·tbatthe·State 
of Minnesota's enforcement .of State game and·fish·lawsina large ceded territory in central 
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Minnesota unlawfully infringes on hunting, fishing, and gathering rights guaranteed to the Mille 
Lacs Band by an 1837 treaty with the federal government. Although the Band is not seeking·­
damages, the attorney fee exposure to the State should the Band prevail in litigation could exceed 
$5 million. 

o. . Northwestern Bell Telephone Co. v. James, Ramsey County District Court. Plaintiff seeks 
refunds of approximately $6.4 million .in·telephone gross. earnings.taxes .. Plaintiff contends that 
customer access charges are gross earnings from businesses·originatin~ or terminating outside of 
Minnesota which should be excluded from gross earnings in computing its tax. A legislative 
change in 1989 may have made the case moot. Any liability may adversely impact the State's 
general fund. 

p .. PineCounty, et aL v. State of Minnesota, et aL, Pine County District Court. Pfaintiffs are 
chaUenging the repeal of certain statutes which gave them a share of the income from certain tax­
forfeited landsuf which they .had transferred their interest to the State, aUegedly in reliance on 
promises made by the State. The .plaintiffs seek to have the lands returned to the plaintiffs which 
they assert are val,ued. at approximately $43. millio11, or in. the. alternative damages in eJlcess of 
$50,000 .. ·Plaintiffs also seek an additional .$1.5 million because. that amount was allegedly 
wrnngfully deducted from otherstate aid 'rhich they received. The DistrictC011rthas granted the 
State's.motion to dismiss the case on the grounds that the plaintiffs lackedstanding.to bring and 
maintain the lawsuit. The. Court also granted the State's alternative motion· to dismiss the case on 
the grounds that the plaintiffs have failed to state a claim upon whichrelief can be granted. The 
plaintiffs have filed an appeal in the Minnesota Court of Appeals. Any monetary liability would 
impact the State's general fund. 

q. . Portland Residence, Inc. et al. v. Steffan, United States District Court, District of Minnesota. 
Plaintiffs, the.corporate ownerof an•ICF/MR facility, the corporation's soleshareholde.r,anda 
resident of the facility,. seek declaratory judgment that·. the commissioner of Human Services is 
violating federal law(the "Boren Amendment.") and the Fifth and Fourteenth Amendments ofthe 
United States Constitutionby paying inadequate medical assistance reimbursement. Plaintjffs have 
filed an amended complaint and moved for tempC>rnry injunctive relief. .Plaintiff's motion for 
temporary injunctive relief was denied. The State prevailed on its motionfot summ~ryjudgment. 
An appeal to the Eighth Circuit Court of Appeals is possible. Any liability resulti11gfroma 
decision against the. State on the Boren Amendment issue may adversely affect the State's .general 
fund. 

r. State of Minnesota by NinaAtchabal, Director of the ·MinnesotaHistoricalSodety·v .• County 
of Hennepin, Hennepin County District Court .• This litigation involved the sate of th~ Minneapolis 
armory .. The Minnesota Departme11t of MiHtary Affairs .sold the Minneapolis arm()ry tC>Hennepin 
County. for $4.7 million. The County. purc:hased·the annory with>th~ intentto destroy'itand 
construct a countyjail on the site. Before the.purchase occurred, the MinnesotaHistoricalSociety 
notified Hennepin County th~t the armory was protected as an historical resource • under the 
Minnesota Environmental Rights Act (°MERA"), and that the Society would oppose its 
destruction. Hennepin County consummated the sale .. · The Historical Society sued Hennepin 
County to enjoin any proposed destruction. . . Hennepin County moved to file a third:party 
complaint against. the State, asserting thatjf it is not allowed to· destroy the armory, then the State 
should be required to pay to ittlle fair market value ofthe armory. The district court denied 
Hennepin County's motion. FoUowing a trial, the court held that demolitionof the armory would 
not violate MERk An appeal to. the Minnesota Supreme Court was taken, and the Supreme 
Court reversed the District Court, ruling that the armory could not be demolished. Although this 
litigation.has been. conduded because of the dismissal withoutprejudic~ of Hennepin County's 
third-party complaint, Hennepin County could again initiate litigation against the State, seeking 
recision of sale of the armory. The amount involved could exceed $5 million and may· adversely 
affect the State's general fund. 

