More than 662,000 Minnesotans, about one third of this state’s wage earners, are employed in the complex of supply,
service, marketing, processing and distribution industries based upon our farm production of food and fiber.

Last year was a contrast in extremes for Minnesota agriculture. Notwithstanding the most destructive spring hailstorms
in a century, 1981 was a record year for crops production. However, by year’s end farm commodity prices fell to

extremely low fevels.

This annual report documents the production achievements, weather and market price experiences of Minnesota agri-
culture in 1981 and for the previous four years for comparisons. It is valuable equally to the farmer, to the bus-
iness, industrial, financial and educational communities as a reference tool for understanding and decision making.
This historic document is made possible by the voluntary cooperation of farmers and the agri-business community
statewide, and by the expertise of the professionals in the federal/state Agricultural Statistics Division of our

Minnesota Department of Agriculture.

This bulletin provides a wide variety of information on Minnesota agriculture through a number of ways -- tables, charts,

graphs, maps and other means. Coordinating this work is an immense and ongoing task. This responsibility rests with
George Howse, Assistant Statistician in Charge, and Linda Wright, Editor.

The number of Minnesota farms for 1982 is expected to stay
at 105,000, the same as 1981. As farmers expanded plantings
and production of major crops the state’s total land in farms
spanned 30.6 million acres in 1981 and is forecast at the same
level for 1982. This brings the average size of the Minnesota
farm to 291 acres for both years versus 288 in 1980.

The number of farms in the United States in 1981 is estimated
at 2.44 million, up 0.3% from the 2.43 million in 1980. West
Coast states accounted for most of the increase, continuing the
trend started in 1975. The preliminary 1982 estimate is 2.44

million.

Total land in farms was 1.045 million acres for 1981, an increase
of 0.2% from a year earlier. The preliminary estimate for 1982
is 1,046 million acres.

Minnesota Farm Income

The following farm income estimates show gross farm income, farm
production expenses, and net returns to farm operators for their
farm work (including unpaid family) and for the capital invested
in their farms and equipment.

Realized gross farm income includes cash receipts from farm
marketings, government payments to farmers, value of farm
products consumed in the home, value of housing provided
by farm dwellings, and other farm income from recreation,
machine hire, and custom work. Subtracting farm production
expenses from realized gross income gives the realized net
farm income. The total net income includes adjustments for
increases or decreases in crop or livestock inventories.

Getting food from the farm to the consumer
is progressively costing far more than it cost
to produce food in the first place.

In 1981, the farmer’s share of the food dollar
dropped to 35¢. This share was the lowest
since the Depression years of 1931-34,

The other 65¢ is the “marketing bill”. Processing took 31¢ and transportation claimed 6¢ -
neither of these increased from 1980 to 1981. Wholesaling and retailing, however, each took
1¢ more than 1980, with 19¢ of each doliar going to retailers and 9¢ going to wholesalers.

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The 1981 planting season for row crops got off to

an early start in Minnesota and advanced rapidly
with few interruptions. Sugarbeet planting was
completed shortly after May 1 and 85% of the corn
acreage was planted by mid-May. Soybeans were 85%
planted by June 1.

Topsoil moisture was short in most areas until
June showers replenished supplies. The west cen-
tral and southwest areas were short most of the
growing season,

CORN acreage harvested for grain in 1981 at 6.8
million acres was the highest on record for Minne-
sota farmers. Production, up 135 million bushels
from 1980, was also a record. Corn for silage
totaled 810,000 acres, down 8% from 1980,

Production of 1981 SOYBEANS was down 3%
from 1980, due mainly to a 360,000 acre drop
in acreage harvested. Yield at 33.0 bushels per
acre was up 1.5 bushels.

The 1981 ALL WHEAT production at 144.0
million bushels was up 40% from 1980. Both
yield and production set records in 1981. Pro-
duction of SPRING WHEAT rose 38% to 134.0
million bushels, with an average yield of 40.0
bushels per acre. Both are Minnesota records.
DURUM vyield of 40.0 bushels tied the record
of 1971. Production of 5.40 million bushels was
also a record. WINTER WHEAT vyield of 37.0
bushels per acre tied the record of 1973 and
production of 4.63 million bushels was up 97%
from 1980.

OAT production of 90.1 million bushels was up 9% from 1980. Yield at 63.0 bushels per acre was the 2nd highest yield on record.

BARLEY yield of 56.0 bushels per acre was a record for Minnesota farmers. Production of 57.7 million bushels was up a whopping 67%
from last year.

Minnesota RYE growers produced a crop of 2.88 million bushels, up 52% from 1980. The average yield of 31.0 bushels was the 2nd highest
on record.

SUNFLOWER production of 823.6 million pounds was down 22% from 1980 due to a drop in both acreage harvested and yield per acre.
FLAX production of 1.3 million bushels was down 17% from 1980.
SUGARBEET tonnage at 4.4 million tons was up 22% from 1980 due to an increase in acres harvested and yield per acre.

ALL HAY production in Minnesota was up 15% from 1980. Acreage harvested was down but yield per acre at 2.87 tons was up from last
year.

The DRY EDIBLE BEAN crop of 1.34 million hundredweight gained 39% from 1980. The acreage was up 23% and the yield of 1,300
was up 150 hundredweight per acre. This year's production is a record for Minnesota.

