This 5th-leading agricultural state lost 2,000
family farms. Crop producers, "blessed" by the
2nd highest harvest on record, fell into one of
the worst cost-price squeezes in Minnesota
history. Farm commodity prices were the lowest
in a half-century overall on the parity index.
You now hold in your hands the book of statistics
to document this very difficult year. Hopefully,
this information will provide some help in making
future years more optimistic.

Today's farmers are managing bigger enterprises and running higher risks than their fathers. The
"margin of error" has narrowed to the point where the availability of reliable information is crucial
to any successful farming operation.

Land Values

Minnesota farmland is very different from one part of the state to the next and so the value of farmland is
different for various parts of the state.
vey, farmland values across most of the state dropped sharply last year.

On the average, Minnesota farmland was going for an average of $1,179 per acre, a 10% drop from 1981. The
cash grain districts of western Minnesota showed anywhere from an 8 to a 10% decline. The east central
part of Minnesota showed the biggest drop in value, a loss of 14%. The southeast was next with a 12% drop.
(By the way, in 1979 and 1980, these 2 districts showed the smallest percentage increase and in 1982 they
had the greatest decline.)

In dollar terms, the southwest district again led the state in average value of an acre of farmland, at
$1,875 per acre. A year earlier, however, the southwest averaged over $2,000 per acre. Farmland values
in northwest Minnesota fell from $813 per acre in 1981 to $748 in 1982.

An estimated 103,000 farms were in operation
during 1982, down 2,000 farms from 1981. The
states's total land in farms remained the same
as 1981, at 30.4 million acres. However, average
farm size increased 5 acres from 290 acres in
1981 to 295 in 1982.

The number of farms in the United States in 1982
is estimated at 2.40 million, down from 2.43 mil-
1ion in 1981. The decrease was general throughout
all regions of the U.S.

Total land in farms was 1.039 million acres for
1982, down just slightly from 1981. The average
farm size increased from 428 in 1981 to 433 acres
in 1982.

Minnesota Farm Income

The following farm income estimates show gross farm income,
farm production expenses, and net returns to farm operators
for their farm work (including unpaid family) and for the
capital invested in their farms and equipment.

Realized gross farm income includes cash receipts from farm
marketings, government payments to farmers, value of farm
products consumed in the home, value of housing provided

by farm dwellings, and other farm income from recreation,
machine hire, and custom work. Subtracting farm production
expenses from realized gross income gives the realized

net farm income, The total net income includes adjustments
for increases or decreases in crop or Tivestock inventories.

Climatic Summary

Annual precipitation for 1982 for Minnesota was about 2 to 4 inches above normal across the state. The greatest amounts are
generally in the southern row of counties from Jackson county east and in Lake county with more than 36 inches and a few areas
with amounts greater than 40 inches. The areas with the least amounts were in general the western row of counties from Lac
Qui Parle north to the Canadian border and a 40-mile-wide band extending northeast from Moorhead to the southern edge of the
Red Lake and Bemidji area. Most of this area received 24 inches or less. The fall rains as a whole were much above normal.

The map on precipitation was prepared from 462 observations from 10 networks throughout the state. The greatest recorded
amount was in southwest St. Louis county with 42.24 inches and the least was 18.63 inches in northeast Kittson county. The
mean precipitation from all observations was 29.98 inches which is about 3 inches greater than the average for the state.

The 1982 planting season got off to a slow start,
due to cool and cloudy weather the first three
weeks of April. Farmers generally made good pro-
gress the last week of April and the first two |
weeks of May. Planting the last half of May and
the first few weeks of June was very slow, due
to heavy rains over most of the state. The state
started to dry out the Tast half of June except
in the northwest and north central districts
which remained wet throughout most of the
growing season. July and August brought very dry
conditions to the southern two-thirds of the
state, especially through the mid-section of the
state. The Tast half of August and the month

of September brought ideal growing conditions
for row crops in southern Minnesota. An early
frost on August 26th and 27th damaged row crops
in northern areas of the state. October and
November brought much rain which hindered row
crop harvest, especially in the southeast dis-
trict.

CORN production of 734.5 million bushels was
1% below 1981. Acres for grain at 6.5 million
were down 270,000 from last year but yields at
113.0 bushels per acre were up 3 bushels from
Tast year's record yield.

Production of 1982 SOYBEANS is a record for

Minnesota farmers. Production at 174.6 million
bushels was up 25% over last year. A yield of
36.0 bushels/acre tied the record set in 1978.

The 1982 ALL WHEAT production of 126.8 million
bushels was down 12% from 1981. Yield of 39.8
bushels per acre was almost the same as last
year. Production of SPRING WHEAT at 120.8 mil-
Tion was down 10%. DURUM production at 3.04
million was down 44% and WINTER WHEAT pro-
duction at 2.97 million bushels was down 36%.

OATS production of 107.6 million bushels was up 12% from 1981. Yield of 66.0 bushels per acre was the high-
est since the record of 68.0 bushels was set in 1977.

