Property tax is a very important source of revenue for a 11 1 oca 1 
units of government: cities, townships, school districts, special 
districts and county government. The State Government of Minnesota 
has not l~vied a property tax since 1966. 

Property Taxes Levied in Minnesota is divided into five sections. 
Section I is a review of the Minnesota Property tax system. It 
discusses property valuation and how tax levies and mill rates 
are determined. Section II contains historical data (from as 
far back as 1925) and shows how taxes and values have changed 
over the years. Section III looks at current year values, both 
market and assessed, of the various classifications of property. 
Section IV is devoted to current year tax data, including 
information on taxes levied and credits. Section V consists 
of information on mobile home values and taxes.

SECTION 1 

REVIEW OF THE MINNESOTA PROPERTY TAX SYSTEM 
TAX PAYABLE IN 1985 

The following narrative section is a general 
description of the Minnesota property tax system 
for taxes payable in 1985 and the laws that 
prevailed at that time. 

The general property tax is the major tax imposed by local governmental 
units and school districts. The State has not imposed a 1 evy on property 
since 1966. Therefore, the entire property tax base is subject to taxation 
only by the local taxing districts. The property tax is an ad valorem 
tax. The amount of tax 1 evi ed on a pa rce 1 of property is based upon the 
market. value of the property, the total assessed value of property in the 
taxing districts having authority to levy a tax on the parcel of property, 
and. the property tax budget requirements of the taxing districts. (See 
Fiscal Disparities page 23, for the method of taxation in metropolitan 
counties.) All ·real property and tangible personal property is subject 
to taxation unless specifically exempted by law. 

A. Values 

1. Exempt Property: 

Exempt real property includes Indian lands, public property, educa­
tional facilities, religious and charitable institutions. The property 
is valued every six years with the most recent assessment being made 
in 1980. 

Exempt personal property includes farm livestock, farm machinery, 
furniture, inventories, tools and machinery of service, retail, wholesale 
and manufacturing businesses, furnishings of rental units if the rental 
value is subject to the sales tax, and containers in the possession 
of the consumer during consumption if the sale of the commodities 
is subject to the sa 1 es tax. Househo 1 d gocds are a 1 so exempt from 
property taxation as are intangible prope~~tias, such as stocks, bonds 
and insurance policies. · 

Effective for the 1973 and subsequent assessments, exempt property 
also includes the value of commercial and industrial tools, implements, 
machinery and equipment attached to or installed in real property 
for use in the business or production activity conducted thereon, 
excepting public ut·ility attached machinery. 
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2. Assessors: 

As of January 1, 1968, each county must have a county assessor appointed 
by the Board of County Commissioners and approved by the State Commi s­
sioner of Revenue. The term of county assessor is four years. Assessors 
in municipalities of 30,000 or more population have the same duties 
and responsibilities as county assessors. The county assessor, aided 
by deputy assessors and local assessors, must assess all property 
except state-assessed property. The state is responsible for the 
original assessment of electric transmission and distribution systems 
and pipeline systems distributing natural gas or petroleum products. 
All air-flight property, i.e., commercial aircraft, is assessed by 
the state. Minerals and unmined ore are also state-assessed. 

3. Valuation of Property: 

All taxable property values are listed as of January 2 of each year. 
At least one-fourth of all parcels of real property in a taxing district 
must be reassessed every year so that every parcel is assessed at 
least once every four years. All property is to be valued at its 
market value, which is its selling price in a normal open market trans­
action. (Prior to the 1975 assessment all real estate was supposed 
to be assessed every two years and personal property assessed every 
year. In practice, especially in counties with many parcels, real 
estate was rarely reassessed that often.} Before the 1972 assessment, 
the market value was divided by three to arrive at an "adjusted market 
value." The statutory classification rates (see Item No. 4, 
Classification of Property, below) were applied to the adjusted market 
value to determine the assessed value. With the discontinuation· of 
adjusted market value, the total assessed values of real and personal 
property approximately tripled. Since the mill rate is determined 
by dividing the tax levy by the assessed valuation, the mill rate 
under the current method is approximately one-third of what it had 
been under the previous system. Therefore, a rate of 300 mi 11 s prior 
to 1972 would be only 100 mills under the current system. 

Railroad Property 

In 1976, the federal Railroad Revitalization and Regulatory Reform 
(4R) Act became law. The purpose of this act was to eliminate the 
discriminatory taxing practices that were applied to railroads. As 
a result of this act, t~innesota changed its ·caxing procedure· for rail­
roads by replacing a gross earnings tax w·ith a property tax, based 
on the market value of an individual re.ilroad's property within the 
state. 

Since 1980, several railroads have filed appeals of their property 
taxes, stating that their properties were overvalued and were not 
being assessed comparably with other commercial and industrial property. 
The Minnesota Tax Court handed down a decision on the first of these 
appeals in 1983. The court ruled that the taxable value was overstated 
and that the lower- value must be equalized to the assessment level 
of other commercial and industrial property. 
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As a result of this ruling, the market values of the railroads involved 
have been adjusted substantially in payable years 1982 to 1984. This 
has meant an adjustment to assessed values and property taxes as well. 
The railroad values and taxes reported in this bulletin are the values 
and taxes as certified to the state by individual counties, and do 
not reflect any adjustments that resulted from appeals to the Tax 
Court. 

4. Classification of Property: 

The Minnesota property classification system originated with the 1913 
Legislature which passed the classified property tax law. Beginning 
in assessment year 1914 Minnesota had four classes of property: 

Class 1 - Iron ore mined or unmined at 50% of full and true value. 

Class 2 - Household goods and personal effects assessed at 25%. 

