If the 1988 crop statistics in this book seem out of kilter to you, you’ve already forgotten the drought
of last year. What never ceases to amaze me, even though I’'m a farmer myself, is the “bounce-back”
attitude those of us in agriculture have each year, especially when the new crop season begins.
Without that attitude, you probably couldn’t depend on the American farmer to put food on your table.

Another interesting aspect of last year’s drought is the effect it had on food prices. After the
Alaskan oil spill, gasoline prices soared. When compared with 1987, America lost almost a third of its
corn crop in the drought of 1988 and the wheat crop was the lowest in 10 years. Here in Minnesota,
we lost half of our corn and wheat crops and almost a third of our soybeans. But did prices soar at the
supermarket? No. Americans still spend only about 13% of their income on food.

One thing the Department of Agriculture is particularly concerned about as we head into the 1990’s
is groundwater quality and food safety. In the next few years, you'll see the Department taking on a
proactive role in making sure the water you drink and the food you eat is the safest it can be. Here at
the Department, our commitment is to make sure Minnesota produces a top-notch product for people
here in America and overseas. When it comes to food, if it's “Minnesota-grown”, it's a premium
product.

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Farm Income

Minnesota's total net farm income posted a healthy 18%
increase from 1986-87 but once again, the gain didn't come
from the marketplace.

The $2 billion net farm income was the second highest on
record and was made possible by a record high $1.19 billion
in government payments. The record high year for net farm
income was 1973, at $2.23 billion.

Cash receipts in 1987 posted a 4% decline. The drop would've

been greater had it not been for higher cattle and hog
receipts.

Government payments soared to a record high $1.19 billion, up
46% from the previous record of 1986. Over 60% of the
government payments went for the feed grain programs. Had it
not been for government payments, the average net income per
farm would have totaled only $8,746 instead of $21,273.

For much of Minnesota, 1988 brought the worst
drought conditions since 1976. In  many
ways, the drought of 1988 was the worst since
1934, The combined effects of deficient
precipitation and abnormally hot temperatures

(an all-time record for May through August)
caused significant yield reductions and in
some cases, total crop failure.

Although  bolstered by near-normal  fall
precipitation, soil moisture reserves remain
below typical Tlevels for many of the
agricultural producing areas of Minnesota.

In these areas, the success or failure of the
1989 cropping season will be highly dependent
on growing season precipitation.

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Crop Summary

DROUGHT DEVASTATES
MINNESOTA CROPS

The second consecutive open winter over much of
Minnesota et the 1988 spring planting season
get off to a fast start. By the last week in
April, over two-thirds of the small grains were
planted and one-fifth of the corn was in the
ground. This was about two weeks ahead of
normal. Topsoil moisture was short to very
short over most of the state.

The normally rainy months of May and June
produced almost no moisture. For most of that
period, temperatures were considerably above
average and reached a high in late June of 110
degrees at Browns Valley. Minnesota wasn't
alone., Most of the central part of the country
was caught in a severe drought. It did not show
signs of breaking until the first week of August
when the rains came. The hot temperatures did
not let up until late in the month.

Harvest was early as the drought pushed the
crops to maturity quickly. Rains in the fall
were helpful but much of the state went into the
winter with severely deficient subsoil moisture
supplies.

Minnesota's 1988 CORN production of 347.8
million bushels was 45% below 1987. The Tow
yield of 74 bushels was down 53 bushels per acre
from the record high of 1987. This was the
Jowest yield since 1976 and was 10 bushels below
the dry year of 1983.

SOYBEAN production came in at 124.8 million
bushels, down 31% from 1987 and the smallest
crop since 1976. VYield at 26 bushels was down
13 from the 1987 record.

ALL  WHEAT output at 51.7 million bushels was
down 50% from 1987. SPRING WHEAT production at
49.5 million bushels was down 50% for the
smallest production since 1972. Yield at 23
bushels per acre was down 18 bushels and the
Towest since 1966.

OAT production of 24.8 million bushels was down
46% from 1987 and the smallest crop since 1879.
Yield at 33 bushels dropped 24 bushels per acre
and was the lowest since 1953.

BARLEY production totaled 27.2 million bushels,
down 45% from 1987 and the smallest crop since
1970. Yield at 32 bushels per acre was down 25
bushels from 1987 and the least since 1966.
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RYE production at 920,000 bushels dropped 23%
from 1987 and was the smallest crop .since 1888.
Yield at 23 bushels was down 7 bushels from
1987.

