If there was a year to believe in miracles, 1989 was the year. 

Coming on the heels of a devastating drought, all the •so-called experts• (myself included} agreed that 
above-normal rainfall was necessary to produce a good crop in Minnesota in 1989. They didn't count 
on the Minnesota farmer and especially help from above that provided the necessary moisture at the 
right time. 

Crop yields in most parts of the state were higher than anyone had reason to expect as below-normal 
rainfall continued over the agricultural areas of Minnesota. Livestock prices continued to be strong 
through 1989, which helped as crop prices fell from a year earlier. 

There were problems in 1989 as well. Parts of central and northwestern Minnesota did not receive the 
rainfall other areas experienced and below-normal yields continued in those areas. Grasshoppers 
returned to Minnesota in significant numbers for the first time in decades. The western part of the state 
was particularly hard hit. 

What's ahead for 1990? Beats me. Certainly the demand for accurate, timely agricultural information 
will be a part of the new decade as it has been in the past. Farmers and others in the agricultural 
community know the importance of being informed and current on news that affects their lives and 
livelihood. Demand for data doesn't stop. 

This annual publication began shortly after World War I and has continued for over 70 years. The 
information in these pages is provided through the voluntary cooperation of Minnesota farmers and 
agribusinesses.

The number of farms in Minnesota 
decreased to 90,000 during the period 
of June 1, 1988 to June 1, 1989. 

Between Minnesota and the 
surrounding states, there were no 
gainers in farms. Indiana decreased 
the most with . 3,000 farms lost. 
Minnesota, Iowa, and Illinois dropped 
2,000 farms, while Wisconsin, Nebraska, 
and Michigan each lost 1,000 farms. 
Farm numbers in the Dakotas remained 
the same. 

The number of farms in the United 
States in 1989 was estimated at 2.17 
million, down 1 % from 2.20 million in

Land Values 

According to the University of 
Minnesota, an acre of Min­
nesota farmland had an es­
timated value of $581 per acre 
in 1989. That's an 11 % in­
crease over a year earlier. 

The Northeast was the only 
district which reported a de­
cline in average land values. 
The greatest increase, 15%, 
was reported in the Southwest 
district, followed by the South­
east, up 11 %; West Central, up 
9%; Northwe~, up 8%; and 
East Central, VP 2%. 

In 1989, retirement re-emerged 
as the primary reason for selling 
land, accounting for 29% of the 
sales. Financial difficulties were 
the 2nd most important, ac­
counting for 20% Expansion 
buyers continue to dominate 
the market, accounting for 73% 
of total tracts sold.

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Farm Income 

Minnesota cash receipts posted a 5% gain from 1987-88. Farmers 
relied less on government payments to shore up farm income. 
Production expenses edged up only 1 % while total gross income fell 
6%. 

Net farm income fell sharply in Minnesota from 1987 to 1988 primarily 
because of a •net change in farm inventories.• This is the change in the 
value of crops and livestock being held on farms from one year to the 
next. Primarily because of the 1988 drought the value of inventory 
dropped $573 milion from 1987 to 1988. While prices were much 
better in 1988 than 1987, the supply was much smaller. 

Government payments totaled $1.04 billion, averaging $11,260 per farm. 
Off-farm income continues to play a big part in maintaining the 
economic stability of the state's farms. In 1988, the average farm 
household earned $14,937 from employment off the farm. This includes 
the income of all family members.

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For the third consecutive year, annual 
precipitation over large areas of Minnesota fell 
below historic averages. Above normal 
precipitation was obseNed only in isolated 
regions of the northern one-half of Minnesota. 
Extensive areas of the state were 4-8 inches 
below normal, while south central Minnesota 
reported precipitation deficits of 8-12 inches. 
The cumulative departure from normal over the 
past three years exceeds 20 inches over much 
of central Minnesota. 

In spite of the relative lack of precipitation, 
Minnesota's agricultural production ranged from 
average to exceptional. This can be attributed 
to very timely rainfalls and relatively few days of 
extreme crop stress. Rainfall across many parts 
of the state came at crucial periods when it was 
most needed. In addition, days in which the 
temperature reached 90 degrees were only one­
fourth as common as in 1988.

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Crops Recover From Drought; 
Minnesota Produces 
Record Soybean Crop 

The 1989 planting season got off to a slow start 
because of below normal temperatures in 
March, April, and early May. Most of the state 
received below normal precipitation for the 
month of April except for the southeast district. 

