The number of farms in Minnesota 
remained unchanged at 88,000 during 
the period of June 1, 1991 to June 1, 
1992. 

Between Minnesota and the 
surrounding states, there were no 
gainers in farms. Illinois was the only 
one to decrease by 1,000. North 
Dakota, South Dakota, Nebraska, 
Minnesota, Iowa, Wisconsin, Indiana, 
and Michigan all held steady. 

The number of farms in the United 
States in 1992 was estimated at 
2,095,740 down less than 1 percent 
from 1991. 

Total land in U.S. farms for 1992 is 
980 million acres, down from the 983 
million in 1991. Land in farms has 
declined every year since reaching its 
peak at 1,206 million acres in 1954.

Minnesota held onto its #7 slot in farm 
exports as '92 fiscal export records 
show. The value of the state's exports 
came to $2.14 billion versus $1.83 
billion in 1991. Exports accounted for 
over 30 % of the $6. 98 billion in cash 
receipts that farmers reported in 1992. 

The table at the right shows the value of 
farm exports by commodity group. 
These figures are not actual exports but 
are derived from Minnesota's 
contribution to U.S. production and/ or 
sales. They reflect Minnesota's 
important stake in the national export 
market.

Land Values 

According to the University of 
Minnesota, an acre of Minnesota 
farmland had an estimated value of 
$912 per acre in 1992. That's a 7% 
increase from a year earlier and the 
highest level since 1984. 

Percentage-wise, land values increased 
the most in the west central (up 12%) 
and northwest (up 11 %). Posting the 
smallest gain was Minnesota's east 
central district (up 4%). 

Continuing the trend, buyers of 
Minnesota farmland tend to be farmers 
seeking to expand their land base. 
They accounted for 79% of reported 
sales in 1992. Retirement remains the 
most frequent reason cited for the sale 
of farmland. Financial difficulty remains 
low compared with levels prior to 1989.

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Farm Income 
Minnesota cash receipts in 1991 of $6.9 billion posted a slight 1 % gain 
from 1990. Government payments continued their decline, dropping 
1 5 % from 1990; this was a 63 % decline from the record set in 1987, 
Production expenses were down only fractionally from 1990 while total 
gross income posted a 7% drop. 

Because of lower carryover in the value of farm inventories and a 
decline in government payments, net farm income dropped 24 % from 
1990 to 1991. 

The typical Minnesota farm generated $78,818 in cash receipts in 
1991. Government payments came to $4,952 per farm. The average 
farm had $68,050 in production expenses, leaving a total net farm 
income of $21,363 per farm.

Summary 

The 1992 growing season began with dry weather in April 
and May. April temperatures were quite cool, reducing 
evaporation rates, causing wet fields in spite of the light 
precipitation. Early May was distinctly different. Warm 
temperatures, high solar radiation values, and low relative 
humidity led to rapid drying and a flurry of field activity. The 
period from late April to mid-May was one of the driest spring 
stretches on record. The warm, sunny weather came to a 
halt in late May, when Memorial Day weekend was dimmed 
by cloudy, cold weather, including some snow. Even with the 
cool, cloudy late-May weather the overall precipitation deficit 
cont inued. By June 15, nearly all of Minnesota had received 
less than 75% of its normal growing season precipitation. 
Many locations reported less than 50% of normal. 

The weather made an abrupt reversal with two particularly 
wet spells in mid- to late June and early July. Wet summer 
spells are often accompanied by severe weather. The evening 
of June 16th produced a sequence of tornadoes, straight line 
winds, and local flooding in southwestern, western, and 

'ltral Minnesota. By late July, most areas of the state were

. ,e summer of 1992 finished as one of the coolest on record. 
, emperatures were 4-6 degrees below ·the historical average, 
ranking only behind 1 91 5 as the coolest summer season of 
the century. The cool temperatures retarded crop 
development, leading to problems at harvest time. The cool 
summer also meant reduced crop water1ase. Cooler air, being 
less able to hold water vapor than warmer air, meant a 
reduction in the atmosphere's evaporative power. Estimates 
indicate that 1992 summertime evaporation was roughly 15-
20% less than average and 40% less than the summer of 
1988. Cropped lands, lakes, wetlands, and other areas gave 
up 2-4 inches less water to the atmosphere than during an 
average summer and as much as 8 inches less than the 
summer of 1988. 

The 1992 annual precipitation map indicates a typical pattern 
of decreasing precipitation from southeast to northwest. Wet 
spots included extreme southeastern and northeastern 
Minnesota and much of Scott county. 

Drier areas were found in west central and central sections of 
the state. Reduced summer evaporation and the 
psychological impact of the summer's coolness may have 
created the impression of above-normal precipitation. 
However, much of Minnesota received near normal 
precipitation and for sections of central Minnesota, totals 
were well below the norm.

