. The historic and archaeological sites inventoried on page _ a]]vshare the
same legal protection under Federal law (93-291) which requires careful study
of the resource prior to Federally financed development. Construction involving
only private monies is not restricted; however, Federal financing is so
widespread that this law usually applies. Dam construction or Ticensing for
dam construction must also be preceded by study if a proposed reservoir will
be larger than 40 acres, and even for smaller reservoirs if a known historic

resource exists in the area to be flooded.

One site on this list-the Soudan Iron Mine-is on the National Register of
Historic Sites, and another-Height of Land Portage-is presently under consideration
as a National Register nominee. National Register Historic Sites are legally

protected from nearly all forms of disturbance and destruction.

Note that locations of archaeologicd sites are generalized to prevent use of
this 1ist by unauthorized treasure hunters. These sites are historic

archaelogical sites; no prehistoric archaeological sites have yet been found
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in the study area, but may be expected to exist within 1000 feet of
permanent waters, according to Minnesota Historical Society Archaeologist
