Senator Hanson moved the amendment relating to an amendment to the 
temporary rules of the Senate (Rule 62) - (attached). The motion 
carried. 

Senator Hanson moved the adoption of an amendment to the Personnel 
resolution (copy attached). The motion carried. 

Also M. Myrja was given a permanent status insviar as benef .:r..ts 
are concerned per •state Civil Service 43.44 9 (copy attached): 
however, she will be a"session only" employee. 

Senator Hanson moved the resolution relating to the attendance of 
members of standing committees at meetings and seminars; providing 
for the payment of expenses thereby incurred. (copy attached) 

The motion carried. 

Senator Hanson moved the Senate resolution relating to expenses of 
interns. (copy attached) Senator Olhoft made a motion to change 
the dollar amount reimbursed the member for his payment to an 
intern from $25 to $35. A discussion followed regarding a) the 
number of interns allowed: b) the value of interns: etc. Senator 
Olhoft's motion carried, and the resolution, as amended, was 
adopted. 

Senator Willet addressed the committee and requested Kathleen 
Burek's (Legislative Aide in the Finance Committee) salary be 
raised from $15,399 to $16,501 due to the fact she was given 
added responsibilities. The committee approved the request.

3 for the years 1981-1982 are 

the Majority and Minority Leaders of the Senate: the Chairman of 

the Finance Committee beginning in January of 1981 and every 

second month thereafter: and the Chairman of the Committee on 

Taxe.s and Tax Laws beginning in February of 1981 and every second 

month thereafter.
