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ATTACHMENT H

COMMITTEE ON RULES AND LEGISLATIVE ADMINISTRATION

BE IT RESOLVED, by the Committee on Rules and Legislative
Administration, that the Director of House Administrative Services
is hereby authorized and directed to prepare and issue warrants
in payment of 1iving expenses to each member of the House from
the Legislative Expense Fund for each calendar day of the Sessions
of the 75th Legislature.

RESOLVED FURTHER, that each member of the House shall be
paid per diem living expenses in an amount up to $36 for each
calendar day during the Sessions of the 75th Legislature.

PROVIDED FURTHER, that each member of the House who has moved
from his or her usual place of lodging for a substantial part of
the Sessions of the 75th Legislature shall be reimbursed up to
$400 per month for his or her actual lodging expenses during the
Sessions of the 75th Legislature.

PROVIDED FURTHER, that each member of the House who resides
more than 125 miles from the State Capitol shall be entitled
to reimbursement fordair travel between his or her place of
residence and the State Capitol in lieu of actual mileage for
such travel, not to exceed ten round trips; and that this pro-
vision shall not be effective after May 19, 1987.

PROVIDED FURTHER, that each member who has moved from his
or her usual place of lodging for a substantial part of the
Sessions of the 75th Legislature shall in addition be reimbursed
for travel to and from their homes at the same amount as may be
authorized by the Commissioner of Employee Relations for state
employees, not to exceed one round trip per week of the Sessions.

PROVIDED FURTHER, that each House member shall certify in
writing to the Director of House Administirative Services of the
House of Representatives, prior to the issuance of the first of
such warrants for each of the Sessions of the 75th Legislature for
such living expenses whether or not he or she has moved from the
usual place of lodging.

- PROVIDED ALSO, that during the 1987 and 1988 interims of

the 75th Legislature, each member may receive, upon written
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request, a legislative district travel allowance based upon the
actual size of his or her legislative district. Such allowance
shall be computed at 15¢ per square mile per month with a minimum

of $45 and a maximum of $400 per month.
