Find the number and percentage of newly-elected legislators who have 
never previously served in the Minnesota Legislature:  

Subtract the number of newly-elected legislators from the numbers of newly-elected legislators with 
previous service:  26-2=24 

Number who have never previously served in the Legislature:  24 

Divide that number by 201 and multiply by 100 for percentage:  11.94%