s. Joseph and. Alice Strupp v. · State of Minnesota, Ramsey County. District· Court · Plaintiffs 
claim a regulatory ta~ing of their real property located in Winona County becauseth~ 
Commissioner of Ntttural Resources denied a permit t() tile plaintiffs to filLp()tfi()nsof their 
property for future development. The amount sought is $8 mimon. The case.is notyet scheduled 
for trial. Any liability arising from a decision against the State may adverselyimpact the State's 
general fund.

Petroleum Tank Environmental Cleanup

will be from the Petroleum Tank. Cleanup Fund {Petrofund), a special revenue fund .• His certain 
that. a significant number pf unreported tank eont;E.tmtilltlion gites and cleanup costs presently exist 
which will require Petrofundexpenditures. J\gofJune 30, 1993, liabjlities of $l38 miUionhave 
been recognized by the Petrofund .. Various studies have>estimated that the total ofall payments 
for the program may reach. $.450.;;$800 million of cleanup costs (based on. data available through 
July 1992). 

12. NORTHWEST AIRLINES MAINTENANCE FACILITIES 

The 199 l Minnesota Legislature· .authorize(.]• the. Commissioner of Finance to issue up . to $350 
million of State revenue bondsy including Jlp to $250.million for the ~onstruction of an aircraft 
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maintenance facility and up to $100 million for the construction of an engine repair facility .. The 
Commissioner may loan the proceeds of the revenue bonds, make other loans, or enter into lease 
or · other financing agreements for. these projects. In case of a default, the Commissioner is 
authorized to pledge to issue up to $175 million of State general obligation bonds to provide 
security for the. revenue bonds. 

In March 1992 theState, the Metropolitan Airports Commission, Northwest Airlines and several 
local government units signed documents which·commit the State and/or.its political subdivisions 
to build and finance the facilities. Northwest Airlines is committed to leasing both of these 
facilities for 30 years. 

The State is committed to use its best efforts to issue bonds for theseJacilities pursuant lo.the 
Master Financing. Agreement. However, it . has become necessary .. to 'Update the required . due 
diligence assessment which was first completed March,. 1992 .. This is beca:us~ significant changes 
have occurred in the financial condition, prospects and business plans of Northwest Airlines, Inc. 

The State intends.to initiate this analysis following completion of negotiations between.Northwest 
Airlines, Inc., its unions and its investors, and when Northwest Airlines., Inc. has clarified the 
nature of the facilities to be built.

Deficit Retained Earnings - HistoricallY,, the Chemical Dependency Treatment Fund, an enterprise 
fund, has had deficit retained earnings because rates cparged for services were insufficient to 
cover costs. The deficit retained earnings of $4,420,000 is not expected to be eliminated in the 
near future. 

Fund Balances 

Reserved Fund Balances - The reserved portion of the fund balances indicates that a portion of 
the fund balance is not available for appropriation or is legally segregated for a specific future use. 

The Budgetary Reserve in the General Fund is an amount appropriated by the legislature for use 
only when it appears that probable receipts will be less than anticipated and that the amount 
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available for the remainder of the biennium will he ]ess than needed for b11dgeted expenditures. 
In this circumstance, sfate law· requires that the Commissioner. of Finance, with the ~pproval of 
the Governor and after consulting withlegisl:;itive leadersliip1 transfer amounts necessary from the 
reserve· to the unreserved· fund balance;

Petroleum Tank Cleanup Fund 

lv.finnesota Statutes llSC;08 c,reated a Petroleum Tank rneanup Ac~011nrwifhinthe Envir.oI,IIIIental 
Fund for the purpose ofreinibursin!l responsible, parties for DJ.Ost of their costs. to. cleanup 
environmentalcontaminationfro111 petroleum tanks. J<'undm,.g is provided by a fee. imposed. 0~ 
petroleum distributors. llecause this· program •has. specific fonding, is not legislatively 
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appropriated and it carries a significant fund liability, beginning in 1993 we have presented the 
account as the Petroleum Tank Cleanup special · revenue fund (petrofund) to. prevent distorting 
financial data for other programs within the Environmental Fund, a special revenue fund. 