MINNESOTA BARLEY VARIETIES

An estimated 96% of Minnesota’s barley acreage was seeded to varieties recommended for maiting by the Maiting Barley Improvement
Association. Morex remains the leading variety while Glenn has reached second place. Nurmbers 3 and 4, Larker and Manker, continue
to decline in popularity. Morex was seeded on 65% of Minnesota’s barley acreage in 1981. Last year, 66% of the acreage was in Morex
and in 1979 only 35%. Acreage planted to Glenn increased from 4% of the acreage in 1980 to 20% in 1981, Larker and Manker, which
were major varieties for a number of years, comprise only 11% of the acres in 1981 compared to 25% last year and 58% the year before.
The next leading variety, which comprises only 1% of the acreage in 1981, is Bumper. Bumper also had 1% of the 1980 acreage. 1t is
not a variety recommended for malting by the Malting Barley Improvement Association,

Other and unknown varieties are again 3% of Minnesota’s barley acreage. Included under other varieties are Beacon, Bonanza, Park,
Kiages, Betzes, and Conquest, which are recommended for malting. Varieties not recommended for maliting include Cree, Nordic, Valley,
and Primus.

In 1977, the Minnesota legislature designated wild rice as the

state’s official grain. Most of today’s wild rice comes from
man-made paddies. About 95% of the nation’s commercial
wild rice paddies are located here in Minnesota. Most are
located in the north central area of the state.

Preliminary estimates on the 1981 wild rice crop shows acreage held close to the 1980 level qf
16,000 acres (this is for paddy wild rice). Approximately 2.3 million pounds of processed wild
rice were produced, down slightly from 1980’s 2.4 million.

Producers averaged about $3.60 for processed wild rice. This would put value of the 1981
Paddy wild rice crop at about $8.3 million versus $9.6 million in 1980.

Some wild rice comes from natural stands but paddies outproduce these stands by about 4 to 1.
There are, however, no differences in physical characteristics or food value between the two.

State law provides that wild rice grown in public waters must be hand-harvested. The Minnesota
Department of Natural Resources estimated that 1981 wild rice production from natura! stands
totaled only about 1 million pounds, down substantially from the 2.5 million produced in 1980.

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In 1981, Minnesota’s rank in turkeys slipped to second place
behind North Carolina even though production increased 1%
to 25.7 million birds. On December 1, 1981, turkey growers
had 567,000 breeder hens on hand, down 9% from 1980.

Poultry The 1981 gross income from turkey production was $152.7
million, down 9% from 1980. This decrease was a result of
a 4¢ drop in the average price per pound to 36¢ in 1981,

Combined total Minnesota-Wisconsin turkey poults hatched
decreased 3% from 1980. During 1981, heavy breeds in-
creased 3% while light breeds decreased 28%.

The state’s egg production increased 6% in 1981 with Minne-
sota in 11th place nationally. The average number of layers

on farms increased 7% from 1980 while production per layer
decreased 1% from 1980. Cash receipts from eggs increased

23% from 1980 to $101.4 million in 1981.

The total chicken inventory (exluding commercial broilers)
on December 1, 1981 increased 5% from 1980. In 1981,
the number of commercial broilers raised increased 11%
from 1980 whereas the number of chickens raised on farms
decreased 8% from a year earlier. Cash receipts from farm
chickens increased from $1.0 million to $1.9 million from
1980 to 1981. A sharp 14% gain in gross income from
broilers resulted from an 11% increase in pounds produced
and a slight gain in average price per pound.

Hatchery production of egg-type chicks decreased 36%
whereas broiler-types increased 14% in 1981,

These poultry estimates are based on survey data obtained
from preducers, hatcheries, and processing plants.

CROP PRICES

The primary sources of the crop prices listed in the following tables are elevators and dealers which buy directly from farmers, The

marketing year for different crops can be found in the footnotes following the tables.

The fargest increase in prices were those received for potatoes. The season average price for 1980 is more than twice that received for
the 1979 crop and the highest on record. This was brought about by reduced supplies for nearly ali states. Prices received for corn and

oats are also the highest on record while wheat and barley prices are the highest since 1974. No prices were below 1979.

The livestock and dz_liry price statistics included in these tables are based on reports from farmers, auction markets, livestock buyers, meat
and poultry processing plants, the South St. Paul market, produce houses, egg handlers and dealers, marketing cooperatives, dairy plants,
and other firms doing business with farmers.

The marketing year for livestock, dairy, and poultry items is a calendar year, except for hogs, chickens, and eggs, which are on a December-
November basis.

The 1981 annual average prices for livestock declined from 1980 prices. The largest price declines occurred for cows, turkeys, calves, and
lambs. The 1981 annual average prices for hogs, replacement milk cows, and eggs were higher than 1980.

The 1981 preliminary annual average price for all milk was 69 cents higher than a year earlier. Manufacturing grade milk was up 76 cents
and grade A milk was up 65 cents. The increase was strong through September for all milk and grade A milk and through November for
manufacturing grade milk. Prices then dropped below a year earlier. :

Custom Rates

3/ SUGGESTED CUSTOM RATES: The suggested custom rate values include an additiona! 20% over the total cost figures. This margin provides a profit to the custom operator
and a return for the risk and travel expenses involved. Many times a custom operator will cover more acres annually than a commercial farmer. Therefore, for popular
custom services the overhead costs may be spread over more acres and hours, thereby reducing the total costs.