BARLEY yields of 58.0 bushels per acre surpassed last year's record of 56.0. Production at 51.0 million bu-
shels is down 12% from last year.

RYE yield at 33.0 bushels/acre was the 2nd highest on record. Production at 3.30 million bushels gained 14%
from 1981.

SUNFLOWER acreage of 540,000 was down 27% from 1981. Production of 675.2 million pounds was down 22% from
a year earlier,

FLAX production of 1.65 million bushels was up 27% from 1981.

SUGARBEET tonnage of 4.78 million tons topped 1981 by 8%. The yield of 18.9 tons per acre was up 1.7 tons
from 1981.

ALL HAY production in Minnesota at 8.26 million tons was up 1% from 1981.
DRY EDIBLE BEAN acreage harvested at 73,000 was down 29% from last year. Production at 949,000 hundredweight

was down 26% from 1981. There was a Targer than normal abandonment due to early frost and a very wet fall
which caused a Tot of quality damage to beans.

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MINNESOTA BARLEY VARIETIES

An estimated 93% of Minnesota's barley acreage was seeded to varieties recommended for malting by the
Malting Barley Improvement Association. Morex remains the leading variety while Glenn remains in second
place. Both Larker and Manker continued to decline in popularity while Bumper increased.

Morex was seeded on 67% (604,000 acres) of Minnesota's barley acreage in 1982. Last year, 65% of the
acreage was in Morex and in 1980 was 66%. A breakdown by districts shows 62% of the acreage in the north-
west was seeded to Morex and 83% in the west central.

Acreage planted to Glenn decreased from 204,200 in 1981 to 183,000 acres in 1982, but the proportion of
acreage remained at 20%. Glenn remained more popular in the northwest than in the west central area.
Acreage seeded to Glenn in the northwest changed from 23% in 1981 to 25% in 1982 while in the west cen-
tral it went from 11% to 6%. Other areas of the state increased from 10% in 1981 to 21% in 1982.

Larker and Manker, once the major varieties, decreased even further to just 6% of the acreage or 54,000
acres compared to 11% and 113,300 acres in 1981. The major variety not recommended for malting by the
Malting Barley Improvement Association is again Bumper. An estimated 3% (24,000 acres) of the state's
acreage was seeded to Bumper in 1982 versus 1% and 10,500 acres in 1981. Most of the Bumper variety was
seeded in the northwest district.

Other and unknown varieties total 4% of the acreage in 1982 compared to 3% during previous years. In-

cluded under other varieties are Bonanza and Conquest which are recommended for malting. The only vari-
ety not recommended for malting included under others is Nordic.

Wild rice, the only grain native to the North American continent, has
been grown successfully as a field crop only since 1950, when the first
one-acre field near Merrifield, Minnesota was grown. From this begin-
ning, wild rice now grows on approximately 16,000 acres of cultivated
fields in northern Minnesota.

Most of the wild rice in Minnesota is grown on low land previously not
farmed. The Teading counties are Aitkin, Clearwater, Polk, Beltrami
and Itasca.

Minnesota ranks first in the world in wild rice production. About 90%
of the nation's commercial wild rice paddies are located in Minnesota.

Minnesota's man-made paddies produced 2.7 million pounds of processed
wild rice in 1982, an increase of 17% over the 2.3 million pounds pro-
duced in 1981.

The value of the 1982 crop was $8.9 million, a 7% increase over last
year's $8.3 million. While the total to the producers was up 7%, pro-
ducers averaged less per pound than the previous year. At $3.25 for
processed wild rice, this was down nearly 10% from the previous year
(declining from $4.00 per pound in 1980).

Acreage in paddy production remains stable at approximately 16,000
acres, with the number of operations remaining the same. Average acres
per farm operation in wild rice production was 250 acres in 1982.

Minnesota farmers used pesticides at least once on 96% of their soybean acreage planted for harvest in 1982.
Corn and sugarbeets were nearly as extensively treated (95%), followed by sunflowers (89%), and wheat (87%).
Total acres seeded to other small grains were 59% treated and flax acreage was 72% treated. No more than 1%
of hay acreage was treated. Farmers used pesticides on 2% of their pasture land.

The 1982 Pesticide Survey conducted by the Minnesota Agricultural Statistics Service also showed that the
level of usage was down slightly from the previous year. All crops surveyed except sugarbeets and other hay
registered decreases. When the state's total corn, soybean, small grain, sunflower, sugarbeet, flax, and

hay acreage is added up, 77% of the total acreage received some kind of pesticide application (herbicides,
insecticides, fungicides, or any combination). This compares with 78% of the total 1981 crop acreage treated.

Herbicides again accounted for about 9 out of 10 total acres treated. Multiple herbicide applications were
most common for corn, soybeans, wheat, and sugarbeets. Insecticide usage was dominated by the corn pre-
emergence insecticides, which accounted for 82% of total treatments for insect pests. Sunflower insecticides
were also quite extensively applied. Very few farmers applied insecticides to a crop more than once.