Class 3 - Unplatted real estate, livestock, farm produce, inventories 
and manufacturers' tools assessed at 33 1/3%. 

Class 4 - All other properties, primarily urban realty, assessed 
at 40% of full and true value. 

The 1933 Legislature made a significant change in the classification 
system by establishing a preferential percentage for homestead property. 
The following two homestead classifications were created effective 
for assessment year 1934. 

Class 3b - Unplatted real estate used for a homestead, 20% on the 
first $4,000 of full and true value and 33 1/3% on any 
excess. 

Class 3c - Platted real estate used for a homestead, 25% on the 
first $4,000 of fuli and true value and 40% on any excess. 

Beginning in 1941, there has been a change in the classified property 
tax law during every session of the state legislature. 

The next major reform to the property tax system came in 1967 with 
the passage of the "Tax Reform and Re 1 i ef Act. 11 The tax re 1 i ef programs 
created by the Act were designed to reduce the burden of local property 
taxes by reducing the costs of local government and providing taxpayers 
with reimbursements 1 inked to property tax payments. The state took 
increased fiscal responsibility for local costs. Under this Act all 
farm livestock and machinery were exempted from property taxation. 
Businesses were given the option to exempt either inventory or tools 
and machinery. Other property tax relief programs not relating to 
the property classification system were also enacted, such as the 
homestead credit, renters' credit, senior citizen income tax credit, 
local government aids and elimination of the state property tax levy. 
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When property is valued, it must be classified ·according to the legal 
classification system. The various statutory classification rates 
are applied to the market value to determine the assessed value of 
property. "Taxable" value differs from "assessed" value when there 
are any tax increment assessed values, fiscal disparities assessed 
values or ten percent power line assessed values. These assessed values 
(as explained on pages 20 to 23 ) must be subtracted from the total 
assessed value in order to arrive at the taxable value. This taxable 
value is the one used for mill rate calculations. Real and personal 
property in Minnesota is classified as follows for the 1984 assessment 
for determination of taxes payable in 1985. Mobile home property not 
qualifying for treatment as real estate is classified for the 1984 
assessment for taxes payable in 1984.

5. Market Value Increase Limitation: 

The 1973 Legislature created the concept of limited market value 
by placing a 5% reassessment on homestead property. In 1975 this 
limit was repealed and the annual market value increase for any property 
for the 1975 through 1978 assessments was limited to 10 percent or 
one-fourth of the total amount of increase from the previous year, 
whichever was greater. In 1979 a change was made in the formula 
used in determining the limited market value on property for the 
1979 assessment and the elimination of the limited market value on 
property for the 1980 assessment. For the 1979 assessment, the amount 
of increase in the limited market value was 10 percent of the 1978 
limited market value or one-half of the difference between the 1978 
limited market value and the 1979 estimated market value, whichever 
amount was greater. This limited market value was the base to which 
the property classification assessment percentages referred to in 
Item No. 4 above were applied to arrive at the assessed value for 
assessment years 1975 - 1979. Beginning w~th the 1980 assessment, 
the limited market value on property was eliminated, and the estimated 
market value is now the base to which the property classification 
assessment percentages are applied to arrive at the assessed value. 

6. Review and Equalization: 

The work of the assessor is subject to administrative review and 
equalization at three levels: the local Board of Review, the County 
Board of Equalization and the State Board of Equalization. It is 
the duty of these boards to equalize property assessments within 
each class and· within each taxing district. 
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B. Tax Levies and Mill Rates 

1. The Property Tax Budget Levy: 

Each local taxing district determines the amount of money needed 
to fund their various operations in the coming year. The tot a 1 amount 
of this money is commonly referred to as a "budget." Finances for 
the budget originate from a variety of sources including, among others, 
state and federal aids, parking meters, fines, municipal liquor stores, 
licenses, permits, local sales taxes and property taxes. The property 
tax budget levy is only one component of the entire operating budget 
required by the taxing district. 

2. Levy Limitations: 

The 1971 Legislature enacted a law which imposed limitations upon 
the revenue raised by means of property tax levies. There are two 
basic overall levy limitation laws; one pertains to local government 
and the other pertains to school districts. Since these laws are 
completely independent of one another, each will be discussed separate-
ly. 

a. Local Government Levy Limitations: 

For payable 1985, all cities with a population of 5,000 or more and 
all counties are subject to the overall levy limitation. Basically, 
it limits these local governmental units to several controlled increases 
in their adjusted levy limit base for the previous year. For payable 
1985, the base is adjusted upward by two major factors. First, the 
base is increased by 6.4% for inflation as determined by the Implicit 
Price Deflator (I PD) from the U.S. Department of Commerce. Second, 
the inflation adjusted base is increased by a growth factor equal 
to the greater of the increase in population or households between 
1983 and 1984. Several minor adjustments are also authorized for 
1985. As a final step, the 1985 adjusted base is reduced by the 
sum of several state-paid 1985 aids. The resulting figure is the 
overall levy limitation for payable 1985. 

Provisions are made in the law which allow the limitations to be 
increased or adjusted to reflect boundary changes, transfer of functions 
or services from one governmental subdivision to another, or the 
will of the voters of the governmental subd~vision by way of a direct 
referendum on a levy increase. 

This overall levy limitation is in addition to specific charter, 
special law, and statutory levy limitations. If the overall levy 
limitation is more restrictive than the ·specific limitations, the 
overall levy limitation prevails. If the specific limitations are 
more restrictive than the overall levy limitation, the specific limi­
tations prevail. 