FLAX production of 110,000 bushels fell 51%
from 1987 for the lowest crop since estimates
started in 1889. Yield at 10 bushels per acre
was down 6 from 1987.

ALL SUNFLOWER production at 64.1 miilion pounds
was down 50% from 1987 and was the smallest crop
since 1966. The average yield was 1,363 pounds
per acre, down 92 pounds from 1987.

DRY BEAN output at 480,000 hundredweight was
‘down "59% from 1987 and the Tlowest production
since 1983, Yield was half of the 1987 output,
at 800 pounds per acre.

SUGARBEETS production at 4,743,000 tons was down
23% from 1987 and the smallest crop since 1984.
Average yield was 14.2 tons per acre, down 5.8
tons from 1987.

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Paddy Wild Rice

Wild rice 1is the only cereal grain to be domesticated from the
wild crop in the United States. In 1977, the State Legisiature
designated wild rice as Minnesota's official State Grain. The
cultivated crop is grown in the northern one-half of the state on
an estimated 20,000 acres in the counties of Aitkin, Beltrami, St.
Louis, Itasca, Cass, Lake of the Woods, Koochiching, Clearwater,
Polk, and Red Lake.

In 1988, the cultivated wild rice production was 4,200,000
processed pounds, the same as 1987 production. The drought was
the main cause for a lack of increase in production. Markets are
growing, but our industry is still burdened with an oversupply
from the triple increase 1in California production in 1986.
Average wholesale prices in Minnesota are holding at about $1.50

per pound, which is below the cost of production for Minnesota
wild rice farmers.

Minnesota's milk production totaled 10.4
billion pounds in 1988, down fractionally from
1987. The state's share of national production
in 1988 was 7%. The 12-month average number of
milk cows was 802 versus 823 in 1987. The
average milk per cow was 12,983 in 1988, up 303
pounds from 1987.

The count of plant patrons selling milk or cream
in June 1988 totaled 17,014. This compares with
the totals of 18,417 for June 1987 and 20,345
for June 1986.

In 1988, our state's turkey farms raised 38.5
million turkeys, down 5% from the previous year.
The average price received by Minnesota growers
for turkeys in 1988 was 38 cents per pound, up 6
cents from 1987. Value of production 1in 1988
was $267.7 million, an increase of 17% over the
previous year.

During 1988, hatcheries in the West North
Central Region (which includes the states of
Iowa, Kansas, Missouri, Nebraska, North Dakota,
South Dakota, and Minnesota) placed 78.1 million
turkey poults, down 8% from 1987.

The state's egg production in 1988 was 2.25 billion eggs, a decrease of 1% from 1987. The average number of
layers on farms declined 2% to 9.0 million. The value of production from eggs fell 12% in 1988 to $71.3
million. The all-egg price also decreased 12% to 38.0 cents per dozen, the lowest since 1972.

The total chicken inventory (excluding broilers) on December 1, 1988 decreased 2% to 11.7 million. Value of
sales from all chickens (excluding broilers) was down 32% to $2.1 million as price per pound decreased 19%
to 8.9 cents.

In 1988, the number of broilers raised increased 4% to 33.1 million, a record-high production. A new record
has been set every year since 1977. From 1987 to 1988, value of production increased 31% as a result of
increased production plus a rise of 6 cents per pound in the average annual price.

Hatchery production of egg-type chicks decreased 2% to 18.8 million in 1988. These poultry estimates are
based on survey data obtained from producers, hatcheries, and processing plants.

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Livestock, Dairy, Poultry Prices

The Tivestock and dairy price statistics included in these tables are based on reports from farmers, auction
markets, Tlivestock buyers, meat and poultry processing plants, the South St. Paul market, produce houses,
egg handlers and dealers, marketing cooperatives, dairy plants, and other firms doing business with farmers.
The marketing year for livestock, dairy, and poultry items is a calendar year, except for hogs, chickens,
and eggs, which are on a December-November basis.

The 1988 annual average price for hogs decreased 17% from 1987. Prices for sheep were 154 Tower, beef
cattle increased 8% and calves were 12% higher. Wool prices were up 35%. The 1988 annual average price for
lambs decreased 11%. Table market eggs were 12% lower.

The 1988 annual average price for all milk was 19 cents Tower than a year earlier. Manufacturing grade
milk was down 20 cents and grade A milk was down 19 cents.