Planting progress for small grains did not catch 
up with normal until mid-May when 
temperatures reached above average. Corn 
and soybean planting progress jumped ahead 
of normal the following week when temperatures 
averaged 8 to 1 o degrees above normal. 

Timely rains during May and June helped 
de~elop a better than average small grain crop 
which was stressed in July by hot, dry weather. 
The major corn and soybean producing areas 
of the state received timely rains throughout the 
growing season and yields were above average. 

Small grain harvest started out behind normal 
but by the first week of August, progress was 
ahead of normal and virtually complete by the 
third week of August. Corn and soybean 
harvest also started out slow but was ahead of 
normal after the first week of October. 

Subsoil moisture was short to very short 
!hroughout the growing season and only 
isolated areas received some recharge before 
freeze-up. 

Minnesota's 1989 CORN production of 700.0 
million bushels was more than double the 1988 
crop. The yield of 125 bushels was up 51 
bushels from the drought-stricken crop of 1988· 
yields were 2 bushels below the record high of 
127 bushels in 1987. 

SOYBEAN production came in at a record 185.0 
million bushels, up 48% from 1988. Yield at 37 
bushels was up 11 from 1988 and 2 bushels 
below the high of 39 bushels in 1987. 

ALL WHEAT output at 102.5 million bushels was 
up 98% from 1988. SPRING WHEAT production 
at 96.9 million bushels was up 96% while yields 

at 38 bushels per acre were up 15 bushels from 
1988. 

OAT production of 46.8 million bushels was up 
89% from 1988. Yield at 55 bushels rose 22 
bushels per acre. 

BARLEY production totaled 44.0 million bushels, 
up 62% from 1988. Yield at 55 bushels per 
acre was up 23 bushels from 1988. 

RYE production at 1.09 million bushels rose 
18% from 1988. Yield at 34 bushels was up 11 
bushels from 1988. 

FLAX production of 95,000 bushels fell 16% 
from 1988 for the lowest crop since estimates 
started in 1889. Yield at 10.5 bushels per acre 
was up one-half bushel from 1988. 

ALL SUNFLOWER production at 95.2 million 
pounds was up 49% from 1988. The average 
yield was 1,400 pounds per acre, up 37 pounds 
from 1988. 

DRY BEAN output at 910,000 hundredweight 
was up 90% from 1988. Yield at 1,300 pounds 
per acre was up 500 pounds from 1988. 

SUGARBEET production at 5,456,000 tons was 
up 15% from 1988. Average yield gained 1.8 
tons to 16. O tons per acre.

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FLOWERS AND FOLIAGE PLANTS - 1989 

The 1989 wholesale value of sales by commercial flower and foliage producers in Minnesota totaled $35,697,000 compared with 
$32,920,000 in 1988. A commercial operation is defined as one which had $10,000 or more in annual gross sales of cut flowers, 
flowering and foliage plants, bedding plants, or cultivated florist greens. 

The wholesale value of cut flowers in 1989 totaled $50,68,000, down 12% from the previous year. The wholesale value of potted 
flowering plants was $8,700,000, up slightly from $8,371,000 in 1988. Sales of foliage plants for indoor and patio use totaled $1,402,000, 
down 18% from the previous year.

Paddy ild Rice 

(Information provided by the Minnesota Paddy 
Wild Rice Research and Promotion Council) 

Wild rice is the only cereal grain to be domesticated from the 
wild crop in the United States. In 1977, the State Legislature 
designated wild rice as Minnesota's official State Grain. 

The cultivated crop is grown in the northern one-third of the 
state on an estimated 20,000 acres in the counties of Aitkin, 
Beltrami, St. Louis, Itasca, Cass, Lake of the Woods, 
Koochiching, Clearwater, Polk, and Red Lake. 

In 1989, cultivated wild rice production was 3,900,000 processed 
pounds. 

Fertilizer Use=================== 

Minnesota fertilizer consumption 
totaled 1.9 million tons for the 
year ending June 30, 1989, 
down 6% from the previous 
year. Minnesota was the 7th 
ranking state in total tonnage. 

Usage of the primary nutrients 
is shown on the chart; nitrogen 
was down 3% from 1988 while 
phosphate usage dropped 6% 
and potash use slipped 3%. 

Fertilizer consumption 
represents all commercial 
fertilizer sold or shipped for 
farm and non-farm use as 
fertilizer. 