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Crop Summary 

SPRING WHEAT, SUGARBEET OUTPUT SET RECORDS; 
BARLEY YIELDS REACH ALL-TIME HIGH 

THE SUMMER THAT NEVER QUITE APPEARED 

The coolest summer since 1915 and killing frosts in 
late June made the 1992 crop season a tough one to 
forget. The season got off to a good start when 
ideal planting conditions allowed fanners to seed 
almost all of their corn by mid-May and soybeans 
by the end of May. However, in northern areas of 
the state, persistent rain showers and surplus soil 
moisture kept planters out of the field. Spring 
wheat was just 66 % planted by May 10, 25 
percentage points behind normal. 

Dry conditions began to develop in May and June 
with 84 % of the state reporting short or very short 
topsoil moisture on June 12. Adequate subsoil 
moisture and cool temperatures, however, kept crop 
prospects favorable in most areas of the state. An 
outbreak of severe weather and rain came on June 
18. Cold air funneled in after these storms and 
started a 13-week period of temperature departures 
between 4-10 degrees below normal. Crop 
development slowed and by August 30, only 10 % 
of the corn was in the dent stage, 47 percentage 
points behind normal. Fortunately, a wide-scale 
freeze did not occur until late September; but 
approximately two-thirds of the corn and soybeans 
were caught short of maturity. 

Limited moisture stress, early planting, and the 
avoidance of an early frost partially offset the 
effects of the cool summer. However, test weights 
were low and corn in northern areas became silage 
or was abandoned. Wet grain was responsible for 
one of the slowest harvests on record. 

A bumper small grain crop was in the making 
through the summer but slow maturity and poor 
harvest conditions pushed harvest into October. 
Yields were good but harvest difficulties put a 
damper on what could have been a great year for 
small grains. Here's a rundown on the state's 
major crops: 

CORN: The state's production came in at 741 million 
bushels up 3 % from 1991. Yield at 114 bushels/acre was 
down 6 bushels from 1991. 

SOYBEANS: Holding acres at the same level as 1991, 
soybean growers nonetheless saw production fall 12 % 
from the previous year to 172.8 million bushels. That's 
because yields were lower, at 32 bushels/acre. 

WHEAT: Spring wheat at 137 .5 million bushels was 
more than double that of 1991 's short output of 64.2 
million. Yields were 50 bushels per acre, 19 above 
1991. Durum wheat production was 470,000 bushels 
with yields of 47 bushels/acre, up 15 bushels from '91, 
Yielding 42 bushels/acre, winter wheat output came to 
1.89 million bushels. 

SUGARBEETS: Minnesota, the nation's #1 sugarbeet 
state, produced its largest crop ever, bringing in 6.845 
million tons, up 11 % from 1991. Yields of 18.5 
tons/acre were up 1.5 tons from the previous year. 

DRY BEANS: Production totaled 1.416 million 
hundredweight, down 28 % from 1991. Yields lost 190 
pounds from 1991, averaging 1,460 pounds/acre. 

BARLEY: Gaining 16% from 1991, the crop totaled 
50.6 million bushels. Barley growers reported record 
yields in 1992, 75 bushels/acre, up 25 bushels from '91. 

OATS: At 35 million bushels, the crop posted a 54% 
gain from 1991 with yields averaging 70 bushels/acre, up 
30 from '91. 

FLAX: Dropping 66% from the previous year, 1992 
production was 220,000 bushels. Yields were up 2 
bushels at 22 bushels/acre. 

SUNFLOWERS: Production stacked up at 311.1 
million pounds, down 39% from 1991. Yields were 
1,510 pounds per acre, down 271. Oil production 
accounted for ahnost 80 % of the total output. 

HAY: All dry hay output of 6.55 million tons fell short 
of 1991 by 19%. Yields were down 1/4 ton at 3.05 
tons/acre. Alfalfa production at 5 .25 million tons was 
down 17%. 

RYE: Posting an 11 % increase from '91, production 
came in at 720,000 bushels. Yields were up 3 bushels, 
averaging 30 bushels/acre.

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FLOWERS AND FOLIAGE PLANTS- 1992 

The 1992 wholesale value of sales by commercial flower and foliage producers in Minnesota totaled $43,265,000 
compared with $35,850,000 in 1991. A commercial operation is defined as one which had $10,000 or more in annual 
gross sales of cut flowers, flowering and foliage plants, bedding plants, or cultivated florist greens. Data for "Total 
Ouanity Sold" in the table below represents only those growers with $100,000 or more in annual gross sales. 

The wholesale value of cut flowers in 1992 totaled $6,862,000, up 11 % from the previous year. The wholesale value 
of potted flowering plants was $10,253,000, up 5% from $9,799,000 in 1991. Sales of foliage plants for indoor and 
patio use totaled $1,320,000, up 11 % from the previous year. Potted bedding and garden plant sales were up 35% 
to $24,819,000.