The June 36, 1992 fund balance reported within the Environmental· fund was $890,482. We 
determined that there was an additional $13,778,014 liabHity at June 30, 1992 for reimbursable 
costs incurred by the petrofund. This is reported as a prior periodadjustment in the petrofund 
(see Note 13, Deficit Fund Balances). 

Memorandum totals of the prior year's statements have been restated to reflect this adjustment to 
provide a better comparison to . the current year. 

Other Changes in Reporting Entity 

The Health Care Access Fund (HCAF), created by the 1992Legislature, is a special revenue fund 
that . receives taxes. on health service providers and premiums. HCAF. provides for programs 
~hichwill help contain the costs of health care, .make reforms in healtbinsurance, and p~ovide 
competitively priced insurance for people unable to obtain affordable coverage. HCAF is 
appropriated. by· the legislature and also required. to adjust eligibility and/or resources to be able 
to cover claims incurred in the current year out of the current premiums.. The budgetary 
statements, therefore, have a reserved fund balance for claims incurred but not reported at June 
30, 1993. 

Jn the internal services fund, the Telecommunications fund with a deficit retained earnings of 
$1,406,382 and contributed capital of $2,232,000, as ofJune 30, 1992, was merged during fiscal 
year 1993 into. the Computer Services fund, renamed the. Intertechnologies fund. 

15. PENSION TRUST FUNDS 

The state of Minnesota performs a fiduciary role for several pension trust funds. For some of 
these the state contributes, as an employer, and for others performs only a fiduciary role. These 
pension funds are categorized as either Defined Benefit, Defined Contribution, or Investment Trust 
Funds. AH of the pension trus.t funds are reported on the accrual basis. of accounting which means 
that· employer and employee contribution revenues. are . recognized in the·. period in which the 
employee services are provided. Investments for the Defined .Contribution and Investment Trust 
Funds are reported at market . value. For the Defined Benefit Funds, . short-term and equity 
investments are reported at cost with fixed income securities at amortized cost. 

The contribution rates for all pension plans are set by statute. Actuarial valuatfons are performed 
annually for: all of the defined benefit plans .. The results of these valuations are not used to 
determine the annual contribution, hut rather to determine if adjustments are needed in the defined 
benefit statutory rates to assure full funding by the target date. 

Defined Benefit Pension Funds 

Plan Descriptions 

The defined benefit pension funds presentedin the .financial statements include various statewide 
public employee•groups. The employee groups covered,· eligibility and.benefit provisions.for each 
fund, as of July 1, 1993, are described below. Vesting occursafter thr.ee years for all but the 
Legislators and Elective State Officers .Plans.. Salai:y base. used for calculating annuities in ~II 
cases is the average of the employee's salary for. the high five successive years of service. 
Annuity formulas vary for "basic" members (those whose benefit.s are not coordinated with federal 
social security·) and 11coordinatedf'.members (thosewhosebenefitsare offsetdue tosocial security 
participation). 

Multiple employer, cost sharing plans: 

The Public Employees Retirement Fund (PERF) covers eµiployees of various governmental 
subdivisions including counties, cities, school districts and related organiz.ations. T1nere are two 
types of membership, basic and coordinated. Normal retirement age is 65. The annuity formula 
for each type of membership. is the greater of: a step rate with a flat reduction for each month 
of early retirement, or a level rate (the higher step rate) with anactuarially based reduction for 
early retirement. The applicable rates for basic members are 2 and 2.5 percent, and for 
coordinated, 1 and 1.5 percent. The state is not responsible for the unfunded accrued liability 
of this fund but performs only in a fiduciary capacity. 
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The Police and Fire Fund (P&FF) covers persons emploJed ag police officers and firefighters by 
local govemmentalsubdivisionswho, priot to 19$1, were notcovered by a local rnliefassociation 
and .au those hired since .1980 .. At a.ge 55, with at least three years .service,. the,empfoyee i~ 
eligible for an um-educed annuity. The annuityis 2:65 percent for each year of s~rvice .. · The st~te 
is not responsible for the unfunded .accrued·• liability of this fund· but perfotms only in a fiduciary 
capacity.