Livestock

Cattle numbers on Minnesota farms on January 1, 1983 were down 7% from a year earlier and
sheep and Tamb numbers were down 10%. The inventory of all hogs on December 1, 1982 was down
9% from a year earlier. December 1, 1982 all chickens on farms totaled 2% less than in 1981.

The combined value of all livestock and poultry on Minnesota farms was $2,194 million, a 9%
decrease from last year's $2,414 million. A1l cattle and calves,valued at $1,805 million,
were 13% less than a year ago. The value of hogs on hand December 1, 1982 accounted for
$343 million, up 18%; all sheep and lambs, $15.6 million, down 10%; all chickens $21.9
million, up 8%; and turkey breeder hens $8.2 million, down 19%.

The number of operations with sheep increased 600 while milk cows remained the same. Cattle
declined 2,000 and hogs 6,000 (see page 3).

Minnesota's milk production totaled 10.3 billion
pounds in 1982, 3% higher than 1981. The state's
share of national production held steady at 7.6%.
The 12-month average number of milk cows increased
by 17,000 to an average of 903,000.

The average milk per cow was 11,452 pounds in 1982,
up 96 pounds from 1981.

The count of plant patrons -selling milk or cream
in June 1982 totaled 25,491. This compares with
the revised totals of 25,210 for June 1981 and
25,328 for June 1980. For 85 years from 1850 to
1935, the state added approximately 2,000 farms
with milk cows each year. During the following
45 years (1935-1980) the number of dairy farms
decreased at a rate of 3,500 farms per year.

The decrease has been interrupted with more
level counts quoted in this review for 1980, 1981
and 1982.

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In 1982, Minnesota was second in the nation in turkey produc-

tion as 26 million turkeys (21.7 million heavy and 4.3 million

1ight) were raised. Even though Minnesota's growers
Poultry increased their production to a record level, North Carolina
was still first in the nation with 27 million. On December 1,
1982 growers had 523,000 breeder hens on hand, down 8% from
the previous year. Value of production from turkeys raised in
Minnesota in 1982 was $172.9 million, up 13% from 1981.The
average price received for turkeys in 1982 was 39.0 cents per
pound Tiveweight, up 3 cents from the previous year resulting
in the higher value of production.

During 1982, hatcheries in the West North Central Region (in
cludes the states Iowa, Kansas, Missouri, Nebraska, and Minne-
sota) hatched 58.8 million turkey poults, a 3% decrease from
1981.

The state's egg production in 1982 was 2,432 million eggs,

(the highest since 1973), an increase of 3% over 1981. The
average number of layers on farms increased 3% to 10.1 million.
Minnesota maintained its ranking as the 11th state in total

egg production and also in the average number of layers. Cash
receipts from eggs decreased 2% from 1981 to $99.7 million as
egg prices dropped 5% to 49.5 cents per dozen.

The total chicken inventory (excluding broilers) on December 1,
1982 decreased 2% to 13.3 million. The number of chickens
raised (excluding broilers) was 10.5 million in 1982. Cash re-
ceipts from all chickens were 2.7 million as price per pound
increased 7% to 7.5 cents.

In 1982, the number of broilers raised increased 10% to 23.7
million. A 13% decrease in gross income was the result of a
decrease in price per pound.

Section IV. PRICES & CUSTOM RATES 69

These published prices represent the average received by farmers for all grades, weights, and classes. The
tables provide a historical view of seasonal and monthly average prices. The season average price represents
the average price received by Minnesota farmers during the marketing year. To calculate the season average
price, the monthly prices are weighted by estimated percentages of sales made each month during the marketing
season.

CROP PRICES

The primary sources of the crop prices Tisted in the following tables are elevators and dealers which buy
directly from farmers. The marketing year for different crops can be found in the footnotes following the
tables.

During 1982, many crop prices fell to their lowest levels in recent years. The season average price for sun-
flowers was the lowest since 1973. Soybeans were the lowest since 1975; barley and flax, since 1977; corn
and wheat, since 1978; oats and potatoes, since 1979. One exception to the downward trend was the price for
all hay, which reached its highest level since 1976.

Section V. LIVESTOCK PRICES 71

The livestock and dairy price statistics included in these tables are based on reports from farmers, auction
markets, livestock buyers, meat and poultry processing plants, the South St. Paul market, produce houses,
egg handlers and dealers, marketing cooperatives, dairy plants, and othar firms doing business with farmers.

The marketing year for livestock, dairy, and poultry items is a calendar year, except for hogs, chickens,
and eggs, which are on a December-November basis.

The 1982 annual average price for beef cattle declined 4% from 1981. Prices for calves were 11% Tower, sheep
prices declined 8% and wool prices dropped 31%. The 1982 annual average price for hogs increased 21% from
1981. Lamb prices averaged 3% higher and turkey prices were up 8%.

The 1982 preliminary annual average price for all milk was 9 cents. Tower than a year earlier. Manufacturing
grade milk was down 3 cents and grade A milk was down 12 cents.