All ad valorem tax levies are subject to the governmental subdivision•s 
overall levy limitation except for "special levies." The "special 
levies" authorized outside the overall levy limitations are numerous 
and detailed, but in brief they include the folowing levies: 
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( 1) The increased costs of court. judgments and out of court 
settlements on any tort action, including the premium costs of liability 
insurance (but excluding coverage for Workmen's Compensation claims); 

(2) The increased cost of compliance with written lawful orders 
initially issued prior to January 1, 1977, by the State of Minnesota, 
or the United States, or any agency or subdi vision thereof, or with 
stipulation agreements in lieu of such lawful orders signed before 
January 1, 1977. This special levy also includes the cost of complying 
with permits or applications for permits for treatment works or disposal 
systems for pollution abatement in lieu of lawful orders which were 
initially signed before January 1, 1977; 

(3) Matching fund programs or projects with the state or federal 
government to the extent of the increase in 1 evy for the required 
local share over the amount levied for the program or project in 
levy year 1970, taxes payable in 1971. In determining the special 
levy, the governmental subdivision may include levies in anticipation 
of state or federal grants, levies to reimburse expenditures already 
made in the previous levy year for local shares, as well as current 

·levy year requirements; 

(4) The costs of social services and social services admini­
stration and the unreimbursed cost of public assistance aids up to 
a maximum 18% increase over the previous year. This does not include 
the costs of public assistance administration; 

(5) Bonded indebtedness, including the entire levy amount required 
to make the bond principal and interest payments due in the forthcoming 
budget year. A municipality may also claim a special levy for the 
amount needed to reimburse liquor store revenues used to pay the 
principal and interest due on municipal liquor store bonds in the 
calendar year immediately preceding the current levy year. Other 
bond-like payments that qualify as a special levy are the levies 
to fund the payments made to the Minnesota State Armory Building 
Commission to the extent that such payments are for the purpose of 
retiring the principal and interest on armory construction bonds. 
Similarly, a levy to fund the payments made to another political 
subdivision of the State of Minnesota is a special levy to the extent 
that such payments are used to retire the principal and interest 
on bonds or certificates of indebtedness of the type that qualify 
for a special levy; 

(6) The cost of principal and interest on certain types of 
certificates of indebtedness; 

(7) A decreased

The amount of such increased costs must 
be the costs as estimated by the Minnesota Municipal Board and contained 
in a Municipal Board order. The total special levy may not exceed 
50 percent of the governmental unit's levy limit base. This amount 
may be levied in one year or prorated over two or three years, depending 
on the Municipal Board's order; 

(10) The increased costs of providing municipal services to 
new private industrial and non-residential commercial developments. 
One part of the special levy is for site preparation, such as sewers, 
water lines, streets, street lighting and traffic signals for the 
development site. One year's expenditures for each site to be paid 
by non-bonded indebtedness property tax levies may be claimed as 
a special levy. The other part of the special levy {applicable only 
to cities) is tied to the increase in the assessed value of new indus­
trial and commercial property. For each development, the current 
assessed value is compared to the latest assessed value prior to 
the i s sua n c e of the basi c construct i on perm i t ( the o 1 des t one i s sued 
within the three calendar years preceding the current levy year). 
The sum of these differences for all eligible developments is multiplied 
times the· ratio of the city's limitation for the current levy year 
to its total assessed value for the current ·levy year in order to 
determine the special levy. The developments used must all be taxable, 
nonresidential properties and their assessed values for the purpose 
of this special levy include both land and buildings; 

( 11) The amount required to recover a 1 oss in tax receipts due 
to abatement or court action in the year preceding the current levy 
year. Limited to the ratio of non-special levies to total levies 
for the year preceding the current levy year multiplied times the 
loss in tax receipts. The special levy portion may be claimed under 
other special levy categories. County governments are not authorized 
to claim this levy; 

( 12) The amounts required by 1 aw to reduce the unfunded ace rued 
liability (deficit) of publ·ic pension funds, including interest on 
the deficit, to the extent of the i ncY'ease over 106 percent of the 
amount levied for that purpose in levy year 1976, payable in 1977;

(17) The cost of shade tree disease control programs operating 
under Minnesota Statutes, Section 18.023. 

(18) The county•s costs for the Minnesota Cooperative Soil Survey. 

(19) The costs of services provided within a county subordinate 
service district. 

( 20) The costs of any programs authorized outside of the avera 11 
levy limitation under Laws 1982, 1983, and 1984. 

Except for these 11 Speci a 1 1 evi es" and any increased 1 evi es authorized 
by direct referendum, all levies in excess of a governmental sub­
division's overall levy limitation are subject to a penalty equal 
to 33 percent of the excess levy, which is deductible from the govern­
mental subdivision's Local Governmental Aid payments. 

b. School District Levy Limitations: 

Maintenance.:. 

The major levy limitation for school districts is the school maintenance 
levy. School district expenditures from the maintenance fund include 
expenditures for instructions, administration and school building 
operations. The major components of the maintenance levy are: 

Basic Maintenance: All districts had a basic maintenance levy 
limitation. For most districts the basic maintenance levy limitation 
before adjustments equals 23.5 mills times the previous year's adjusted 
assessed valuation. (The adjusted assessed valuation is the taxable 
valuation of each district adjusted by the state for variations in 
property assessment levels and other ~djustments specified in statutes.) 
For districts with relatively high property valuation per pupil unit, 
23.5 mills times the EARC valuation would raise an amount per pupil 
unit) greater than the foundation aid formula allowance. For these 
districts the basic maintenance levy is equal to the formula allowance 
times the district's total pupil units plus a maintenance levy revenue 
equity adjustment. 

The basic foundation program provides a cer·tain level of financial 
support (the foundation aid formula allowance for each pupil unit 
in the combination of state aid and local levy. The local effort 
is the basic maintenance levy limitation. The state aid is equal 
to the total pupil units times the formula allowance minus 23.5 mills 
times the previous year's EARC valuation. The formula allowance 
for the 1985-86 school year (used for 1984 payable 1985 levies) is 
$1 '585. 