Minnesota's Use Of Primary 
Nutrients As Fertilizer 
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Cattle numbers on Minnesota farms on 
January 1, 1990 were 6% below a year 
earlier. Minnesota's 1989 calf crop at 
1,075,000 head was 9% below 1988. 
Meanwhile, sheep and lamb numbers 
were down 2% from January 1, 1989. 
The inventory of all hogs on December 
1 , 1989 was 5% below the previous 
year; farrowings at 1,005,000 head in 
1989 were up 1 %. A crop of 8,021,000 
pigs was produced in the state during 
1989, an increase of 1 % from 1988. 
The average yearly litter rate of 7.98 
pigs was almost unchanged from the 
rate of 7.97 in. 1988. All chickens on 
farms were up 9% from a year ago. 

The combined value of all livestock and 
poultry on Minnesota farms was over 
$2.5 billion. All cattle and calves, 
valued at $1.9 billion, were up 2% from 
a year ago. The value of hogs on hand 
on December 1, 1989 accounted for 
$354 million, up 12%; all sheep and 
lambs, $22.5 million, down slightly; and 
all chickens, $21.0 million, up 24%. 

The number of operations with cattle in 
1989 remained unchanged while milk 
cow operations decreased 1,000 and 
beef cow operations stayed the same. 
Hog operations decreased 200 while 
sheep operations increased 200.

Minnesota's milk production totaled 10.1 billion pounds 
in 1989, down 3% from 1988. This is the 4th 
consecutive year that output has declined. The state's 
share of national production in 1989 was 7%. The 12-
month average number of milk cows was 734,000 
versus 783,000 in 1988. The pounds of milk per cow 
averaged 13,771 in 1989, up 472 pounds from 1988. 

The count of Minnesota dairy farms licensed to sell milk 
to plants in January 1990 totaled 15,787. This 
compares with the totals of 16,632 for January 1989 
and 17,439 for January 1988.

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In 1989, Minnesota's turkey farms boosted their output 
to a new record of 43.1 million turkeys raised, up 12% 
from the previous year. The average price received by 
Minnesota growers for turkeys in 1989 was 37 cents per 
pound, down 1 cent from 1988. The value of the 
state's turkey production in 1989 was $290.2 million, an 
increase of 8% from the previous year. 

During 1989, hatcheries in the West North Central 
Region (which includes the states of Iowa, Kansas, 
Missouri, Nebraska, North Dakota, South Dakota, and 
Minnesota) placed 83.42 million turkey poults, up 7% 
from 1988. 

The state's egg production in 1989 was 2.24 billion eggs, a decrease of 1 % from 1988. The average number of layers 
on farms fell 3% to 8.74 million. The value of production from eggs gained 36% in 1989 to $96.9 million. The all-egg 
price increased 37% to 52 cents per dozen. The total chicken inventory (excluding broilers) on December 1, 1989 was 
up 9% to 12. 7 million. Value of sales from chickens (excluding broilers) rose 43% to $3.0 million while the price per 
pound increased 46% to 13 cents. 

In 1989, the number of broilers raised increased 15% to 38.2 million. A new record has been set every year since 1977. 
From 1988 to 1989, value of production increased 33% as a result of increased production plus a rise of 4 cents per 
pound in the average annual price. 

Hatchery production of egg-type chicks decreased 3% to 18.21 million in 1989. These poultry estimates are based on 
survey data obtained from producers, hatcheries, and processing plants.

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Livestock, Dairy, Poultry Prices 

The livestock and dairy price statistics included in these tables are based on reports from farmers, auction markets, 
livestock buyers, meat and poultry processing plants, Market News Service, produce houses, eggs handlers and dealers, 
marketing cooperatives, dairy plants, and other firms doing business with farmers. The marketing year for livestock, 
dairy, and poultry items is a calendar year, except for hogs, chickens, and eggs, Which are on a December-November 
basis. 

The 1989 annual average price for hogs increased 1 % from 1988. Prices for sheep were 7% lower, beef cattle increased 
5%, and calves were 4% higher. Wool prices were up 1 %. The 1989 annual average price for lambs decreased 1 %. 
Table market eggs were 43% higher. 

The 1989 annual average price for all milk was $1.41 higher than a year earlier and tied the 1981 price for the highest 
on record. Manufacturing grade milk was up $1.30 and grade A milk was up $1.43.