The cultivated crop is grown in the northern one-third of the 
state on an estimated 20,000 acres in the counties of Aitkin, 
Beltramio St. Louis, Itasca, Cass, Lake of the Woods, 
Koochiching, Clearwater, Polk, and Red lake. 

In 1992, cultivated wild rice production was 6.1 million 
processed pounds.

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Cattle numbers on Minnesota farms on 
January 1 , 1 993 were 2 % above a year 
earlier. This was the highest inventory 
for the state since 1988. Minnesota's 
1992 calf crop at 1,040,000 was 1 % 
above 1991 . Meanwhile, sheep and 
lamb numbers were down 16% from 
January 1, 1992. The inventory of all 
hogs on December 1, 1992 was 4% 
below the previous year. Farrowings at 
1,015,000 head in 1992 were 
unchanged from the previous year. A 
crop of 8,473,000 pigs was produced 
in the state during 1992, an increase of 
2 % from 1 991 and the highest pig crop 
since 1980. The record high average 
yearly litter rate of 8.35 pigs was up 
from the previous record high of 8.20 
in 1 991 . All chickens on farms were 
down 3% from a year ago. 

The combined value of all livestock and 
poultry on Minnesota farms was over 
$2.3 billion. All cattle and calves, 
valued at $2.0 billion, were up 8% from 
a year ago. The value of hogs on hand 
on December 1, 1992 accounted for 
$324 million, down 1 %; all sheep and 
lambs, $18.4 million, up 10%; and all 
chickens, $22.2 million, up 19%. 

The number of operations with cattle in 
1992 increased 2,000 while milk cow 
operations declined 1,000, but beef 
cow operations held steady. Hog 
operations and cattle on feed operations 
both increased 1,000 while sheep 
operations declined 200.

Minnesota's milk production totaled 9.9 billion pounds 
in 1992, up 1 % from 1991, marking the first increase 
in output since 1985. The state's share of national 
production in 1992 was 6%. The 12-month average 
number of milk cows was 660,000 versus 683,000 in 
1991. The pounds of milk per cow averaged 14,930 in 
1992, a record high for Minnesota. 

The count of Minnesota dairy farms licensed to sell milk 
to plants in January 1993 totaled 13,832. This 
compares with the totals of 14,637 for January 1992 
and 15,336 for January 1991.

In 1992, Minnesota's turkey growers raised 43.5 million 
turkeys, down 1 % from the previous year. The average 
price received for turkeys in 1992 was 35 cents per 
pound, down 1 cent from 1991. The value of the 
state's turkey production in 1992 was $283.2 million, 
a decrease of 2 % from the previous year. 

During 1992, hatcheries in the West North Central 
Region (which includes the states of Iowa, Kansas, 
Missouri, Nebraska, North Dakota, South Dakota, and 
Minnesota) placed 88.68 million turkey poults, up 1 % 
from 1991. 

The state's egg production in 1992 was 2.81 billion eggs, an increase of 4% from 1991 and the largest since 1964. 
The annual average number of layers on farms rose 2% to 10.8 million. The value of eggs produced fell 21 % in 1992 
to $95.8 million. The all-egg price decreased 13¢ to 41 .0 cents per dozen. The total chicken inventory (excluding 
broilers) on December 1, 1992 was down 3% to 13.9 million birds. 

Value of sales from chickens (excluding broilers) rose 57% from last year to $998,000. 

In 1992, the number of broilers raised increased slightly to 45.3 million. From 1991 to 1992, value of production 
increased 6%. The annual average price per pound rose 1 cent to 31 cents. 

Hatchery production of egg-type chicks increased 6% to 22.31 million in 1992, highest since 1980. These poultry 
estimates are based on survey data obtained from producers, hatcheries, and processing plants.

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Dairy, Poultry Prices 

The livestock and dairy price statistics included in these tables are based on reports from farmers 0 auction markets, 
livestock buyers, meat and poultry processing plants, Market News Service, produce houses, egg handlers and dealers, 
marketing cooperatives, dairy plants, and other firms doing business with farmers, The marketing year for livestock, 
dairy, and poultry items is a calendar year, except for hogs, chickens, and eggs, which are on a December-November 
basis. 

The 1992 annual average prices for meat animals were lower except for sheep and lambs. Responding to 8% higher 
pork production than 1991 at the U.S. level, all hogs declined $ 7. 70 per 100 pounds for Minnesota. Beef cattle were 
down 80 cents as U.S. beef production rose 1 % from the previous year. Live lamb prices improved by $8.30 and sheep 
were up $6.30 for the year. Milk cows for dairy herd replacement increased $30 per head. Turkeys declined 1 cent 
per pound and table market eggs were off 13 cents per dozen. All milk was 94 cents per 100 pounds higher than a 
year earlier. Manufacturing grade milk was up 88 cents and grade A was up 90 cents.