Membership and payroll for the various plans are provided in the table above (dollars in 
thousands). The total payroll for the state for the yearended June 30, 1993, was $1,261,121,000. 
State payroll. for employees covered by the SERF was $981,424,000 and for those covered by the 
TRF was $164,278,000. 

Funding Status 

The. amounts shown ( doUars in thousands) in· the table below as· the 0pension. benefit obligation 11 

(PHO) are a standardized disclosure measure of the present value of pension benefits, adjusted for 
the effects of projected salary increases, estimated to be payable in the future as a result of 
employee service to date. The measure is the actuarial. present value. of credited projected benefits 
and is intended to help users assess the funding status of the retirement plans on a going-concern 
basis, assess progress. made in accumulating sufficient assets to pay benefits when due, and make 
comparisons among employers and retirement funds~ This measure is independent of the actuarial 
funding method used to determine contributions to the retirement funds. 

The single employer retirement plans the. state participates in had a combined PBO of 
.$488, 495,000 and net assets available for benefits, at cost,. of $434,494,000 ($456,819,000 market 
value). 

At the .end .of each .. fiscal. year, actuarial valuations are prepared.· by· an independent. actuary. hired 
by the legislature to calculate the pension benefit obligation and to determine whether adjustments 
in the statutory contribution rates are necessary~ The pension benefit obligation information in me 
schedule below is based on the actuarial valuations for the most .current year available, July 1, 
1993.

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The 1992 Legislature decreased the retirement contributions for SERF prior to the start of fiscal 
year 1993. The law included a provisionto increase rates if the actuarial valuation showed 
insufficient contributions. The July l, 1992 valuation reported a .16 percent contribution 
deficiency. · As a result, employee and·employer contribution rates were increased fo 4.07 and 
4.20 percent respectively. 

Trend Information 

Trend information -provides an indication ofthe progress made toward accumulating sufficient 
assets to pay benefits when due. Three year. trend information is provided below for those 
retirement funds for which the state is the sole employer.

20. DEFERRED COMPENSATION 

The state offers a deferred compensation plan created in accordance with Internal Revenue Code 
Section 451. The plan is available to all public employees in the state and is administered by the 
Minnesota State Retirement Association. Investments are · managed by the State Board of 
Investment and two insurance companies. The plan is accounted for in the Deferred 
Compensation Fund, an agency fund, with its investments reported at market value. 

Under this plan, compensation is deferred for income tax: purposes in accordance with Section 457 
arid is not available to. employees until termination, retirement, death, or unforeseeable emergency. 
All amounts deferredunder the pfafi, all assets purchased with sucbdefettals, related income, 
property, or rights remain (until made available to the employee or beneficiary) solely the prnperty 
and rights of the employer (the state or local unit of government), subject only to the general 
creditors of the employer. 

In accordance with state statute, .the state is notJiable. for any .losses under the plan but does have 
the duty of due care that would.be required ofa prudent investor. The state believes that it is 
unlikely that it, or other employers under the plan, will use the assets to satisfy the claims of 
general creditors in the future. 

Of the $841.2 million of investments in the Fund at June JO, 1993,. $374. 8. million was applicable 
to the state while the remainder represents the assets of the other units of goyernment participating 
in the plan. At June 30, 1993, $6U.6 million of assets and funds held in trust are managed by 
third. party administrators. 

21 .. SUBSEQUENT EVENTS 

On August 1, 1993, $210,000,000 of general obligation various purpose bonds were sold at a true 
interest rate of 5 .1. percent. · The bonds were issued to finance the·. cost of capital improvements 
and are backed by the full faith and credit and taxing powers of the state of Minnesota. 