Cost Differential Tier: Ninety-nine percent of the districts had 
a cost differential tier levy limitation. The cost differential 
tier provides districts with additional revenues to replace the former 
sparsity aid and to fund the additional cost due to highly trained 
and experienced staff. The district's cost differential tier 
maintenance levy was equal to the cost differential revenue times 
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the lesser of one or the ratio of the district's EARC valuation per 
total pupil unit to $67,447 (the equalizing factor). Cost differential 
tier foundation aid is equal to the cost differential tier revenue 
minus the cost differential tier levy. 

Second Tier: Seventy-eight percent of the districts had a second 
tier levy limitation. The maximum second tier allowance is equal 
to $150 per pupil unit. The district's fund balance in the operating 
funds can reduce the second tier revenue. The district's second 
tier maintenance levy limitation was equal to the second tier revenue 
times the lesser of one or the ratio of the district's EARC valuation 
per total pupil unit to $67,447. Second tier foundation aid is equal 
to the s~cond tier revenue minus the second tier levy. 

Third Tier: All school districts had a third tier levy limitation. 
The maximum third tier allowance is equal to $100 per pupil unit. 
The district's third tier maintenance levy limitation was equal to 
the third tier revenue times the lesser of one or the ratio of the 
district's EARC valuation per total pupil unit to $50,585.25 (75% 
of the equalizing factor). Third tier foundation aid is equal to 
the third tier revenue minus the third tier levy. 

Fourth Ti~r: Eighty-eight percent of the di.stricts had a fourth 
tier levy limitation. The maximum fourth tier allowance is equal 
to $100 per pupil unit plus an additional amount based on teacher 
training and experience. The district's fourth tier maintenance 
1 evy was equa 1 to the fourth tier revenue times the 1 esser of one 
or the ratio of the district's EARC valuation per total pupil unit 
to $33,723.50 (50% of the equalizing factor). Fourth tier foundation 
aid is equal to the fourth tier revenue minus the fourth tier levy. 

Fifth Tier: Nine percent of the districts had a fifth tier levy 
limitation. The fifth tier provides certain districts ~lith additional 
revenues in order to insure that all districts receive a guaranteed 
minimum increase in revenue per pupil unit from the new tier system. 
The district's fifth tisr maintenance levy limitation was equal to 
the fifth tier revenue times the lesser of one or the ratio of the 
district's EARC valuation per total pupil unit to $33,723.50 (50% 
of the equalizing factor). Fifth tier foundation aid is equal to 
the fifth tier revenue minus the fifth tier levy. 

Unemployment Insurance t~aintenance: Fifty-seven percent of the K-12 
districts had an unemployment insurance maintenance levy limitation. 
The levy limitation was equal to the amol:nt needed to eliminate a 
projected deficit balance in the account appropriated for unemployment 
insurance. 

Referendum Maintenance: Forty-seven percent of the districts have 
a referendum maintenance levy limitation. The limitation is equal 
to the additional levy authority authorized by the voters of the 
district for the years specified on the ballot. The district's voters 
may, through a recall referendum, eliminate this levy limitation 
authority. 
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SOD t4aintenance: Eight percent of the K-12 districts were required 
to levy up to 1~ mills times the previous year's EARC valuation to 
retire the district's Statutory Operating Debt. This debts an operating 
fund balance deficit established as of June 30, 1977. 

Transportation 
All districts had a transportation levy limitation. The basic 
transportation levy limitation was equal to 1.75 mills times the 
previous year's EARC valuation. Districts were also permitted to 
levy for the cost of transporting students residing less than one 
mile from the school where traffic hazards were present, for the 
cost of the transporting secondary students residing between one 
and two miles from school, and for bus purchases. Districts contracting 
for pupil transportation had additional levy authority based on the 
percentage of pupils transported on contracted buses. 

Community Service: 
Eighty- seven percent of the districts had a community service 1 evy 
limitation. The limitation was equal to the lesser of 0.8 mills 
or $5.25 times the district's population for the basic community 
education program, plus the lesser of 0.4 mills or $79.25 times the 
districts population under five years of age for early childhood 
family education programs. 

Capital Expenditure: 
All K-12 districts had 11 basic 11

, "special-purpose", and 11 hazardous 11 

capital expenditure levy limitations. The combined per-pupil allowance 
for these three components was $140 plus $5 if the district was growing 
and $5 if the district had a secondary vocational or industrial arts 
program. The permitted revenue was equa·l to the per-pupil allowance 
of $145, $150 or $155 multiplied by the district's total 1984-85 
pupil units. The district could levy up to eleven mills times the 
previous year's EARC towards the permitted revenue. With the approval 
of the Commissioner of Education, a district could levy an additional 
amount for the costs of leas·ing a. school building. Districts were 
a 1 so permitted to levy the amount needed to repay the pri nci pal and 
interest on state energy conservation loans. 

General Debt Service: 
Seventy-seven percent of the K-12 districts had a general debt service 
levy limitation. Districts are obligated to levy enough to pay their 
obligations for bonded indebtedness and state loans on time. The 
county auditor was to reduce the 1 evy by the excess funds on hand 
in a district's debt serv·ice fund unless the school board determined 
that some portion of the excess was necessary to ensure timely payment 
of obligations. 