On August l, 1993, $146,995,000 and on November l, 1993, $91,720,000 general obligation 
refunding bonds with a true interest rate Of 5.1 and 4. 7 per~ent respectively were issued to 
advance. refund $133,770,000 and $81,650,000 respectively of the· following outstanding bond

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SPECIAL REVENUE FUNDS 

Special revenue funds account for the proceeds of specific revenue sources ( other than expendable trusts or for 
major capital projects) that are legally restricted to expenditure for specific purposes as described below. 

The Trunk Highway Fund is supported by revenues from the Highway User Tax Distribution Fund and 
federal grants to provide planning, design, construction and maintenance of the state trunk highway 
system. 

The Highway User Tax Distribution Fund receives revenue from taxes on motor vehicles and motor fuels 
for transfer to various transportation related funds. 

The Other Transportation Funds includes the State Airports Fund and the Transit Assistance Fund which 
is currently unfunded and therefore not reported. 

State Airports Fund uses revenue from aviation related taxes and fees to 
provide technical and financial assistance to municipal airports and to 
promote aviation safety, planning and regulation. 

The Federal Fund receives and disburses federal government grants and reimbursements. The fund is 
administered in accordance with grant agreements between the state and federal agencies. 

The Environmental Fund accounts for activities that monitor and control environmental problems using 
taxes and fees from activities and industries contributing to environmental problems. 

The Petroleum Tank Cleanup Fund receives funding from a fee imposed on petroleum distributors for 
the purpose of reimbursing responsible parties for most of their costs to · cleanup environmental 
contamination from petroleum tanks. 

The Natural Resources Funds include three funds created for the purposes of preserving and improving 
the state's natural resources. 

Minnesota Resources Fund receives a portion of the cigarette and tobacco 
taxes which are appropriated for various natural resource development 
purposes. 

The Natural Resources Fund receives taxes from fuel used in recreational 
vehicles, fees and donations which are used to fund management of the 
related natural resource programs. 

Game and Fish Fund receives revenues from license fees and fines related 
to hunting and fishing which are spent for related purposes. 

The Maximum Effort School Loan Fund receives bond proceeds and reimbursements from school districts 
to help finance school district construction projects. 

The Special Workers Compensation Fund receives assessments on all insurers for administration of the 
state workers compensation program, including enforcement, for reimbursement of certain supplemental 
benefits, and for payment of claims to employees of uninsured and bankrupt firms. 

The Health Care Access Fund receives taxes on health service providers and premiums for programs 
which will help contain the costs of health care, make reforms in health insurance, and provide 
competitive priced insurance for people unable to obtain affordable coverage. 

The Iron Range Resources and Rehabilitation Fund receives revenues from taconite taxes which are used 
to promote economic development in northeastern Minnesota. 

The Miscellaneous Special Revenue Fund includes numerous smaller accounts whose revenues are 
dedicated to a variety of specific purposes.

The Reinvest in Minnesota Fund receives general obligation bond proceeds and donations for 
the acquisition and betterment of public land and conservation easements. 

The Transportation Fund receives proceeds of transportation bonds, General Fund appropria­
tions and federal grants for the construction or reconstruction of state and locally owned 
bridges. 

The Building Fund receives revenue from the sale of state bonds to provide funds for the 
maintenance, acquisition and betterment of state lands and buildings and to make grants and 
loans to local governments for the acquisition and betterment of other public land and build­
ings.

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ENTERPRISE FUNDS 

Enterprise funds account for operations that are financed and operated in a manner similar to private business 
enterprises and where the costs of providing goods or services to the general public are recovered primarily 
through user charges; or where the state has decided that determination of net income is appropriate for capital 
maintenance, public policy, management control, accountability or other purposes. Individual enterprise funds are 
described below. 

The Housing Finance Agency Loan Fund provides money for loans and technical assistance for con­
struction and rehabilitation of housing for families of low and moderate incomes. 