AVTI Debt Service and AVTI 11 0ther": 
The 33 AVTI (Area Vocational Technical Institute) districts are 
authorized to 1 evy for AVTI debt service and AVTI 11 0ther". AVTI 
110ther 11 included components for unemployment insurance, liability 
insurance and construction. The three intermediate AVTI districts 
may also levy for secondary vocational and special education~ 
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3. Determination of the Property Tax Levy: 

The local units of government certify to the county auditor 
their property tax budget levy. The auditor adjusts the levies 
to comply with specific charter and statutory limitations. 
Generally, however, he makes no adjustments to the overall 
levy limitations of the taxing districts unless specifically 
authorized to do so by the Commissioner of Education or the 
Commissioner of Revenue. This last review of the budget levies 
by the county auditor determines the actual dollar amounts 
to be levied through ad valorem property taxation. 

4. Special Assessments: 

Special assessments, which are also paid by property owners, involve 
the funding of such projects as streets, curbs, sidewalks, ditches 
and storm sewers. When any of these improvements are made to a person's 
property, that person is considered to have benefited directly by 
them. Improvements of this nature have no relationship to the value 
of the owner • s property; rather, the amount needed for the project 

·;s determined on the basis of how much each property benefits. The 
determinati.on of the mill rate and the individual's taxes due (see 
Section 5 below) excludes the amounts needed for these types of special 
assessments. Any amounts for special assessments are added but enumer­
ated separately on the property owner's tax statement. They are 
not considered to be a tax on property. 

5. Determination of the Mill Rate and the Individual Taxes Due: 

The final levy requirements of each taxing district, namely counties, 
cities, towns, school districts and special taxing districts, are 
spread against the respective taxable values to determine the mill 
rates required to generate the necessary revenue. Under normal circum­
stances, this is accomplished by dividing the property tax budget 
1 evy amount by the tot a 1 taxab 1 e va 1 ue. For examp 1 e, if the county • s 
levy was $1,000,000 and the total assessed value was $50,600,000, 
then the total county mill rate would be calculated as follows: 

$1,000,000/$50,600,000 = .0197628 = 19.763 mills 

Thus, one mill equals one-tenth of one percent. 

Special attention, however, needs to be given to mill rate calcula­
tions which deviate from the customary calculations. 

a. Fire Protection Districts: 

Township mill rates are influenced by the presence of special fire 
protection .districts (Minnesota Statutes 1982, Section 368.85). Any 
organized town may, through a majority vote cast by the electors 
within the proposed district, establish a territory which will receive 
fire protection. A fire district consists of compact and contiguous 
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property of which at 1 east 25 percent of the tot a 1 assessed va 1 ue 
of taxable real property therein is classified as homestead property 
and other buildings or structures. All costs of a fire protection 
district are borne by the property taxpayers located within its bound­
aries. The cost of the fire district is reflected in a higher municipal 
mill rate for the concerned property. Property outside of the district 
does not contribute tax dollars toward this protection. 

b. Rural-Urban Service Districts: 

A factor to be considered in the calculation of city mill rates is 
the rura 1-urban service district. A rura 1 service district and an 
urban service district which are adopted by ordinance constitute 
11 Separate taxing districts for the purpose of a 11 muni ci pa 1 property 
taxes except those levied for the payment of bonds and judgments 
and interest thereon. 11 (Minnesota Statutes 1982, Section 272.67.) 
Only unplatted lands which are rural in character and which are not 
developed for commercial, industrial or urban use can become rural 
service districts. Such land is not benefited to the same degree 
as other lands by municipal services financed by general taxation. 
An urban service district consists of all lands within the boundaries 
of the municipality which are not included in the rural service 
district. ·Lesser benefits within a rural service district result 
in lower mill rates for taxpayers within its boundaries than for 
taxpayers located within the boundaries of the complementary urban 
service district. 

6. Agricultural Aid Credit: 

The state agricultural aid was first established by the 1933 Legis­
lature as a mill rate differential on agricultural property for school 
maintenance levies. This resulted in a shift in the tax burden to 
non-agricultural properties. The 1971 Legislature initiated the 
providing of state aid to finance the agricultural aid mill rate 
differential. Initially, this state aid was equal to a differential 
of 8.3 mills. In 1975 the Legislature changed the aid from a mill 
rate differential to the type of property tax credit that existed 
until 1983. (See Table 16 on page 45). 

Effective for taxes payable in 1985 all agricultural homestead property 
up to 320 acres is subject to a tax reduc~~ion equal to 33 percent 
of the total tax levied on the assessed value of this portion of 
the property ex'luding the value of the house, garage and surt~ounding 
one acre. The portion of the agricultural homestead from 320 to 
640 acres, the portion of non-homestead agricultural property up 
to 320 acres and all non-commercial seasonal recreational residential 
property receive a reduction equal to 15 percent of the total tax 
levied on the assessed value of these portions or class of property. 

The portion of agricultural homestead property over 640 acres, the 
portion of non-homestead agricultural properties over 320 acres and 
3e timberland properties receive a reduction equal to 10 percent 
of the total tax on the assessed value of these portions or class 
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of property. The amount of reduction which any taxpayer can receive 
on agricultural property cannot exceed $4,000, and on non-commercial 
seasonal recreational property the reduction cannot exceed $100. 
Also, the amount of agricultural credit cannot exceed the amount 
of the school district levy on a specific property. The agricultural 
credit granted is paid entirely to the school district by the state. 

In 1984, the Legislature made changes in the law which affected the 
agricultural aid credit. The $2,000 credit limit in effect at that 
time was increased to $4,000, which required county treasurers to 
send amended tax statements to those individuals that were affected. 
The amounts of this additional agricultural aid credit are not reflected 
in the tables in this bulletin. 

7. Wetlanps Credit and Reimbursement: 

Enactment of the wetlands exemption, credit and reimbursement was 
made by the 1979 Legislature effective for taxes payable in 1981. 