The Higher Education Facilities Authority Fund assists private nonprofit, nonsectarian post secondary 
educational institutions in financing construction of education facilities. 

The State University Board Revenue Fund constructs, maintains and operates college buildings for 
residence hall, student union or food service purposes. 

The Higher Education Coordinating Board Student Loan Fund makes and guarantees loans to qualified 
post secondary students. 

The Public Facilities Authority Fund provides financial assistance to municipalities, primarily for 
wastewater treatment construction projects. 

The State Lottery Fund accounts for the operations of the state lottery. The net proceeds are trans­
ferred to the Environment and Natural Resources Trust Fund (40%), with the remainder transferred to 
the General Fund. 

The College and University Enterprise Activities Fund includes the auxiliary enterprises and student 
loan programs operated by the state universities and community colleges. 

The Minnesota Correctional Industries Fund facilitates prisoner rehabilitation by providing facilities and 
assistance for manufacturing and marketing goods to the general public. 

The Chemical Dependency Treatment Fund accounts for the activity of state regional treatment centers 
for chemical dependency treatment services. 

The Enterprise Activities Fund includes various minor activities providing services to the general public 
or local governmental units.

The Central Stores Fund accounts for the operation of centralized supplies purchasing, 
storage and distribution. 

The State Printer Fund accounts for the operation of print shops. 

The Central Motor Pool Fund accounts for the operation of a fleet of passenger vehicles and 
the state vehicle maintenance garage. 

The Plant Management Fund accounts for the cost of maintenance and operation of state 
owned buildings and grounds in the capitol complex. 

The Master Lease Fund accounts for debt issued to finance major purchases of equipment by 
other internal service funds. 

The Employee Insurance Fund accounts for employee health and life insurance premiums and 
makes payments based on insurance benefits provided to employees. 

The Risk Management Fund accounts for the providing of liability insurance, primarily 
automobile, to state agencies. 

The Central Services Fund accounts for miscellaneous centralized support services provided 
to state agencies.

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FIDUCIARY FUNDS 

Fiduciary funds account for assets held by the state in a trustee capacity or as an agent for individuals, private 
organizations, other governmental units and/or other funds. Below are descriptions of the generic fund types within 
this category and specific funds within each fund type. 

PENSION TRUST FUNDS are funds administered by independent boards for which the state performs a fiduciary 
role. These funds are categorized by function into three types. 

Defined Benefit Pension Funds include those retirement funds for which the participant's retirement annuity is based 
on a statutory formula utilizing such factors as age, average salary, length of service and others. Individual funds 
in this category include those described below. 

The Public Employees Retirement Fund includes resources accumulated to pay present and 
future retirement annuities to eligible employees of various local units of government. 

The Police and Fire Fund includes resources accumulated to pay present and future retirement 
annuities to eligible police officers and fire fighters. 

The Police and Fire Consolidation Fund includes resources accumulated to pay present and 
future retirement annuities to police officers and firefighters belonging to local relief 
associations, that merged with the Public Employees Retirement Association. 

The Teachers Retirement Fund includes resources accumulated to pay present and future 
retirement annuities for members of both the basic and coordinated teachers retirement plans. 

The State Employees Retirement Fund includes resources accumulated to pay present and future 
retirement annuities to state and University of Minnesota employees not covered by other 
pension funds. 

The State Patrol Retirement Fund includes resources accumulated to pay present and future 
retirement annuities to eligible state patrol officers, conservation officers and crime bureau 
personnel. 

The Correctional Employees Retirement Fund includes resources accumulated to pay present 
and future retirement annuities to state employees who have direct responsibility for inmates 
at Minnesota correctional facilities. 

The Judicial Retirement Fund includes resources accumulated to pay present and future 
retirement annuities to eligible district, municipal, county and probate court judges, supreme 
court justices and various court referees. 

The Elective State Officers Fund includes resources accumulated to pay present and future 
retirement annuities for the state's constitutional officers. 

The Legislative Retirement Fund includes resources accumulated to pay present and future 
retirement annuities for members of the state legislature. 