Effective for taxes payable in 1985, qualifying wetlands of one acre 
or more (2!2 acres or more or 10 acres or more in certain cases) are 
·exempt fro~ the property tax, and local taxing districts automatically 
receive a· state paid wetlands reimbursement ·designed to compensate 
for the exemption. The reimbursement is determined by multiplying 
the 1979 assessed value of property currently exempt under the wetlands 
provisions by the current year tota 1 mi 11 rate for the taxing a rea 
in which the wetlands are located. For the purpose of this 
reimbursement, a parcel's 1979 assessed value of exempt wetlands 
cannot be less than $5 per acre of wetlands. 

0\vne rs of property containing qua 1 i fyi n g wet 1 and s can app 1 y for and 
receive a wetlands credit on the taxes they pay on the rest of their 
property as long as those parcels are contiguous to the wetlands 
parcel. The wetlands credit value is determined by multiplying the 
current year average estimated market value of an acre of. tillable 
land in the township or city in which the wetlands are located by 
the number of acres of wetlands in the parcel. The actual credit 
amount is determined by multiplying the wetlands credit value by 
5 mills. As with all of the property tax credits, the credit amounts 
actua 11 y paid cannot add up to exceed the gross tax 1 i abi 1 i ty. The 
amount of wetlands credit granted is paid by the state directly to 
the local taxing districts. 

The exemption, reimbursement and credit apply to both homestead and 
non-homestead properties. 

8. Native Prairie Credit and Reimbursement: 

The 1980 Legislature passed the native pra1r1e exemption, credit 
and reimbursement. These provisions became effective for taxes payable 
in 1981. 
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Effective for taxes payable in 1985, qualifying native prairie of 
ten acres or more (five acres in certain southern counties) is exempt 
from the property tax, and local taxing districts automatically receive 
a state paid native prairie reimbursement designed to compensate 
for the exemption. The reimbursement is determined by multiplying 
the 1979 assessed value of property currently exempt under the native 
prairie provisions by the current year tot a 1 mi 11 rate for the taxing 
area in which the native prairie is located. For the purpose of 
this reimbursement, a parcel's 1979 assessed value of exempt native 
prairie cannot be less than $5 per acre of native prairie. 

Owners of property containing qualifying native prairie can apply 
for and receive a native prairie credit on the taxes they pay on 
the rest of their property as long as those parcels are within two 
cities and/or townships from the native prairie parcel. The native 
prairie cr·edit value is determined by multiplying the current year 
average estimated market value of an acre of tillable land in the 
tm"'nship or city in which the native prairie is located by the number 
of acres of native prairie in the parcel. The actual credit amount 
is determined by multiplying· the native prairie credit value by 15 
mills. As with all of the property tax credits, the credit amounts 
actua 11 y paid cannot add up to exceed the gross tax 1 i abi 1 i ty. The 
amount of native prairie credit granted is paid by the state directly 
to the local taxing districts. 

The exemption, reimbursement and credit apply to both homestead and 
non-homestead properties. 

9. Disaster Credit 

The disaster credit was created by the 1982 Legislature effective 
for taxes payable in 1984. 

The disaster credit is based on the reassessment of homestead property 
which is located within a declared disaster or emergency area. The 
county assessor reassesses the property that is physically damaged 
by the disaster. The reassessed value is subtracted from the market 
va 1 ue of the property as assessed for January 1 of the year in which 
the disaster occurs. The difference is then multiplied by the fraction 
created by dividing the number of remaining full months (after the 
disaster happens) by 12. The product of this is then subtracted 
from the January 1 rna rket va 1 ue to get the average market va 1 ue for 
the year. 

The county assessor reports both the assessed value as of January 
1 and the assessed value based on the average market value to the 
county auditor. The difference between these two values is then 
multiplied by the prevailing local mill rate to determine the amount 
of the disaster credit. There is no maximum credit limitation for 
the disaster credit. 

10. Power Line Credit: 

The 1980 Legislature passed the power line credit prov1s1on which 
became effective for taxes payable in 1982. To qualify for this 
credit a parcel of property must be located in an organized town 
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or city, classified as class 3, 3b~ 3c, 3cc, 3d, 3dd, 3f, or 3g and 
crossed by a transmission line of 200 KV or above which was constructed 
after June 30, 1974. In the past, utility companies made direct 
payments to these property owners as a form of compensation for having 
these power lines cross their property. 

The utility companies no longer make direct payments for the credit. 
Instead, the county auditor computes the credit and applies it against 
the gross property tax of the property owner. The credit is 1 imi ted 
to 20 percent of the tota 1 gross tax, and the credit is not granted 
if it is calculated to be less than $10. However, if the property 
containing the high voltage line right-of-way is included in a parcel 
which is more than 40 acres, the total gross tax on the parcel is 
multiplied by a fraction before the 20% is figured. This fraction 
is figured by dividing the 40 acres by the total number of acres 
in the parcel. 

This credit is financed by a certain portion of the property tax 
paid by the utility companies. Ten percent of the assessed value 
of these transmission lines (200KV and above, constructed after June 
30, 1974 and located in organized towns and cities) is not included 

· i·n the assessed va 1 ue used to determine mi 11 rates, but is taxed 
at the prevailing total local mill rate. This tax is set aside to 
finance the power line credit. 

11. Agricultural Preserves Credit: 

The agricultural preserves credit was part of the Metropolitan Agri­
cultural Preserves Act passed by the 1980 Legislature to become effec­
tive for taxes payable in 1983. Only within the seven metropolitan 
counties are properties eligible to receive this credit. 