Defined Contribution Funds include those retirement funds for which the amount of the participant's retirement 
annuity is primarily determined by the employer/employee contributions. Other factors such as age and length of 
service may provide minimum eligibility qualifications. Individual funds in this category are described below. 

The Unclassified Employees Retirement Fund includes the aggregate of unclassified employee 
share accounts which are either refunded or used to purchase a retirement annuity upon 
termination of service. 

The College Supplemental Retirement Fund includes the aggregate of share accounts derived 
from contributions received from eligible community college employees, with matching state 
contributions, administered by the Community College System. 

The State University Supplemental Retirement Fund includes the aggregate of share accounts derived from 
contributions received from eligible state university employees, with matching state contributions, 
administered by the State University System. 

Investment Trust Funds are investment funds which serve as investment vehicles for the participating funds. They 
are administered by the State Board of Investment in accordance with the applicable statutes defining the 
participating funds, the types of investments which may be purchased and the distribution of earnings or losses. 
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The Minnesota Supplemental Investment Fund provides an investment vehicle for the Defined 
Contribution Funds and for some locally administered pension plans. 

The Minnesota Post-Retirement Investment Fund serves as an investment vehicle for the 
Defined Benefit Funds and as such invests their reserves to produce income for the payment 
of retirement benefits. 

NONEXPENDABLE TRUST FUNDS are funds whose principal may not be expended. 

The Permanent School Fund is a constitutionally established trust fund which receives revenue 
from investments and the sale of state land and timber. The investment earnings are 
transferred to the Endowment School Fund for distribution to school districts. 

The Environment and Natural Resources Nonexpendable Trust Fund receives 40 percent of the 
net lottery proceeds of the State Lottery Fund. The state constitutional amendment establishing 
the fund permits a portion of these proceeds, until fiscal year 1997, to be used for the purpose 
of managing the state's environmental and natural resources; after that only the investment 
earnings of the fund are available for these purposes. Available proceeds and earnings are 
transferred to the Environment and Natural Resources Expendable Trust Fund. 

EXPENDABLE TRUST FUNDS are funds whose resources, including principal and interest, may be expended. 
Descriptions of individual funds in this category follow. 

The Municipal State-Aid Street Fund receives 8.95 percent of the revenue received by the 
Highway User Tax Distribution Fund primarily for distribution to municipalities for 
improvement of streets. 

The County State-Aid Highway Fund receives 30.75 percent of the revenue received by the 
Highway User Tax Distribution Fund primarily for distribution to counties for improvement 
of county roads. 

The Endowment School Fund receives revenue from the investments of the Permanent School 
Fund and distributes it to school districts. 

The Endowment Fund receives gifts, donations and endowments which may be expended only 
for those purposes specified by the donors. 

The Environment and Natural Resources Expendable Trust Fund receives the investment earnings and 
a portion of the net lottery proceeds deposited in the Environment and Natural Resources Nonexpendable 
Trust Fund to in accordance with a plan approved by the Minnesota Future Resource Commission. 

The Northeast Minnesota Economic Protection Fund receives distributions from taconite 
production taxes to be held in trust or expended only in economic emergency for the purposes 
of rehabilitation and diversification of industry in the area largely dependent on the taconite 
mining industry. 

The Unemployment Compensation Fund receives unemployment taxes collected from 
employers and pays unemployment benefits to eligible individuals. 

AGENCY FUNDS are funds which hold monies in an agency capacity for various governmental units, individuals 
or funds. Individual fund descriptions follow. 

The Social Welfare Fund includes funds held for patients and inmates in state institutions. 

The Deferred Compensation Fund includes the aggregate of voluntary employee payroll 
deductions which defer income and are repaid in accordance with income tax code restrictions. 

The Taxes Clearing Fund is used to distribute receipts as specified by statute. 

The Disbursement Clearing Fund is a clearing fund used to account for state warrants issued 
and redeemed. 

The Miscellaneous Agency Fund includes the amounts held in trust by the state for other governmental 
units, individuals or funds.