Effective for taxes payable in 1985, the agricultural preserves credit 
is based on the assessed value of all land designated as agricultural 
preserves land and all non-residential buildings used for agricultural 
purposes, which are located on such land within the seven county 
metropolitan area. The difference between the current year total 
local mill rate for the taxing area where the property is located 
and 105% of the prior year's statewide average tot a 1 township mi 11 
rate is the agricultural preserve credit mill rate. The credit is 
calculated by multiplying the agricultural preserves credit mill 
rate by the assessed value of the agricu1tura1 preserves land· and 
the non-residential buildings used for agricultural purposes located 
on this land. 

The agricultural preserves credit applies in both cities and townships, 
and there is no acreage limit applicable. If the total local mill 
rate is less than 105% of the prior year's statewide average mill 
rate in townships, there is no credit. The agri cul tura 1 preserves 
credit is paid by the state directly to the local taxing districts. 

12. Enterprise Zone Credit: 

The enterprise zone 1 aw was passed by the 1982 Legislature and became 
effective July 1, 1983. The purpose of the enterprise zone is to 
generate jobs and industry in economic hardship areas, by means of 
tax reductions and credits for the area designated as an enterprise 
zone. 
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When a city or an area has qualified as and been given approval for 
designation as an enterprise zone, it may qualify for several forms 
of tax reductions. The enterprise zone property tax credit is a 
state paid credit for a portion of the property taxes paid by certain 
commercial or industrial properties located within the enterprise 
zone. 

For taxes payable in 1985, five 
enterprise zone property tax credits. 

13. Homestead Property Tax Relief Credit: 

counties in Minnesota reported 
(See Table 45, page 208). 

The homestead credit provisions were among the many property tax 
relief programs passed by the 1967 legislature. (See Table 12, page 41). 

Effective for taxes payable in 1985, the homestead credit is computed 
on 54 percent of the gross tax (less any agricultural, wetlands, 
native prairie, power line, agricultural preserves, enterprise zones 
and disaster credits), based on a limit of $67,000 in market value 
and up to a maximum of $650. Homestead mobile homes are also eligible 
for the homestead credit. The amount of homestead credit granted 
is paid by the state directly to the local taxing districts. 

The taconite homestead credit was created by· the 1970 legislature. 
(See Table 14, page 43). 

For taxes payable in 1985, an additional 57 percent or 66 percent 
(depending upon the iron ore value of the assessment district or 
the presence of taconite mines, plants or electric generating facil­
ities) taconite homestead credit up to a maximum reduction of $435 
or $490, respectively, is extended to homesteads located in certain 
iron range areas. The taconite homestead credit is calculated after 
the 54 percent homestead credit is calculated and deducted. The 
taconite credit is paid by the state from a portion of the taconite 
production tax receipts. 

Beginning with taxes payable in 1981, homesteads within school district 
#317 in Itasca County and school district #698 in Aitkin and St. Louis 
Counties receive the supplemental homestead property tax relief credit 
instead of the 57% taconite homestead credit. This credit was passed 
by the 1980 Legislature. 

14. Mobile Homes: 

Mobile home taxation adheres to the traits of more than one type 
of tax. The term 11 hybrid" might be a way of describing its character­
,; sti cs. A mobi 1 e home, or trailer house, is not taxed as a motor 
vehicle even though it has the ability to be easily moved. Beginning 
with assessment year 1980 for taxes payable in 1981 and subsequent 
years, mobile homes that meet each of the following criteria must 
be treated as real estate and valued and assessed as such: 

1. The owner of the unit holds title to the land upon which 
it is situated; 

2. The unit is affixed to the land by: 
a. a permanent foundation, 
b. or is installed at its location in accordance with 
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the mobile homes building code, Sections 327.3 to 327.34, 
c. or is affixed to the land in a manner comparable 

to other real property in the taxing district; 
3. The unit is connected to public utilities, has a well and 

septic tank system, or is serviced by water and sewer faci 1-
ities comparable to other real property in the taxing district. 

Those mobi 1 e homes not meeting each of the above criteria continue 
to be classified as Class 2a personal property. These mobile homes 
are able to qualify for property tax relief credits in a manner similar 
to real property. To become eligible for homestead credit, the mobile 
home must be owner-occupied just as real property. Homesteaded mobile 
homes receive the same assessment ratios and the same homestead base 
amounts as for homesteaded real estate in the previous assessment 
year. (See Table 24 on page 53.) 

Mobile homes classified as Class 2a personal property are assessed 
every year as other persona 1 property but the taxes are due in full 
on or before August 31 of that same year. The valuation of 2a mobile 
home property is not included in the calculations which establish 
the mi 11 rates used to determine taxes on other rea 1 and persona 1 
property values. The mill rate applicable to 2a mobile home values 
is the mill rate which was established and was employed on other 
real and personal property in that same year. 

The 1983 and 1984 valuations and resulting taxes associated with 
mobile homes classified as Class 2a personal property are shown on 
Tables 50 and 51. 

15. Tax Increment Financing: 

The mechanism of tax increment financing provides a growing tax base 
to finance renewal or renovation projects. There are seven main 
types of tax increment financing allowable under Minnesota law: 

1 Minnesota Rural Development Finance Authority (M.S. 362A) 
2 Port Authority (M.S. 458.192) 
3 Municipal Development District (M.S. 472A) 
4 Housing and Redevelopment Authority (M.S. 462.545 

and M.S. 462.585) 
5 Metropolitan Housing and Redevelopment Authority 

(M.S. 473.193-473.201) 
6 Municipal Industrial Development (M.S. 474) 
7 Special Laws: 

St. Paul Urban Renewal - 1963 Laws, Chapter 891 
Hopkins Development Districts - 1971 Laws, Chapter 548 
Minneapolis and Robbinsdale Development Districts -
1971 Laws, Chapter 677 
Duluth Development Districts - 1973 Laws, Chapter 761 
St. Paul Development Districts - 1973 Laws Chapter 764 

Although these seven types of tax increment financing have particular 
distinguishing characteristics, they all function on the same basis. 
The ori gina 1 va 1 ue of the project a rea, before renewa 1 , is used when 
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calculating the mill rate. The tax levies are spread against the 
fu 11 va 1 ue of the project a rea. Revenue obtai ned from the difference 
between the original assessed value and the current year assessed 
value of the concerned property is distributed to the appropriate 
authority to finance the renewa 1 project debt. As the va 1 ue of the 
property increases, so will this "tax increment". The increment 
values and taxes are shown by city and by county on Table 27. 

For example, a district had an original assessed value of $500,000. 
The current year assessed value of the property, however, increased 
to $750,000. The county auditor uses only the original assessed 
value of $500,000 when determining mill rates. The difference between 
the two values, $250,000, is the "tax increment value". This $250,000 
value times the total local mill rate equals the tax increment amount 
which the county auditor distributes to the affected tax increment 
district. 

16. Fiscal Disparities; 

The Metropolitan Development Act, more commonly known as 11 Fiscal 
Disparities, was first implemented for taxes payable in 1975. It 
established a new property tax system for the seven metropolitan 
counties of Anoka, Carver, Dakota,. Hennepin, Ramsey, Scott and 
Washington: Although the law is complex, it can be briefly summarized 
as follows: 

Forty percent of the increase in commercial-industrial (including 
pub 1 i c uti 1 i t y) assessed v a 1 u at i on i n each assessment d i s t r i c t s i n c e 
1971 is contributed to an area-wide tax base. Using the factors 
of population and real property market value, a per capita distribution 
index is calculated. This index is employed in determining what 
proportion of the assessed value in the area-wide tax base shall 
be distributed back to each assessment district. The total assessed 
value less the contribution assessed value equals the local taxable 
value used to determine local mill rates. 

A taxing district's budget levy is reduced by the levy amount it 
·is permitted to spread on the area tax base. Its area levy amount 
is its distribution assessed value multiplied by its prior year mill 
rate. The reduced budget levy divided by the taxing district's local 
taxable value (assessed value less contribution assessed value) equals 
its levy mill rate. The local mill rate times the assessed value 
less contribution value is equal to the local portion of each district's 
property tax budget levy; whereas, the prior year local mill rate 
times the distribution value is equal to the area-wide portion. Each 
metropolitan county auditor certifies to the administrative auditor 
the area-wide portions of the levy for each district located within 
his county. The administrative auditor then computes an area-wide 
mill rate by dividing the total of the area-wide levies by the total 
area-wide tax base. 

A calculated proportion of the assessed value ~f each commercial-indus­
trial parcel of property is taxed based on the area-wide mill rate; 
the remaining value receives the local mill rate. 
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As a result of the aforementioned law, the property tax levy of a 
taxing district is not the tax amount amount paid by the taxpayers 
located within the geographic boundaries of that district. The amount 
they paid could be more or less than what is actually needed by the 
district in which they live, depending upon whether the area-wide 
mill rate was larger or smaller than the local mill rate and whether 
the contribution value was larger or smaller than the distribution 
value. 

17. Payment of the Tax: 

The resultant extensions of taxes due are submitted to the county 
treasurer for collection. Statements containing the assessor's deter­
mination of market value and the amount of tax due after the deduction 
of applicable credits are sent to each taxpayer. Property taxes 
may be paid to the county treasurer in two equal installments. One-half 
of the personal property tax must be paid by February 28, and the 
other half by June 30. Payment of one-half of the real estate tax 
is due by May 15, with the remainder due by October 15. The tax 
on mobile homes is due in full on August 31. 

18. Property Tax Penalties: 

a. Personal Property: 

All unpaid personal property taxes where the amount is $10 or less 
are deemed delinquent on the next March 1 after they become due, 
and thereupon a pen a 1 ty of eight percent is charged upon a 11 such 
taxes. When the amount of such tax exceeds the sum of $10, the first 
ha 1 f becomes de 1 i nquent if not paid prior to March 1 and thereupon 
a penalty of eight percent is charged on the unpaid first half. The 
second ha 1 f of the tax in excess of $10 becomes de 1 i nquent if not 
paid prior to July 1 and thereupon a pen a 1 ty of eight percent is 
charged on such unpaid second half. The provision does not apply 
to Class 2a mobile home property. 

b. Real Estate: 

On May 16 of each year, with respect to property actua 11 y occupied 
and used as a homestead by the owner of the property, a pen a 1 ty of 
three percent is charged upon all unpaid C'Jrrent real estate taxes, 
and a penalty of seven percent on non-homestead property. Thereafter, 
for both homestead and non-homestead property, on the 16th day of 
each month, up to and including October 16 following, an additional 
penalty of one percent for each month is charged on all such unpaid 
taxes. When the taxes against any tract or lot exceed $10, one-half 
of them may be paid prior to May 16 without a penalty; the remaining 
one-half can be paid at any time prior to October 16, without penalty. 
However, if the remaining one-half is not paid by October 16, then 
a penalty of four percent is charged on homestead property and a 
penalty of four percent on non-homestead property. Thereafter, an 
additional penalty of two percent is added on the 16th day of each 
month up to and including December 16 following if the second half 
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taxes on homestead property remain unpaid. For non-homestead property, 
an addi tiona 1 four percent pena 1 ty is added on the 16th day of each 
month up to and including December 16 following if the second half 
taxes remain unpaid. 

c. Mobile Home: 

All unpaid taxes on mobile homes shall be deemed deliquent on September 
1 in the year of assessment and thereupon a pena 1 ty of eight percent 
shall be imposed.
